THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENICREPUBLIC

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES
CONCERNING MILITARY COOPERATION

The GOVERNMENT of the Helienic Republic represented by
National Defense General Staff, And the Government of the
United Arab Emirates represented by GHQ of Armed Forces,
hereinafter referred to as the "Parties"”.

CONSIDERING the friendly and cooperative relatlons existing
between the two countries.

DESIRING to enhance and strengthen the existing bilateral
refations through military cooperation between the two countries
based on principles of independence, sovereignty, common
benefits and non- mterference in the domestic affairs of each
country. I :

CONFIRMING their obligéiions to the United Nations Charter.

ADHERING to the principles of full respect to their
sovereignty, independence, and territorial integrity.

HAVE AGREED on the following:

Article (1)

The Parties will work in accordance with national laws and
international obligations of each Party in order to encourage,
facilitate and develop cooperation in the military field on
mutually beneficial basis.

Article (2)

The Parties shall implement articies of this Agreement by
establishing a military co-operation committee, consisting of
representatives of the Parties to set suitable mechanism for the
impiementation of this Agreement and define points of contact to
organize the aclivities between the Parties as requested. This
Committee shall meet alternately in each of the two countries
every two years or when needed.
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Article {3)

A. The cooperation between the Parties shall include the
following fields:
1. Education and training.
2. Defence and security policy.
3. Defence industries and scientific research.
4. Arms import and export.
5. Military medical services. -
6. Humanitarian and peacekeepmg operatnons
7. Military cultural and sport activities.:. .
8. Environmental issues -an-d-__poIIution.Ti.caused by military
facilities. 5 .
9. Any other fields to be agreed upon |ater

Article (5)

A. In Accordance with the present Agreement and their national
tegislations the Parties shall take all necessary measures to
protect inteliectual property and confidential information,
exchanged during the implementation of this Agreement.

B. The Parties undertake to properly use information and

prevent disclosure thereof even after termination of this
agreement.
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C. The Parties agree that issues of exchange of information
which is necessary to carry out during joint activities within the
framework of this Agreement and the right to wuse this
information in addition to issues on mutual protection of
confidential information may be governed by a separate
Agreement or protocol to be concluded between the Parties.

Article (6)

b

Regarding the implementation -of this agreement, or the
realization of any other activity arising thereof, unless otherwise
agreed upon, each visiting Party shall bear its own costs while
being on the territory of the host Party. With regards to long-
term training programs the Parties may agree Iater on their
financial obligations when required.

Article {7)

A. The personnel of the sending Party. shall respect the laws,
rules and regul‘ations of the host country during their stay in its
territory. It is also, forbidden to the same personnel to carry out

any actnvnty that may affect the security and the integrity of the
host Party.

8. The personnel of the. sendihg cduntry shall be subject to the
laws of the host country: durmg lheu’ period of stay on its
territory.

C. In the case of military disciplinary violations committed by
personnel of the sending country in the territory of the hosting
country, the sending party authorities shall take proper action
pursuant to their own military laws and regulations.

Article (8)

Any dispute arising between the Parties in connection with
interpretation or application of this Agreement shall be settled
amicably through consultation and direct negotiations between
the representatives of the two Parties and, if necessary, through
diplomatic channels.

Article (9)

A. This agreement shall enter into force upon exchange of
written notifications through diplematic channels between the
two Parties informing each other about completion of their
relevant constitutional requirements.
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B. This Agreement shall be valid for a period of five (5) years
commencing from the date of its entry into force and it can be
renewed to a similar five (5) years period by written consent of
the Parties,

C. Either Party has the right to terminate this Agreement at any
time by informing the other Party through written notification.
The termination shall be valrd after srx (6) months from the date
of notification. : ~ :

D. In the event that this Agr{eeme"rw\t"""mis'"'terminated or not
renewed, each Party shall be..obliged .to fulfill any pending
obligations resuiting thereof. : -

E. The termination of this Agreement shall not affect the
completion of any uncompleted projects, programs or contracts
concluded in accordance with this Agreement.

Either Parfy may propose amendments to this Agreement. i
the other Party approves such amendments, they shall be vatlid
only after completing the procedure prowded in article (9),
paragraph (A) of this Agreement.

- Article (11)-

Agreement has been done in two original copies in Greek,
Arabic and English languages each of which is equaily authentic.
However, in case of dispute regarding interpretation, the English
text will prevail.
