BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND

THE COUNCIL OF MINISTERS OF THE REPUBLIC OF
ALBANIA

FOR COOPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF

POSTS AND ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS
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THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE
COUNCIL OF MINISTERS OF THE REPUBLIC OF ALBANIA,
hereinafter referred to as the “Parties™,

DESIRING to develop the bilateral relations between the Hellenic
Republic and the Republic of Albania,

SHARING the view that the development of electronic communications
is a major factor for promoting trade and techaical exchanges as well as
the economic and social development of each country,

CONFIRMING the necessity of mutual cb-operation for the expansion
and development of up-to-date electronic communication services
between the two countries, '

EMPHASIZING the common interest in establishing closer co-operation
in the fields of posts and electronic communications based on
advantageous and equitable conditions and on the good neighbourly
traditions,

RECOGNIZING that many new electronic communication services are
based on the proper utilization of the radio frequency spectrum and the
geostationary satellite orbit, as well as other satellite orbits,

HAVING IN MIND that in applying the hereafier articles of the
Agreement, the Hellenic Republic shall respect the obligations arising
from its membership in the European Union,

AGREE as follows:

Article 1

The Parties. on the basis of equality, reciprocity and mutual benefit. shall
pursue a policy of providing and developing postal and electronic
communication services between the two countries. in accordance with
the taws and regulations in force in each countfy; the mutually applicable
obligations under the International Telecommunication Union (ITU), the
Universal Postal Union (UPU), the World Trade Organization (WTO) and

the legal instruments established by them; and the provisions of the
present Agreement.

Issues which are not regulated by this Agreement. by the mutually
applicable obligations or Agreements referred to above or by other
international Agreements which are binding on the Parties shall be setiled
by separate agreements in accordance with the legislatioh of each country.

Matters related to the provision and operation of postal and electronic’

communication services which are not provided for by this Agreement
will be regulated by the provisions of the mutually applicable obligations
under the UPU, the ITU, the WTO and the iegal instruments established
by them. ‘

Article 2

The Parties shall encourage contacts between their governments. public
bodies and private structures, research institutes, corporations, other
relevant organizations and specialists:

a) to discuss scientific and technical issues related to the co-operative
activities in the fields of posts and electronic communications;

b) to solve the problems that may arise concerning the implementation
of the Agreement: and

c) to implement joint projects.

The said bodies may conclude implementing programs. which will
provide the details ot the co-operative activities stipufated under this
Agreement.

Article 3

The Parties shall facilitate the transit through their territories of all Kinds
of postal items and electronic communication services, under the most
favourable conditions for both.
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Article 4

1. The Parties shall agree to directly exchange airmail, surface mail and
other services, inter alia:

a. Leuer-post items including letters, postcards. printed papers.
literature for the blind and small packets:

b.  Ordinary parcels;

c.  Express mail service (EMS) and electronic mail service.

The Parties may, through consultation by correspondence, provide
additional services as appropriate. | '

Article 5

The Parties shall inform each other in a timely manner of the restrictions
relating to the conditions of posting and delivery and the coatents of
postal items, based on domestic regulations.

Article 6

The Parties shall endeavour to take the necessary measures. if the need
should arise. for the improvement of forms and methods of mail
exchange. in order to expedite transportation of mail and secure its safety.

Article 7

The Parties shall bear [liability for the loss. theft or damage to the
registered letter-post items and postal parcels in all cases except for force
majeure.

The amount of damage compensation and the measure of liability shall be
determined by the provisions of the Convention and the Postal Parcels
Agreement of the UPU ia force.

The Parties shall éndeavour to promote:

a) the establishment of electronic communication networks between the
owo countries, on the basis of open access to modern technologies
and their integration into the world-wide electronic communications
network;

b) the utilization of mobile telephony, satellite systems and fibre-
optical communication lines as part of the future worldwide
information infrastructure.

To this end, co-operation on bilateral and international projects may be
implemented on the basis of separate agreements concluded between the
relevant entities under the jurisdiction of each Party.

Article 10

The Parties shall coordinate. in the framework of their authority. the use -
of frequencies by radio services. in accordance with their domestic laws

and regulations and the ITU Constitution. Convention and Administrative
Regulations. Such coordination can be achieved by the exchange of
correspondence or by the signing of separate agreements.

Article 11

The Parties. in accordance with the needs and resources existing in their
countries. agree to make use of scientific and academic institutions in the
field of electronic communications for the purpose of developing
mutually advantageous bilateral co-operation.
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Regarding the fields of research and of training of specialists in this field.
the Parties shall recommend and support direct collaboration and co-
operation between the specialized entities in.their countries.

Tariffs and charges for postal and electronic communications services
shall be established in accordance with the provisions of the Convention
and Postal Parcels Agreement of the UPU. and the Convention.
Administrative Regulations and as appropriate Recommendations of the
1TU.

Article 12
The Parties shall co-operate through:
a) exchanging information and documentation;
b) bilateral consultations;
¢) missions of experts and establishment of working groups;
d) exchange of specialists;
€) traimng programmes;

f)  other forms of co-operation.

Article 13

The Parties may make proposals for closer co-operation and for further
coordination on specific issues according to this Agreement. For this
purpose. when appropriate and upon mutual consent. contracts may be
signed between the respective telecommunication entities stipulating.
inter alia. the goals, plans of action. time periods. the departments and
persons responsible for the successful implementation of the Agreement
and the contracts.

The Parties shall, in case of nced. consult with each other through
correspondence on further simplification of operational. manageria! and
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tariff arrangements. taking into consideration the actual operational
situation of postal and electronic communications services in the two
countries.

Article 14

Anyv difterence arising from the Parties on the application and
interpretation of this Agreement should be settled by means of
negouiations and consultations.

Article 15

The present Agreement shall not affect the rights and obligations of the
Parties resulting from international Agreements with third countries or
international organizations.

Article 16

The competent authorities responsible for the implementation of the
present Agreement shall be:

- in the Hellenic Republic: the Ministry of Transport and
Communications:

- in the Republic of Albania: the Ministry of Public Works.
Transport and Telecommunications.

In case of anyv change relating to these competent authorities. the Parties
shall notity each other in due course.

Article 17

None of the information acquired under this Agreement shall be disclosed
to third Parties without a prior written consent of the Party from which it

has originated.
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Article 18

The provisions of this Agreement and all activities undertaken pursuant to
this Agreement will be construed and subject to the respective faws and
regulations of the parties. having in mind that in applying all the articles,
the Hellenic Republic shall respect the obligations arising from its
membership to the European Union.

Article 19

Each Party shall bear its own costs resulting from the observance of its
undertakings pursuant to this Agreement, unless otherwise agreed upon in
writing between the Parties.

Article 20
The Agreement may be modified by mutual written consent of the Parties.

Any modification of the Agreement shall enter into force in accordance
with the samec procedures as the entering into torce of the Agreement
(Article 22).

Article 21

For correspondence related to the implementation of the present
Agreement. the two Parties shall use the English language. The language
ot correspondence between the other entities may be decided by mutual
agreement between them.

Article 22

This Agreement shall enter into torce on the date of the second of the
diplomatic Notes by which the Parties notifv each other-on the completion
of their relevant internal procedures.
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The Agreement shall be valid for an indefinite period of time and shall be
terminated six (6) months from the date on which one of the Parties
notifies the other, in writing, of its intention 10 terminate the Agreement.

DONE at Tirana, on the 6" of April 2006, in two copies, each in the
Greek, Albanian and English languages, all the texts being equally
authentic. In case of any divergence of interpretation, the English text
