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AGREED MINUTES OF THE 5™ SESSION OF THE
INDIAN- HELLENIC JOINT ECONOMIC COMMITTEE

NEW DELHI, NOVEMBER 13, 2007

~ The Fifth Session of the India - Hellenic Joint Economic Committee, set up
under the Agreement on Economic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation between
the Government of the Republic of India and the Govemment of the Hellenic
Republic, was held in New Delhi on November 13, 2007. The Indian delegation was
headed by Mr.O.P.Arya, Additional Secretary, Department of Commerce, and the
Hellenic delegation was headed by Ambassador P. D. Mantzouranis, Director General
for Intemational Economic Relations, Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The Session was jointly
inaugurated by Shri Jairam Ramesh, Minister of State for Commerce,Republic of India
and H.E. Petros Doukas, Deputy Minister for Foreign Affairs, Hellenic Republic.

During his visit Mr. Petros Doukas, called on Commerce & Industry Minister
and also attended the India-Greece joint business forum organized by FICCI in New
Delhi. He was accompanied by a large Greek business delegation from diverse
sectors.

The composition of the two delegations is at Annex |. The adopted agenda
for the Joint Comrhittee meeting is at Annex Il.

The two Sides took note of the present levels of trade and investment flows
and expressed satisfaction at the growth in bilateral trade.

Both Sides agreed that the Joint Committee should act as an instrument for
enhancing bilateral cooperation in vanous fields which, on the one hand, would
reflect the close political ties between the two countries and, on the other hand, will
bring the businessmen of the two countries closer for mutual economic and
commercial benefits.

The deliberations of the Joint Committee meeting reflected the warm and
friendly relations between the two countries. Discussions were held with the
intention of strengthening bilateral economic and commercial relations between the
two countries. Both sides agreed that the Joint Economic Committee mechanism
needs to be strengthehed by having regular meetings which could review the level of
economic engagement and suggest measures to enhance bilateral trade and

investment flows.
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1. REVIEW OF ECONOMIC SITUATION IN INDIA AND GREECE.

The leader of the Indian delegation highlighted the rapid growth of the Indian
economy in recent years and its emergence as a major investor in some of the EU
countries. He also expressed India’s keen interest to widen and intensify the scope
of bilateral economic relations between India and Greece.

The leader of the Hellenic delegation highlighted the cument economic

situation in Greece and the country’s role in the European Union, South — Eastern
Europe and the Mediterranean. He also expressed Greece’s keen desire for
strengthening trade and economic relations with India.

2. INDIA-EU TRADE & INVESTMENT AGREEMENT (TIA) NEGOTIATIONS

AND DDA.

Both Sides noted that negotiations for an India-EU Trade and Investment
Agreement (TIA) had been launched at the end of June, 2007 in Brussels. The
second round of negotiations was held in New Delhi during October 1-5, 2007.
Extensive discussions were held for deepéning and strengthening India-EU bilateral
trade and economic relations on varnious sectors/sub-sectors such as trade in goods,
trade in services, non-tanff measures such as SPS/TBT, Trade facilitation &
Customs cooperation, Government procurement.

Both Sides reiterated their commitment to the implementation of the EU- India
Joint Action Plan which is of utmost importance for the deepening and strengthening
of relations between the EU and India

India and Greece, as an EU Member State, reaffirmed that the WTO remains
centre stage in the intemational trading system and the comerstone of a strong and
rules-based muiltilateral trading system.

Achieving an ambitious, balanced and comprehensive outcome in the Doha
Development Agenda (DDA) is a foremost trade policy priority. The DDA is an
unprecedented occasion to an open, inclusive and equitable global market.
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3. BILATERAL TRADE AND ECONOMIC COOPERATION
3.1 Indo — Greek Trade Relations

3.1(a) Review of bilateral trade

Both Sides reviewed bilateral trade over the last few years. It was noted that
bilateral trade had shown significant increase. However, the present volume of trade
is far below the potential that exists. It was agreed to make concerted efforts to

promote and expand bilateral trade.

3.1(b) Measures for developing bilateral trade

Diversification of composition of trade

Both Sides noted that there is a need to enhance cooperation in traditional
areas of trade and also to diversify the trade basket in order to include non-
traditional items for mutual benefit. They noted the rapid economic changes taking
place in both countries, and agreed that concrete measures were necessary to
harvest the opportunities that exist. The setting up of joint ventures and foreign direct
investment hold great promise. The relevant Indian and Hellenic bodies could

exchange information on the investment legislation of the two countnes, as well as
on the most promising investment projects. The Indian side informed about the
establishment of India-EU Investment Facilitation desk at New Delhi, Mumbai,
Chennai and Kolkata. These could serve as important contact points for investors
from Greece. -

Both Sides noted that substantial possibilities for enhanced trade & investment
existed in the information and communication technology, pharmaceutical, bio-

technology, machinery, energy, maritime as well as tourism sectors.

