of the Greek-Turkish
Joint Committee Meeting on Road Transport

The Greek-Turkish Road Transport Joint Committee Meeting was held in Ankara on 31%
January- 1¥ February 2008.

The Members of both delegations are listed in the appendix.
The Delegations negotiated the following items of the agenda:

1- Exchange of statistical information
2- Transport of goods

3- Transport of passengers

4- Railway Transport

5- Other issues

1-Exchange of Statistical Information

Both delegations exchanged views and statistical information regarding the developments in
foreign trade, current situation of road transport and the rate of usage of permits between the
Republic of Turkey and the Republic of Greece. The Delegations confirmed with pleasure
that the foreign trade and accordingly the road transport operations showed considerable

increase and indicated that this situation would contribute to the development and welfare of
both countries

2-Transpori of Goods

The Turkish Delegation proposed to liberalise the transit transport operations in accordance
with the Article 11 of the present bilateral agreement. The Greek Delegation stated that they
could evaluate the liberal transports after the completion of the construction of the Egnatia
Motorway. The Greek Delegation proposed that the bilateral transport operations could be
considered separate from the transit transports and determine a certain quota for these
operations. The Turkish Delegation responded to this proposal positively.

Confirming that the additional permits allocated for 2007 will not be deducted from the quota

for 2008, Delegations agreed that the quota for 2008 and preliminary for 2009 is determined
as follows: '

- 30.000 permits for transit transport operations (with charge)
- 10.000 permits for bilateral transport operations (free of charge)
- 9.000 permits for bilateral transport operations (with charge)

The Delegations confirmed that 40.000 permits received for 2008 shall be used either for the
bilateral or transit transport operations and the remaining quota out of 49.000 defined in this
meeting, which is 9.000, shall be used only for transit transport operations with charge.

Delegations agreed that any demand for additional permits during the course of the year will
be evaluated and dealt within the framework of good intentions. -
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Delegations agreed that all permits shall be valid until 31* January of the following year.

3- Transport of Passengers
Both Delegations evaluated the current situation of the passenger transport services.

The Delegations confirmed that there were three regular bus lines operated by the transport

companies of both countries in the lines Istanbul-Athens, Bursa-Xhanthi and Istanbul-
Thessaloniki.

The Delegations agreed to evaluate any future demands for regular bus services on time
and inform each other via correspondence as the protocol of 2006 provides.

Based on the minutes of the meeting of INTERBUS Agreement Joint committee, the Greek
Delegation stated that each page(waybill) of the INTERBUS logbook could be used as a
control document. The Turkish Delegation expressed that they would examine this issue and
give relevant instructions to the concerned control authorities in the borders.

Moreover, both delegation, undertook to inform their border authorities in order to properly

apply the provisions of INTERBUS Agreement as regard to liberalized occasional
services(Article 6).

The Delegations affirmed that no crucial problem have been reported in the field of passenger
transport operations.

Furthermore, both delegations, agreed to closely cooperate in order to deal with any problem
arises in this field.

4- Railway Transport

The Delegations made assessments on the “Dostluk-Filia” train and stated that a meeting
would be held in Athens in March 2008 with regard to this train and the issues resulting from

the exploitation of the operation such as wagon/km charges, timetables, border stations and
delays would be discussed in detail.

The delegations agreed that the exemption of wagon/km charges will be maintained for the
year 2008, as it was the case in the previous years.

The" delegations agreed that from the year 2009 the Greek side will cover the 50% of
wagon/km charges that will result from International regulations.

5- Other Issues

The Greek Delegation expressed that the maximum permissible weight tolerance
implemented in Turkey, which is determined as 2 %, is not sufficient. The Turkish delegation
informed that the works on increasing the tolerance rate to 5% are at the final stage.

The Greek Delegation stated that the restriction of the fuel in the standard fuel tanks as 550

litres effects the transport operations in a negative way. Turkish delegation explained that this
P
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restriction was implemented with a view to prevent the fuel smuggling without discriminating
Turkish and foreign vehicles.

The Greek delegation stated that it would submit a proposal to the competent authority
regarding the determination of limit in the fuel contained in the vehicles’ tank on the basis of
reciprocity.

The Turkish Delegation communicated the problem concerning the shipping service between
Cesme-Chios to be started for the transportation of goods transport vehicles. The Greek

Delegation noted the problem and stated that they will convey the issue to the relevant
authorities.

Delegations stated that the current cooperation should be developed further for the immediate

solution of the problems and agreed that direct communication will be established between
the two Ministries in case a problem occurs.

The Meeting took place in a warm and friendly atmosphere and both Delegations expressed
their satisfaction over the result.

The Greek Delegation invited the Turkish Delegation to Athens for the next Joint Committee
Meeting. The Turkish Delegation accepted the invitation with pleasure. The exact date and
venue of the meeting will be determined through bilateral correspondence.
