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Agreed Minutes of the 4™ Session of the
Joint Committee for
Economic, Cultural and Technical Cooperation
between the Hellenic Republic and the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan

Amman, December 12-13, 2006

The 4™ session of the Jordanian-Hellenic Joint Committee was held in
Amman, on December 12-13, 2006, in accordance with the provisions of
Article 10 of the Agreement on Economic, Cultural and Technical
Cooperation, signed in Athens, on May 17, 1976 between the Government
of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan.

The Jordanian Delegation was headed by H.E. Dr. Montaser Oklah,
Secretary General of Ministry of Industry and Trade.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by H.E. E. Stylianidis, Deputy
Minister for Foreign Affairs.

The members of the Jordanian and the Hellenic delegations are listed in
Annexes I and II to these Minutes, respectively.

The Heads of the delegations approved the Agenda cited in Annex III to
these Minutes.

Annex IV to these Minutes lists the documents signed within the
framework of the 4™ Hellenic-Jordanian Joint Committee.

The discussions took place in a friendly atmosphere, inspired by the
excellent traditional relations that exist between the two countries.
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The results of the deliberations of the 4® session of the Joint Committee
are summarized as follows:

Bilateral institutional framework

Both sides took note of the completion, by their competent authorities,
through the exchange of verbal notes, of the ratification procedure of the two
Agreements signed in Athens during the visit of H.M. King Abdullah II Bin
Al Hussein on December 21, 2005, namely the bilateral Agreement in the
Field of Tourism and the bilateral Agreement on the Promotion and
Reciprocal Protection of Investments.

Both sides expressed their content for the opportunities offered by this
Committee to conclude additional Agreements which would further
strengthen the bilateral institutional framework, such as the Agreement on
Scientific and Technological Cooperation.

Trade and Economy

The Heads of both Delegations presented a comprehensive overview of
economic developments and policies in their respective countries. Both sides
stated that the development of stronger economic and commercial ties and
the promotion of investment and trade relations between the two countries
are the main objectives both Governments pursue. To this end, the two sides
discussed possible ways and means for the further development and
diversification of the bilateral economic and commercial relations.

Both sides welcomed the initiatives taken by various Hellenic and
Jordanian unions and organizations to promote bilateral cooperation
Agreements such as:

- The cooperation agreement signed between the Jordan Enterprise
Development Corporation (JEDCO) and The Hellenic Foreign Trade
Board of Greece (HEPO);

- The Bilateral Cooperation Agreement in the Field of Standardization
and Conformity Assessment signed between the Hellenic
Organization of Standardization (ELOT) and the Jordanian Institution
for Standard and Metrology (JISM).
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Both sides agreed to:

- Encourage cooperation between institutions and organizations, which
promote the development of trade in both countries, through exchange
of information and visits aimed at determining promising directions of
cooperation and creating mutually beneficial relations between the
two countries;

- Enhancing exchange of information on trade opportunities between
the two countries in particular through Jordan Enterprise (JEDCO),
the Greek counterpart (HEPO), and the Chambers of Commerce and
Industry in both countries. The exchange should aim at establishing
contacts between companies of both countries; specifically those
specialized in the fields of industry, chemicals, machinery, fertilizers,
and agricultural products etc.

- Enhancing cooperation in the area of raising the awareness of private
sector of both countries in order to capitalize on and explore the
opportunities presented by the Jordan-EU Association Agreement.

- Encouraging the private sector in both countries to establish joint
ventures and investments with the view of benefiting from exports
opportunities to their markets and to markets of other countries in
their regions.

The Jordanian side submitted an Administrative and Technical
Memorandum of Understanding in the field of free zones cooperation to the
Hellenic Republic. The Hellenic side stated that they will provide feedback
at their earliest convenience.

