ARTICLE ¢

1. This Agreement shall enter into force thirty (30) days after the date on which the Contracting
Parties have exchanged written notifications informing each other that the procedures, required
by their respective laws to this end, have been completcd It shall remain in force for a period of
five (5) years.
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2. Unless notice of termination has been given by either Contracting Party at least six months
before the date of expiry of its validity, this Agreement shall thereafter be extended tacitly for
successive periods of one year, each Contracting Party reserving the right to terminate the
Agreement upon a six-month prior written notice.

3. The termination of this Agreement shall not, affect-any unfulfiiled obligations arising from
agreements and contracts concluded bgtWem econofmc operators of the Contracting Parties, or
in the framework of technologxcal cooperatlon dunng its period of vahduty
