Joint Ministerial Committee for
Economic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation
between the Hellenic Republic and
the Syrian Arab Republic

Damascus, 6-7 February 2008

The 7" Session of the Joint Ministerial Committee for Economic, Scientific and
Technical Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the Syrian Arab
Republic was held in Damascus, between 6-7 February 2008.

The Syrian delegation was headed by Dr. Fayssal Mekdad, Vice Minister of
Foreign Affairs.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr. Petros Doukas, Deputy Minister for
Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic.

The composition of both delegations is presenied in the Annexes 1 and I to this
Protocol.

During his visit in Damascus, Mr Petros Doukas, Deputy Minister for Foreign
Affairs of the Hellenic Republic was received by:

- Farouk Al Shara’ Vice President of the Syrian Arab Republic
- Abdallah Al Dardari Vice Prime Minister for Economic Affairs
- Dr .Eng Sadalla Agha AlKalaa  Minister of Tourism
- Dr. Amer Husni Lutfi Minister of Economy and Trade
- Dr. Walid Al Moualem Minister of Foreign Affairs
- Eng. Sufian Al- Alao Ministerof oil and mineral resources
- Dr. Muhsen Bilal Minister of Information
- Yarob.s. Badr Minister of Transport
- Dr. Fouad Al Jouni Minister of Industry
- Dr.Imad Sabouni Minister of Telecommunication and

Information Technology
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The 7™ Session of the Committee approved the Agenda in Annex III to this
Protocol.

Deliberations have been concluded in a spirit of friendly atmosphere that reflects
the excellent historical relations between both countries in all fields.

During the opening session, the heads of both sides declared their strong
determination to work towards further enhancing the economic cooperation and
trade exchange for their mutual benefit.

The heads of both sides expressed their satisfaction that, during the 7" Joint
Ministerial Committee, the following documents have been concluded and
signed:

- Memorandum of Understanding between The Centre For Renewable
Energy Sources (CRES) of the Hellenic Republic and the National Energy
Research Centre (NERC) of the Syrian Arab Republic

- Cooperation agreement between the Hellenic Organization for
Standardization (ELOT) and the Syrian Arab Organization for
Standardization and Metrology, in the fields of Standardization and
Conformity Assessment, including Testing (SASMO).

- Memorandum of Understanding between the Helienic Federaiion of
Enterprises (SEV) and the Federation of Syrian Chambers of Commerce
(FSCO)

They also welcomed the Hellenic — Syrian Business Forum that took place
during the current committee meetings and emphasized the importance of such
events, to allow a better cooperation between the private sectors from both sides.

The results of the deliberations of the Joint Ministerial Committee are
summarized as follows:
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1. COOPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF TRADE, INVESTMENT
AND FINANCE:

a) Trade

Both sides exchanged information on their current economic and trade
relations, on the legal and institutional framework regulating these relations,
as well as economic policy measures in the two countries which can facilitate
and further strengthen their development.

The two sides examined the level of trade between their two countries and
noted that the present volume of bilateral trade does not reflect their true
potentials. Both sides agreed that efforts should be exerted to diversify and
expand the trade level between the two countries.

The two sides reiterated their desire to intensify contacts between their
respective private sectors and agreed to give the possible needed support to
their organizations/firms in order to create suitable conditions for the
promotion of trade between the two countries.

To facilitate and enhance trade between the two countries, the Syrian side
handed over to the Hellenic side the list of the Syrian cxportable products, to

be distributed to the interested organizations/firms.

The two sides stressed the importance of studying the possibility of linking
directly the Syrian and Hellenic ports in order to facilitate the movement of
people and goods.

With a view to fostering bilateral trade and investment relations, authorities in
both countries envisage to maintain a close dialogue, at ministerial and expert
level, as well as to organize a series of promotional events, such as economic
missions and participation in trade fairs, both in Syria and Greece.

The two sides promote the cooperation in the field of Small and Medium Size
Enterprises (SMEs) and examined other fields of cooperation (e.g.,
competition, export promotion, and international relations).
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b) Investment

The two sides stressed the importance of establishing cooperation between
their investment related organizations and noted the important role of the
private sector which can benefit from the legal framework of investments
through the use of Promotion and Reciprocal Protection of Investment
Agreement, signed in Damascus on 23/2/2003 and entered into force in both
countries on February 2004. In this context, both sides urged investors from
both countries to invest and set up joint ventures in different fields in Syria
and Greece.

¢) Finance

Both sides emphasized the importance of developing the bilateral relations in
the fields of taxes and customs. To this end, they expressed their willingness
to exchange draft of the following agreements in order to have them
concluded and signed as soon as possible:

- Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation.
- Agreement on Administrative Cooperation in the field of Customs.

The Syrian side has handed to the Hellenic side drafts for the above mentioned
agreements.

Both sides also stressed the importance of further developing their banking
relations. To this end, they encouraged public and private banks in both
countries to expand their relations, including the increase of the correspondent
banks from both sides.

