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INTRODUCTION

The Ministry of Natiddal Defence of the Hellenic Republic as well as the
Headquarters, Supreme Allied Commander Transformation (HQ SACT) and the
Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers Europe (SHAPE), hereinafter collectively
referred to as “the Participants™ -

DESIRING to further enhance their cooperation in the framework of the North
Atlantic Treaty, signed on 4 April 1949,

CONSIDERING that in accordance with MC 324/1 “The NATO Military Comsand
Structure™ (Military Decision Revised), dated 07 May 2004, the Military Committee
has established that the NMIOTC is 2 NATO Training Centre associated with Allied
Command Transformation (ACT);

CONSIDERING that with MC 58/3 “Terms of Reference for the Supreme Allied
Commander Transformation”, dated 17 May 2004, as well as with MCM-250-03,
dated 07. May 2004, the Military Committee has foreseen that the NMIOTC is
associated with ACT in a similar way as the NATO Educational Facilities;

CONSIDERING that with its decision on the MCM-250-03 “NATO Maritime
Interdiction Operational Training Centre Concept”, dated 07 May 2004, the Military
Committee (MC) has

- provided the outline for the NMIOTC, as a multinationally manned NATO
Training Centre outside the NATO Command Structure (NCS), which will be
hosted and funded by Greece,

- established that the NMIOTC will assume the mission of conducting the
combined training necessary for NATO forces to better execute surface, sub-
surface, aerial surveillance and special operations activities in support of
Maritime Interdiction Operations,

- provided that the NMIOTC will have links with Allied Command Operations
(ACO) and in particular with its Maritime Component Commands (MCC),

- forescen that the North Atlantic Council (NAC) may grant the NMIOTC
international status in accordance with the Protocol on the Status of
Intemational Military Headquarters set up pursuant to the North Atlantic
Treaty (Paris Protocot), dated 28 August 1952;

DESIRING to establish the arrangements for the cstablishment of the functional
relationship between the NMIOTC and the Strategic Commands necessary for the
fulfilment of the NMIOTC's mission -

have reached the following understanding:
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SECTION 1
DEFINITIONS

[
Unless a meaning is specified within this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) and
its follow-on documents, the NATO Glossary of Terms and Definitions (AAP-6) and
the definitions laid down in the Allied Acquisition Practices Publication (AACP-1),
PAI:T 1 (Guidelines and Sample Provisions for Memoranda of Understanding) will
apply.

Further, the following definitions apply for the purposes of this MOU and its follow-
on documents:

1.

Allied Command Opcrations (ACO) - As defined in MC 324/1, SHAPE and the
organisations subordinate to the Supreme Allied Commander Europe (SACEUR).

Allied Command Transformation (ACT) - As defined in MC 324/1, HQ SACT
and the other organisations subordinate to SACT.

Background Information - Information not generated in the performance of this
MOU.

Customer — Any nation, agency or organisation not being a Participant acquiring
the products and using the services provided by the NMIOTC.

Foreground Information - Information generated in the performance of this MOU.

Framework Nation (FN) - The Hellenic Republic, as the Nation on or within
whose sovereign tertitory the NMIOTC will be established, as outlined in MCM-
250-03.

Headquarters, Supreme Allied Commander Transformation (HQ SACT) - As
defined in MC 324/1, the headquarters for ACT.

Information - Any information, regardless of form or type, including that of a
scientific or technical nature, and also including photographs, interim and final
reports, manuals, threat data, experimental data, test, designs, specifications,
processes, techniques, inventions, drawings, software including source code,
technical writings, sound recordings, pictorial representations, and other graphical
presentations, whether in magnetic tape, computer memory or any other form and
whether or not subject to copyrights, patenats, oc other legal protection.

Maritime Interdiction Operations — Operations conducted to enforce prohibition
on the maritime movement of specified persons or material within a defined

geographic arca.

10. NATO Command Stucture (NCS) - NATO's common military structure, as

defined in MC 324/1.
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t1. NATO Maritime Interdiction Operational Training Centre (NMIOTC) - [n
accordance with MCM-250-03, the NATO Training Centre located at Souda
Naval Base, Crete, Greece.

12. NMIOTC Coordinating Board (NCB) - The Board advising the Hellenic Ministry
of National Defence (HMOND) on the coordination of the activities of the
NMIOTC as well as on the long-term matters related to its mission.

