of the 2nd session of the Joint Committee on Economic and
Technological Cooperation between
the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Uzbekistan
(Athens, June 11th 2008)

The second session of the Joint Committee on Economic and
Technological Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic
of Uzbekistan was held in Athens on June 11th 2008, in accordance with the
provisions of the "Agreement on Economic and Technological Cooperation",
signed in Athens on April 1st 1997.

H.E. Petros DOUKAS Deputy Minister for Foreign Affairs of the
Hellenic Republic headed the Hellenic Delegation.

H.E. Nasriddin NAJIMOV, First Deputy Minister for Foreign
Economic Relations, Investments and Trade of the Republic of Uzbekistan
headed the Uzbek Delegation.

The Lists of Participants of both delegations and the Agenda of the
Session are attached to this Protocol, as Annexes I and II, respectively.

During the meeting of the Joint Committee on Economic and
Technological Cooperation, which was conducted in an atmosphere of mutual
understanding and friendship, both Sides presented an overview of current
developments in their economies, discussed the state and the perspectives of
their bilateral economic relations and expressed their interest for a significant
enlargement of mutually beneficial economic, trade and investment
cooperation between Greece and Uzbekistan.

Both Sides reaffirmed the importance they attribute to the document
entitled “EU and Central Asia: Strategy for a New Partnership”, endorsed in
2007 both by the EU and Uzbekistan, as well as to the EU — Uzbekistan
Partnership and Cooperation Agreement (PCA), in force since July 1999.

During the session, the Committee discussed the following issues:

1. PRESENTATION OF THE ECONOMIC SITUATION IN BOTH
COUNTRIES.

Both Sides exchanged information regarding the status and the
perspectives of economic development in both countries.

It was confirmed that the economic situation and the investment
environment of both countries create good prerequisites for further increasing
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foreign trade volume and joint investment projects, as well as expanding
technological cooperation.

The Hellenic Side informed the Uzbek Side that, since the 1st session
of the Joint Committee, the Hellenic economy has grown steadily. The
Hellenic Republic, having acceded to the euro area as from 1.1.2001, has now
one of the highest development rates within the Eurozone. In 2006 the
development rate reached 4.2% and in 2007 4.1%. This increase is due to the
improvement of the entire infrastructure and recent initiatives such as the
gradual reduction of general corporate tax, the new investment law, the law
on Public Private Partnerships, the liberalization of the energy market and the
ongoing privatizations, all amounting to the creation of a favourable
investment climate. Greece’s growth performance has been quite strong over
the past four years, exceeding the Euro-area’s average by a significant
margin. Foreign direct investment in Greece has reached 4.3 bn (2% of GDP)
in 2006, nine times higher than in 2005.

The Uzbek Side informed the Hellenic Side on the results of economic
reforms over the past years and the main directions of the further development
of the economy of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the newly adopted
programmes of privatisation, as well as foreign investment in various sectors
of the economy.

The Hellenic Side has noted that the positive economic development of
Uzbekistan creates new opportunities for bilateral economic, trade and
investment cooperation.

2. LEGAL FRAMEWORK BETWEEN THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction for the development of their
bilateral legal framework, which is now completed and assists the further
strengthening of their economic cooperation. In addition to the Agreements on
Economic and Technological Cooperation, on the Promotion and Reciprocal
Protection of Investments, on the Avoidance of Double Taxation, on Air
Transport and on Tourism, since the 1st session of the Joint Committee which
was held in Tashkent on March Ist 1999, the following Agreements have
entered into force:

- Agreement on International Road Transport of passengers and goods,
signed in Tashkent, on March 2nd 1999 and entered into force on February
27th 2000.

- Agreement on Mutual Assistance between Customs Administrations,
signed in Tashkent, on May 29th 2001 and entered into force on March 3rd
2003.
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3 ENHANCING COOPERATION IN PRIORITY SECTORS

Both Sides stated that the further development of economic and
commercial ties, as well as the promotion of investment and trade between the
Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Uzbekistan constitute the shared
objectives of both Governments. Consequently, both Sides reaffirmed their
mutual interest to develop bilateral trade through additional entrepreneurial
undertakings at a bilateral and multilateral level such as:

- expanding regular exchange of information on the development of economy,
markets and legal framework of both countries;

- encouraging companies to participate to fairs and exhibitions held in both
countries;

- enhancing cooperation between the Chambers of Commerce and Industry for
further expansion of links between companies of both countries.

a)  Standardisation and Certification

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction for the signature, during the
session, of the Cooperation Agreement between the Hellenic Organisation for
Standardisation and the Agency for Standardisation, Metrology and
Certification of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the fields of Standardization,
Conformity Assessment and Testing.

This Cooperation Agreement aims at the elimination of technical
barriers to trade and at the strengthening of economic relations between the
two countries. It encourages the cooperation in the fields of standardisation,
conformity assessment and testing, pursuant to the principles and rules
adopted by international standardisation organisations.

b) Tourism

Both Sides attribute a high importance to the further development of
their bilateral relations in the field of tourism. To this end, they reiterated
their willingness to examine the possibility of mutually attracting tourist
investment and promoting their cooperation, .particularly in the field of
special forms of tourism such as cultural and eco-tourism, as well as in the
field of tourism education and training.

