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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
- -AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE SOCIALIST REPUBLIC OF
VIETNAM
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF TOURISM

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government

of the Socialist Republic of Vietham, hereinafter referred to as “the
Contracting Parties”, -

) " Desiring to develop and strengthen the cooperation in the field

of Tourism between the two countries,

Recognizing the importance of tourism in promotlng economic
development, mutual understanding, goodwill and close relations
between peoples,

Based on the full equality of rights and the mutual benefits,
have agreed as follows: . - .

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties, within the framework of this
Agreement and in accordance with their national legislation, shall
promote the development and strengthening of cooperation in the
field of tourism between their countries.

ARTICLE 2

‘ The Ministry of Tourism of the Hellenic Republic and the
Vietnam National Administration of Tourism shall be the competent
authorities for the implementation of the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 3

With the view to making better known to the public of the other
Contracting Party their tourist attractions and increasing the bilateral
tourist movement, the Contracting Parties shall encourage mutual
tourist promotion through the exchange of information, publicity and
other promotion materials in accordance with their respective laws
and regulations.
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ARTICLE 4

The Contracting Parties in accordance with the legislation in
force in their countries, shall-encourage and mutually facilitate the
investments of Greek and Vietnamese entrepreneurs, as well as
joint ventures in their respective tourist sectors. For this purpose,
they will also regularly communicate to each other the incentives for
tourist investments, provided by their national legislation as well as
the possibilities for such investments existing in each of the two
countries.

ARTICLE §

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the exchange of

statistics and information in the field of tourism including:

e The national laws and regulations governing the tourist
activity in both countries. '

o The national legislation relating to the protection and
preservation of cultural and natural resources and their
valorisation as tourist attractions,

"« Expertise in the field of management of hotels and other
types of tourist accommodation.

o Statistics on the tourist flows and the tourism industry of the
two countries.

ARTICLE 6

The Contracting Parties shall encourage all possible forms of
bilateral cooperation with particular emphasis on the exchange of
know-how and practical experience between organizations and
institutions of their countries active in the field of Tourism.

ARTICLE 7

The Contracting Parties shall exchange information and
documentation in the field of the vocational training of personnel
employed in the tourism sector. They shall also create the
necessary conditions for and consider all possible forms of
cooperation in that field, including on-the-job training and the
exchange of students, instructors and experts of their respective
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tourism-related schools and training institutions, and the
organization of seminars for tourism officials and professionals.

ARTICLE 8

Each Contracting Party may establish in the territory of the
state of the other Contracting Party a national tourist information
office, which will not conduct commercial activities and the operation
of which will be regulated by a specific agreement concluded to that
~ effect by the Contracting Parties.

This specific Agreement will enter into force in accordance with the
procedures provided for in article 12 of the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 9

The National Tourism authorities of the two countries shall
develop their cooperation within the framework of the World Tourism
Organization, as well as of other organizations of which both
countries are members.

~ ARTICLE 10
In applying this Agreement the Hellenic Republic shall

respect its obligations arising from its membership to the European
Union.

ARTICLE 11

A Joint Commission shall be convened periodically with the
aim of implementing this Agreement through bilateral consultations

and through the submission of recommendations to their competent -

authorities. The Joint Commission shall be composed of an equal
number of authorized representatives from both Contracting Parties.

The Contracting Parties may invite their representatives and
experts from both the public and private tourist sectors to participate.

The Commission’s meetings shall take place in each of the
two countries alternately at a time agreed upon by the Contracting
Parties.

Each meeting shall be presided over by the Head of the
Delegation of the country in which it will take place.
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ARTICLE 12

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date upon which
both Contracting Parties will have notified each other, through
diplomatic channels, of the completion of the legal formalities
required in each country for the entry into force of the Agreement.

This Agreement shall remain in force for five (5) years and
shall thereafter be renewed for successive five -year periods,
unless denounced by notification given by either Contracting Party
at least six (6) months prior to the expiration of its initial or any
subsequent period of validity. .

However, the termination of the present Agreement, shall not
affect the projects, programs and any other initiatives in execution,
unless otherwise decided by the Contracting Parties.

Done in Hanoi on this twenty-seventh day of May two
thousand and seven in two originals each in the Greek, Vietnamese
and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
divergence of interpretation the English text shall prevail.
