WHEREAS the International Monetary and Financial Comumnittee has asked the
Executive Board to develop specific proposals for a new income model and a new
expenditure framework by the time of the 2008 Spring Meeting of the International Monetary
and Financial Committee, and the Executive Board has put forward such a proposal; and

. WHEREAS the implementation of cestain aspects of this proposal requires an
amendment of the Articles of Agreement and the Executive Board has proposed and
recommended that the Board of Governors approve such an amendment, and has prepared a
Report on the same; and ,

WHEREAS the Chairman of the Board of Governors has requested the Secretary of
the Fund to bring the proposal of the Executive Board before the Board of Governors; and

WHEREAS the Report of the Executive Board setting forth its proposal has been
submitted to the Board of Govemors by the Secretary of the Fund; and
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WHEREAS the Executive Board has requested the Board of Govemors to vote on the

| following Resolution without meeting, pursuant to Section 13 of the By-Laws of the Fund;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Govemnors, noting the recommendation and the

said Report of the Executive Board, hereby RESOLVES that:

L The proposed amendment of the Articles of Agreement of the International
Monetary Fund (Proposed Amendment of the Articles of Agreement of the International
Monetary Fund to Expand the Investment Authority of the Intemational Monetary Fund) that
is attached to this Resolution is approved.

2. . The Secretary of the Fund is directed to agk all members of the Fund, by
circular letter, telegram or other rapid mesns of communication, whether they accept, in
accordance with the provisions of Article XXVIII of the Articles, the Proposed Amendment
of the Articles of Agreement of the Intemational Monetary Fund to Expand the Investment
Authority of the Intemnational Monetary Fund.

3. The communication to be sent to all members in accordance with 2 above
shall specify that the Proposed Amendment of the Articles of Agreement of the Intemnational
Monetary Fund to Expand the Investment Authority of the Intemational Monetary Fund shall
enter into force for all members as of the date on which the Fund certifies, by a formal
communication addressed to all members, that three-fifths of the members, having
eighty-five percent of the total voting power, have accepted the Proposed Amendment of the
Articles of Agreement of the International Monetary Fund to Expand the Investment
Authority of the International Monetary Fund.
