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INTRODUCTION

In the city of Piraeus this Tuesday, 25th day of the month of
November 2008, the following contracting parties:

a) On the one part, the Corporation (Société Anonyme) under
the name «Piraeus Port Authority SA», legitimately established in
the City of Piraeus and legitimately, furthermore, represented, for
the execution of the present agreement by Mr. Nicolaos
Anastasopoulos, acting in the capacity of the latter as Managing
Director thereof, specifically appointed for this purpose by virtue of
Resolution No. 236/15-10-2008, passed by the Board of Directors of
said Corporation (hereinafter referred to as «PPA S.A.»);

b) On the other part, the corporation (Société Anonyme) under
the name «Piraeus Container Terminal SA», having its head offices
in Piraeus, being legally represented for the signing of the present
agreement by Dr. WEI Jiafu, by virtue of Resolution of the Board of
Directors dated November 14, 2008 and of the special power of
attorney no 105/2008 of the Public Notary of Athens Mr. Angelos
Asimakopoulos son of Ioannis, hereinafter referred to as the «Special
Purpose Company» or as the «SPCy»; and

¢) as a third party, the company under the name COSCO
Pacific Limited, sole shareholder in the Special Purpose Company,
having its head offices in the Bermudas and established in the Hong
Kong S.A.R., of the P.R. of China, legally represented for the signing

Hong Kong S.A.R. of the People’s Republic of China, according to
the provisions of the Hague Convention of October 5, 1961;

collectively hereinbelow referred to as the « Parties»,

WITNESSETH:

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1. Whereas this Concession Agreement corresponds in content to the
terms and conditions set forth in the Invitation to Tender no. 2/2008, as
issued, likewise, by «PPA S.A.», with reference to the procedure now
performed. Said Invitation to Tender has been appended hereto, as Annex
1 of the present Concession Agreement and is incorporated herein. The
Special Purpose Company hereby warrants and undertakes to provide full
compliance with all requirements and preconditions enumerated by said
Invitation to Tender.

2. And whereas, furthermore, PPA S.A. hereby declares and warrants
that by Concession Contract concluded on February 13, 2002, , between
the same corporation and the Greek State as amended by the amendment
thereof dated November 19, 2008 (Government Gazette, issue no. 2372/
Bulletin B/21-11-2008) (Annex 9), it has acquired exclusive right to use
and commercially exploit the Piraeus Port Area, with respect to which it
has been, thereby, empowered to undertake all measures required for the
development thereof in the most profitable manner,

3. And whereas, furthermore, with a view to the implementation of the
rights accruing therefrom, as above described, PPA S.A. initiated an
international open Invitation to Tender to the highest bidder, having
specified, as criterion of eligibility for the appointment thereof, the
highest bid offered for the concession of the right to use and
commercially exploit the Piers II and IIl of the Piraeus Port Container
Terminal, in consideration of, in part of a self-financed investment aimed
at the furtherance of the development and the extension of the
infrastructure and superstructure facilities currently available, and, in
additional part, of a consideration of money payable to PPA S.A. As
prescribed by the terms of the bidding procedure envisaged by the
Invitation to Tender, the Concession Contract for Pier II and for the
eastern part of Pier III of the Port of Piraeus Container Terminal has been
awarded to the Special Purpose Company Shareholder member
companies. ’

4. And whereas, finally, it is envisaged that the prominent position
already acquired by the Port of Piraeus with regard to the carriage of both
domestic and international cargoes will be developed, simultaneously
allowing for the promotion of the importance and prestige afforded to the
commercial section of the harbour of Piraeus, so as to augment the
contribution thereof to the development of maritime commercial routes,
as incorporated in the current economic environment.
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5. By virtue of decision No. 274/2008 of the 7™ Chamber

«Invitation to Tender» shall be deemed to denote the document
issued by PPA S.A. as Invitation to Tender no. 2/2008 in February, 2008,
titled «International Invitation to Tender by Award to the Highest Bidder
for Concession of Piers II and III of the Container Terminal of the Piraeus
Port Authority S.A.», with a view to attract potential prospective
candidates eligible to submit offers for the award, thereto, of the present
Contract of Concession, including Annexes 1 to 14, and all explanatory
annotations provided by PPA SA during the course of the Bidding
Procedure according to art.

«Throughput» shall be deemed to denote the number of
containers, in TEU, handled through NCT Piers within the duration of the
time unit employed.

«Supervisor», or «Supervising Engineer» means the Project
Implementation Management Department of the Piraeus Port Authority
S.A., as specified by the provisions of Section 16.1 of this Agreement.

«Harbour Railway Terminal» shall be deemed to denote the
railway cargo terminal to be established within the port of Piraeus by
Hellenic Railways S.A. («OSE S.A.»), in conformity to the terms and
conditions of the contract concluded between Hellenic Railways S.A. and
the Piraeus Port Authority S.A. on August 9™ 2006, envisaged to occupy
an area of 85.000 sq.m. (attached hereto as Annex 12), as said area is
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described on the plan attached hereto as Annex 6 under the following
symbols: E2-¥-X-@-T-IB-II'-IA-B1-B2-E1-E2.

«Project» shall be deemed to denote any and all structures erected
and equipment procured, as required for the operation, maintenance and
commercial employment of the New Container Terminal undertaken by
the Special Purpose Company by virtue of the terms of the present
Concession Agreement.

«Aggregate Revenue» shall be deemed to denote the aggregate of
the revenues arising from the totality of the fee-earning operations and
services, respectively conducted and provided, at any given period of
time, by the Special Purpose Company, pursuant to the relevant
provisions of the Articles of Association thereof and within the subject —
matter of the present Agreement, excluding any insurance indemnities
that will be paid to the Special Purpose Company, as well as excluding
any damages and/or the penalties to be paid by PPA SA or by any third
parties to the SPC due to any reason whatsoever.

«Annual Capacity» means the maximum throughput achieved by
means of employment, in full, of the totality of the premises and of the
equipment afforded by the New Container Terminal complex, under
normal operational conditions and during the period of one year,
expressed as a function of the sum of the total number of Pier gantry
cranes multiplied by the number of gantry crane statistical movements per
hour, and, furthermore, multiplied by the amount of hours of regular daily
operation, and, finally, multiplied by the number of days of regular
operation per annum. The contracting Parties acknowledge that the
quantity of gantry cranes, which are taken into account in the above
calculations, shall be inclusive of any mobile gantry cranes.

«Day» shall be deemed to denote the period of a calendar day.

«Day of Entry into Force» shall be deemed to denote the date
whereupon the Concession Agreement shall enter into force, as provided
for by the provisions of Section 3 hereof.

«Crounds of Justifiable Delay» shall be deemed to denote any
and all of the events enumerated or included in the provisions of Section
25 of this Agreement.
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«Grounds for Termination of Contract» shall be deemed to
denote any and all of the events, which are enumerated or described in the
provisions of Sections 21 and 22 of this Agreement.

«m» shall denote the unit of one (1) metre of length.

«New Container Terminal» or «NCT» shall be deemed to denote -

the container terminal, comprising the existing Pier II to be upgraded,
Pier IIL, to be constructed, and the area adjacent thereto, the exclusive use
and exploitation of which is conceded to the Special Purpose Company,
as well as the adjacent berthing manoeuvre sea area, which allows the
safe mooring and service of ships, the use of which is accorded to the
Special Purpose Company, according to the terms and conditions of this
Concession Agreement.

«PPA S.A.» shall be deemed to denote the Piraeus Port Authority
S.A.or the legitimate successors thereto.

«Final Study» denotes all the plans and issues of the technical

works of the present Agreement that will be drafted on behalf of the -

Special Purpose Company by advisors, who will be employed by the
Special Purpose Company, according to the specifications of elaboration
of studies of Part B of Presidential Decree 696/1974, as currently in force.

«Concession» means the granting of the exclusive right of use and
exploitation of the New Container Terminal from PPA S.A. to the Special
Purpose Company, according to the terms of the present Agreement and
for the time period provided therein.

«Concession Period» shall be deemed to denote the period of the
Concession Contract, provided in section 3 of this Agreement.

«Pier III» or «Eastern Part of Pier III » or «Eastern Section of
Pier III» shall be deemed to denote the eastern part of Pier III, as the
latter is delineated in the plan that is attached hereto as Annex 6, by
employment of the following symbols: “KH-K®-A-AA-AB-AI'-AA-Al-
A2-A3-A4-A5 and Al-A-AE-A8-A7-A6-A2-B°, which will be
constructed by the SPC according to the terms hereof.

«Qil Pier» shall be deemed to denote the pier of Piraeus Port Area
delineated by employment of the following symbols: A1-A2-A3-A4-A5-
A6-A7-A8-AE-AA, in the attached plan of Annex 6 to the present
Agreement, where today the oil installations are located at, which will be
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moved on PPA’s responsibility, according to the terms hereof, in order
for the SPC to construct the Eastem Part of Pier I11.

«Offer» shall be deemed to denote the technical proposal
(Subfolder B1) and financial proposal (Subfolder B3) submitted, under
reference number 1/9-5-08, by the third contracting party, COSCO
Pacific Ltd, which is attached hereto as Annex 2.

«TEU» shall be deemed to denote twenty-foot containers
subscribing to ISO standards.

«Infrastructure» shall be deemed to denote the immobile sectic:
of the terminal, which is comprised of piers, docks, wharves, and the
adjacent land area of the NCT, and deemed to be inclusive of the utility
network installations (electricity and water mains, rail tracks etc.)
embedded therein. The Oil Pier service network installations are not
included in the definition of Infrastructure.

«Funders of the Special Purpose Company» or « Funders of
the SPC» means the banks and other credit institutions, which have
entered into or which will enter into any loan agreements with the Special
Purpose Company for the financing of the implementation of the Project,
as will be appended to this Agreement as Annex 4 thereto.

1.4. Assumptions

1. In this Concession Agreement, and provided that the context
thereof allows, any word indicative of the male gender shall be also
deemed as denoting the respective feminine gender, as well as the
corresponding neuter gender. Furthermore, wording indicative of the
singular number shall also comprise the plural of the noun involved and
vice versa. Finally, any wording denoting individuals shall be also
deemed to comprise the legal entities involved.

2. Captions and titles are employed solely in order to provide
assistance during reading and shall not be deemed to affect proper
construction of this Concession Agreement.

3. All information provided, and all representations made by PPA
S.A during the Bidding Procedure have been made with good faith (bona
fide). The Special Purpose Company hereby acknowledges all such
explanatory definitions and data or information provided to be fully
satisfactory. Any error or omission encountered at any time, during the
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course of the Concession Agreement, with respect to the data provided
concerning the subject — matter of concession, shall not result, on the part
of the Special Purpose Company, in any claim whatsoever accruing
therefrom and directed against PPA S.A.

4. The Parties expressly acknowledge that any and all obligations,
on the part of the Special Purpose Company with reference to the
construction and commercial employment of Pier III shall only be limited
to the eastern part of said Pier, a delineation whereof is contained in the
plan drawing attached hereto as Annex 6, by means of the following
symbols: “KH-K®-A-AA-AB-AT'-AA-A1-A2-A3-A4-AS and A1-A-AE-
A8-A7-A6-A2-B". Consequently, for all purposes related to the reference,
in the present Agreement, of the Special Purpose Company’s obligations
with respect to Pier III, said reference shall exclusively apply to the
eastern part thereof, as hereinabove duly specified.

1.5. Legal Framework

1. This Concession Agreement is entered into in conformity to the
provisions of Act No. 2688/1999, relating to the «Conversion of the
Piraeus and the Thessaloniki Port Authorities into Private Corporations
(Sociétés Anonymes)», and to the Concession Agreement concluded, on
February 13" 2002, between the Hellenic Republic and PPA S.A,
including the amendment thereto, dated November 19, 2008 (Government
Gazette, issue no. 2372/ Bulletin B/21-11-2008).

THE CONCESSION

Section 2:
SUBJECT-MATTER

2.1. The subject matter

2.1 The subject matter of this Agreement comprises the following
items:

a) The concession against a consideration of the New Container
Terminal by PPA S.A. to the Special Purpose Company, as described in
paragraph 2.2 of this Section, and more specifically, the granting of the
exclusive right to use and commercially exploit the New Container

iz
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Terminal, in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 2.5
hereinbelow.

b) The self-financed execution by the Special Purpose Company of
the works relating to the upgrade of Pier II and to the construction and
operation of the eastern part of Pier III, as specifically provided for by the
provisions of paragraph 2.5 of this Agreement.

2.2. New Container Terminal (NCT) installation area description
2.2.1. General Description

As a total, the area constituting the subject-matter of this
Concession Agreement is comprised of the elements hereinafter
specified:

With reference to the installations of Pier 11

The existing areas of Pier II of the Piraeus Port Area, including all
adjacent areas thereto, of a total surface (area) of 614.419 sq. meters, as
delineated in Annex 6 hereto, including the existing edifices and
superstructure facilities, which are described in paragraph 2.2.2 below.

With reference to the Eastern Part of Pier 111

The area where today the Oil Pier is located at as well as the sea
area delineated in the attached Annex 6 hereto by the employment of the
following symbols: A1-A2-A3-A4-AS-A6-A7-A8-AE-AA, where the
construction of Pier III is going to take place, in accordance with this
Agreement.

2.2.2 Edifices and related infrastructure and superstructure
installations ceded

The following buildings and other superstructures and
infrastructures are also conceded to the SPC:

1. All edifices and other installations and facilities adjunct thereto
(electric power distribution substations, including the high-voltage
distribution substation, which is located at the northern end of the New
Container Terminal complex, all edifices, vehicle entrance and exit

" points, refrigerated container installations, network installations, empty
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container stowage yards, dangerous or fragile cargo special - purpose
installations, etc.)

2. All existing mechanical equipment, as enumerated in the list
contained in Annex 3 (Mechanical Equipment) of the Invitation to
Tender, and related information systems, including wireless
communication network facilities, with respect to which PPA S.A.
warrants that all relevant permits and approvals have been issued.

3. The Parties hereby mutually agree that should the Special
Purpose Company:

(a) decline to retain possession of any element comprised in the
equipment enumerated in Annex 3 of the Invitation to Tender, or

(b) express a will to replace it during the term of the contract, or,

(c) should such equipment be ascertained to be ineffective, as
regards the Special Purpose Company’s operational requirements, owing
to the adoption, thereby, of incompatible technology

the items in question shall be re-delivered to PPA S.A., for
disposition thereby at the former’s sole discretion

4. All cost related to the removal of gantry cranes to be replaced, in
accordance to the provisions contained in the Pier II Upgrade Schedule,
shall be borne by the Special Purpose Company, exclusive of the cost
related to the removal of any gantry cranes, which will be eventually sold
out by PPA S.A., and exclusive, likewise and furthermore, of the cost
incidental to gantry rails removal. Rails removed shall be delivered to
PPA S.A. in order to dispose it at its discretion.

2.2.3 Exceptions

It is explicitly agreed that the following are excluded from the
subject-matter of the present concession and therefore the use thereof is
not hereby transferred to the SPC:

1. The area of the 85.000 sq.m., which has been provided, by virtue
of the contract concluded on August 9% 2006, between Hellenic
Railways S.A. («OSE S.A.») and PPA S.A. (that is attached hereto as
Annex 12) for the construction thereon of the Harbour Railway Terminal.
Exclusively for the period of time that will be required for the completion
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and setting into operation of the Harbour Railway Terminal, the Special
Purpose Company shall be entitled to possess and use the above area and
the installations existing thereat, including, indicatively only, the
refrigeration equipment currently located thereat, in order to serve
exclusively its own operational needs.

2. The premises currently housing the 5™ Customs and Excise
Department, the surface area of which amounts to 960 sq.m., located
within the New Container Terminal complex, unless the Customs and
Excise Department abovementioned should be relocated, in which case
the Special Purpose Company shall be entitled to possess, use and
commercially employ said area, with a view to the performance due,
thereby, of contractual obligations and undertakings accruing thereto by
virtue of the present contract, or subject to rental agreements concluded
with third parties. Rental lease agreements concluded with third parties
shall be allowed only subject to previous consent by PPA S.A., such
consent extending both to appointment of lessee and to the amount of rent
and the terms and conditions of the rental contract envisaged. Such
consent shall only be provided on the condition that the Special Purpose
Company shall pay PPA S.A. part of the rent to be agreed, equal to 75%
of the amount thereof.

3. The licences for the use of the software programs: Navis, Oracle
and Microsoft, that will be used by the Personnel of PPA SA for the
support of the exploitation of Pier II during the time period of its
operation by PPA SA’s personnel, according to section 27 of the present
Agreement are excluded and are not transferred to the Special Purpose
Company.