Participation in fairs and exhibitions
Recognizing the significance of fairs and exhibitions for the promotion of

bilateral trade, the two sides reiterated their desire to further support their companies
‘and other organizations to participate in fairs and exhibitions in each other's country.
The Indian Side informed that India has been regularly participating in the
Thessaloniki International Trade Fair in Greece. India International Trade Fair (IITF)

* 0100109 1306080020 *
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which is a prestigious trade fair held every year in November in New Delhi is the
largest trade fair organized in India. Participation of Greece in this trade fair would
prove to be beneficial to the bilateral relationship. The Hellenic side agreed to
consider India’'s suggestion to participate in the lITF as a partner country in the year
2009 or 2010. The Indian Side informed the Hellenic delegation that Greek
institutions involved in trade promotion and participation in fairs may be requested to
coordihate with India Trade Promotion Organization, which is organizing trade fairs

in India.

3.1(c) Discussion on products of interest to both sides

Export of Tea and Coffee from India

There are negligible exports of tea from India to Greece. The Indian Side
informed that there is a large potential for tea exports from India and suggested that
both sides make joint efforts to promote trade in this product. India is exporting a
large amount of green coffee to Greece. Efforts could also be made to enhance

trade of Green coffee.

Indian traditional systems of medicine

The Indian Side presented the strength of India’s traditional systems of
medicine. These systems have a long history of usage in India. There is now a
global recognition of the benefits of traditional systems of medicine. The Indian
systems of Ayurveda, Unani, Siddha and Homeopathy have proven benefits. The
Indian Side stated that there is a large potential for trade in this sector.

The Hellenic Side showed interest in exploring opportunities for bilateral
cooperation in the area of traditional medicines, especially homeopathic medicine
and education. India agreed to make a formal proposal in this regard.

Greek Agricultural Products

The Hellenic Side noticed with concem the declining trend of Greek
agricultural exports to India during the last four years, and expressed the wish that
this trend be reversed. Greek agricultural products with good export potential to the
Indian market are olive oil, Kalamata olives, feta cheese, wine, ouzo, and especially
high quality agricultural products that the European Union protects under the
systems known as “Protected Designation of Origin® (PDO) and “Protected

Geographical Indication” (PGI).
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3.2 Bilateral institutional framework
3.2(a) Bilateral Investment Protection Agreement

The Bilateral Investment Protection Agreement (BIPA) was signed between

the two countries on 26 April, 2007 in Athens. India has already ratified the
Agreement. The Hellenic Side stated that the ratification process will be completed soon.

3.2(b) Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement (DTAA)
The Agreement between India and Greece for the Avoidance of Double

Taxation was ratified by the Government of India on 17.03.1967. A revision is under
negotiation and the last round of negotiations was held in Athens during May 19-20,
2005. Following the discussions that took place among the experts from both sides,
the Joint Committee expressed the desire for an early conclusion of the negotiations
for the revised DTAA.

3.2(c) Aviation-Air Services Agreement

The first round of negotiations for the conclusion of an Air Services Agreement
between the Government of India and the Government of the Hellenic Republic was
held in Athens on March 29-30, 2007. Both sides agreed that the finalisation of an
Air Services Agreement between the two countries would provide the framework for
improved air connectivity between India and Greece.

3.3 BILATERAL COOPERATION
3.3(a) Cooperation_in Communication and Information Technology

The Indian Side mentioned India’s strengths in communication and IT sector.
Potential for cooperation exists in software and services sector, electronic hardware
sector and telecommunications sector.

Both Sides agreed that this sector represents one of the high growth sectors
where cooperation needs to be enhanced. It was suggested by the Indian side that
the relevant industry associations on both sides need to enhance their cooperation
in this sector. NASSCOM and Electronics & Software Export Promotion Council
were two of the industry associations from the Indian side which could be involved
for furthenng the bilateral relationship in this sector. Regular contacts between the
industry associations would promote trade in this sector. The Hellenic Side agreed to
identify a counterpart of Electronics & Software Export Promotion Council of India for

the purpose. The Indian Side also requested that the proposed visit of the Greek
Information and Communication Technology business delegation to India may
coincide with INDIASOFT 2008 Exhibition in March, 2008.

3.3(b) Infrastructure .
India’s growing economy needs sustained development of infrastructure. The

opportunities available in this sector in India could be gainfully used by Greek
businesses. These opportunities exist in the areas of highways, ports, airports,
power, transportation, etc. Both Sides agreed that the potential for cooperation in

this sector needs to be highlighted among business associations on both sides.

3.3(c) Pharmaceuticals
The Indian Side explained the strength of its pharmaceutical industry. Both
sides noted that this sector has potential for increased bilateral trade.

3.3(d) Textiles
The Indian Side explained that EU is one of the largest importers of Indian

textiles and fabrics. However, India’s exports to Greece are a small fraction of such
exports. Both Sides agreed to encourage their business communities to explore the
possibilities of enhancing their cooperation in the textiles trade/joint ventures,
promotion of FDI in the Indian textiles sector and the participation in textiles fairs in

India.