Private Sector Cooperation

In order to promote their foreign trade relations and the development of
business contacts to their mutual benefit, both sides took advantage of most
efficient forms of cooperation in joint economic activities and signed, in the
margin of this Session:

a) A Memorandum of Understanding among the Federation of Greek
Industries (SEV), the Jordan Chamber of Industry (JCI) and the Jordan
Chamber of Commerce (JCC).

b) A Memorandum of Understanding between the Exporters’
Association of Northern Greece (SEVE) and the Jordanian Businessmen

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Association (JBA), aiming at enhancing bilateral trade and investment
relations.

¢) Agreement on Cooperation among the Athens Chamber of Commerce
and Industry (ACCI), the Jordan Chamber of Industry (JCI) and the Jordan
Chamber of Commerce (JCC).

Moreover, in parallel to this Joint Committee, a business forum took
place in Amman, in cooperation with the Chambers of Industry and
Commerce, seeking to match making exporters and importers of the two
countries, with a view to increasing the trade flow between the two
countries.

During the works of the forum several presentations by both sides took
place on trade and investment opportunities in both countries.

Industry

Within the framework of this Session, the Hellenic side manifested their
interest in strengthening bilateral cooperation with respect to the
construction, modernization, conversion and repair of naval and commercial
surface vessels, as well as of conventional submarines, stressing in particular
the interest shown in this regard by the Hellenic Shipyards SA, which is a
member company of Thyssen Krupp Marine Systems operating the largest
shipyard in the Hellenic Republic and one of the largest in the Mediterranean
and being also capable of constructing passenger train wagons of all kinds.

The Jordanian side proposed the establishment of cooperation between
the sides in the following areas:

- Providing vocational training for Jordanian laborers especially in
the Garments and Textile sector and Furniture sector.

- Exchange of experiences in the field of supporting SMEs,
promoting investments and financing SME:s.

- Exchange of experiences in the application of rules of origin by
the Hellenic Republic.

- Training of representatives from the private sector and
government officials on industry related issues such as: industrial
subcontracting, export consortia, simplification of inspection
procedures for the private sector.
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- Introducing success stories in industrial manufacturing in both
countries and exchange of experiences in this regard.
The Hellenic side stated they will study the proposal and provide their
feedback at the earliest possible.

The Hellenic side stated their willingness to implement the existing
Memorandum of Understanding in the field of mechanical equipment and
technology for defense purposes, as well as to examine sectors of mutual
interest and find mutually convenient dates for future bilateral meetings.

The Hellenic side expressed their willingness to further enhance
cooperation on issues relating to electronic, optoelectronic and satellite
systems, taking into account in particular the longstanding cooperation
between the Jordanian Air Force and the Hellenic Aerospace Industry (HAI).
Noting that the programs of cooperation between the Jordanian Air Force
and the Hellenic Aerospace Industry (HAT) have gradually decreased in
recent years, the Hellenic side stated their desire to continue and enhance
their existing cooperation with the Jordanian side in the maintenance of
certain types of airplanes and aircraft motor engines, extending this
cooperation to other airplane types, electronic systems etc.

The Hellenic side advised that companies operating in the field of
defense-related activities have expressed great interest in collaborating with
potential Jordanian partners in the future. Moreover, the Hellenic side
proposed holding meetings of representatives of respective business sectors
from both countries.

The Hellenic side also expressed their interest in the disposal of certain
spare parts of aircraft types MIRAGE F-1 and F-5 for use by the Jordanian
Air Force, taking into consideration that both sides use the same types of
aircraft.

The Jordanian side will forward these proposals to the relevant
authorities and provide its feedback at the earliest possible.
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Customs and Taxation

Both sides discussed a draft text for an Agreement on Mutual
Cooperation on Customs Matters, and agreed to finalize the text of the
Agreement at the earliest possible.

Both sides exchanged information on the applied taxation system in both
countries and held discussions on an Agreement for the Avoidance of
Double Taxation and Prevention of Fiscal Evasion with respect to Taxes on
Income and Capital. They agreed to hold the first round of negotiations of
the above mentioned Agreement at the earliest possible.