The Commercial Bank of Syria expressed its high interest to reactivate and
promote cooperation especially with the National Bank of Greece and
ALPHA BANK.
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2. ENHANCING COOPERATION IN PRIORITY SECTORS

a. Research & Technology

The two sides reaffirmed their will to develop a Bilateral Co-operation
Program in the field of Science and Technology including mainly the
implementation and financial support of joint projects of mutual interest.

To enable this cooperation, the two sides agreed to facilitate and finance the
exchange of Scientific and Technological Information, the exchange of
scientists and experts, the organization of joint scientific meetings,
conferences, symposia, courses, workshops, exhibitions, the provision of
equipment and material necessary for the implementation of specific projects,
etc.

The Implementing Agencies for this purpose will be, from the Hellenic side,
the General Secretariat for Research & Technology of the Hellenic Ministry
of Development and, from the Syrian side, the State Planning Commission.

The Hellenic side also informed that the Syrian draft Agreement for
Cooperation in the fields of Science and Technology as well as the
Preparation of Scientific Cadre between the Syrian Arab Republic and the
Government of the Hellenic Republic has been forwarded to the competent
Hellenic Authorities.

b._Agriculture

Both sides expressed their common interest of promoting the cooperation in
the area of agriculture, as this sector plays a very essential role to the national
economy of both countries. ‘

Given the Syrian interest for the conclusion of a Protocol between the two
countries for cooperation in the agricultural sector both sides exchanged
drafts with the purpose to promote, through diplomatic channels, its signature
on a mutually agreed date.

The Syrian side expressed its gratitude for the technical assistance provided
up to now by the Hellenic Ministry of Rural Development and Food, through
the realization of training seminars and visits for Syrian experts concerning
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olive cultivation and olive production, phytosanitary issues and modern
irrigation methods.

The Hellenic side engaged to explore the possibilities of the realization of a
training program for 10 Syrian experts concerning agricultural research,
animal health and production, plant protection, training and education, within
the second semester of 2008 and to cover all the expenses arising from.

Both sides agreed on cooperation in the applied agricultural scientific
research, including the following fields:

1. Soil science, water management and land reclamation.

2. Reuse of municipal wastewater for irrigation purposes,

3. Processing, preservation and quality control of agricultural products,

4. Agricultural, forestry, livestock and fisheries production.

5. Crop protection and phytosanitary issues,

6. Management of veterinary, fishery and natural resources,

7. Rural economy and sociology issues.

c. Industrial Cooperation and Entrepreneurship

Both sides agreed on the need to implement the necessary joint actions in
order to foster industrial cooperation in areas of common interest, and
particularly those concerning Standardization and Market Surveillance and
Agro Industries, Textile, Cement, Sugar, Tobacco and Engineering Industries.

Both sides expressed their satisfaction with the signature of the Cooperation
Agreement during the current session between the Hellenic Organization for
Standardization (ELOT) and the Syrian Arab Organization for
Standardization and Metrology (SASMO).

d. Transport

The two sides affirmed their long-standing cooperation and excellent relations
in the field of transport.

Air transport

The Hellenic Delegation wishes to express its desire for a timely signature of
the existing Bilateral Air Services Agreement between the Syrian Arab
Republic and the Hellenic Republic and accepts the invitation of the Syrian
side for the immediate conclusion of negotiations in order to expand the
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existing traffic rights framework to the mutual benefit of air transportation
services between our two countries.

- The Syrian side proposed to amend the annex (Routes Schedule) of the Air
Services Agreement initialed on 16/2/2005 between the Syrian Arab Republic
and Hellenic Republic, and handed over the modification to the Hellenic side
to be examined by the Civil Aviation Authority of the Hellenic Republic.

- Furthermore, the Hellenic side stated that the Hellenic Aerospace Industry
S.A. welcomes cooperation with the Syrian side in the following fields:

1. Maintenance of Aircraft, Engines & Electronics

2. Electronics Products (Communication Systems, Optoelectronics, etc.)

3. Satellite Telecommunication Services (through Satellite “HELLASAT”
and HAI’s Earth Satellite Station).

4. Technical Training on the entire spectrum of aviation skills.

Maritime transport

- The Syrian side stated that the Syrian Maritime Agencies Company is ready
to deputize for the vessels of the Company operating on Volos — Lattakia
line, in case this line is operated.

- The Syrian side proposed to be provided with technical assistance from the
Hellenic side by conducting specialized Maritime training courses in Syria,
with the possibility of delegating some specialized workers of the Syrian
public directorate of ports to follow Maritime courses in Greece in the field of
developing the abilities of the Maritime authority.

Roads and Bridges

- The Hellenic side informed that the Syrian draft of the Memorandum of
Understanding in the field of Road and Bridge Design, Construction
Maintenance and Management, has already been forwarded to the competent
Hellenic authorities.

Road Transport

- Both sides agreed to hold the second meeting of the Syrian — Hellenic joint
technical committee of road transport for goods and passengers, to discuss
the difficulties that hinder the implementation of the International land
transport agreement for goods and passengers signed on 24/3/2001.