13. NMIOTC Programme of Work (NPOW) - The programme outlining all activitics
of the NMIOTC within a calendar year.

14. NATO Military Conunittee (MC) ~ The NATO committee that provides military
advice to the NAC.

15. North Atlantic Council (NAC) - The Council established pursuant to Article 9 of
the North Adantic Treaty.

16. Supreme Allied Commander Europe (SACEUR) - As defined in MC 324/1, the
Strategic Commander commanding Allied Command Operations.

17. Supreme Allied Commander Transformation (SACT) — As defined in MC 324/1,
the Strategic Commander commanding Allied Command Transformation.

18. Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers Europe (SHAPE) - As defined in MC
324/1, the headquarters for ACO.

SECTION Il
PURPOSE

The purpose of this MOU is to delincate the arrangements for the functional
relationship among the Participants required for the successful operation of the
NMIOTC.

SECTION It
GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS

1. The FN will establish, fund and operate the NMIOTC as a Greek commanded,
multinationally manned training centre for enhancing NATO's Maritime
Interdiction Operations capabilities.

2. For the purpose of ensusring the compatibility of the NMIOTC's services and
NATO's requirements, HQ SACT will monitor the establishment of the NMIOTC
and further on determine its training guidelines. Moreover, HQ SACT will
monitor and coordinate all NMIOTC activities for NATO.

3. In order 1o ensure the NMIOTC is meeting NATO's operational requirements and
timelines, ACO and the NMIOTC will mutially perform routine liaison and
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exchange of information as well as support in the field of Maritime Interdiction
Operations.

. The activities of the NMIOTC are going to be set out in the annuai NPOW, For

the purpose of discussing the NPOW as well as the coocdination of the long-term
matters refated the NMIOTC's mission, the Participants will establish the NCB.

. Priority access to the services and products of the NMIOTC will be provided to

NATO as well as to NATO Nations, as requested and coordinated by HQ SACT.
They may also, as appropriate, be provided to other Customers.

. The FN will ensure the conclusion of the necessary agreements or arrangements

for the multinational participation in the NMIOTC and for the participation in the
NMIOTC activities.

. Technical Amangements (TAs), as follow-on arrangements supporting this MOU,

may be concluded between two or more Participants to further specify or amplify
details related to this MOU.

SECTION IV
MISSION AND ROLES OF THE NMIOTC

. The NMIOTC will conduct the combined training necessary for NATO forces to

better exccute surface, sub-surface, acrial surveillance and special operations
activities in support of Maritime Interdiction Operations.

. For this purpose, the NMIOTC will:

- [Improve allied naval units’ expertise in Maritime Interdiction Operations
through specific training programmes;

- Promote skills, intecoperability and co-operation among naval units through
sea training and simulation;

- Support ACT in the development of tactical maritime doctrines for Maritime
Interdiction Operations, training directives and manuals;

- Support ACT in arcas such as research, experimentation, modeling and
simulation;

- Contribute to the ACT lessons learned process.,
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SECTION V
GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES

For the execution of thns mlsston for NATO

will:
Cooperate closely with and follow training guidance from HQ SACT;

Establish links with NATO entities, as appropriate, in coordination with HQ
SACT, giving precedence to establishing relationships with the NATO
Training and Educational Facilities and the Maritime Component Commands
(MCCs),

Follow the established appropriate NATO decisions, regulations, directives
and other guidance.

b. HO SACT will:

Work closely with the NMIOTC to identify the necessary requircments within
NATO for training to be conducted by the NMIOTC;

Provide the appropriate guidance to cnable the NMIOTC to cffectively
conduct its mission;

Coordinate all activities of the NMIOTC with NATO;

Include the NMIOTC in its Transformational Networks.

¢. SHAPE will;

Ensure close cooperation between the Maritime Interdiction Operations
subject matter experts within ACO and the NMIOTC to support the optimal
development and conduct of training and education;

Ensure routine lisison between the NMIOTC and ACO, in particular the
MCCs, to coordinate NMIOTC activities with NATO naval training and
cxercise activities.

SECTION VI
TRAINING AND EDUCATION

1. ACT, ACO and the NMIOTC will cooperate closely in order to improve the
NMIOTC training and education curricula, as coordinated by HQ SACT.