They also stressed the importance of participating in tourism
exhibitions supported by each Side, in order to increase the tourist movement
between the two countries. In this context, both Sides agree to encourage
their Tourism Authorities to convene the 1st session of the Joint
Commission, provided for by the Agreement on Tourism Cooperation, signed
between their governments in Athens, on April 1st 1997, which entered into
force on January 17th 1998. In this respect, the Uzbek Side proposed to hold
the first session of the Joint Commission in Tashkent during the annual
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International tourism fair «Revival of the Great Silk Road», scheduled in
October 2008. The Hellenic Side took note of the above mentioned proposal,
which will be considered by the appropriate Authorities.

Both Sides mentioned their excellent cooperation within the
framework of the World Tourism Organisation and other international
tourism organisations, to which both countries are members. Moreover, they
underlined their cooperation in the frame of the Silk Road project.

¢)  Cooperation in the field of small and medium sized enterprises

The Committee has expressed its readiness to provide active support to
business circles of both countries and will recommend to the relevant entities
and organisations of both countries to consider the following ways of
cooperation:

- establishing Greek-Uzbek joint ventures of mutual interest;

- organising visits of economic interest with participation of small and
medium sized enterprises of both countries, with a view to establishing
bilateral partnership relations.

d) Agriculture

Both Sides expressed their interest in promoting the cooperation in the
agricultural sector.

indicatively, the following sectors:

- crop production, including fruit and vegetable production,

- livestock production,

- agricultural research,

- training services,

- phyto-sanitary controls,

- veterinary services,

- mechanization of agriculture,

- processing and packing procedures of agricultural products.

This cooperation shall be implemented through:

a) Exchange of scientific and technical information and documentation,
b) Exchange of information on developments in scientific research,

c) Exchange of visits of experts and consultants and

d) Organisation of training programmes, conferences and meetings in
either of the two countries.
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e) Research and Technology

Both Sides shall encourage and facilitate, on the basis of mutual
benefit, exchanges and cooperation in the fields of research and technology
and will provide appropriate opportunities for contacts between research
institutes, universities and other scientific institutions of higher education,
scholars, researchers and specialists in both countries.

Both Sides shall encourage joint activities in specialized areas and
topics of common interest.

f)  Transport and Communication

Road Transport. Pursuant to the Agreement between the Hellenic Republic
and the Republic of Uzbekistan on international road transport of passengers
and goods, signed in Tashkent, on March 2nd 1999 and entered into force on
February 27th 2000, 20 permits for bilateral and transit transport are being
exchanged per year.

Air transport. Both Sides agreed to continue their long standing cooperation
in air transport.

Communication. The Hellenic Side proposed negotiations on the conclusion
of an agreement between the “Uzbekistan Airways” and the “Hellenic Post
S.A” (ELTA S.A.) for the mail dispatches transportation.

In addition, the Hellenic Side proposed negotiations on the conclusion
of an agreement between the “Uzbekistan Pochtasi” and the “Hellenic Post
S.A” (ELTA S.A)) regarding the exchange of parcels. Due to the fact that
ELTA S.A. is in the process of money orders abolition, the Hellenic Side
proposed the development of cooperation in more advanced products, such as
the funds transfer via electronic way (IFS, Eurogiro, ECI).

The Uzbek Side took note of the above mentioned proposal.

4. INVESTMENT COOPERATION

Both Sides stressed the importance of investment cooperation as a
significant factor of economic growth and expressed their interest in further
strengthening their cooperation in this area. They underlined that the
establishment of joint ventures between the Hellenic Republic and the
Republic of Uzbekistan will bring both countries closer to the fulfillment of
the abovementioned goal. Both Sides agreed on the following priority areas
for investment cooperation:

- food industry;
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- textile and leather industry;

- processing of agricultural products;

- production of wines and wine materials;
- production of construction materials;

- development of information technologies;

The Uzbek Side handed over to the Hellenic Side the list of investment
projects for further distribution to the interested agencies and companies of the
Hellenic Republic.

Both Sides welcomed the organisation of a bilateral economic forum,
to be held in Athens immediately after the session of the Joint Committee.
Both Sides believe that this event will give a new impetus to the bilateral
economic relations, especially in the fields of construction, high technology,
food industry, textile and leather products.

In this regard, the Uzbek Side proposed that Greek businessmen visit
the Republic of Uzbekistan in October-November, 2008. The Hellenic Side
took note of this proposal and agreed to communicate it to the competent
institutions.

The Hellenic Side stated their wish to invite representatives of JSC
«Uzstroymaterialy» and other companies to the Partenariat of Construction
Material, organised by the Hellenic Foreign Trade Board to be held in Athens
in July 2008.

Both Sides discussed the issues related to the activities of their joint
ventures (Oltin Chigit, Yaypan Ltd, Andijan Chigit, Jambay Tex and UZ
HELLAS). Both Sides agreed to assist these joint ventures to address these
issues. Both Sides consider that such assistance will substantially contribute
to the inflow of direct investments and improve the bilateral relations
between enterprises of both countries.

5. DEVELOPMENT ASSISTANCE COOPERATION

The Hellenic Side stated that the total of their bilateral development
cooperation during the period 2006-2007 amounted to 354,956 Euros. The
Hellenic development assistance focused on the area of Education, mainly by
granting scholarships. '
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Both Sides noted with satisfaction that the results of the 2nd session of
the Joint Committee on Economic and Technological Cooperation
demonstrate the mutual interest of both Sides to further develop and
strengthen their bilateral economic cooperation.

Both Sides agreed that the 3rd session of the Joint Committee will take
place in Tashkent. The precise date will be agreed upon through diplomatic

channels.