2.3. Related agreements

The existing contracts for the renting of offices and premises in the
New Container Terminal and the leasing agreements for existing
equipment, as are included in Annex 12 of the Invitation to Tender, and
the existing agreement No. 59/2002 between PPA SA and Mediterranean
Shipping Company (MSC) for the service of transhipment that is attached
in Annex 11 of the present Agreement are also transferred to the SPC
hereunder. It is expressly stated that any contracts relating to the Oil Pier
are excluded from this concession. The Special Purpose Company hereby
undertakes to perform these contracts, by virtue of substitution, in full,
thereby, to all rights and liabilities of PPA SA arising under these
contracts vis-a-vis the other parties in these contracts.
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2.4. Assignment of right to use and commercially exploit

1. As sole beneficiary possessing title to exclusively use and
commercially exploit the NCT, the Special Purpose Company shall be
entitled, during the term of duration of the present Agreement, to exercise
all powers relevant to the above rights, privileges and prerogatives,
including the temporary transfer of rights to use of sections of the NCT
area to third parties, as specifically set forth by the provisions and the
limitations contained in the present Agreement, in conformity with, more
particularly, to:

a) the provisions of Section 10 (undertakings pertaining to Special
Purpose Company);

b) the applicable laws; and

c) the goncession contract between the Greek State and PPA S.A,,
as will be in force,

in order to provide an integrated range of harbour services and
facilities, in full conformity to the international standards applicable for
similar installations, and in conformity to the manner prescribed by the
Bid submitted during the Tendering Procedure.

2. In the exercise of the rights to use and to commercially employ
the NCT the Special Purpose Company undertakes to:

a. Provide, within the NCT, the total spectrum of harbour services
and facilities expected of a modern port complex engaged in international
commercial activities, and possessing of a comparable position of
strategic importance, subject to specific provisions herein contained;

b. Ensure the financial viability and continuation of operation of
NCT;

¢c. Implement and enforce all measures contributory to safety of
navigation, safety of harbour installation users and safety and health of
the Special Purpose Company’s employees;

d. Conform to all environmental protection requirements approved,
as well as to conform to all relevant licenses and permits issued. Also, to
engage in any operation required in order to avert danger of pollution and
to prevent same; and
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e. To apply the orders of the appropriate authorities with respect to
issues related to national security and to the maintenance of public order.

3. The Parties expressly acknowledge that title to use and
commercially employ assigned to the Special Purpose Company may not
be exercised against the Greek State, insofar as the latter engages in
exercise of public power to implement state policy and to serve national
security interests. Such exclusion shall, furthermore, be deemed to
likewise apply insofar as the State intervenes during a state of emergency,
or exercises powers of inspection and control granted thereby by virtue of
statutory provisions and by virtue of the provisions expressly
incorporated, to this effect, in the Concession Contract concluded
between the Greek State and PPA S.A.

2.5. Projects
a) Pier II installation upgrade

The Pier II installation upgrade project comprises the total of
works, constructions and equipment set out in detail in the Bid (Annex 2),
so as to ensure proper function and commercial exploitation of the NCT
in conformity to the provisions of the present Agreement.

b) Renovation and construction of buildings

The Project comprises the renovation of the existing NCT
Administration Building, as well as the construction of new edifices,
located within the NCT area, electric power substations excluded, as set
out in detail in the Bid (Annex 2), with a view to ensuring proper function
and commercial employment of the NCT in conformity to the provisions
of the present Agreement.

¢) Construction and operational availability of the Eastern Section
of Pier ITI

The construction and operation of the eastern section of Pier III
shall comprise all activities, constructions and provision of equipment
described in detail in the Bid (Annex 2), so as to ensure proper function
and commercial exploitation of the NCT according to the provisions of
the present Agreement.

2.6. Berthing manoeuvre harbour basin
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- In order to provide container ships with a means of swift and
secure route towards the berths allocated for loading/discharge
operations, and in order, furthermore, to provide assistance in the
facilitation of said operations, the NCT complex shall be provided with a
specific berthing manoeuvre harbour basin area will be used by both PPA
SA and the Special Purpose Company. Said basin shall provide
unimpeded traffic and by priority of arrival of vessels serviced by the
NCT, in the manner provided for by the Port of Piraeus Regulations and,
furthermore, by statutory regulation thereto applicable. No vessel may be
permitted to occupy part of the harbour basin area abovementioned,
unless the Special Purpose Company has previously received due notice
to this effect, and subject to the authorization provided by the appropriate
Coast Guard Authority. Notwithstanding the above, vessels may employ
the harbour basin area abovementioned in order to maintain course in
transit, i.e. as a thoroughfare, and to manoeuvre during mooring/weighing
anchor, including ships berthing at PPA S.A.’s harbour facilities lying in
adjacency to those comprised in the NCT Piers.

Section 3:
CONCESSION CONTRACT ENTRY INTO FORCE -
DURATION OF CONCESSION

3.1. Entry into Force of the Concession Agreement

1. This Concession Agreement shall not create any binding
obligations prior to the lapse of the period set for the filing of an appeal
against the decision of the Chamber (“Klimakio”) of the Supreme Audit
Council, which has determined that there exists no impediment for the
signing of this Agreement, or in the event that such an appeal is filed,
prior to the issue of the relevant decision thereon by the appropriate
Section (“Tmima”) of the Supreme Audit Council.

This Concession Agreement shall come into force upon the
fulfilment, cumulatively and in conformity to the sequence prescribed
below, of the following terms and conditions, in accordance with the
specific provisions of the following paragraphs of this Article:

- (i) Within a period of fifteen (15) days commencing upon the
signing of the present Agreement and subject to the simultaneous return,
by PPA S.A. to COSCO Pacific Limited, in the capacity thereof as third
contracting party hereto, of the Letter of Guarantee deposited thereby
during the Bidding Procedure, the SPC shall provide PPA S.A with a
Letter of Guarantee, of three-month duration, for the sum of Euro fifty
million (€50.000.000), such Letter to be issued by a Bank or credit

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institution rated, with regard to unsecured long-term financing as BBB+
or superior, as such standards of assessment/rating are employed by
Standard and Poor’s Corporation, or equivalent thereto, or as per the
standards employed by Moody’s Investor Services. Such Letter of
Guarantee shall ensure the timely, as determined by the provisions of
paragraph 3.1.2 below, payment by the Special Purpose Company to PPA
S.A of the initial installment of the sum of Euro fifty million
(€50.000.000). After the expiry of the initial three-month period of its
duration, and provided that the amount of (€50.000.000) of 3.1.2 has not
been paid, the duration of this Letter of Guarantee will be extended on a
monthly basis until the payment of this amount of (€50.000.000) is made.
PPA S.A. shall return this Letter of Guarantee to the Special Purpose
Company at such time as the latter should pay the former the
abovementioned amount of Euro fifty million (€50.000.000), otherwise
such Letter of Guarantee shall by presented for collection on the day
following the expiry of the deadline prescribed by the provisions of
paragraph 3.1.2, unless the extension of this deadline is agreed, in which
case the validity of the Letter of Guarantee shall be extended up to the
expiry of the agreed extension of this deadline.

(i1) Subsequently, the Concession Agreement shall have been
ratified by the Greek Parliament and the Ratification Law shall have been
published in the Official Gazette of the Greek Government. In the event
that the Concession Agreement is not ratified by the Greek Parliament
within a period of eight (8) months commencing upon the signing thereof,
either party shall have the right to inform in writing the other party that it
no longer wishes this Concession Agreement to become effective,
whereupon the Concession Agreement will be terminated without
prejudice or liability of either of the Parties to indemnify the other party,
and PPA SA will return immediately to the Special Purpose Company the
above mentioned Letter of Guarantee of the amount of (€50.000.000)
referred to in paragraph (i) above.

(iii) The initial consideration payment of Euro fifty million
(€50.000.000) prescribed for by the provisions of Section 4.1 hereinbelow
shall have been paid to PPA S.A.

(iv) The Letters of Guarantee prescribed for by the provisions of
Section 17 hereinbelow shall have been deposited with PPA S.A.

(v) The deeds related to the long-term Loan Contracts necessary (if
required), prescribed for by the provisions of Section 6, hereinbelow,
shall have been executed by all the parties thereto, subject, furthermore,
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to all conditions precedent having been duly fulfilled, with the sole
exception of the Entry into Force of this Concession Agreement, should
such Entry into Force be determined as a condition precedent to the
coming into effect of the long-term Loan Contracts.

2. The SPC shall pay to PPA S.A. the initial consideration sum of
Euro fifty million (€50.000.000) within a period of fifteen (15) days
commencing upon the notification, by the latter to the former, of the
enactment by the Greek Parliament of the Law ratifying this Concession
Agreement (and of the publication of said Law in the Official Gazette of
the Greek Government), whereupon PPA S.A. shall be liable to return to
the SPC the abovementioned Letter of Guarantee, issued on first demand
and for the sum of Euro fifty million (€50.000.000).

3. Finally, within a forty (40) day period commencing upon notice
in writing, by the latter, of the enactment by the Greek Parliament of the
Law ratifying the Concession Agreement (and of the publication of said
Law in the Official Gazette of the Greek Government) and, in any case,
not earlier than 14 August 2009 (subject to the provisions below), the
SPC shall be under the obligation: (i) to submit to PPA SA the Letters of
Guarantee provided by section 17 of the present, (ii) to notify PPA S.A,,
that the Loan Agreements provided by the provisions of Section 6,
hereinbelow, have been duly executed and will enter into force according
their provisions. In the event that the loan agreements are signed earlier
than August 14, 2009, the SPC may submit them to PPA SA together
with the Letters of Guarantee provided by section 17 earlier than the
abovementioned date. Upon reception, by PPA S.A., of the Loan Contract
deeds, duly executed and in force, the instruments thereof shall be
appended to the present Agreement as Annex 4 thereto, and the Loan
Commitment Letter of Support submitted together with the Bid shall be
returned to the Special Purpose Company.

4. In the event that the Special Purpose Company fails to comply
with its obligations enumerated in paragraph 3 of this present as
conditions precedent to Entry into Force of this Concession Agreement,
within a period of fifteen (15) days commencing upon the date mentioned
in the above paragraph (and subject to the deadline extensions that may
be agreed between the Parties hereto in writing), PPA S.A. shall be
entitled to notify in writing the Special Purpose Company that it no
longer wishes this Concession Agreement to become effective,
whereupon the same, i.e. the Concession Agreement, shall be henceforth
deemed as having being terminated. The Special Purpose Company shall,
upon termination, be liable to pay as penalty to PPA S.A., the sum of

j- [,
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Euro fifty million (€50.000.000), as to the amount of which both Parties
acknowledge and accept that such sum is reasonably and fairly
commensurate to the total of the damages to be suffered by PPA S.A. in
such a case.

3.2. Delivery of Premises to the Special Purpose Company-
Commencement of the Concession

1. Upon proper and due discharge, by the Special Purpose
Company, of the conditions precedent set forth by the provisions of
paragraph 3.1, hereinabove, and subject to notice in writing to this effect
being communicated by the Special Purpose Company to PPA S.A.
within a period of fifteen (15) days from the date of the fulfillment of the
last of the above conditions precedent, PPA S.A. shall deliver to the
Special Purpose Company the area of the New Container Terminal,
including the installations and equipment comprised therein, in the
manner prescribed by the provisions of Annex 7, hereinbelow.

2. All formalities related to the delivery, by PPA S.A. to the
Special Purpose Company, of the New Container Terminal complex and
of the equipment and installations comprised therein must have been
concluded by September 30, 2009 at the latest. The completion of this
procedure shall be attested to by the signing of a Protocol to this effect
between PPA S.A and the Special Purpose Company, as provided for by
the provisions of Annex 8 hereto.

3. In case of delay, on the part of PPA S.A., to deliver the NCT and
the installations comprised therein beyond the date of October the 31%,
2009, PPA S.A. shall be liable to pay to the Special Purpose Company as
a penalty the sum of Euro thirty thousand (€30.000) per calendar day, up
to period of thirty (30) days in excess of the agreed deadline for the
delivery of the NCT.

4, Upon expiry of the thirty-day period above agreed (i.e., on
November 30%, 2009), the delivery of the NCT area by PPA S.A. to the
Special Purpose ‘Company shall be construed as de jure effective,
whereupon the NCT operation by the Special Purpose Company,
conducted by personnel provided by PPA S.A. shall be deemed to have
commenced, as prescribed for by the provisions of Section 27,
hereinbelow. '

5. The term (duration) of the Concession, as determined by the
provisions of paragraph 3.3, hereinbelow, shall commence upon the

takeover of the NCT area by the Special Purpose Company, in the
manner prescribed for by the provisions of paras. 1 — 4 above. Such date
shall, henceforward, be referred to as the «Date of the Commencement of
the Concession» or, alternatively, as the «Commencement Date ».

3.3. Term (Duration) of the Concession

3.3.1. The initial term (duration) of the Concession shall extend
over a period of thirty (30) years, commencing upon the Commencement
Date. This initial term shall be mandatorily extended to thirty-five (35)
years, such term likewise commencing upon the Commencement Date,
subject to the condition that the Special Purpose Company shall have
completed the execution of the harbour works of the Eastern Part of Pier
IIT within the agreed time schedule, as such time schedule may be
extended pursuant to the provisions of paragraph 2 of Section 25, below.
Moreover, the initial term (duration) of the Concession will be further
extended according tp the provisions of paragraph 2 of section 25 below,
in case the events, which are mentioned therein, occur.

3.3.2. Subject to the paragraph below, PPA SA maintains its right
of unilateral extension of the Concession period for a further period of
five years following a written notice that will be notified by PPA SA to
the SPC at the latest within twenty four (24) months before the
termination of the initial concession period, as it will be extended
according to the provisions of paragraph 3.3.1 of the present section. In
such case, the validity of the Good Performance Bond existing at the time
of extension will be extended for an equal period and the variable
consideration of the concession will be determined according to
paragraph 3.4 below.

3.3.3. The term of this Concession may not exceed the duration of
the concession contract between the Greek State and PPA S.A., that is to
say, beyond a total period of forty-two (42) years. Consequently the term
of this Concession will be extended by unilateral statement by PPA SA
according to paragraph 3.3.2 for a five-year period provided that any
extensions of that term due to any delays or due to any events of Force
Majeure in accordance with Sections 25 and 26 hereof will allow the full
5-year extension of the term of this Concession. Should this not be the
case, the duration of such extension of the term of this Concession by
unilateral statement of PPA SA shall be adjusted accordingly.

3.4. Adjustment of the Variable Consideration of the
Concession
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3.4.1. For the initial 35-year duration of the Concession, and
irrespective of the reasons leading to the extension of the term of the
Concession of para. 3.3.1 to 35 years, henceforward such 35-year period
designated as «Term Ay, the following shall apply:

(i) The amount of the overall consideration due designated as «Variable
Consideration» shall be calculated as a percentage of the Aggregate
Revenue of the Special Purpose Company on an annual basis, in
accordance with the figures of Table 1, comprised in Section 4, para.4.3
below.

(i) The Annual Fixed Consideration I (of paragraph.4.4.below) and the
Annual Guaranteed Consideration II (of paragraph 4.5 below) shall be
subject to adjustment by application of the respective value of the
Consumer Price Index, augmented by two additional percentage points,
applicable to each year comprised in Term A.

(iii) The Guaranteed Consideration (GC) per annum, throughout the
duration of Term A, shall be determined in accordance with Table 2,
contained in Section 4, para.4.3 below.

3.4.2. For each year subsequent to the expiry of Term A, and, in
any case, up to a maximum limit applicable annually, up to the 42™ year
of concession («Term B»):

(i) The amount of the overall consideration due designated as «Variable
Consideration», shall be expressed as a percentage of 24,5% of the
Aggregate Revenue effected by the Special Purpose Company on an
annual basis.

(ii) The Annual Fixed Considerations I and II shall be subject to
adjustment by application of the respective rate of the Consumer Price
Index, augmented by two additional percentage points, applicable to each
year comprised in Term B.

iii) The Guaranteed Consideration (GC) per annum, throughout the
duration of Term B, shall be determined in accordance with the following
formula:

4.3. The term of the validity of all Letters of Guarantee provided
by virtue of the provisions of the present Agreement shall be
commensurably extended, both with regard to Term A and to Term B.

FINANCIAL TERMS

Section 4:
CONCESSION CONSIDERATION AND DEFINITION THEREOF

PPA S.A. is hereby granting to the Special Purpose Company the
right to exclusively use and commercially exploit the New Container
Terminal throughout the term of the Concession hereby envisaged against
the consideration, which is determined on the basis of the provisions
contained in the following paragraphs (that will be referred on the whole
as the “Consideration” or as the “Financial Consideration”).

4.1. Initial Consideration Instalment Payment

Such consideration corresponds to the amount of Euro fifty million
(€50.000.000), as a fixed initial payment, to be paid to PPA S.A. by the
Special Purpose Company as a condition precedent applicable to the
Entry into Force of the Concession Agreement, as provided by Section
3.1 above.

4.2. Supplementary Consideration

Such consideration corresponds to the aggregate amount of Euro
700.000, payable, in cash, by the Special Purpose Company to PPA S.A.
in five (5) annual equal installments of Euro 140.000 each, according to
paragraph 5.2 below.