3.3(e) Engineering Sector ,
The Indian engineering goods industry has shown robust growth in the past

few years. It has been established as a major player in the global market. These
capabilities could be gainfully hamessed for furthering bilateral trade in this sector.
Both Sides could look at facilitating relationships between the engineering industry
through their associations. The Engineering Export Promotion Council in India could
be the_ contact point. The Hellenic Side agreed to identify a counterpart for the

purpose.
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4.  COOPERATION IN OTHER AREAS

4.1 Science and Technology

Both Sides expressed satisfaction at the present level of cooperation in this
sector. The Joint Committee took note of the Science and Technology Cooperation
Agreement signed on 26 April, 2007 at Athens during the visit of Honorable President
of India to Greece. Both Sides expressed the hope that the agreement would help in

' promoting science and technology cooperation between the two countries, through

joint research and technological development projects, exchange visits of scientists,
researchers and technical experts, exchange of scientific and technological
information and documentation as well as equipment and consumable materials,
organization of and participation in meetings, conferences, symposia, workshops,
courses and exhibitions. '

Areas of cooperation are information and communication technology,
nanotechnology, life sciences and biotechnology, seismology and geodynamics,
ocean and marine sciences, environmental sciences and energy technologies.

The Implementing Agencies are, from the Hellenic side the General
Secretariat for Research & Technology, of the Ministry of Development of the
Hellenic Republic, and from the Indian side the Department of Science & Technology
(DST) of the Republic of India.

4.2 Agriculture
Both Sides expressed their satisfaction at the Memorandum of Understanding

signed between the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of India and the Ministry
of Agriculture of the Hellenic Republic, on February 5™, 2001, an importaht
framework for the achievement of a closer cooperation in the field of agricuiture.

Recognizing the need for a joint effort to activate the Memorandum, the two
Sides agreed that it is necessary to hold a session of the Joint Indian — Hellenic
Committee, provided for in the Memorandum, for an in depth dialogue and
exchange of views.

The Hellenic Side stated it will examine positively the Indian request for
experts of the Indian Council for Agricultural Research to visit Greece in order to be
trained on phytosanitary issues and horticulture.
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4.3 Maritime Sector
Both Sides reiterated their willingness to enhance and promote even

further their cooperation in the maritime sector and the development of bilateral
trade.

The Hellenic Side supports the conclusion of a Maritime Agreement
between the E.U. and India aiming at the promotion of bilateral trade through the
elimination of any obstacles in intemational ship transport services.

Both Sides reaffirmed their willingness to cooperate in the field of
international maritime transport providing and guarantying free access to
international cargoes moving from their ports on the basis of non discrimination

and free and fair competition.

44 Tourism

The Joint Committee noted that considering the history of links between India
and Greece, there is a huge potential for boosting tourist flows. Both Sides
expressed satisfaction at the fruitful and constructive discussions during the 1%
meeting of the Indian - Hellenic Joint Commission on Tourism held in New Delhi on
April 16, 2007. They emphasised, in particular, the prospects of cooperation in
the fields of education and training, the importance of exchahging
familiarisation trips of tour operators, travel agents and media personnel and
the participation in tourism fairs and exhibitions in each other's country to
promote their destinations and tourism products.

With a view to boost the bilateral tourist flows, the Hellenic Side stressed
the necessity tc establish a direct air connection between Greece and India.

45 Renewable Energy Sources
Both Sides affirmed their willingness to enhance their cooperation in the field

of renewable energy sources between their competent bodies and institutions in
order to establish common activities in this field and advance their common interest

in the efficient and sustainable use of energy.
The Hellenic Side informed that the Centre for Renewable Energy Sources

(CRES), aiming at the promotion of technological applications in the fields of
Renewable Energy Sources, Rational Use of Energy and Energy Saving, has
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proposed to the Indian Side the signing of a Memorandum of Understanding with the

appropriate agency on the Iindian side.

4.6 Standardisation, conformity assessment and testing

The Hellenic Side informed that the Hellenic Organization for Standardisation
(ELOT), aiming at the promotion of technical and scientific cooperation, in the fields
of Standardisation, Conformity Assessment and Testing, has proposed the signing of
an MOU on Cooperation with the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS).

The Indian Side welcomed the proposal and both sides exchanged drafts of.

the proposed MOU on Cooperation.

It was agreed in principle to enter into the MOU on Cooperation and finalize
the draft MOU through further negotiations. The Hellenic Side proposed that the
forthcoming visit of the Prime Minister of the Hellenic Republic to India in January
2008 could be an ideal opportunity for the signing of the MOU by the two competent

bodies.

5. The discussions took place in an atmosphere of mutual friendship and
understanding. Both sides noted that the Joint Committee acted as the forum for
promotion of mutual understanding and agreed to work closely to promote further

cooperation through discussion and dialogue.

Both Sides agreed that the 6™ Session of the Joint Economic Committee
between the Republic of India and the Hellenic Republic will take place in Athens in
2008 at a date to be agreed through diplomatic channels.