Agriculture

Both sides agreed that the cooperation between the Hellenic Republic
and the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan can play an important role both in
reforming and modernizing the agricultural sector in the Latter and in
strengthening the bilateral exchanges of agricultural goods.

On the basis of the orientations of the EU-Jordan Association
Agreement, the Hellenic side expressed the will of the Hellenic Republic to
support Jordanian efforts for integrating non-trade aspects in the agricultural
sector, which form an internal part of the negotiation process.

In this respect, it was stated by the Hellenic side that the Hellenic
Ministry of Rural Development and Food could exchange information and
provide technical assistance in sanitary and phytosanitary issues, food safety,
protection of geographical indications, organic agriculture and animal
husbandry.

Furthermore, the Hellenic side informed that the Benaki
Phytopathological Institute is prepared to handle plant protection issues,
such as phytosanitary control, integrated control of diseases, pests and weeds
of cultivated plants, diagnosis-identification techniques of plant pathogens,
evaluation of active substances and formulation of plant protection products
(ppp’s) for their authorization, quality control for agricultural products,
water and ppp’s.
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The Hellenic side informed also that the National Agricultural Research
Foundation (N.AG.RE.F.) stated their readiness to strengthen bilateral
cooperation with regard to:

(1) Soil science, water management and land reclamation.

(i1) Processing, preservation and quality control of agricultural products.
(iii) Crop protection and phytosanitary issues.

(iv) Agricultural, forestry, livestock and fisheries production.

(v) Management of veterinary, fishery and natural resources.

(vi) Rural economy and sociology issues.

Both sides agreed on exchanging, through the relevant authorities,
updated lists of plant quarantine pests and providing information on
pertinent regulations.

The Jordanian side proposed enhancing cooperation in the olive sector
through exchange of experience in the field of olives and olive oil, including
production and improvement of olive oil, Integrated Pest Management
(IPM), post-harvest technologies, presses management olive cake production
and relevant regulations.

The Hellenic side stated that they will study the proposal and provide
feedback at the earliest possible.

Tourism

Both sides underlined the great importance they attach in further
developing their bilateral relations in the field of Tourism. To this end, they
reiterated their willingness to examine the possibilities for deepening their
cooperation in the tourist sector, especially with regard to religious, health
and recreational tourism.

The Jordanian side expressed their interest to benefit from the Hellenic
experience in beach and resort tourism. They also requested to provide
training courses in tourism and hotel management.

The Hellenic side stated that they will study these requests and provide
feedback at the earliest possible.

In this context, the two sides agreed to encourage their Tourism
Authorities to convene, in due time, the Tourism Joint Committee in
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accordance with the Agreement on Tourism Cooperation signed between
their respective Governments.

Both sides agreed to facilitate the flow of information between the two
countries regarding investment incentives and opportunities in the tourism
sector, as well as to provide assistance and guidance required for investment
in each country.

Both sides agreed to promote tourism between the two countries by
encouraging their travel agencies to arrange relevant tourist packages at
competitive prices.

Science and Technology

Both sides, recognizing the importance of science and technology in the
development of their national economies and in the improvement of their
socio-economic standards of living, signed, during the works of this Joint
Committee, an Agreement on Scientific and Technological Cooperation, in
order to strengthen and develop bilateral cooperation in Science and
Technology, on the basis of equality and mutual benefit.