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e. Telecommunications & Information Technologies

- The two sides agreed to continue the existing very good cooperation between
STE (Syrian Telecommunications Establishment) and OTE Global Solutions,
with regards to the provision of telecommunication services for the
interconnection of the Ministry of Higher Education (HIAFST), through
Cyprus, to the Pan European Academic Network (GEANT2), in the
framework of the EUMEDCONNECT project. OTEGlobe in cooperation
with STE will work together towards the upgrade of the existing voice
interconnection with reference to the bilateral traffic volume expansion.

- The Syrian side welcomed the participation of Greek companies in
international tenders to work in the field of Telecommunication and
Information Technology.

- Both sides reiterated the importance of activating the Protocol in the field of
Post and Telecommunications signed between both countries in 2001.

- The Syrian side handed over to the Hellenic side a draft Agreement of
Exchange Postal Money Orders. The Hellenic side will examine it and
inform accordingly the Syrian side through diplomatic channels.

f. Water supply matters

- The Hellenic side stated that the Athens Water supply and Sewerage
Company (EYDAP) which is the largest company in Greece operating in the
water market, together with the School of Civil Engineering - NTUA have
already organized a meeting with two Syrian representatives, one from the
Damascus City Water supply and Sewerage Authority and the other from the
Syrian Ministry of Housing and Construction in order to proceed to further
cooperation. More precisely the fields of cooperation with the Syrian side
may be the following:

* Project Management

* Water Economy

* Tele-management

* Engineering and chartography
* Water quality

* Informatics

 Organisation and auditing

* Client Services
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*» Specialised education

* Accountant and economic management

* Sectoral Policy and Tariff policy of water

+ Financing Policy of new conjunctions and expansion of the water

distribution network

* Policy for Energy Economy for the water distribution

Furthermore, the Hellenic National School of Civil Engineering, Department
of Water Resources and Environmental Engineering, together with NTUA -
NGO: Engineers of the Earth, are interested in cooperating in the following
fields:
1. Staff training and capacity building in all aspects of water
resources management and wastewater treatment.
2. Applied research in related subjects.
. Development of decision support systems for water resources
management including hydro power generation.
Water and sewerage treatment quality control.
. Missions to analyze problems, identify engineering solutions,
offer related services, and supervise works.
6. Provide programs, plans, studies in a wide range of engineering
disciplines, including the sustainable environment

EYDAP and the Hellenic National School of Civil Engineers have proposed
to the Damascus Water Supply and Sewerage Authority (DAWSSA) a diaft
Collaboration Framework.

The Syrian side handed over to the Hellenic side, for consideration a draft
MOU for Cooperation in the field of Water and Waste Water.

g. Energy

The Hellenic side wishes to express its willingness as well as its readiness to
assist the Syrian Arab Republic with regard to the transportation of
hydrocarbons, to the world markets, offering the possibilities of its
mercantile fleet.

Furthermore, the Hellenic side wishes to strengthen cooperation in the field
of renewable energy sources validating the potential of both countries, as
well as the exchange of know how in the respective field.
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- The two countries could commonly examine the possibility in exploring new
oil and gas fields as well as in constructing and / or upgrading of oil
refineries.

- Both sides expressed their satisfaction for the signature of a Memorandum of
Understanding between The Centre For Renewable Energy Sources (CRES)
of the Hellenic Republic and the National Energy Research Centre (NERC)
of The Syrian Arab Republic during the current session of the Joint
Committee.

h. Health

- The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Syrian
Arab Republic, guided by their willingness to develop cooperation between
their respective countries in the field of health and medical sciences, have
signed, on 05-01-1995, in Damascus a bilateral agreement in public health
issues.

- The two parties believe that the continuation of the cooperation of the two
countries will promote the amelioration of the health status of their
populations; consequently they are in the process of signing a new agreement
in the public health sector. More specifically the agreement will cover the
following sectors:

Education and Training.
Research.

- pharmaceutical industry and
- preventive medicine.

i. Tourism

- Both sides underlined the importance of further strengthening their relations
in the field of Tourism and reiterated their willingness to enhance their
cooperation, in particular as far as cultural, eco-tourism, rural, athletic and
curative tourism are concerned.

- The Tourism Cooperation Agreement, signed during the previous (6™) Joint
Ministerial Committee (Damascus, 2003), offers the necessary legal
framework to enhance and develop bilateral relations in this field.
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To this end, the Syrian side handed over to the Hellenic side the draft of

the executive program for the above mentioned Agreement covering the
years 2008-2010.

The Hellenic side promised to convey the draft program to the Hellenic
competent authorities, to be studied and concluded as soon as possible.

3. DEVELOPMENT AID

The Hellenic side expressed its intention to prepare a Country Strategy
Paper for the period 2008-2012, together with the Syrian competent
authorities and the civil society, which would include jointly agreed
actions to underpin Syria’s efforts for macroeconomic and social reforms.

The Syrian side welcomed, in principle, this cooperation and promised to

convey it to the competent Syrian authority for more study and
consideration.

The Protocol was signed in Damascus on 7th February 2008, in two

original copies in English, both texts being equally authentic.