For the preparation of the NPOW, HQ SACT will provide the information on

NATO's training requirements for the NMIOTC.
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. For the development of courses and course evaluation, the NMIOTC will follow

the procedures set out in the ACT Dircctives 75-3 and 75-6, as well as any further
relevant guidance.

. For the conduct of sea training the NMIOTC may activate temporary training

areas for activities provided in the NPOW giving one month’s notice to HQ
SACT, which will monitor the process.

SECTION V11
NMIOTC PROGRAMME OF WORK

. The NMIOTC will develop the draft of its annual NPOW in close coordination

with HQ SACT. The NPOW will include all activities the NMIOTC will perform
during the course of a particular calendar year and will indicate the level of
funding available in support of the individual activities under the NPOW.,

. After preparation, the NMIOTC will forward the draft of the NPOW (o the

Chairperson of the NCB, who will present it to the NCB for consideration.

. The NCB will provide its recommendations on the NPOW to the FN.
. The FN will ensure final approval of the NPOW six months prior to the beginning

of the respective NPOW cycle, taking the recommendations presented by the NCB
into consideration. Upon final approval, the FN will distribute the NPOW to the
other Participants and the NMIOTC.

. For the purpose of their timely inclusion into the draft NPOW, HQ SACT will

provide all NATO requirements for the NPOW to the NMIOTC.

. HQ SACT will coordinate any out of cycle requirements with the NMIOTC. The

NMIOTC will then forward a proposal to the FN. The FN will ensure final
decision and possible amendment of the current NPOW. The FN, at the request of
cither Participant, will convene the NCB to obtain its rccommendation.

SECTION Vil
NMIOTC COORDINATING BOARD (NCB)

The NCB is the Board advising the HMOND on the coardination of the activities of
the NMIOTC as well as on the long-term matters regarding its mission, in accordance
with the Terms of Reference set out in Annex A of this MOU.

SECTION IX
FINANCIAL ASPECTS

. The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic will fund the

NMIOTC, to include the costs for its operation and maintenance.

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2. In general, all services and products provided to ACT and ACO under this MOU

will be provided free of charge. Exceptions, further details and particular
requirements or restrictions may be set out in follow-on arrangements to this
MOU. N

. The NMIOTC will request reimbursement from the Customers only for the costs

related to their participation in the NMIOTC’s activities and training. In
accordance with paragraph 1 of this Section, such costs will not include the
expenses for the operation and maintenance of the NMIOTC and will be
determined in accordance with the principles set out in STANAG 6002.

. With regard to the products generated by the NMIOTC for NATO entities, the FN

will ensure - subject to the restrictions applicd by the owner of the information -

that NATO obtains:

~ Right of use and distribution of all Foreground Information;

~ Right of use and distribution of all Background Information required to
appropriately utilise the product.

Under these provisions, NATO entities, in principle, will not be charged foc any

use or distribution of any type of information and will themselves not detive any

revenue from any distribution. Further details and particular requirements or

restrictions may be laid down in a follow-on agreement to this MOU.

SECTION X
LEGAL ASPECTS

. The BN, in coordination with HQ SACT, will seek the activation of the NMIOTC

as an International Military Organisation parsuant to the Paris Protocol by the
NAC.

. Subject to the activation as an Intemnational Military Organisation by the NAC, the

operation of and the participation in the NMIOTC will be governed by the
provisions of thc Agrecment between the Parties to the Nosth Atlantic Treaty
regarding the Status of their Forces (NATO SOFA), dated 19 Junc 1951, the
Protocol on the Status of International Military Headquarters set up pursuant to
the North Adantic Treaty (Paris Protocol), dated 28 August 1952, and the
Agreement between the Hellenic Republic and the Supreme Headquarters Allied
Powers Europe on the Special Conditions applicable to the Establishment and
Operation on Greek Territory of International Military Headquarters (SHAPE-
Greece Agreement), dated 15 September 1999;

and,

as appropriate, thc Agreement among the States Parties to the North Adantic
Treaty and the other States participating in the Partmership for Peace regarding the
Status of their Forces (PfP SOFA), dated 19 June 1995 and including the Further
Additional Protocol to the Agreement among the States Parties to the North
Atlantic Treaty and the other States participating in the Partnership for Peace
regarding the Status of their Forces (Further Additional Protocol to the PfP
SOFA), dated 19 December 1997.
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SECTION Xf
SECURITY

1. The FN will ensure.that the NMIOTC, in accordance with NATO Document
C-M(2002)49, dated 17 June 2002, including all supplements and amendments
thereto and existing security agreements and arrangements, performs proper
storage, handling, transmission and safeguarding of all classified materials held,
or used or information generated, supplied or exchanged.