4.3. Variable Consideration

Such consideration shall be determined as an annual percentage of
the Aggregate Revenue of the Special Purpose Company, in accordance
with the following table.

4.4. Fixed Annual Consideration I

The Fixed Annual Consideration I shall by payable by the Special -
Purpose Company to PPA S.A. and shall be determined by the length of
the berths made available to containerships. The initial amount thereof is
calculated on the basis of the length of the quay wall of Pier II, (i.e.,
2.011 metres of length), which shall be duly increased by 803 m. as
provided in the relative study by PPA SA, once the extended length of
Pier III has become available for commercial exploitation. The Fixed
Annual Consideration 1 amounts to Euro one thousand eight hundred
(€1.800,00) per metre of length on an annual basis, estimated at 2008
prices.

Due note should be taken of the clause applicable with regard to
the annual adjustment of the value abovementioned, in conformity to
which said value shall be adjusted, annually, by application of an
augmentation, thereof, by two percentage points (2%), increased by the
value of the Consumer Price Index (CPI) rate then applicable (2% + CPI).

4.5. Fixed Annual Consideration IT

The Fixed Annual Consideration II shall by payable by the
Special Purpose Company to PPA S.A. and shall be determined by the
surface area of New Container Terminal Piers made available for
operational purposes. The value thereof initially determined constitutes a

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square metres, and shall be adjusted by augmentation by 152.672 square
metres_as provided by the relative study of PPA SA once the Pier IlI
extension has been made available for commercial employment. The
Fixed Annual Consideration Il amounts to four (4,00) Euro per square
meter of the Piers of NCT per annum, at year 2008 prices.

Due note should be taken of the fact that the Fixed Annual
Consideration II sum, as expressed in Euro, shall be subject to an annual
adjustment (increase) by application of an augmentation, thereof, by two
percentile units (2%), increased by the value of the Consumer Price Index
(CP]) rate then applicable (2% + CPI). Negative fluctuation of the Index
value abovementioned shall limit the adjustment due to a flat rate of 2%
only.

4.6. Internal Rate of Return (IRR)

The value ascribed to Internal Rate of Return applicable to the
Committed Investment, expressed in actual prices throughout the Term of
Concession, as determined by the financial estimates (model) of the Bid,
shall not exceed the value of 15%. During the course of the next fiscal
year, i.e. during the course of the fiscal year in which the Special Purpose
Company shall achieve an Internal Rate of Return in excess of 16%,
profits available for distribution (amount of profits available for
distribution, that is, the amount of which renders said value of IRR in
excess of 16%), shall be evenly allocated to the Special Purpose
Company’s shareholders and PPA S.A., at commensurate shares (50% -
50%). At the conclusion of each fiscal year and pursuant to the issue by
the Special Purpose Company, of the annual balance of accounts, and
provided, furthermore, that determination, at that particular time, of the
IRR value applicable, should be found to be in excess of 16%, the
provisions set out hereinabove shall apply.

4.7. Explanatory Definitions

1. In the event of total interruption of the operation and
exploitation of the New Container Terminal, such interruption being
regarded as not attributable to the Special - Purpose Company, the
duration of the term of Concession shall be extended for an equal period
to that of the interruption. Such an event shall relieve the Special Purpose
Company of its undertaking to pay the amount of Guaranteed
Consideration agreed, with the exception of the amount payable as
corresponding to the Fixed Annual Consideration I and I due. The latter
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shall be regarded as payable under any circumstances, as provided for by
the provisions of paragraph 1 above.

2. In any case of a partial interruption of the operation or
exploitation of the New Container Terminal by the Special Purpose
Company, if the Parties do not agree on the consequences of this partial
interruption and if it is not differently regulated in the present Agreement,
the provisions of Section 33, paragraph 2, hereinbelow, regarding dispute
settlement shall apply. Furthermore, all contracting Parties hereto
expressly agree that the Special Purpose Company’s obligation to pay the
Guaranteed Consideration shall continue to remain in force as minimum
obligation on its part, in the event that the 65% of the guaranteed
throughput is achieved.

3. In case of total interruption of the operation and exploitation of
the New Container Terminal attributable to the SPC’s fault, it is hereby
agreed that the SPC will continue {p be liable to pay the Guaranteed
Consideration, as a minimum obligation of the SPC.

SECTION 5:

PAYMENT OF CONSIDERATION - FINANCIAL INFORMATION

PROVIDED TO PPA S.A.

The Special Purpose Company is liable to pay PPA S.A. the
Consideration as follows:

5.1. Initial Payment

The initial payment of Euro 50.000.000 shall be deposited with
PPA S.A., as specifically provided for by the provisions of section 3.1,
paragraph 2 above.

5.2. Supplementary Payment

The supplementary payment of Euro 700.000 in total, shall be
payable to PPA S.A. in five (5) annual equal instalments of Euro 140.000
each, commencing on January 1%, 2010.

5.3. Variable Consideration

a) Monthly instalment payment

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The Special Purpose Company is liable to pay PPA S.A., within a
period of seven (7) days commencing upon the conclusion of each
calendar month, such sum to be paid against the annual consideration due
for each twelve — month period of commercial exploitation, thereby, of
the NCT, a sum equal to one-twelfth (1/12) of the amount determined as
Guaranteed Consideration payable annually, as specified in Table 2 of
article 4.3 and subject to article 3.4.

b) Annual Account Settlement

Throughout the term of duration of concession, and, at the latest,
within a three-month period commencing upon expiry of each separate
fiscal year, the Special Purpose Company shall submit to PPA S.A,, a
Detailed Statement of Variable Consideration Settlement, accompanied
by the Annual Balance of Accounts and Revenue Reports per activity,
duly ratified by Chartered Accountants, as provided by paragraph 5.5 of
the present, below. PPA S.A. shall notify to the Special Purpose
Company within a period of ten (10) working days an approval of the
data provided, or, a reasoned disapproval. In case of approval by the
Special Purpose Company, and if the amount of Variable Consideration
due is found to be in excess of the annual guaranteed consideration, that
has already been paid, the balance due is settled, in total, by the next
monthly payment.

In the event that the Detailed Statement of Variable Consideration
Settlement submitted by the Special Purpose Company is rejected by
PPA S.A., the above Detailed Statement of Variable Consideration
Settlement accompanied by the document explaining the grounds for
rejection shall be referred back by PPA S.A. to the Special Purpose
Company, for correction and re-submission within the next ten (10)
working days. In case mutual agreement is not reached the issue will be
regulated by the provisions of the following paragraph of this Section, or,
further by the provisions of section 33 below concerning settlement of
disputes.

It is clarified that in case of recourse to dispute settlement
procedures, with respect to financial disputes of the Parties, as above
described, shall not release the Special Purpose Company of its obligation
to continue payment of monthly rent installments due and of the annual
settlement of Variable Consideration due.
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Failure of the Special Purpose Company, to pay the sums
(consideration) abovementioned shall cause the sums due to be payable at
the applicable default interest.

5.4. Fixed Annual Considerations I and II

Payment of the Fixed Annual Considerations I and II shall be
divided into two equivalent, semi-annual, separate payments, in advance
of each six-month contractual period, such to be effected, at the latest, by
the 15" day of commencement of each semester. In order to calculate the
amount of the Fixed Annual Consideration I and II due annually, the
Consumer Price Index recorded during the previous year shall apply.

Failure of the Special Purpose Company to pay the sums
(consideration) abovementioned beyond 10 days shall cause the sums due
to be payable at the applicable default interest.

5.5. PPA S.A. Financial Information
(a) Accounts

Within a period of three (3) months, commencing upon expiry of
each fiscal year, the Special Purpose Company shall draft and submit to
PPA S.A. the balance of accounts and financial reports, which shall,
amongst others, indicate the figures employed as a means of determining
the total consideration due annually. Irrespective of the financial
reporting standards finally selected, the Special Purpose Company shall,
additionally to the balance of accounts concerned, submit to PPA S.A a
special form of financial reporting. The balance of accounts including the
abovementioned special form, shall be accompanied by the relevant
Appendix, and by the Audit Certificate issued by the Chartered
Accountant (Auditor) duly appointed by the Special Purpose Company.

(b) Quarterly Statistical Report

Within a period of fifteen (15) days commencing upon expiry of
each calendar quarterly period, the Special Purpose Company shall draft
and submit to PPA S.A. a report regarding the transportation of total
number of containers handled through each of the Piers of the New
Container Terminal, expressed in TEU, and the revenue collected per

(d) Supplementary Information & Explanations

Upon request by PPA S.A., the Special Purpose Company shall
provide all additional and supplementary information, which PPA SA
may reasonably request with respect to the documentation provided in
paragraphs (a) to (c) above.

Furthermore, the form and flow of supplementary information, as
well as of the special report of financial information, to be provided to
PPA S.A. upon specific request, by the latter, shall be agreed in writing,
between the Special Purpose Company and PPA S.A.

(e) Audit and Investigation conducted by PPA S.A.

In case PPA S.A. decides to conduct a further, in ~ depth audit and
investigation of the accounting data provided thereto by the Special
Purpose Company, as prescribed for by the provisions of abovementioned
paragraphs (a) to (d) the latter shall provide, upon the expiry of a period
of five (5) working days following the submission of such request in
writing by PPA S.A., access to its records and accounts (e.g. related
exclusively to the aggregate Revenue of the Special Purpose Company,
the number of Containers annually transferred via the NCT and data
required for the calculation of the Internal Rate of Return (IRR) of the
Binding Investment) to an independent chartered accountant appointed
by PPA S.A., who will sign with the Special Purpose Company a
confidentiality agreement in relation to data provided by the Special
Purpose Company in order to conduct the audit or investigation on the
issues concerned -and the Special Purpose Company shall provide all
assistance and co-operation to the abovementioned accountant.

SECTION 6: PROJECT FINANCING

o The Special Purpose Company agrees, in the event that the
new financing structure includes financing by the European
Investment Bank (EIB), to pay to PPA SA an amount equal
to (40%) of the benefit (profit) derived from EIB financing,
according to the terms and procedures provided by
paragraph 3 hereunder.

6.3. In order to calculate the profit of the Special Purpose Company
because of the financing by EIB, according to paragraph 2 above, the
following procedure shall be applicable:

The Special Purpose Company shall submit, to PPA S.A., a request
for the granting of consent related to the financing terms that will be
accompanied by the proposed terms and the relevant the loan contracts
and a statement by the Special Purpose Company, to the effect that,
should PPA S.A. finally provide its consent, the restructuring scheme will
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be implemented in accordance to the provisions of this present article
(Section 6) of the Concession Agreement.

PPA S.A. shall evaluate the proposal made and in case it considers
that the terms of this present are fulfilled, PPA S.A. and the Special
Purpose Company shall jointly proceed to the calculation of the benefit of
the refinancing, based on the Financial Model submitted as part of the
Bid, which will have been audited to PPA’s benefit (the “Audited

6.5 In order for PPA S.A. to provide its consent to the refinancing
proposed by the Special Purpose Company, in accordance with the
provisions of paragraph 6.4, above, the following procedure shall be
applicable:

The Special Purpose Company shall request from PPA S.A. to
provide its consent in relation to the refinancing terms, that will be
accompanied by the proposed terms and conditions, the relevant loan
agreements and a statement of the Special Purpose Company, to the effect
that, should PPA S.A. finally provide its consent, the refinancing will
take place in accordance with the provisions of this Section 6.

PPA S.A. shall evaluate the proposal and, if it (PPA SA) considers
that the provisions of the present section are fulfilled, PPA S.A. and the
Special Purpose Company shall jointly proceed to the calculation of the
benefit of the refinancing, based on the Audited Financial Model of the
Bid, which shall be updated and audited to PPA’s benefit (the “Updated

(D) Then, the benefit is calculated for each period as the aggregate
sum (if positive) of the changes in the accounts (i)-(iv) above, before and
after refinancing. Each benefit resulting from the above accounts is
discounted at a rate of 9% and the sum shall constitute the «Net Present
Value of Refinancing Benefit B». In case the IRR based on the Financial
Model agreed on the date of execution of the original loan agreements is
higher than the IRR of the Updated Financial Model, the amount, which
will equal the two IRRs, will reduce the Net Present Value of
Refinancing Benefit B. The resulting amount (following any subtractions)
will be called «Adjusted Net Present Value of Refinancing Benefit B».

It is clarified that in case «Adjusted Net Present Value of
Refinancing Benefit B» is below zero it will be considered, for the
purposes of the present Article to be equal to zero.
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An amount equal to 40% of the Adjusted Net Present Value of
Refinancing Benefit B shall be payable by the Special — Purpose
Company to PPA S.A. within a period of one (1) month from the
refinancing agreement date.

6.6. In the event of any change in the applicable market conditions
the partial amendment of the terms of the Loan Contracts, without such
amendment being deemed to constitute refinancing, will be allowed
subject to PPA S.A.’s prior written consent. PPA S.A. is obliged not to
unreasonably delay or deny the granting of its consent. Notwithstanding
the above, the data that have been taken into account in the contract
award procedure and, in general, the terms and conditions of the Bid
submitted shall not be rendered less favorable for PPA S.A. and the
Concession Agreement shall not be amended.

SECTION 7:
PRICING POLICY -LEVIES

7.1. The Special Purpose Company is obliged throughout the
period of the operation of the New Container Terminal by personnel of
PPA S.A., as specifically prescribed by the provisions of Section 10.1,
sub-section (m) thereof, to apply the pricing policy (to adhere to the
Schedule of Rates) of PPA S.A. This obligation of the Special Purpose
Company shall cease to apply upon the commencement of the full
operation of the Pier I by PPA S.A,, and, in any case, not later than June
1%, 2010.

7.2. With reference to port fees and dues (anchorage,
mooring/unmooring and berthing charges), the collection thereof shall be
made by PPA S.A. by its own personnel, which will be based in NCT’s
premises. In order to provide the assistance needed with regard to this
purpose, the Special Purpose Company shall be under the obligation to
provide adequate premises to the individual to be appointed by PPA S.A.,
and to provide him with all necessary information required with respect
to the performance of the above task. It is further agreed that any
readjustment of service rates and fees charged by PPA S.A. shall not
exceed the Consumer Rate Index increased by one (1) percentage point. It
is obvious and it is repeated here for the sake of clarity that for the setting
of the port fees and charges for both Container Terminals (New Container
Terminal and Pier I) the schedules of rates of PPA SA as may be
amended from time to time shall apply.

CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATIONS
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SECTION 8:
GENERAL PROVISIONS

8.1. By virtue of the present Concession Agreement PPA S.A.
confers upon the Special Purpose Company the task of due and proper
performance of the obligations prescribed hereunder, as evidenced by the
respective undertakings, which are, likewise, hereby assumed thereby.
The second contracting party hereto, is, furthermore, assigned, by the
former, title to all rights, privileges and prerogatives related to concession
of the subject-matter of the contract hereby concluded, including full
right to use, commercially exploit, utilize and expand the scope of
activity and premises of the New Container Terminal, constituting the
material subject-matter envisaged hereby, subject to the requirements,
terms and conditions prescribed by the provisions set forth hereunder.

8.2. All rights, privileges and prerogatives related to concession of
the subject-matter of the present Agreement, are conferred exclusively to
the Special Purpose Company, and PPA S.A hereby agrees to abstain
from any actions and omissions purporting to transgress upon, or
otherwise prejudice, the above exclusivity.

8.3. The herein contracting Parties mutually agree that they will
fulfil all their obligations arising under this Agreement according to good
faith (bona fide) and transactional ethics.

SECTION 9:
PPA S.A. OBLIGATIONS

9.1. Unless otherwise specified by other provisions included in this
Agreement, PPA S.A. hereby is obliged:

a. To grant to the Special Purpose Company the exclusive right of
use and commercial exploitation of the existing harbour facilities,
infrastructures and superstructures of Pier II and of the other areas of the
New Container Terminal.

b. To relocate, in an appropriate manner and at its own cost and
liability, the installations and networks of the current Oil Pier, and to
deliver to the Special Purpose Company the area currently occupied by
the Oil Pier free, in order for the Special Purpose Company to construct
in its place Pier III.
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The precise location of the oil product pipelines leading to the new
location of the Qil Pier shall be jointly determined by PPA S.A. and the
Special Purpose Company, having as a criterion the optimal utilization
and security of New Container Terminal,

c. To provide, maintain and ensure full operational capacity of sea
routes, berthing manoeuvre areas, navigation equipment and sea routes
leading to the area under concession, as shown in the topographical plan
attached, as Annex 6 hereto.

d. To provide to the Special Purpose Company and all servants,
assistants and associates thereof, throughout the duration of the term of
concession, full rights of access to the private road leading to the area of
NCT under concession, as shown in the topographical plan attached, as
Annex 6 hereto, under the designation: “Access Road (Entry)”.