Transport

The two sides reaffirmed their intention to continue and enhance their
longstanding bilateral cooperation with respect to their road, railway, air and
maritime transport sectors. Recognizing the importance of strengthening
bilateral cooperation in these sectors, as regards the deepening of bilateral
economic relations, both sides expressed their motivation, to enhance
cooperation in these fields as follows:

Road Transport

On the Hellenic request included in the agreed minutes of the First
session of the Jordanian-Greek Joint Committee on Road Transport
Cooperation that took place in 1983 and the Third session of the Jordanian-
Hellenic agreed Minutes of the Joint Committee in 1986, regarding the
exemption of Hellenic trucks transporting international freight, in transit
through the Jordanian territory, from fees and other charges, both sides
agreed to hold a joint technical meeting among the relevant authorities to
discuss this issue at the earliest convenience.
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Maritime Transport

The Jordanian side proposed to pursue the enhancement of cooperation
between respective maritime administrations in both countries in areas
related to the exchange of information and expertise, maritime security,
safety and protection of marine environment. The Jordanian side also
proposed to consider co-operation in the field of port state control and
vessels inspection calling ports in both countries and the exchange of
information on vessels in accordance with the MOU on Port State Control
for Mediterranean countries and Paris MOU on Port State Control.

Both sides expressed their motivation to sign a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) between the two countries on the Recognition, by the
Hellenic Republic, of Certificates issued by the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan, pursuant to Regulation 1/10 of the International Convention on
Standards of Training, Certification and Watch keeping for Seafarers, 1978,
(STCW) as amended.

The Hellenic side advised that the said MOU has to be in accordance
with the provisions of the relevant EU and its national legislation.

Air Transport

The two sides took note of the existing excellent bilateral relations in the
field of air transport. The Hellenic side expressed the wish that these
excellent relations be further extended to the benefit of air transport services
between the two countries.

The Hellenic side also expressed their desire for a timely conclusion of
the Horizontal Agreement, between Jordan and the European Union, which
will greatly enhance their aviation ties
Railway Transport

Both sides agreed to examine the possibility of:

- Training of Jordanian staff in the field of railway operations at the

relevant Hellenic institutions.
- Granting of scholarships to Jordanians in the field of railways.
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On the above mentioned matters, further consultations will take place
between both sides through diplomatic channels.

Communications

The Hellenic side stated their readiness to explore the possibilities of
cooperation between their respective Public Broadcasting Organizations, in
exchanging TV and Radio programs, organizing training seminars,
participating in Radio and TV contest festivals and markets organized in
both countries, exchanging information and technical data, organizing visits
at different levels for mutual updating.

The Jordanian side will forward this proposal to the relevant authorities
and provide its feedback at the earliest possible.

Health

With respect to bilateral cooperation on Health issues, the Jordanian side
proposed:

(i) the exchange of information and experiences in the prevention of
Thalassemia and Zoonoses diseases,

(ii) the exchange of experiences in the management of restricted and
banned chemical materials, in methods for their control and end-use, and in
the field of chemical and biological tests of water,

(iii) the training of Jordanian dentists in the field of Preventive Dentistry
and Jordanian public health officers in the field of Zoonoses diseases in the
Hellenic Republic.

The Hellenic side took note of the proposal and stated that they will
study the matter and provide feedback at the earliest possible.

Culture and Education
Both sides renewed their interest in implementing the Cultural,

Educational and Scientific Cooperation executive program, signed between
the two parties on 17 July 2006, and especially Articles (32), (33) and (35).
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The Secretariat of Gender Equality of the Hellenic Ministry of Interior in
collaboration with the Hellenic Research Center for Gender Equahty
expressed their willingness to contribute to the improvement of the
socio-economic environment, thus leading to the betterment of the social and
economic position of women in the Jordanian society, by transferring their
know-how and expertise in the following matters:

- Policies and actions for women’s employment and reconciliation of
family and professional life

- Counseling for women’s employment

- Women’s training for the creation of small and medium enterprises

- Actions for facing and eliminating phenomena of violence against
women

- Educating and expanding the awareness of the employees in the public
and private sectors on gender equality issues

- Reinforcing entrepreneurial initiatives for the creation of cooperatives

- Initiating the necessary measures in order to include appropriate
subjects, pertaining to the gender equality questlon in the educational
system of the country.