2. Participation in the NMIOTC or its activities will be subject to the existing NATO
security agreements and armangements.

SECTION X1
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute regarding the interpretation or implementation of this MOU will be
seitled only by consultation among the Participants without recourse to any national
or international jurisdiction, arbitration or mediation.

SECTION XIIt
FINAL CONSIDERATIONS

1. After the last signature, this MOU will enter into force on the date that the
Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic informs the other
Participants that it has fulfliled the necessary internal procedures for its entry into
force. It wdl remain in force until such time as the Participants decide otherwise.

2. This MOU may be amended only with the mutual written consent of ail
Participants. Further, such amendment will only be effective after the Ministry of
National Defence of the Hellenic Republic bas informed the other Participants that
it has fulfilled the necessary intemal procedures for its entry into force.

3. Either Participant may terminate this MOU unilaterally, by providing six months’
notice in writing to the other Participants.

4. The provisions set out in this MOU also apply to its follow-on TAs, unless
otherwise specified therein.

5. This MOU is signed in three originals in the English language. One original will
be held by each Participant.

TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR THE
NATO MARITIME INTERDICTION OPERATIONAL TRAINING CENTRE
CO-ORDINATING BOARD (NCB)

INTRODUCTION

1. The present Terms of Reference define the purpose and functions, the
composition, decisions, chairmanship and further details regarding the NCB.

PURPOSE AND FUNCTIONS OF THE NCB

2. For fulfilling its role, as defined in Section VIII of this MOU, the NCB will:
a. Coordinate and provide advice on the NPOW for the next NPOW
cycle
i. by coordinating the activitics of the NMIOTC with the
functions of other NATO organisations,
ii. by coordinating the NMIOTC activities with activities of ACT
and ACO in the next NPOW cycle,
iii. by assessing shortfalls in the concluded NPOW cycle.

b. Coordinate and provide advice on the long term matters regarding the
NMIOTC’s mission.

c. Review the NMIOTC curriculum in order to ensure that it conforms
with lessons leamed, new doctrine and concepts, as well as relevant
ACT and further NATO guidance.

d. Provide advice on further matters regarding the NMIOTC's mission, as
necessary.

DECISIONS
3. All decisions of the NCB require the consensus of all of its permanent members.

COMPOSITION

4. The NCB will ordinarily be composed of OF 4/5-lcvel representatives of the
permanent members:
— The Hellenic Navy Generl Staff, as the Chairperson,
~ HQ SACT, as the Co-Chairperson,
-~ ACO, as designated by SHAPE,
— ACT, as designated by HQ SACT and
~ the Deputy Commandant/COS of the NMIOTC.
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Annex A — MOU regarding the Functional Relationship conceming the NMIOTC

5. Representatives of further nations or entities, especially further ACT or ACO
entities, as invited or appropriate, may also participate in the mectings of the NCB
in an advisory role.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CHAIR
6. The Chairperson will prepare and convene the NCB meetings.

7. In close coordination with the Co-Chairperson, the Chairperson will prepare the
agenda of the mecting. The agenda and the invitations for the NCB meetings will
be distributed by the Chairperson to the permanent members of the NCB, as well
as to the required further attendees, 45 days in advance of each mecting.

8. The Chairperson, in coordination with the Co-Chairperson, will agree on and
provide the records of the NCB meetings to all members of the respective

meeting.

9. The Chairperson will prepare and provide the agreed advice on the NPOW and
any further matters to the HMOND so that a timely decision on the NPOW can be
achieved.

TIME, FREQUENCY AND LOCATION OF NCB MEETINGS

10. The NCB will ordinarily meet once a vear at the NMIOTC at least nine months
before the beginning of the next NPOW cycle. The Chairperson may decide
deviations from the location. .

11.In extraordinary circumstances and at the request of cither Participant, the
Chairperson will convene the NCB outside the regular cycle.

SUB-COMMITTEES

12. For the coordination of specific issues, the NCB may establish temporary sub-
committees.

SUPPORT

13. The NMIOTC will provide the required venue and secretarial support and will be
responsible for the documentation and archiving of the records of the NCB
meetings.