; e. in case of notice sent to the Special Purpose Company by third
parties or in case of claims raised by third parties in relation to the areas
under concession, PPA S.A., furthermore, hereby undertakes to provide
to the Special Purpose Company, if it is required, with all assistance with
reference to such claims raised by third parties by intervening in all
judicial proceedings to the benefit of the Special Purpose Company.

f. to operate the NCT for a period of six (6) months, extended by a
further two (2) months, from October 1%, 2009, by means of its personnel
that will provide, throughout this period the complete range of services
required for the operation of NCT, as specifically prescribed by Section
27, below, and subject to the terms that will be further agreed by a special
agreement between the Parties.

g. to perform, by the date of commencement of the concession
period all. obligations provided by articles 62 and 63 included in the
Joint Ministerial Resolution No 104050/17.5.2006, issued by the Ministry
of Environmental Affairs, Physical Planning and Public Works, the
Ministry of Mercantile Marine, the Ministry of Cultural Affairs and by
the Ministry of Transport and Communications with reference to the
approval of Environmental Conditions applicable to the project related to
the Investment and Development Plan of PPA S.A. and to fully comply
with the provisions of environmental legislation and with the approved
environmental conditions concerning the operation of Pier II, with regard
to the control of pollution generated by noise and of pollution caused by
the emission of liquid and gaseous noxious agents, as well as of maritime

pollution, jroduced by the operation of this Pier.
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h. to ensure, at own cost, and throughout the duration of the
concession term, maintenance of the operational draught depths of Piers
conceded to the Special Purpose Company, as well as to undertake, all
tasks related to safety and to proper maintenance of quay wall structure
according to the instructions given by the Special Purpose Company in
mutually agreed time.

9.2. Furthermore, PPA S.A., throughout the duration of the present
agreement, promises to the Special Purpose Company and undertakes to
refrain, unless otherwise agreed in writing between the Parties, from
amending the Master Plan related to the harbour complex of PPA SA, in
order to establish elsewhere, within the Piracus Harbour area and in
addition to the NCT, a separate container terminal and not to allow works
of container loading / unloading in any other place of the Piraeus Harbour
area, including the Western Section of Pier III (if it is constructed),
excluding Pier I of the Pirpeus Harbour area and the general cargo ship
service areas, which transport also containers. Furthermore it is clarified
that PPA SA will not establish or operate any other container terminal,
except NTC, into an area not included to the current General Legislative
Framework for Planning and Sustainable Development (Governmental
Gazette A/128/3.7.2008).

SECTION 10:
OBLIGATIONS OF THE SPECIAL PURPOSE COMPANY
(CONCESSIONAIRE)

10.1. With respect to the operation of the New Container Terminal
(NCT)

Unless otherwise specified by the provisions contained herein and
subject to the responsibilities provided by law the Special Purpose
Company hereby undertakes the following obligations in the concession
area:

_ a) to operate Pier I and the Eastern Part of Pier III of the NCT in a
way to, ensure container transportation equal to a'minimum of 65%, per
Pier, of the NCT guaranteed capacity, with a view to the promote the
interests of PPA S.A., and in any case to ensure at all times transportation
equal to 65% of the NCT guaranteed capacity, irrespective of the
operation of only one or both Piers.

b) to ensure the unfailing service of domestic cargo.
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. c)toensure full operational capacity, for the service of users of the
NCT by constant repair and restoration of all damages of the total
infrastructure, superstructure and equipment of NCT excluding the
maintenance of quay wall structure that has been undertaken by PPA
according to article 9.1 herein.

d) to draft regulations for the introduction of operational
procedures and work-performance schedules, in order to ensure personnel
and user health, safety and security, according to the laws and regulations

in force the international standards applicable, as provided for by Section
29, below.

e) to provide, against a fee to be determined in accordance with the
current price list of the Special Purpose Company at the Railway
Terminal, all services envisaged by the provisions of the Agreement
concluded on August 9™, 2006, between Hellenic Raijways S.A. and PPA
S.A. (Annex 13), with reference to loading/discharge and stowage of
cargoes transported by rail via the Railway Terminal abovementioned.

f) to comply with, conform to and observe all statutory regulation
applicable to the provision of harbour services,

g) to take measures for the protection of the environment, by
means of compliance, thereby, with all requirements posed with respect
to pollution control, disposal of liquid waste and other relevant issues, as
provided by relevant national and European Union legislation in force.

h) to ensure user access and opportunity on a basis of equality and
fairness of treatment.

i) to comply with and observe all safety regulation in force,
including all amendments thereto.

j) to deliver the NCT to PPA S.A. in a fully operational condition,
upon such time as the term of the Concession will expire, in accordance
with the provisions of Section 20, below.

k) to co-operate with local authorities and to financially sponsor
the promotion of cultural activities and the organization of cultural events
within the territorial limits of adjacent Municipalities, in order to promote
local community development.
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1) to award scholarships on fields of study related to the maritime
activity in general to graduate and post-graduate students originating
from Southern Greece and, in priority, to students originating from
communities abutting on NCT and intending to seek employment with
the Special Purpose Company upon completion of their studies.

m) to operate for the first six (6) plus two(2) months (according to
Section 27 of the present), the NCT using the personnel of PPA S.A.,
against an aggregate fee equal to PPA S.A. payroll expenditure for the
specific personnel, augmented by a factor of fifteen percent (15%),
applicable thereon, plus the applicable Value Added Tax. The specific
terms and conditions relevant to the above agreement shall be separately
agreed between the Parties hereto.

n) to offer preferential employment opportunities to the progeny of
PPA S.A. employees, to an extent not in excess of 10% of its total
workforce needs, provided they want to and they fulfill the qualification
standards required by the Special Purpose Company.

0) to agree with PPA S.A, one (1) year prior to the expiry of the
term of Concession, on a training schedule involving the personnel
members to be designated by PPA S.A., in order to provide the recipients
thereof with the skills necessary for proper onward operation and
maintenance of NCT. The exact number of the personnel to be trained,
the duration of the training schedule and the time of the commencement
thereof will be determined by an agreement between the Parties.

10.2. With respect to the implementation of the Project

Unless otherwise specified by the provisions contained herein, and
subject, .furthermore, to the liabilities thereby accruing by force of law,
the Special Purpose Company hereby undertakes the following
obligations, with respect to the implementation of the Project:

a) to develop the New Container Terminal in conformity with the
development plan contained in the Bid submitted and constituting part of
the Project Development Schedule planned.

b) to complete the execution of all works of a technical nature and
the construction of the required installations of the NCT in full
conformity to the qualitative standards applicable and to the Project
Implementation Timetable agreed, as provided for by Section 12 below.
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c) to develop the schedule of execution of the construction works
in a way not inhibiting normal operation of the Port of Piraeus.

d) to allocate all resources, including investment of capital
required, in order to bring into effect the installation of equipment and the
operation and maintenance of NCT in a manner ensuring the full
operational capacity of the NCT in order to serve the users thereof,
protection and preservation of the environment, and adherence to and
implementation of all international and domestic statutory regulation
applicable to issues related to environmental issues.

SECTION 11:
SPECIAL PURPOSE COMPANY’S SHAREHOLDERS’
OBLIGATIONS

COSCO Pacific Limited that is entering into this Agreement as a
third party thereto, being the exclusive shareholder of the Special Purpose
Company, as well as any successors thereof, undertakes the following
exclusively mentioned contractual obligations.

11.1. Articles of Association non-amendment clause

1. The Special Purpose Company shareholders undertake the
obligation to abstain from effecting any amendment of the Articles of
Association thereof, without PPA S.A.’s prior consent in writing. PPA
S.A. may not withhold such consent without any reasonable grounds for
doing so.

2. The Special Purpose Company shareholders hereby undertake to
contribute, as equity, not less than Euro 45.000.000 (Committed
Investment) in the form of share capital or of provision of loan to the
Special Purpose Company, such equity to be contributed within the
period extending until the complete implementation of the Project plus an
additional term of maturity of two (2) years. Of the sum in question, an
amount equal to a minimum of €22.500.00 shall be contributed as share
capital. The balance due shall be paid up during the period of Project
construction, so as to maintain, at all times, a ratio of equity to
Committed Investment plus loans due of not less than 20%.

11.2. Share transfer limitations
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1. The Special Purpose Company’s shareholders hereby undertake
to appoint, throughout the duration of the term of concession, to the post
of administrator thereof, one shareholder possessing previous relevant
experience on issues related to harbour administration and management.

2. The Special Purpose Company’s shareholders hereby undertake
not to alter the shareholding participation thereof therein, and to retain the
administration appointed inalterable, until such time as the investment
schedule envisaged has been drawn to its conclusion, and for a
supplementary period of two (2) years subsequent thereto (term of
maturity). During the term above specified, shareholders may only
transfer stock solely to affiliated companies, within the context of the
provisions of Section 42 (e), paragraph 5 of Law No. 2190/1920 («On the
Regulation of Sociétés Anonymes»), as from time to time, amended, and
subject to the prior consent, of PPA S.A.that can not deny without due
cause. Upon expiry of the period in question, transfer of shares between
the Special Purpose Company shareholders shall be admissible on
condition that PPA S.A. has previously provided its consent, and,
additionally, on condition that the Special Purpose Company
administrative powers shall have been retained by a shareholder
possessing previous relevant experience on issues related to harbour
administration and management.

3. Issues related to the Special Purpose Company administration
and management, issues related to the authority vested in the officers
thereof and issues related to relevant details and to corporate function
shall be determined by the Articles of Association thereof, in the version
thereof approved by PPA S.A. and by the authorities supervising
compliance with corporate regulation. The same approval will be required
for any transfer of shares effected beyond expiry of the two (2) year
period above-specified, inclusive, as such, not only of share transfer
between the Special Purpose Company shareholders but, also, of share
transfer between same and third parties.

11.3. Listing on the Athens Stock Exchange

The Special Purpose Company shareholders have the right to
request, at any time subsequent to the Entry into Force of the present
Agreement without prejudice to the stipulations prescribed by the
provisions of Section 11.2.2 herein above, the listing of the Special
Purpose Company’s stock on the Athens Stock Exchange. For this

~ purpose, the Special Purpose Company shareholders may issue new

stock, or dispose of stock already existing or both. In either case the prior
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consent of PPA S.A will be required. Such consent may not be withheld,
unless on specific and reasonable grounds.

11.4. Limitations imposed during the term of concession

Throughout the term of this Concession Agreement the Special
Purpose Company’s shareholders undertake:

(i) Not to proceed to liquidation of the SPC.

(ii) Not to relocate SPC’S Head offices abroad.

(111) Not to merge the SPC with another corporate entity.

INVESTMENTS

SECTION 12: CONSTRUCTION OF WORKS
12.1. Pier II upgrade

The term «Pier II upgrade» shall be deemed to denote all activities
related to the procurement, installation and operation of technological
equipment, in conjunction with the existing infrastructure and
superstructure alterations necessary for this purpose, so as to correspond
to the performance of contractual obligations of the Special Purpose
Company with reference to the guaranteed capacity of NCT according to
the provisions of this present agreement including sections 25 (Delay-
Extensions) and section 26 (Majeure Force) hereinafter.

a) Description

Pier II harbour works (Stages A & B) indicatively include:

a) Upgrade of the eastern part of Pier that indicatively includes:

1. demolition of concrete superstructures above sea level

(superstructure, pier pavement, gantry foundation beams)

2. superstructure concrete works and equipment thereof (bollards,
fenders etc.)

3. adjacent land area reinforced concrete structures
(foundation beams, connecting beams etc.)

4. reinforced concrete (RC) pavement

N
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5. rainwater drainage network
6. construction of No.3. power substation
7. electromechanical installations

8. installation and operation of equipment required to attain
maximum operational capacity

b) Upgrade of the western part of Pier that indicatively includes:

1. demolition of concrete superstructures above sea level
(superstructure, pier pavement, gantry foundation beams)

2. superstructure concrete works and equipment thereof
(bollards, fenders etc.)

3. adjacent land drea reinforced concrete structures
(foundation beams, connecting beams etc.)

4. reinforced concrete (RC) pavement

5. rainwater drainage network

6. construction of No.2. power substation
7. electromechanical installations

8. installation and operation of equipment required to attain
maximum operational capacity

b) Project Implementation Timetable

As provided for by Section 3.2 of this Agreement, all design
studies necessary for the operations related to the overall upgrade of Pier
II must have been completed at the latest within a period of nine (9)
months from the Commencement of the Concession Agreement and
submitted to the competent authorities for the issuance of licences and
permits. Upon completion by the Special Purpose Company, of the
design studies involved, the Company shall submit, to ' PPA S.A., the
relevant detailed project implementation schedules (timetables) pertinent
to the construction of Pier II and to the delivery of equipment installed
thereupon, in conformity to the provisions prescribed by the Timetable
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contained in Annex 3. The Special Purpose Company, has the right to
commence some works in Pier II (so that the operation of the new
equipment and the training of users to it may be fulfilled) to an area not
exceeding 20% of the total area of this Pier commencing on January 1*
2010, on the condition that the Guaranteed Capacity of Pier II is not
affected by these works. Pier II upgrade rest operations shall commence
upon conclusion of the period of Pier operation by means of personnel
employed by PPA S.A,, as provided for by Section 27, below, and, in any
case, not later than April 1%, 2010. The operations involved in the
upgrade of at least 800 m. of Pier (Stage A) must have been completed
until May 31, 2011 according to the Timetable of Annex 3. Works of
Stage B for the upgrade of the remaining pier section must,
correspondingly, have been completed within an additional period of 12
months after completion of Stage A, so as for the total Pier II upgrade
operations excluding the mechanical equipment to have been concluded
until May 31, 2012 according to Annex 3. Installation of equipment
required for Pier II upgrade, will be gradually made not lattey, than April
30, 2014 according to the Timetable of Annex 3.

12.2. Construction and operation of the Eastern Part of Pier 111
a) Description .

1. The Special Purpose Company undertakes to perform all harbour
construction works related to the Eastern Section of Pier III, according to
the provisions of this present Agreement, including Articles 25 (Delay-
Extension of time) and 26 (Force Majeure) and, furthermore, to construct
the infrastructure, to install the equipment required for the operation of
the Eastern Part of Pier III, to perform the tests involved, and, finally, to
effect the tests and to set Pier III to maximum operational capacity.

2. Harbour works involved in the construction of the Eastern Part
of Pier I1I primarily include:

a) caisson construction:
b) foundation rip-rap and levelling layer

c) underwater and above water land reclamation, and compacted
sublayer (subbase) construction

d) caisson positioning and filling-toe protection works
e) backfill and filter construction

b
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f) reinforced concrete (RC) superstructure and equipment (bollards,
fenders etc.)

g) reinforced concrete pavement construction

h) adjacent land area reinforced concrete structures (foundation
pillars, connecting beams, etc.)

i) rainwater drainage network

J) construction of No.l Power Substation and of personnel
building

k) Pier I1I electromechanical installations

1) Any other necessary structure, edifice, installation or equipment
for the performance of obligations contained herein.

3. During construction of Pier III, the Special Purpose Company
shall provide PPA S.A. with the opportunity to pack, into caisson shells,
the produce of dredging operations conducted by the latter, on condition
that such material shall have been made available at the time of
performance (i.e. at the time of caisson production involved.in the works
related to Pier III) and, furthermore, on the additional condition that such
packing operation shall not constitute an impediment to the progress of
Pier III construction works.

b) Implementation Timetable

1. Subject to the stipulations introduced by the provisions of
paragraph 4, below, and on the condition that all necessary licenses and
permits shall have been duly issued, the operations related to the works
involved in the construction of the eastern part of Pier III shall commence
within a period of 24 months after Entry into Force of concession at the
latest by the delivery by PPA S.A. to the Special Purpose Company of the
Qil Pier free available for the performance of construction activities to
Pier III, according to the provisions below, and, in any case, not earlier
than April 1%, 2011 [«Pier III Construction Operations Commencement
Day»]. The works shall have been completed not later than forty — eight
(48) months after Pier III Construction Operations Commencement Day
and, in any case, not later than October the 31%, 2015 according to the
Timetable of Annex 3 [«Pier III Construction Operations Completion
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Final Deadline»]. Upon such date Pier III must have attained maximum
operational capacity.

2. The timetable contained in Annex 3, herein, determines the
stages involved in the implementation of operations related to the works
pertinent to the construction of the Eastern Section of Pier III. The
contracting Parties hereto acknowledge, with respect therewith, that the
following intermediate, partial completion deadlines, shall be deemed to

apply:

(1) Pier III quaywall construction works must have been completed
within a period of twenty — four (24) months, commencing upon the date
of Pier III Construction Operations Commencement Day.

(ii) Underwater land reclamation works must have been completed
within a period of thirty-six (36) months, commencing upon the date of
Pier III Construction Operations Commencement Day.

3. Within a period of one (1) month, commencing upon the date of
signature of the present instrument, the Special Purpose Company shall
prepare and submit to PPA S.A., a Design Study Completion Timetable,
with reference to the design studies involved in the works pertinent to the
construction of the Eastern Part of Pier III. The design studies in question
shall be submitted within the time limits specified to PPA S.A.,
accompanied by the pertinent construction timetable according to the
timetable of Annex 3 as soon as they have been elaborated by the Special
Purpose Company. Upon completion of said design studies, the SPC shall
submit, to PPA S.A., detailed time schedules determining the
implementation of works for the construction and delivery of equipment
of Pier IIL.