The Hellenic side reiterated their support to the strengthening of the
existing cultural ties between the two countries. Within this framework, they
proposed the continuation of the archaeological project, which has been
conducted at Tell Kafrein, from 2002 to 2006, under Professor A.
Papadopoulos of the University of loannina. They also expressed full
support for the enhancement of the existing collaboration between the
Archaeological Services of the two countries in order to achieve even more
positive results in the forthcoming archaeological seasons.

Considering the Manpower Employment Organization’s (OAED)
engagement in bilateral and multilateral agreements of cooperation with EU
countries as well as countries of North Africa, the Middle East and the Gulf
in areas of its expertise, the Hellenic delegation expressed the availability of
the Hellenic Republic for establishing bilateral cooperation, in the fields of
vocational training, employment programs, building of efficient Public
Employment Services, developing the necessary infrastructure for such
ventures, as well as exchanging ideas and ways promoting the above and
facilitating the transfer of know-how in these fields.
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The Jordanian side welcomed cooperation in these areas and stated that
they will forward these proposals to the relevant authorities and provide
feedback at the earliest possible.

Environment and Energy

The two sides reaffirmed their support to the enhancement of their
bilateral cooperation regarding management of their water resources,
particularly within the framework of the “Mediterranean Component of the
EU Water Initiative (MED EUWI)”. The Hellenic side stated their intention
to offer their know-how and expertise through EYDAP SA on the following
sectors:

(1) Operation and maintenance of potable water and waste water
treatment plants.

(i) Raw water works management.

(iil) Management of the potable water distribution network.

(iv) Wastewater network management.

(v) Customer service.

(vi) Legislation on water and wastewater management, networks
operation, billing etc.

The Jordanian side welcomed cooperation in these areas and stated that
they will forward this offer to the relevant authorities.

Both sides expressed their motivation to deepen the bilateral cooperation
between the Hellenic Center for Renewable Energy Sources (HCRS) and the
relevant Jordanian authorities as regards energy-related issues, such as the
development of renewable energy sources (hereinafter “RES”), the rational
use of energy (hereinafter “RUE”) and energy saving (hereinafter “ES”),
especially in the fields of research, technical support, business development
and the dissemination of information.

Both sides also stressed the importance of bilateral cooperation with
respect to energy policy issues, namely energy laws, national energy
information systems, supporting issuance of codes and standards on RES
systems, environmental impact studies and incentives for the broad
implementation of RES, RUE and ES.

Both sides also examined other proposals referring to the establishment
and operation of pilot and demonstration projects concerning on the one
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hand the use of solar energy in solar thermal systems for the production of
hot water, solar air-conditioning and photovoltaic systems for the production
of electricity and on the other hand the implementation of energy efficiency
systems and bioclimatic architecture in public and/or private buildings.

With a view to increase bilateral cooperation in the field of renewable
energy sources and rational use of energy, the Center for Renewable Energy
Sources (CRES) and the National Energy Research Center (NERC) signed a
Memorandum of Understanding,.

Development Assistance

The Hellenic side underlined that the Hellenic Republic follows with
great interest and supports the efforts undertaken by the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan to promote and implement a set of reforms necessary for the
Latter’s macroeconomic stability.

The Hellenic Republic considers Jordan as a priority country for their
Development Cooperation Program. To this end they stated that they have
provided to the government and non-governmental organizations in Jordan
the amount of € 5,99 million for development assistance during the period
2000-2005. While taking into consideration the fact that this cooperation has
continued during 2006, the Hellenic side stated the readiness of the Hellenic
Republic to continue contributing to the development efforts of the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

The Jordanian side welcomed the continuation of the Hellenic Republic
in supporting development in Jordan.

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Implementation of the Minutes

Both sides agreed to hold periodical consultations, when deemed
necessary, for reviewing developments on the implementation of what both
sides have agreed on, during this session of the Joint Committee.