4. The contracting Parties hereto acknowledge that PPA S.A. shall
be liable to deliver, until the date of Pier III Construction Operations
Commencement, according to the Timetable the area of the Oil Pier free
of installations employed in the conveyance and storage etc., of oil
products. Failure to remove, from the area involved, the installations
abovementioned by the date of commencement of the construction of the
Eastern Part of Pier I1l, as provided for by paragraph 1 above, PPA S.A.
shall be liable to provide, in writing, timely notice to this effect and the
date of Pier III Construction Operations Commencement and the
Timetable of project implementation shall be deferred by a maximum
limit of two (2) months after communication of notice to this effect to the

Special Purpose Company.

fE—
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It is especially clarified that if PPA SA delays to deliver to the
Special Purpose Company the Oil Pier available for performance of
construction activities to Pier III, according to the Timetable’s
commencing construction date, additionally to the consequences provided
by Law and the provisions of the Present, the consequences of Section 25
of the present will apply.

5. The contracting Parties hereto shall jointly sign, upon the date of
Pier III Construction Operations Commencement, a relevant Protocol
confirming deliver, to the Special Purpose Company of the area involved
in the construction of the eastern part of Pier III free of encumbrances and
impediments inhibiting commencement of construction operations upon
such date.

SECTION 13:
IMPLEMENTATION REQUIREMENTS

13.1. Permits

1. By virtue of express authority to this effect, hereby granted to
the Special Purpose Company by PPA S.A., the former will prepare, at
own cost and diligence, all design studies of a technical nature involved
in performance of the obligations undertaken hereby. The Company shall,
furthermore, proceed, again at own cost and diligence, to the issue and
collection of all supporting documentation required with reference to the
provision of all licenses and permits involved in the construction of the
project, insofar as such permits etc. are required, by virtue of the statutory
provisions applicable. Such authority delegated upon the Special Purpose
Company by PPA S.A. imposes, upon the former, the obligation to
submit, to the authorities involved in the issue of said licenses and
permits, the applications required for this purpose, the applications
pertinent to which shall be accompanied by the design studies compiled
by the Special Purpose Company, which shall, furthermore, collect all
supporting documentation related thereto excluding design studies and
administrative licenses and permits about the relocation of Oil Pier in any
way and the relocation of Oil Pier piping for which PPA SA is
exclusively responsible.

2. In relation to the performance of the above works the Parties
agree the following:

(a) With respect to Pier I
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. The licenses and permits required in conformity to the relevant
statutory provisions shall be issued by the General Department of Ports
and Related Policy Issues (GDPRPI), upon submission, thereto, by the
Special Purpose Company, of the pertinent infra- and superstructure
design studies, as well of the design studies regarding the construction of
edifices.

(b) With respect to the eastern part of Pier III

PPA S.A. hereby warrants that the authorities have provided the
following licenses and authorizations, none of which has, until the present
day, been revoked or amended:

(i) The Environmental Impact Assessment Study Approval granted
by virtue of the provisions of Joint Ministerial Resolution No.
104050/Mgy 17*, 2006, issued by the Ministry of Environmental Affairs,
Physical Planning and Public Works, by the Ministry of Merchant
Marine, by the Ministry of Cultural Affairs and by the Ministry of
Transport. The document in question is in the possession of PPA S.A.
and, as the latter warrants, is fully sufficient insofar as project
requirements are concerned.

(i) The Joint Ministerial Resolution No.822.T11/33/September
11™ 2007, issued by the Ministry of Finance, by the Ministry of
Environmental Affairs, Physical Planning and Public Works, and by the
Ministry of Merchant Marine, regarding the approval of projects related
to embankment works to sea. The document in question is, likewise, in
the possession of PPA S.A. and, as the latter warrants, is fully sufficient
insofar as the required administrative permitting is concerned.

3. All design studies regarding the works performed by the Special
Purpose Company will be prepared at its own cost and liability. Such
design studies shall be submitted to the Department of Works of PPA
S.A., in the capacity thereof as Directing Authority. The latter shall
inspect the studies in question and shall, consequently, propose to the
Board of Directors of PPA S.A. within 15 days, the approval or revision
thereof, that will exercise the powers of discretion vested therein in its
capacity as Supervisory Authority. The Special Purpose Company is
entitled to know the recommendations of the Department of Works of
PPA SA to the Board of Directors of PPA SA relating to the Project.

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4. In view of the fact that the abovementioned administrative

. licenses and permits regarding the performance of the services involved

in project implementation by the Special Purpose Company will be issued
in the name of PPA S.A,, any penalty imposed for breach by the Special
Purpose Company of the statutory regulation applicable, shall be
transferred commensurably to the latter. PPA S.A. hereby undertakes the
obligation to provide the Special Purpose Company with immediate
notification of any such instance and, provided the latter should request
such assistance, to provide the attorneys thereby appointed and at its own
costs with the powers necessary for the institution of legal proceedings
and remedies afforded by law, including administrative appeals or
applications for suspension of execution on behalf of PPA S.A. with a
view to the provision of adequate recourse against such penalties,
irrespective of nature thereof, imposed on PPA S.A. according to the
above. PPA S.A. may attempt conciliation with regard to the amount of
penalties imposed only subject to the instructions by the Special Purpose
Company, which shall be finally held accountable for payment thereof, as
hereinabove already prescribed. ‘

13.2. Design Studies

1. The final design study of Harbour Works related to the eastern
part of Pier III, which shall be prepared by the Special Purpose Company
in accordance with the provisions contained herein, shall not deviate from
the technological assumptions and principles adopted by the design study
already prepared by PPA S.A. (i.e. by the Department of Works thereof),
by virtue of which PPA SA has already achieved issuance of all permits
and licenses, as already mentioned in paragraph 2(b) supra.

2. The Parties hereto acknowledge, with respect to the design
studies to be prepared by the Special Purpose Company with reference to
the implementation of the project works, that:

(a) As regards Pier 11

All design studies required for the upgrade of Pier II installations
shall be prepared by the Special Purpose Company, in compliance with
the timetable determined by the provisions of Section 12.1, supra and will
be timely submitted to PPA S.A., in order to be submitted to the General
Department of Ports and Related Policy Issues (GDPRPI). In addition to
the design studies required with reference to the issue of licenses and
permits, the Special Purpose Company shall prepare and submit to PPA
S.A., for approval, a design study related to the operation of Pier II which
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will analyse the capacity of Pier II to provide the annual guaranteed
capacity expected, on the basis of the operational principles described in
this Design Study (Design Study of Pier II).

(b) As regards the Eastern Part of Pier II1

In view of the fact that, as warranted by PPA S.A., the necessary
licenses and permits pertinent to the construction works related to Pier II1
have already been issued, with the exception of licenses related to the
relocation of the Oil Pier, the SPC shall be liable to compile all
supplementary studies and/or study revisions or updates required by the
competent authorities involved with the exception, once again, of the
studies required for the issuance of any licenses and permits relevant to
the relocation of the Qil Pier. PPA S.A. shall be the sole party liable for
the issuance of permits related thereto. Furthermore, the Special Purpose
Company shall prepare and submit to PPA S.A., for approval, the
operation study for Pier III, which will analyse the capacity of Pier II,to
provide the annual guaranteed capacity expected, on the basis of the
operational principles applicable (Design Study of Pier III).

SECTION 14:
GUARANTEED CAPACITY

1. Subject to the provisions of the present Agreement the gradual
performance of works for the implementation of the project related to
New Container Terminal shall be conducted in a way to ensure, on an
annual basis, the capacity determined by the following table:

SECTION 15:
PROJECT CONSTRUCTION STUDY
AND APPROVAL PROCEDURES

15.1. Pier 1 & 11 Harbour Works Construction
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Upon preparation by the Special Purpose Company, in conformity
with the timetable approved of the design studies required for the projects
envisaged, including the final zoning study and, furthermore, subsequent
to the approval thereof by the Supervisory Authority (appointed by the
provisions of section 16.1, below) and, following the proposal submitted
by the Directing Authority (also provided by the provisions of section
16.1, below) the General Department of Ports and Related Policy Issues
(GDPRPI) of the Ministry of Merchant Marine shall provide the
necessary approval. On condition that such approval has been provided,
the Piraeus Central Port Authority shall issue the permit required for
construction by the Special Purpose Company of the provided projec:
The Supervisory Authority shall be liable to approve the design studie.
involved within a period of twenty (20) days, commencing upon the date
of submission by the Special Purpose Company of same thereto for
approval. Upon expiry of the abovementioned time period, the approval,
applied for, shall be construed as tacitly issued.

15.2. Installations - Equipment

NCT installations and equipment studies, in general, shall be
inspected by the PPA S.A. departments involved, then certified by the
Directing Authority and, finally, approved by the Supervisory Authority.

15.3. Building Permits

Building permits shall by issued by the General Department of
Ports and Related Policy Issues (GDPRPI) of the Ministry of Merchant
Marine, upon proposal by the Directing Authority, and subject to the
relevant resolution of the Supervisory Authority.

15.4. Procurement of quarry materials (aggregates)

The Special Purpose Company shall be liable to prepare the
Environmental Impact Assessment Study required for the issuance of a
permit allowing the extraction of aggregates necessary for the
construction of Pier III structures. Upon inspection and approval of the
study abovementioned PPA S.A. shall proceed to all necessary actions for
the issuance of the necessary permit, insofar as the provisions of section 2
par. 5, Act No. 2688/1999 allow this. Non-issuance of the permit required
with reference to the extraction of aggregates over a period in excess of
two months commencing on the date of submission of the relevant
application for the construction of work and provided that the Special
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Purpose Company is absolved of all liability with respect to this failure,
shall entitle the latter to extend the duration of the period specified for
performance of the works related to construction of Pier III. The duration
of said extension shall be determined upon application by the Special
Purpose Company proposal by the PPA S.A. Directing Authority and
resolution by the Supervisory Authority, in accordance to the actual
conditions for procurement of aggregates within the period involved. As a
general rule, any delay in the issuance of any of the permits and licenses
required, not attributable to the Special Purpose Company, shall entitle
the latter to request a commensurate extension of the project
commencement date of project implementation. Such extension shall
constitute the subject — matter of an application, submitted by the Special
Purpose Company to the Project Directing Authority that will submit a
relevant proposal to the Supervisory Authority that will decide upon the
application.

SECTION 16:
PROJECT CONSTRUCTION, SUPERVISION & MANAGEMENT

16.1. Supervising Engineer

1. All powers pertaining to the Project Supervisor/Project Directing
Authority shall be vested in the PPA S.A. Department of Works. The
Board of Directors of PPA S.A. shall be vested with all powers and
authority to operate as the Supervisory Authority. Project Construction
Supervision entails, and is limited to, the implementation of Project
design studies approved, as well as to the monitoring of project
development, to the qualitative control of materials incorporated therein,
to the construction of individual project elements, and to the submissions
of proposals related to the solution required by impediments potentially
arising during construction and related issues. The measurements of the
performed partial quantities, the protocols of works below sea level and
the final and partial accounts are effected by the Special Purpose
Company and are notified to PPA SA.

2. Project construction shall be implemented by independent
contractors, or by consortia formed thereby. Contractors shall comply,
cumulatively, with the following requirements:

(i) Contractors appointed shall be possessed of relevant experience
acquired during a period of seven years immediately preceding such
appointment.

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(ii) Contractors appointed shall, furthermore, be possessed of the
operational structure required for the provision of adequate solutions to
impediments emerging during project construction, such as sea bottom
properties and depths, caisson construction and employment.

(iii) Contractors appointed shall provide dependable and duly
qualified personnel and appropriate equipment.

(iv) Contractor shall demonstrate adequate familiarity with
conditions prevalent in Greece.

(v) Contractor shall be possessed of financial resources
commensurate with project cost estimates.

(vi) Contractor shall be possessed of a license to trade of a class
corresponding to project cost estimates involved or an equal license
issued by a EU-member Country.

3. The Special Purpose Company shall be liable to issue the
invitations to potential candidates for appointment to the project and to
select the Contractor, or Consortium thereof, most appropriate. More
specifically, the principles applicable to selection and appointment, i.e. to
eligibility for contract award, shall be determined by the relevant
provisions of the Invitation to Tender. Said Invitation, and the Terms of
Reference thereof, shall be compiled by the Special Purpose Company.
PPA S.A. may inspect the qualifications for eligibility applicable to
Contractor and, furthermore, may monitor the degree of adherence to the
requirements abovementioned, in order to ensure compliance therewith.
The Special Purpose Company shall be solely responsible for the
appointment made thereby, such appointment not requiring the approval
thereof by PPA S.A.

4. The Special Purpose Company shall take all measures necessary
to ensure, by means of the provisions contained in the contract concluded
with same and Contractor, that the latter shall comply with the
instructions issued by Project Supervisor. All disputes or instances of
dissent arising between Project Supervisor and Contractor shall be shall
be resolved by the Special Purpose Company or the Project Supervisor
and Contractor within 5 days and if the Special Purpose Company or the
Project Supervisor and Contractor will not reach to a common decision

~ adjudicates the Supervisory Authority
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5. Project Supervisor is, indicatively, vested with the following
powers, prerogatives, and liabilities:

- to monitor performance of Project Construction Operations with
reference to the Project Construction Schedule.

- to monitor operations conducted by Contractor, and inspect same,
in order to ensure that the level of performance thereof complies with the
design study approved (as well as with the environmental protection
directives applicable)

- to inspect the quality of materials and work provided by
Contractor, in order to ensure compliance thereof with the Standards
applicable. Furthermore, to ensure that Contractor undertakes all remedial
measures necessary in case of non-conformity to the standards applicable.

- to certify adherence of work progress to the partial and overall
deadlines determined by the Timetable contained in Annex 3, below.

- to notify to the Special Purpose Company copies of
correspondence exchanged between Project Supervisor and Contractor.

6. Additionally, Supervisor shall by entitled, throughout the
duration of Construction Operations, to:

- receive copies of the Operations Schedule and of revisions
thereto, if any.

- receive information on the progress of works and on the issue of

. conformity thereof to the Operations Schedule.

- be informed without delay of the unearthing of any antiquities.

- to receive all correspondence exchanged between Project
Contractor and the Special Purpose Company.

. - to access all Project Construction areas, in order to monitor work
progress, and to witness, upon timely notice to this effect by Project
Administrator Supervisor, performance of operations of crucial
importance.

- to attend meetings held on the subject of work progress between
the Special Purpose Company, Project Supervisor and Contractor.

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- to receive, from Project Supervisor, copies of certifications issued
with respect to the attestation of partial deadline adherence, as well as
copies of interim payment warrants.

- to attend the final Project inspection.

- to receive, from Project Supervisor, within a period not in excess
of three (3) months after conclusion of project construction operations,
the approved drawings relevant to the total of works performed, as built,
including the final bills of quantity issued with reference thereto.

7. Insofar as issues of quality of work are concerned, Project
Supervisor shall be the only agent liable to monitor and inspect same, and
to, furthermore, issue the pertinent Construction Inspection Certificate
relevant to each section. Said Construction Inspection Certificates shall
attest to the fact that the section of work referred to thereby is fully
compliant with the design study approved. As regards quantitative control
issues, all works performed shall be inspected by the Project Manager,
duly appointed by the Special Purpose Company.

8. Should Project Supervisor deem that Contractor performs the
tasks thereto assigned, or that Contractor may attempt to perform in a
manner not in compliance with the design study approved, Project
Supervisor shall be liable to notify, in writing, the Special Purpose
Company and Supervisory Authority to this effect, simultaneously
analysing the grounds on which such judgement has been passed thereby.
Such notice shall be communicated to the recipients indicated within a
period of ten (10) days, commencing on the date upon which Project
Supervisor receives notice of the instance of divergence or non-
conformity concerned.

9. The Supervisory Authority shall be entitled to promulgate,
within a period of ten (10) days commencing on the date of reception of
notification to this effect by PPA S.A., a resolution in writing purporting
to accept or reject such notice of protest. The Authority shall,
furthermore, be liable to issue relevant notice to the Project Supervisor, to
the Special Purpose Company, and to Contractor. In case of acceptance of
the notice of protest in question, the Authority shall provide Contractor
with the instructions required for correction. A resolution to this effect
shall be deemed to be binding and enforceable, unless, and until such
time as it should be reversed in conformity with the Dispute Settlement
Procedure prescribed for by the provisions of Section 33 below.
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. 10. The SPC may appoint an individual or a legal entity, selected
thereby, as Project Manager. Such appointment shall be made within a
reasonable period of time, commencing upon conclusion of the contract
of concession. The consulting company thus appointed, hereinafter
referred to as «The Project Manager» or, simply, the «Manager», shall be
liable to perform all tasks related to the management and co-ordination of
the individual tasks involved in the operations pertinent to the upgrade of
Pier 11, and to those pertinent to construction of Pier III, in conformity
with the provisions prescribed by the contract of concession. Project
Manager shall be liable to possess extensive previous experience on
issues related to major-scale projects, as well as extensive relevant
experience on issues related to design study compilation, progress
monitoring, project construction supervision and management thereof.
Project Manager shall be, finally, liable to represent the SPC vis-a-vis the
Project Supervisor on all issues relevant to Project performance. Project
Manager shall, amongst other things, indicatively be regarded as liable to:

- sign, jointly with PPA S.A., all certifications pertinent to
technical specifications and standards applicable, as well as the
certifications attesting to adherence to qualitative and operational
requirements.

- monitor project performance progress.

- liaise with Project Supervisor on technical issues related to
project performance.

- liaise with PPA S.A., on issues related to project performance
procedures.

- compile the bills of quantities relating to project construction
operations by category thereof.

- compile the bills of quantities related to operations conducted
below sea level.

- compile interim and final accounts.

- conduct timetable performance inspections and of potential
revisions or adjustments thereof.

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11. Contracts related to construction works performance, as well as
contracts related to operation and maintenance of project installations
(AGK), as concluded by the Special Purpose Company, shall be inclusive
of provisions to the effect that, in case of termination of the contract of
concession by PPA S.A., the latter shall be entitled to renew said
contracts on terms and conditions similar to the relevant provisions
included in the construction and/or subcontracting agreements thus
terminated.

12. Transgression or violation, on the part of Contractor or on the
part of Project Manager, of the obligations assigned thereto by virtue of
the provisions included in the respective contracts concluded thereby with
Special — Purpose Company shall not be deemed as affording the latter,
1.e. the Company, relief against any and all of the contractual obligations
assumed thereby vis-a-vis PPA S.A., by virtue of the terms and
conditions contained in this contract of concession.

13. The Special Purpose Company shall be deemed as exclusively
liable to pay the contractual prices due Contractor and Project Manager.

SECTION 17:
LETTERS OF GUARANTEE

17.1. Letters of Guarantee of good performance and execution of
the Project issued by a bank or credit institution rated, insofar as
unsecured long-term investments are concerned, as BBB+ or better, as
per Standard & Poor’s Corporation ratings, or as equivalent to the
respective ratings employed by Moodys’ Investor Services after the
advance payment by the Special Purpose Company, of the Euro
50.000.000 initial consideration provided by article 3.1 above, shall be
distributed as follows:

(i) Letter of Guarantee for the sum of Euro 61.400.000, provided as
good performance guarantee related to both Piers, not subject to annual
devaluation (discount) during the term of concession and provided as a
revolving credit, annually renewable to the total extent thereof. The
particular Letter of Guarantee will be in force the date of Commencement
of Concession. At the expiry date of the Concession according to 3.3
above, PPA SA shall return to the SPC this Letter of Guarantee.

(ii) Letter of Guarantee for the sum of Euro 21.000.000, provided
as good performance guarantee and related to the project to be
implemented on Pier II. This particular Letter will be in force upon the
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Project Commencement Date or 1/4/2010 the latest. The amount of the
Letter of Guarantee shall be reduced automatically by 50% (namely by
10.500.000€) thereof upon completion of the project upgrading the Pier II
and certification of conclusion of the relevant operations, by issuing the
Construction Inspection Certificate and the force of the Letter of
Guarantee (the amount of which will be reduced by 50% according to the
abovementioned) will expire automatically with the completion of a
period of 12 months commencing after the date abovementioned,
whereupon PPA SA is obliged to return this Letter of Guarantee to the
SPC.

(iii) Letter of Guarantee for the sum of Euro 42.000.000, provided
as good performance guarantee with respect to the project to be
implemented on Pier III. This particular Letter of Guarantee will enter
into force at the date of delivery of the Oil Pier to the Special Purpose
Company available for the performance of the works for the construction
of Pier III, according to the paragraph 12.2.b aforementioned and, in any
case, not earlier than April 1%, 2011. The amount of the Letter of
Guarantee shall be automatically reduced by 50% (namely by the sum of
21.000.000€) upon completion of the project of construction of Eastern
Part of Pier III and certification of conclusion of the relevant works, by
the Supervisor’s issuing the Construction Inspection Certificate and the
force of the Letter of Guarantee (the amount of which will be reduced by
50% according to the abovementioned) will expire automatically upon
the completion of a period of 12 months commencing after the
abovementioned date whereupon PPA SA is obliged to return this Letter
of Guarantee to the SPC.

SECTION 18:
PENALTIES

18.1. Construction
(a) With respect to Pier II

. Any instance of failure to observe the deadlines prescribed by the
provisions contained in the contractual timetable annexed to this
Agreement with respect to performance of the projects related to Pier II
upgrade operations, as the latter have been determined by the provisions
contained in Section 12.1(b) and in Annex 3, hereto, shall result in the
imposition, on the Special Purpose Company, and in favour of PPA S.A,,
of a penalty, such-to be determined in accordance with the provisions
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hereinbelow contained. Such penalties shall be imposed regardless of
damages, if any, eventually suffered by PPA S.A. due to the delay
abovementioned.

2. No penalties shall be imposed in the cases hereinbelow
described:

(a) With respect to any instances of breach or violation by PPA S.A
of any contractual obligations thereof, or to any instances of non-
conformity to this Agreement by PPA S.A., or to any instances of force
majeure, as the latter are determined in accordance with the provisions of
Section 26 below.

(b) With respect to any extensions of any time limits expressly
provided for by the provisions of this Agreement, with respect to which
the imposition of any penalties has been expressly excluded.

3. Timely completion of the works related to Pier II upgrade, in
spite of any non-conformity to any interim deadlines, shall cause the
penalties already imposed on the Special Purpose Company to be
revoked. The sums thus levied shall be returned by PPA S.A. to the
Special Purpose Company, upon the application by the latter to this
effect, within a period of ten (10) working days. It is expressly hereby
provided that such payment of penalties returned shall be free of interest.

(b) With respect to Pier III

1. Any instance of failure to observe the deadlines prescribed by
the provisions contained in the contractual timetable annexed to this
Agreement with respect to the project of the construction of the Eastern
Section of Pier I1I, as these deadlines are set forth in Section 12.2(b) and
in Annex 3 hereto, shall result in the imposition on the Special Purpose
Company and in favour of PPA S.A., of a penalty, such to be determined
in accordance with the provisions hereinbelow contained. Such penalties
shall be imposed regardless of damages, if any, eventually suffered by
PPA S.A. on account of the delay abovementioned.

2. No penalties shall be imposed in the cases hereinbelow
described: '

~ (a) With respect to any instances of breach or violation by PPA S.A
of any contractual obligations thereof, or to any instances of non-
conformity to this Agreement by PPA S.A., or to any instances of force

" majeure, as the latter are determined in accordance with the provisions of

Section 26 below.
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(b) With respect to any extensions of any time limits expressly
provided for by the provisions of this Agreement, with respect to which
the imposition of any penalties has been expressly excluded.

3. Timely completion of the operations related to the Eastern Part
of Pier III despite any non-conformity to any interim deadlines, shall
cause the penalties already imposed on the Special Purpose Company to
be revoked. The sums thus levied shall be returned by PPA S.A. to the
Special Purpose Company, upon the application by the latter to this
effect, within a period of ten (10) working days. It is expressly hereby
provided that such payment of penalties returned shall be free of interest.

18.2. Assessment of penalties due during construction

1. Subject to the provisions of paragraphs 18.1.a.3 and 18.1.b.3 any
penalties to be imposed to the Special Purpose Company if the dates
referred to the contractual Timetables with respect to the upgrading of
Pier II and the project of the construction of the Eastern Part of Pier III as
determined in paragraphs 12.1.b and 12.2.b and in Annex 3 of the
present, shall be calculated as follows:

(a) Any delays extending in excess of a grace period of one (1)
month, and up to a period of thirty days beyond the expiry of this grace
period shall cause the imposition of a penalty equal to the sum of fifty
thousand (50.000,00) Euros per calendar day;

(b) Any delays extending beyond the limits prescribed for by the
provisions of the preceding paragraph shall cause the imposition of a
penalty equal to the sum of eighty thousand (80.000,00) Euros per
calendar day.

2. In the event that penalties equal, in extent, to the amounts
mentioned by the Letters of Guarantee provided as good performance
bonds (as prescribed for by the provisions of Section 17 above), as issued
with respect both to Pier II upgrade operations and to East Part of Pier III
construction have been accumulated, and on condition that the grounds
justifying imposition of said penalties are determined to continue in force,
PPA S.A. has the right to terminate this Concession Agreement on
grounds of non-performance by the Special Purpose Company, pursuant
to the provisions of Section 21 below, whereupon the corresponding
Letter of Guarantee provided shall become payable.

18.3. Operation

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Unless otherwise prescribed by the provisions of this Agreement:

1. Failure, on the part of the SPC, to observe the minimum limit of
container throughput per Pier, during operation of New Container
Terminal, shall result in the imposition of a penalty equal to the sum of
eighteen (18) Euro per TEU, subject to an annual surcharge thereof by the
application, thereon, of the pertinent Consumer Price Index, per each
TEU unit below the minimum limit of 75% of the annual throughput, as
determined by the provisions of Section 10.1.a. of the present.

2. PPA SA shall maintain the right to terminate the Agreement
according to section 21.2 of the present.

18.4. Penalty Clause

If PPA S.A. does not deliver the area of the Oil Pier free of oil
products installations according to the contractual Timetable until the
date of Pier III Construction Operations Commencement, as this deadline
may be extended by a maximum period of 2 months after a request of
PPA SA according to paragraph 12.2.b. of the present, PPA SA will be
subject to a penalty equal to an amount of ten thousand Euro (10.000€)
per day, payable to the SPC.

18.5. General Provisions

1. The Parties hereby acknowledge and accept that the penalties
above agreed shall be deemed as reasonable, fair, and beyond dispute.
The parties waive all rights to dispute the above penalties.

2. Any penalties imposed may not be set-off against any other
claims of the Special Purpose Company against PPA S.A. or by PPA S.A.
against the Special Purpose Company.

3. In addition to the provisions above made, PPA S.A. and the
Special Purpose Company expressly reserve the right to seek damages to
the full extent afforded at law.

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SECTION 19: DELIVERY OF PREMISES AND INSTALLATION
19.1. Installation procedure

1. PPA S.A. warrants that the area of the Concession is free of any
encumbrance, charge, limitation of rights and/or claims (related to
qualitative requirements), and/or of any burdens and obligations of
indeterminate applicability, except as specifically provided otherwise in
the present Agreement. The existing mechanical equipment in the NTC at
the commencement date of the Concession shall be operational. If any
part of this equipment is out of order on the abovementioned date, PPA
SA will repair it.

2. The Special Purpose Company is under the obligation to take
delivery of the area constituting the subject matter of this Agreement as is
at the time of Commencement of the Concession. PPA S.A. shall be free
of any liability to effect any modifications, improvements or additions of
any nature whatsoever.

3. PPA S.A. shall not be liable vis-a-vis the Special Purpose
Company with respect to any loss, damage, or cost incurred thereby for
any reason whatsoever, either directly or indirectly, with respect to any
errors or omissions inherent in the designs and standards
abovementioned. The same shall be deemed to apply, to a similar extent,
to pertinent construction installations.

4. PPA S.A. shall be free of any liability accruing on account of
damage caused by any defects inherent in cabling, pipes, pipe networks
etc. located on the area of the Concession. Notwithstanding the above, the
SPC shall be liable for any damage to be caused to any cables, pipes etc.,
as a result of the use of the area of the Concession.

5. The contracting Parties hereto shall conduct a joint inspection of
the installations, edifices, equipment and other adjuncts contained in the
premises, such inspection to be effected prior to the of Commencement of
the Concession; with a view to ensuring delivery of the premises to the
Special Purpose Company in an «as is» condition.

6. In the event that the Special Purpose Company fails to fulfill its
obligations relating to the commencement of its activities contemplated
by this Agreement, PPA S.A. reserves the right to terminate this
Agreement by dismissal (expulsion from the contract) of the Special

Purpose Company.

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19.2. Familiarity with the area and Assumption of Liability

The Special Purpose Company hereby warrants, and expressly
acknowledges that:

(i) The Special Purpose Company have been apprised of, and has
taken into due consideration the nature of climatic, hydrological,
geophysical, and overall conditions prevailing with reference to Project
premises, including soil, substrata seabed and underwater conditions and
morphology, including the nature and morphology of Project areas.
Likewise, the same warranties apply with reference to the species and
quantities of materials and work required for Project performance,
including vehicular and maritime traffic conditions prevalent (whether
maritime or not).

(ii) All data pertaining to geotechnical and geophysical parameters
prevalent on Project premises, including the information and data
pertinent thereto, provided by or for the account of PPA S.A. constitute
data provided solely for informative purposes. With respect to the
accuracy and/or the completeness thereof no warranty or assurance,
express or implied, shall be deemed to apply. The Special Purpose
Company shall be liable to conduct the supplementary investigations
eventually deemed, thereby, as necessary or appropriate.

(iii) The Special Purpose Company has taken into due
consideration the adequacy and sufficiency of available means and rights
thereto with respect to access to Project premises, availability of materials
necessary in Greece, availability of work force and, in general, with
respect to any risks, hazards and events which may, under normal
circumstances, be reasonably deemed as foreseeable and expected.

(iv) The Special Purpose Company hereby accepts and
acknowledges its obligation to admit transit, to and from the premises
occupied by the 5™ Customs and Excise Department located thereon, of
employees and citizens requiring access thereto.

19.3. Public Utility Networks
1. The Special Purpose Company hereby undertake to ensure that

all public utility network installations located on, within, or underground
of Project premises shall, to the extent that same impede performance
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and/or operation of Project installations, including occurrences wherein
the integrity of said utilities should be placed in jeopardy on account of
performance of Project operations, be removed, relocated and re-installed
free of charge to PPA S.A. and to the Utility Company involved.

2. The Special Purpose Company undertake to transfer of title to
use public utility networks located on Project premises to their own name
and for their own account. Such undertaking shall apply upon the
Commencement of the Concession and extends to the High — Voltage
Power Substation located in the Concession area.

3. The Special Purpose Company undertake to pay, throughout the
duration of Concession, all cost involved in the provision of services by
public utility companies, insofar as such services are provided with
reference to installations included in the subject — matter of this
Concession.

RE-DELIVERY OF NEW CONTAINER TERMINAL

SECTION 20: RE-DELIVERY OF NEW CONTAINER TERMINAL
BY THE SPECIAL PURPOSE COMPANY

20.1.Upon expiry of the term of this Agreement

1. Twelve (12) months prior to the date of expiry of this
Concession Agreement, in accordance with the provisions of Section 3.1
above, the Project installations constituting the subject — matter of the
Concession shall be subjected to an inspection, to be conducted by a firm
of international reputation, to be selected and appointed by PPA S.A. and
accepted by the Special Purpose Company, with a view to the re-delivery
of New Container Terminal to PPA S.A. in a condition capable of
sustaining the capacity guaranteed in accordance with the provisions of
this Agreement. The report to be compiled by the said firm shall be
regarded by the contracting Parties hereto as mutually binding, unless
otherwise agreed thereby.

- 2. Upon the expiry of the Concession Period the subject — matter of
the Concession will be re-delivered to PPA S.A., as provided herein.

3. The property thus re-delivered shall be inclusive of all assets
comprised in the subject — matter of the Concession at the time of re-
delivery and shall include inter alia:

fare
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- The entire land of the Concession area and the edifices located
thereon;

- The machinery and equipment affixed thereto;

- The available spare parts;

- The deeds and documentation necessary for actual transfer to
PPA S.A. of all title to rights and powers related to assets and interests
involved in this Agreement, such transfer to be effected free of any
charge or encumbrance whatsoever;

- The benefits accruing with respect to all rights and shares thereof
on all insurances, guarantees and deeds of guarantee provided, if so
desired by PPA S.A.;

- The totality of the documentation, manuals, records, data etc.
required for efficient operation of the terminal.

20.2. Due to Notice of Termination

l.lOn the date that the termination of the Agreement becomes
effective pursuant to the provisions of Section 23.4 hereof, the area of the
Concession shall by re-delivered by the Special Purpose Company to
PPA S.A. in operational condition.

2. The subject — matter of the redelivery of assets shall comprise all
items existing within the area of the Concession at the time that the
termination of the Agreement becomes effective.

3. Any expenditure defrayed by PPA S.A. with respect to
restoration of the Concession area to operational condition shall be borne
by the Special Purpose Company.

4. PPA S.A. may decline at the time of termination of the
Agreement the re-delivery by the Special Purpose Company of the
equipment installed on the NCT or of part thereof on grounds related to
technological issues or to issues related to the operational condition of the
New Container Terminal. In such a case the Special Purpose Company
shall be liable to remove the equipment at its own cost.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

SECTION 21: GROUNDS FOR
TERMINATION BY PPA S.A.

Subject to the provisions of Sections 25 and 26 below, the
following events shall be deemed to constitute violation/breach of the
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Agreement by the Special Purpose Company, thus entitling PPA S.A. to
terminate same, unless such events are attributable to instances of force
majeure or to excusable delay, as per the provisions of Section 26, below.

21.1. General grounds of termination

PPA S.A. shall be deemed as entitled to give notice of termination
of the present Agreement in any one of the following cases:

1. Breach of the provisions of the present Agreement by the
Special Purpose Company if this breach affects materially this Project or
the operation of the NCT according to the provisions of the present
Agreement, to such an extent that the continued performance of this
Agreement to be onerous for PPA SA taking into account the principle of
good faith and the generally acceptable trade practices.

2. On the Special Purpose Company’s insolvency, i.e. inability, on
the part thereof, to discharge debts due, or on the general assignment of
the SPC’s assets to its creditors.

3. On declaration of the Special Purpose Company in a state of
receivership by the creditors thereof, or in case of liquidation thereof.

4. On submission by the Special Purpose Company of any
application for provision of protection against the creditors thereof
(bankruptcy), or upon the provision of same, on grounds of insolvency,
or, finally, on liquidation thereof, irrespective of grounds and at any time
during the term of the Concession.

5. On any change of the Special Purpose Company’s shareholding
without the prior consent of PPA SA in breach of the provisions of
Section 11.2 above.

6. On the delay of the Special Purpose Company to pay the
consideration provided for by Section 4 of this Agreement, if such delay
exceeds 3 months, plus the interest accruing thereon.

| 21.2. Terms and Conditions of Operation violation

PPA S.A. shall be entitled to terminate the Concession Agreement:

(.
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1. In the event that the Special Purpose Company abandons the
operation and commercial employment of the New Container Terminal in
excess of a period of 15 consecutive days. ‘

2. After the lapse of the initial 3-year period of the Concession, in
the event of any failure on the part of the Special Purpose Company to
achieve the minimum annual throughput quotient over a period of three
(3) consecutive years, starting from the triennial period from 1/1/2013
through 12/31/2015 (and subsequently during the period from 1/1/2016
through 12/31/2018, etc.), provided that the Special Purpose Company
has not achieved during the immediately preceding 3-year period a
cumulative throughput quotient in excess of the minimum required under
this Agreement offsetting the shortfall in the minimum throughput that is
required for the abovementioned 3-year period. It is clarified that the term
«initial three-year period of the Concession» shall be construed as
denoting the 3-year period expiring on December 31%, 2012.

'
21.3. Project implementation Terms and Conditions violation
(a) With reference to the terms applicable to Pier 11

In addition to the grounds for termination set forth hereinabove,
PPA S.A. shall be entitled to give notice of termination of the Concession
Agreement upon expiry of the contractual timetable deadlines applicable
to the execution of the Pier II upgrade works in accordance with the
provisions Section 12.1.(b) above and the timetable attached hereto, and
provided, furthermore, that there are no grounds for the extension of these
deadlines or, alternatively, in the event that the deadline for the
completion of the total project of the Upgrade of Pier II has expired
without this project having been completed.

(b) With reference to the terms applicable to the Eastern Part of
Pier IIT

1. In the event that:

(a) the Project Implementation Final Deadline applicable to the
Eastern Section of Pier III has expired, as provided for by the provisions
of paragraphs 12.2.(b) above, and there is no case of contractual
extension and the operation of the Eastern Part of Pier IIl by the SPC has
not commenced; or
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(b) the date of the commencement of the works for the of the
Eastern Section of Pier III has been delayed by a period in excess of 12
months and there exists no case for the extension thereof in accordance
with the provisions of this Agreement.

PPA S.A. has the right to:
(1) either terminate this Agreement,

(ii) or instead of termination, and if justifiable for reasons related to
the optimal exercise of PPA S.A. interests, require the Special Purpose
Company to pay the sum of Euro one hundred and eleven million and
four hundred (€111.400.000) as damages. The contracting Parties hereto
mutually acknowledge that the amount of penalty fixed is reasonable and
fair, and, furthermore, accept that payment thereof shall be effected
within a period that does not exceed 100 days. Payment by the Special
Purpose Company of the above amount of the agreed upon liquidated
damages shall relieve the Special Purpose Company of any further
obligation to implement the project of the construction of the Eastern Part
of Pier IIl. Consequently, the area where Pier IIl was planned to be
constructed shall be repossessed by PPA S.A., in order to render same
available for exploitation thereby subject to paragraph 9.2 above. The
Special Purpose Company may not raise any further claims with respect
to the above. PPA S.A. undertakes not to rescind/terminate the
Agreement on the grounds abovementioned. Further claims for restitution
provided by law in favour of PPA S.A. shall not be deemed as having
been excluded. Application of the provisions contained hereinabove shall
be subject to the previous condition that the Special Purpose Company
shall have paid the minimum consideration guaranteed, as provided for
by Section 4.3 (Table 2) hereinabove.

2. Failure, on the part of the Special Purpose Company, to pay PPA
S.A. the damages agreed within the deadline specified by PPA S.A., as
provided for by sub-paragraph (b) 1 (ii), hereinabove, and provided PPA
S.A. adjudges that non-interruption of this contract is contributory to the
optimal preservation, thereby, of the interests vested therein, PPA S.A.
may.exercise an option not to terminate the contract. Notwithstanding the
above, the following consequences shall be deemed to accrue:

(a) the performance and operation bonds provided, by means of the
Letters of Guarantee envisaged by the provisions of Section 17, above,
shall be presented for payment, under reservation of all rights and

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prerogatives accruing to PPA S.A. for payment, thereto, of other damages
afforded thereto by force of law, and,

(b) The Special Purpose Company shall be liable to replace, within
a period of fifteen (15) days commencing upon notice, to this effect, by
PPA S.A,, the bond provided, in the form of a Letter of Guarantee issued
with respect to operation of the subject-matter of the Concession, with a
new Letter of Guarantee, issued for the same amount as the one
substituted for, and,

(c) the Eastern Section of Pier III shall be returned to PPA S.A.,
for exploitation. The Special Purpose Company may not raise any further
claims with respect to the above.

Failure, on the part of the Special Purpose Company, to replace the
Good Performance Guarantee abovementioned in the manner provided
hereinabove entitles PPA S.A. to terminate this Agreement.

SECTION 22: GROUNDS FOR TERMINATION BY THE
SPECIALPURPOSE COMPANY

The occurrence of any of the events enumerated hereinbelow shall
be construed as instances of breach of PPA S.A.’s obligations arising
under this Agreement and consequently entitle the Special Purpose
Company to terminate this Agreement, unless they are attributable to
instances of force majeure:

1. Breach of any provisions of the present Agreement by PPA S.A.
if this breach affects materially this Project or the operation of the NCT
according to the provisions of the present Agreement, to such an extent
that the continued performance of this Agreement to be onerous for the
SPC, taking into account the principle of good faith and the generally
acceptable trade practices.

2. Transfer of PPA S.A.’s business, and of the prerogatives
assigned thereby by force of law, in total or to an extent deemed
substantial, to a third party or authority, unless such transfer purports to
be tantamount to succession between two previously separate entities

SECTION 23: TERMINATION PROCEDURE AND CONSEQUENCES

23.1. Should any one, or more, of the events that are listed in
Section 21 above occur, PPA S.A. shall have the obligation to provide the

Special Purpose Company with notice in writing thereof, specifying the
alleged breach of the Special Purpose Company’s contractual obligations
and setting a reasonable deadline, which shall be no less than fifty (50)
days, for the remedy committed by the Special Purpose Company. Such
deadline shall be hereinafter referred to as the «Remedy Period». The
same provisions apply to the Special Purpose Company, with regard the
occurrence of any events enumerated in the provisions of Section 22
above.

23.2. Except where otherwise provided in this Agreement, in the
event that the Special Purpose Company fails to remedy the breach
specified by PPA SA by the expiry of the Remedy Period, PPA S.A. shall
be entitled to:

a) terminate the Concession Agreement;

b) repossess the subject-matter of the Concession (including all
installations, infrastructure, equipment, data-processing system, and
everything that is included in the NCT);

c) require payment of the amounts of the Letters of Guarantee that
will be issued in accordance with Section 17 above and that will be in
force at the time of termination of the Concession Agreement, as
reasonable restitution of PPA SA’s damages.

3. The Special Purpose Company shall, in a similar fashion, be
entitled to, in case of failure, on the part of PPA S.A., to remedy, within
the Remedy Period, the breach committed by the latter and notified by the
former

a) terminate the Concession Agreement;

b) repossess the Letters of Guarantee delivered thereby to PPA
S.A.

23.4. Such date upon which the termination of the Agreement
becomes effective, shall hereinafter be referred to as the Date of
Termination («Date of Termination»). Until the advent of said Day of
Termination, the contracting Parties hereto shall continue to be regarded
as being under the obligation to continue the performance of their
respective obligations arising under this Agreement.

Do 0.
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23.5. More specifically, and in order to ensure the continuation of
normal operation of the New Container Terminal and the uninterrupted
use of the facilities thereof by third-party users, the Special Purpose
Company hereby undertakes to continue the NCT operation for a period
of six (6) months after the date the Concession Agreement is terminated,
being under the obligation to inform/train the PPA SA’s personnel with
respect to all issues, operational or otherwise, related to NCT.
Throughout this period of time, the Special Purpose Company shall be
under the obligation to ensure that no item incorporated in the NCT
equipment is removed therefrom, without PPA S.A’s prior written
consent.

23.6. Upon the Date of Termination the Special Purpose Company
shall deliver the area constituting the subject — matter of the Concession
to PPA S.A. without raising any claims with respect to any improvements
effected thereon, and, more specifically, with regard to any improvements
effected on the ix}ﬁ-astructure and superstructure thereof.

23.7. The contracting Parties hereto acknowledge that all terms
hereinabove concluded shall be regarded as reasonable and fair, in view
of the consequences accruing to NCT operation in the event of
termination of this Agreement.

SECTION 24: RIGHTS OF THE FUNDERS OF THE SPC

24.1. PPA S.A. acknowledges that the Special Purpose Company
financing investors shall be entitled, at any time, either prior or
subsequent to the occurrence of any events prescribed for by the
provisions of Section 21 hereinabove, providing PPA S.A. with the right
to terminate this Agreement, to have recourse to, or to request, the
provisions incorporated in the pertinent financing contracts, including the
substitution of the Special Purpose Company and of the sub-contractors
employed thereby, in order either to avert, or to remedy the consequences
induced thereby.

24.2. The Special Purpose Company shall notify to PPA S.A., the
contractual terms and provisions between the Company and the Funders
of the SPC related to the above paragraph 24.1.

DELAY, TIMETABLE EXTENSION & FORCE MAJEURE
CLAUSES

SECTION 25: DELAYS & TIMETABLE EXTENSIONS
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. 25.1. The following events, in addition to any other events
specifically mentioned in other provisions of this Agreement, are agreed,
by the Parties to be construed as instances of excusable delay to the
commencement of performance or to the discharge of the contractual
obligations of the Special Purpose Company, arising under the provisions
of this Concession Agreement:

a) In case that PPA S.A interrupts or in any way impedes either
directly or indirectly the commencement or the progress of the works for
the upgrade of Pier II, and/or of the works involved in the construction of
the Eastern Section of Pier III, unless such interruption constitutes a
consequence of the exercise by PPA S.A., of any rights thereof arising
under this Agreement.

b) In case that PPA S.A interrupts or in any way impedes, either
directly or indirectly, the operation of the NCT during the term of this
Concession Agreement, unless otherwise provided by the provisions of
this Agreement, as well as in cases of partial or total interruption of the
NCT’s operation for reasons not attributable to the exclusive default of
the Special Purpose Company vis-a-vis PPA SA.

¢) In case of delay of the issuance of any permit or license required
for project performance over a period of time in excess of the relevant
provisions contained in the timetable attached hereto as Annex 3, and, as
regards cases not thereby regulated, over a period in excess of two (2)
months, commencing upon the submission by the Special Purpose
Company on behalf of the PPA S.A. of the relevant application and of the
required ancillary supporting documentation.

d) In case any antiquities are found during the course of the execution
of the Project, and the appropriate Department of Antiquities determines
that further archaeological research needs to be performed and orders the
Special Purpose Company either to interrupt the execution of the works,
or to delay the progress thereof.

e) . Any delay that is attributable to an Event of Force Majeure and
affects compliance with the deadline involved.

f)  In general, any instance of delay to the Project Performance —
Implementation Timetable that is attached hereto as Annex 3, provided
such delay shall have been ascertained not to be exclusively attributable

i K.
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to any default of the Special Purpose Company either vis-a-vis PPA S.A.
or vis-a-vis any third parties.

g)  The exercise by the Greek State of its right to intervene, in
accordance with the provisions of Section 17 of the concession contract
concluded, on February 13", 2002, between the Greek State and PPA
S.A. (that is attached hereto as Annex 9).

h)  Any proven delay of PPA S.A to approve the studies (designs) of
the Special Purpose Company, including the Final Project Design.

25.2. In cases where any of the abovementioned events occurs, the
following consequences will ensue:

(a) Upon the Special Purpose Company request, the relevant
deadline timetable shall be extended for a period equal to the duration of
the relevant event, provided that the maximum duration of the total period
of the Concession, hereby determined as forty-two (42) years, shall
remain immutable.

(b) In case the event that constitutes grounds of excusable delay
affects directly and demonstrably the operation of the NCT, then, upon
the Special Purpose Company’s request the term of this Concession will
be extended by an equal amount of time.

SECTION 26: FORCE MAJEURE CLAUSE
26.1. Definition

For all purposes related to the application of the provisions of this
Agreement, the term «Event of Force Majeure» shall be deemed to denote
both: (a) any events, or instances, which are unavoidable, are lying
beyond the scope of control or influence of the Parties hereto and which
were unpredictable even with the exercise of outmost diligence; and (b)
any events, or instances for the occurrence of which neither of the Parties
hereto is responsible, and which impede the performance of either or both
Parties’ obligations arising hereunder, including, inter alia and only
indicatively, any Acts of God, any instances of insurrection, war, any
strikes that are called by lawfully recognized trade unions, etc.

26.2. Invocation procedure
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1. In case of advent of any Event of Force Majeure, which impedes
or affects the performance of the contractual obligations of either of the
Parties, the Party thus prevented from performance of its contractual
obligations (hereinafter referred to as «the Affected Party») shall
immediately notify the other in writing, as to the occurrence of the Event
of Force Majeure. The Parties shall be under the obligation to take the
appropriate measures and to co-operate to the appropriate extent, in order
to deal with such event and to mitigate the results, extent, and duration
thereof.

2. In the event that PPA S.A. is contesting the occurrence of any
Event of Force Majeure, or the consequences thereof, PPA SA
communicate its objections by written notice, specifying the basis of such
objections, to the Special Purpose Company within a period of seven (7)
days, commencing upon the reception of the Special Purpose Company’s
notification by PPA SA. Any failure, on the part of PPA S.A. to raise,
within the exclusive period above specified, any objections related to
such occurrence, or retraction, of such objections previously raised by
PPA SA, shall be construed as constituting acceptance, on the part of
PPA S.A., of the notification of the occurrence of the Event of Force
Majeure, issued by the Special Purpose Company.

3. Any disputes arising on account of objections raised by PPA
S.A., within the exclusive seven-day deadline above specified, with
respect either to the occurrence of an Event of Force Majeure or with
respect to the nature and extent of the consequences thereof, which are
invoked by the Special Purpose Company, shall be referred to arbitration,
in accordance with the provisions of Section 33 below.

4. The Parties undertake to hold a meeting as soon as practicably
possible after the occurrence of any Event of Force Majeure, in order to
exchange views on occurrence of such an event and on the consequences
thereof, and in order to determine, as far as possible, the most efficient
manner for the continuation of the execution of the Works or of the
operation of the NCT.

26.3. Consequences

1. The Special Purpose Company shall be regarded as liable to bear
the financial consequences of any occurrence of any Event, of Force
Majeure, to the extent that Special Purpose Company has procured for
adequate insurance with respect to the risk inherent therein. Such liability
on the part of the Special Purpose Company shall extend to the maximum

>
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limit of indemnity payable, as provided for by the insurance policies
concerned, and including the amount of any deductibles stipulated in such
insurance policies.

2. Should any Event of force majeure occur, which prevents the
performance by the Special Purpose Company of the obligations thereof
under this Agreement, the provisions of Section 25 above shall apply.

3. In case that any proven or undisputed Event of Force Majeure
invoked by either of the Parties hereto or the consequences thereof extend
over a consecutive period of time in excess of 365 calendar days, the
other contracting Party will have the right to terminate this Agreement. In
such a case of termination the following shall apply:

(i) The provisions of Section 23 above shall apply by analogy
(mutatis mutandis).

(i1) The Project (or the proportion thereof completed until such
date) shall revert to PPA SA’s possession and PPA SA will be obliged to
compensate the Special Purpose Company for the value of the Project or
of the part thereof constructed until the date of termination, in accordance
with the provisions of the Civil Code.

(iii) The Letters of Guarantee then in force, as provided for by
Section 17 above, shall be returned to the Special Purpose Company.

OTHER PROVISIONS
SECTION 27: EMPLOYEE WORKFORCE PROVISIONS

27.1. In order to achieve the smooth operation of the New
Container Terminal, and the efficiency of service required by the users
thereof during the initial, six-month period commencing upon October
1%, 2009, the New Container Terminal shall be operated by means of the
employment of PPA S.A. personnel (hereinafter referred to as «the
subcontractor»). The period abovementioned may be extended, upon the
request by PPA S.A., effective unilaterally and without the consent of the
Special Purpose Company, by an additional period of two (2) months.
The Special Purpose Company shall bear, throughout the duration above
specified, the cost of the payroll of such personnel, as determined by the
payroll documentation issued by PPA S.A., increased by 15%, plus the
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percentage of VAT applicable thereto, in accordance with the terms and
conditions to be agreed specifically to this effect between the Parties.

27.2. The specific issues related to the guaranteed productivity of
PPA SA’s personnel that will be employed in Pier II for the
abovementioned period and the results of the higher or lower productivity
than the guaranteed will be agreed in a separate agreement between the
Parties.

27.3. Should the Special Purpose Company express a desire to
extend the operation of Pier II by means of the employment of personnel
made available by PPA S.A. for a period in excess of above six + two
(6+2) months, and provided PPA S.A. agrees, the contracting Parties
hereto shall conclude a specific contract to this effect, whereby the terms
and conditions related to the consideration due over the additional period
in question shall be determined.

27.4. Commencing upon the signing of the Concession Agreement,
the Special Purpose Company shall be entitled to hire its own personnel
in accordance with the applicable provisions of employment law and the
applicable market conditions. Furthermore, the Special Purpose Company
shall be entitled to employ PPA S.A.’s personnel wishing to terminate its
employment with PPA SA, in order to be hired by the Special Purpose
Company. Furthermore the Special Purpose Company is under the
obligation to employ children of PPA S.A. employees, in order to cover
at least the 10% of its personnel requirements, provided that such children
of PPA S.A. employees desire employment with the Special Purpose
Company and possess the qualifications required by the Special Purpose
Company.

SECTION 28: INSURANCE COVERAGE - REMUNERATION
(SEVERANCE PAYMENT)

28.1. The Special Purpose Company hereby undertake to conclude
and to maintain in force all insurance contracts, which are required for the
normal operation of the New Container Terminal.

28.2. More specifically, the Special Purpose Company shall insure
PPA S.A. and the NCT against the following risks:

- PPA S.A. shall be provided with adequate insurance coverage in
its capacity as owner of the project envisaged, against all risks.

e
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-The Special Purpose Company shall procure adequate insurance
coverage against loss of damage to and/or total loss of berths, Container
Terminal premises, and ancillary installations, to the extent of
procurement of indemnity sufficient for replacement or reconstruction
thereof at current market value.

- The Special Purpose Company shall procure a policy against civil
liability risks.

- The Special Purpose Company shall procure an insurance policy
sufficiently covering all risks attendant on instances of force majeure,
occurring during the period of project implementation and/or operation of
the NCT.

- The Special Purpose Company shall procure an insurance policy
purporting to indemnify loss of profit induced by interruption of business
activity, in accordance wyith the risk clauses regulating material loss or
damage thereto.

- The Special Purpose Company shall procure a policy covering
instances of liability vis-a-vis third parties, such coverage being extended
to PPA S.A. personnel admitted to the concession premises on account of
the business and operations conducted thereat.

- The Special Purpose Company shall procure any other insurance
required by any applicable Greek laws.

28.3. The Special Purpose Company shall be entitled, at all times,
to conclude any other contracts of insurance, parallel or supplementary to
the abovementioned, as reasonably required thereby, or by PPA S.A. All
policies issued, including underwriting thereof and pertinent certificates
or other sufficient documentary proof of insurance, liable to be effected
by the Special Purpose Company, shall be inspected by PPA S.A. The
latter shall, furthermore, be furnished with copies of the policies etc. in
question.

28.4. The Special Purpose Company shall ensure that all insurance
policies concluded shall indicate same as insured. Furthermore the
Special Purpose Company shall exercise all diligence due, in order to
include, as beneficiaries, or as co-insured thereby, PPA S.A. and the
Greek State. The latter shall not be entitled to the indemnity provided

 thereby.
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28.5. The indemnity provided under the policies abovementioned
shall be allocated to the expenditure required for reparation or
reconstruction of installations damaged or lost, in order to effect
restoration thereof to the actual condition inherent immediately prior to
the event or occurrence which caused the damage or loss
abovementioned.

28.6 Change of circumstances

In the event that the conditions of insurance of the risks that are
mentioned in paragraphs 1 and 2 above, for which SPC is obliged to
maintain the insurance coverage according to the present Agreement
change in the international insurance market, during the Concession
period, in a way that some of the above risks not to be insured anymore or
the payment of insurance premiums for the Special Purpose Company
becomes uneconomic or onerous, it is agreed that the results of such a
change will be regulated following agreement of SPC with PPA SA and
where appropriate with the sponsors of the Special Purpose Company.
PPA SA will not unreasonably refuse its consent to the restructuring of
insurance status of the abovementioned risks as result of the
abovementioned circumstances.

28.7. The Special Purpose Company hereby absolves PPA S.A. of
any liability, whether contractual or extra-contractual, which may arise as
result of any wilful or negligent acts or omissions of the Special Purpose
Company in the area of the Concession with reference to this Agreement,
including indicatively and by no way of limitation of the following:

-of any liability due to death of, or injury caused to individuals;
-of any liability due to the occurrence of any labour accidents;

-of any liability arising out of any violation of any of property
rights, including any intellectual and industrial property rights;

-of any liability arising on account of any occurrences related to
environmental issues;

-of any expenditure or cost of any nature, including reasonable

legal costs required for the procurement of legal aid against claims raised
or proceedings instituted in connection with the above.

(£,
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28.8. PPA SA will indemnify and keep the Special Purpose
Company harmless of any losses, damages, costs and expenses and
responsibilities deriving from any claims or lawsuits against the Special
Purpose Company already raised before the commencement of the
Concession period (i.e., before 1/10/09) regardless of the time of filing of
the above claims or lawsuits.

SECTION 29: PORT INSTALLATIONS SECURITY PROVISIONS

29.1. The Special Purpose Company shall be liable to provide and
to maintain in proper condition the fencing surrounding the area of the
Concession, and, furthermore, to implement a scheme of security
measures applicable within the area of the Concession, as required for the
protection of the business activity conducted thereon by the Special
Purpose Company. In addition the Special Purpose Company shall be
liable with respect to the implementation of the security measures
imposed by the provisions of Law 725/2004 and Law 3622/2007. Until
such time as a new Port Facility Security Assessment (PFSA) study and a
new Port Facility Security Plan (PFSP) have been elaborated, and until
such time as an approval thereof has been granted by the appropriate
Authority, the Special Purpose Company may implement the security
measures provided by the Port Facility Security Plan currently approved
and in force, as currently implemented by PPA S.A.

29.2. PPA S.A. shall be absolved of all liability, and shall not be
regarded as liable to provide compensation, with regard to any security -
related incident occurring on the subject — matter of the Concession.

SECTION 30: DUTIES

30.1. The necessary measures regarding the hygiene, the cleaning, the
lighting and the protection of the conceded area of the New Container
Terminal from the pollution will be determined by a specific agreement
between PPA SA and the Special Purpose Company according to the
regulations of PPA SA.

30.2. Measures regarding lightning, cleanness and anti-pollution
protection within the land area of Piraeus port are regulated by decisions
of the Board of Directors of PPA SA are organized and performed with
its own concern and therefore are not provided by the Municipalities of
the port area of Piraeus.
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In the conceded area of NCT the organization, performance and
supervision of measures will be determined by special agreement
between the PPA SA and the Special Purpose Company according to the
relevant regulations of PPA SA as in force.

Consequently, the Special Purpose Company will not be subject to any
municipal duties for the lighting, the cleaning (L. 1828/1989), anti-
pollution (L. 1828/1989) and to any immovable property tax (L.
2130/1993). In case the Municipality of Perama imposes any of the above
duties or taxes to the Special Purpose Company, the latter is obliged to
exercise directly and in a timely manner the appropriate legal remedy
against the act imposing the duty and to invite the PPA SA to intervene in
the relevant court case, being liable for the outcome thereof.

SECTION 31 — TRAINING OF PERSONNEL OF THE SPECIAL
PURPOSE COMPANY - CERTIFICATION OF EFFICIENCY OF
MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT OPERATORS OF THE SPECIAL
PURPOSE COMPANY

31.1 The training and the specialization of the personnel of the Special
Purpose Company in the various categories of harbour works will be
effected in the School of Professional Training of the Personnel of the
PPA that operates according to the provisions of the Presidential Decrees
362/1989 and 77/1992, at the costs of the Special Purpose Company,
according to the provisions below.

31.2 For the purpose of the present paragraph, PPA SA undertakes the
obligation to constitute at the latest until the 31* of October 2009 special
departments of the School for Professional Training of the personnel of
PPA on the subject matter of the activities of the Special Purpose
Company. The professional staff of these departments will be appointed
and paid directly by the Special Purpose Company, that will have the
responsibility, in cooperation with the Head of the Department, of the
organization and execution of the programs of professional specialization
of its personnel, taking into account the species and the technology of the
equipment to be used by the Special Purpose Company.

31.3 The provision of programs of professional specialization of the
personnel of the Special Purpose Company on the subject matter of their
activity that will be provided for each specialization is distinguished to
Theoretical and Practical (Basic Education) and Productive (Professional

~ Adaptation), accord;'ég to the provisions of the Presidential Decree
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362/1989. This education will take effect in the premises provided by the
Special Purpose Company to the School of Professional Training of the
personnel of PPA for this purpose.

31.4 Following the completion of the above programs of professional
training the School of Professional Training of the personnel of PPA will
provide the trained personnel of the Special Purpose Company with a
license of efficiency on the corresponding subject matter of training,
according to the provisions of section 8 of Presidential Decree 362/1989.

31.5 If there are expenses of the PPA SA regarding the operation of the
above departments of theoretical and practical education of the personnel
of the Special Purpose Company, the PPA SA will inform the Special
Purpose Company before these expenses occur and the Special Purpose
Company will have the obligation to pay these expenses to the PPA SA
within 15 days from the issuance of the relative invoice of the PPA SA.

SECTION 32: PROVISION OF INFORMATION

32.1. Subject to the provisions of Section 5.5 above, the Special
Purpose Company shall treat all information concerning the users of the
New Container Terminal as confidential. Such confidentiality obligation
of the Special Purpose Company shall not extend to any information
already known by the Special Purpose Company, or by the shareholders
thereof, nor to any information that exists in the public domain or is
already published by mass information media at the time of disclosure
thereof to the Special Purpose Company.

32.2. PPA S.A and the Special Purpose Company shall keep each
other informed on any issue capable of affecting the operational
capability of the latter, within the context determined by this contract, and
including, inter alia, occurrences or events such as:

-eruption of fire on NCT premises, or within the limits of PPA
S.A’s area of responsibility;

-damage and/or stoppage of work caused by adverse weather
conditions;

-industrial disputes potentially entailing stoppage of work;

-serious damage inflicted upon the project area, or upon the
installations comprised thereby, or upon the equipment thereat installed
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. -environmental pollution occurring within the area of responsibility
of PPA S.A;

32.3. The Special Purpose Company hereby undertakes the specific
obligation to immediately notify the appropriate authorities in case of any
instances of marine pollution occurring within the area involved in the
subject-matter of the Concession.

FINAL PROVISIONS
SECTION 33: APPLICABLE LAW -DISPUTE SETTLEMENT

33.1. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the applicable provisions of Greek Law, as in force.
/

33.2. Any instance of dispute, disagreement or dissent (hereinafter
referred to as «The Dispute») arising between the Parties hereto under
this Concession Agreement or in connection therewith, including all
disputes relating to the validity, the enforceability, or to the termination
thereof, shall be resolved in accordance with the provisions contained in
this Section. It is clarified that any recourse to the dispute resolution
procedure provided hereby shall not preclude the Parties from attempting
the amicable settlement thereof, without such amicable settlement efforts
suspending the dispute resolution procedure instituted, or affecting
deadlines imposed by the provisions of this section, unless otherwise
agreed between the herein contracting Parties.

33.3. In case of any dispute arising between the Parties hereto,
either of the Parties may apply to an approved independent mediator, in
order for the latter to mediate and assist the Parties to reach amicable
settlement of their dispute. In the event that the mediation attempt fails or
in the event that no mediation takes place, either of the Parties may apply
for the referral of this dispute to the Managing Directors (CEO) of PPA
S.A. and of Special Purpose Company, for them to attempt to resolve
such dispute amicably. The abovementioned individuals shall hold a
meeting, not later than seven (7) days after the date of the referral of the
dispute to them, in order to confer and to attempt to resolve such dispute
amicably. In case that such amicable settlement meeting of the Managing
Directors of the Parties does not take place or does not result in the
amicable settlement of the dispute within fifteen (15) days from the date
that the meeting has taken place, either of the Parties will have the right
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to refer the dispute for resolution by arbitration in accordance with the
Rules of Arbitration (the “Rules”) of the International Chamber of
Commerce, such arbitration to be conducted by three arbitrators to be
appointed in accordance with the Rules. The third arbitrator (umpire)
must be of the Greek nationality.

33.4. Arbitration proceedings shall be held in the city of Piraeus,
and shall be conducted in the Greek language. The arbitral tribunal to be
constituted in accordance with the Rules of the International Chamber of
Commerce shall issue its final award within a period of six (6) months
commencing upon the constitution thereof.

33.5. The Special Purpose Company and PPA S.A undertake to
implement without delay every arbitral award issued. The arbitral awards
to be issued with respect to any dispute shall be final and binding on the
Parties as of the date of the issue thereof.

/

33.6. The Parties agree that the recourse to arbitration shall not
suspend performance of the contractual = obligations thereof.
Consequently, both Parties shall be under the obligation to continue in
good faith the performance of their respective obligations and the
exercise of all their rights arising under this Agreement, throughout the
duration of the arbitration proceedings.

SECTION 34: WHOLE AGREEMENT- SEVERANCE

34.1. This Agreement, including the annexes thereto, contains the
entire agreement between PPA S.A. and the Special Purpose Company
with respect to the Concession. The only obligations and liabilities of the
Parties with respect to the Concession are those arising under this
Agreement.

342. In case that any of the terms or any provision of this
Agreement be found to be illegal or unenforceable, the validity and
enforceability of the remaining part of the Agreement shall not be
affected.

SECTION 35: NON-ASSIGNMENT CLAUSE

The Special Purpose Company hereby undertakes to refrain from
assigning, or otherwise causing the transfer of any of its rights and
obligations arising hereunder, without PPA S.A’s prior consent, except
where it is provided otherwise in this Agreement.

SECTION 36: WAIVER CLAUSE

36.1. The Special Purpose Company hereby represents and
acknowledges that, prior to the execution of this Agreement, it has
undertaken an independent and non-biased examination as to the
prevailing market conditions, and as to the project contemplated
hereunder, on the basis of a complete, in-depth and conclusive
investigation conducted thereby, thus having acquired, to the extent

36.2. Furthermore the Special Purpose Company hereby
acknowledges and accepts to undertake in the risk of any potential
deficiency, error, or omission in all the issues dealt with by the
documentation provided by PPA S.A., or related thereto in any fashion
whatsoever, and warrants, hereby, that PPA S.A shall not be regarded as
liable with respect to any potential errors etc., in any way vis-a-vis the
Special Project Company.

SECTION 37: CONFIDENTIALITY CLAUSE

37.1. Both Parties acknowledge that the information acquired
thereby during the course of performance of this Agreement shall be
treated as confidential.

37.2. In addition to the requirements pertinently posed by PPA
S.A., the Special Project Company shall treat all items of information
acquired thereby with reference to third party users of the Concession as
confidential.

37.3. Confidentiality on the part of the Parties and to the extent
provided for by the provision contained herein, shall not apply to any
information already known by the Special Purpose Company, or to the
shareholders thereof, or to information constituting public domain or
already published by mass information media at the time of disclosure
thereof to the Special Purpose Company.

SECTION 38: INDUSTRIAL AND INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

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38.1. Obligations of Special Purpose Company during the term of
the Concession

1. The Special Purpose Company hereby undertakes the obligation
to, throughout the duration of the period of the Concession, enter upon
the contractual agreements required by owners or licensees of any
Industrial and Intellectual Property rights, with a view to the legitimate
employment and utilization of same for reasons related to Project
performance, and for Pier operation and maintenance, if required.
