ON CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF SCIENCE, EDUCATION AND
CULTURE BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC AND THE PALESTINE LIBERATION ORGANISATION

FOR THE YEARS 2009-2011

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Palestine Liberation
Organisation acting for the benefit of the Palestinian National Authority, in
accordance with the article IX par. S (a) and (b) of the Israeli — Palestinian “Interim
Agreement on the West Bank and Gaza Strip” (signed in Washington, on
September 28, 1995), hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”, desirous to develop
and strengthen the friendly relations existing between the two peoples and promote
co-operation in accordance with the provisions of the Agreement on Scientific,
Cducational and Culiural Co-vperation, signed in Aihens, on the 7" of May 1353,
have agreed to adopt the following Executive Program for the years 2009, 2010
and 2011.

L EDUCATION

ARTICLE 1

The Parties shall encourage the direct co-operation between their institutions of
higher education, according to the rules and regulations valid in each other’s
territory. '
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ARTICLE 2

The Parties shall facilitate the participation of scientists in seminars, conferences,
symposia etc organised in each country.

ARTICLE 3

During the validity of the present Programme, the Parties shall exchange, two
(2) members of the scientific staff of their institutions of higher education, for a
period of up to ten (10) days, in order to exchange views, conduct researches and
give lectures.

ARTICLE 4

Each Party shall encourage the teaching of the language, history and culture of
the other Party, in its educational institutions.

ARTICLE §

The Greek Party shall grant annually:

a) three (3) scholarships for a complete programme of under-graduate studies,
for a period of twelve (12) months.
b) two (2) scholarships for post-graduate studies or research, for a period of up
- toten :
(10) months, with the possibility of renewal.

c) one (1) monthly scholarship for the attendance to the summer courses of
the Greek language and culture. The place and the period of the summer
course will be notified not later than February 28™.

The Palestinian Party shall grant annually:
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three (3) scholarships for under-graduate studies. -

ARTICLE 6

The Parties shall exchange, at request, information and documentation in order
to get acquainted with the educational system of the other country.

ARTICLE 7

During the validity of this Programme, the Parties shall exchange one (1)
teacher from the primary or secondary education and one (1) professor from their
Technological Educational Institutions, for a period of up to ten (10) days each,
with a view to get acquainted on matters of their speciality.

ARTICLE 8

During the validity of this Programme, the Greek Party shall consider the
possibility to send to the Palestinian territory, two (2) specialists in the construction
of school buildings, in order to collaborate on building modern school blocks.

ARTICLE 9

The Parties shall encourage the establishment of “Sister school” relations at the
level of secondary education.
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ARTICLE 10

The Parties shall encourage the exchange of information and documentation in
order to facilitate the competent authorities in the recognition and the equivalence
of diplomas, certificates and scientific degrees in accordance with the rules and
regulations valid in each other’s territory.

ARTICLE 11

The Parties shall encourage co-operation between their state Archives and
Libraries. To that end and during the validity of the present Programme, they shall
exchange one (1) archivist or librarian, for a period of up to ten (10) days.

ARTICLE 12

The Greek Party shall accept, annually, according to the Greek rules and
regulations, up to three (3) greek speaking Palestinian students for studying and
training at the Merchant Marine Academy.

II. CULTURE

ARTICLE 13

The Parties shall exchange two (2) archaeologists for a period of up to ten (10)
days each, in order to exchange experience in the fields related to their speciality.

ARTICLE 14

The Parties shall exchange archaeological publications.

To that purpose, the Greek Party shall transmit publications of the
Archaeological Receipts Fund.
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ARTICLE 15

The Parties shall exchange one (1) expert in conservation, for a period of up to
ten (10) days, in order to exchange experience in the field related to its speciality.

ARTICLE 16

The Parties shall exchange two to three (2-3) experts from various cultural fields,
such as visual art, literature, folklore art etc, for a period of up to seven (7) days, in
order to exchange experience in the field of their speciality.

ARTICLE 17

The Parties shall exchange one folklore exhibition or one exhibition of
photography, the subject of which shall be specified through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 18

The Parties shall encourage the initiatives of their publishing houses regarding
the translation and publication of modem literature works of the other Party. To
this end, the Parties shall exchange one or two (1-2) translators or publishers for up
to seven (7) days each.

ARTICLE 19

Each Party shall encourage participation of artistic groups of the other country
in international festivals held in its territory.
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ARTICLE 20

The Parties shall encourage bilateral co-operation and exchanges in the field of
culture, in the framework of UNESCO as well as in the framework of other
international cultural organisations.

III. MASSMEDIA

ARTICLE 21

The Parties shall encourage the exchange of radio and television programmes
related to the culture of the other country, so as each people get acquainted with the
various aspects of life of the other and in order to promote mutual understanding
and expand human values.

The Parties shall encourage co-operation between their state radio and television
organisations.

ARTICLE 22

The Parties shall encourage co-operation and contacts in cultural and social
activities, between their respective governmental structures for youth issues, as well
as between their youth organisations.

The Parties shall exchange information and experience concerning youth issues
with a view to strengthen their relations, create friendly conditions and promote
peace.
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ARTICLE 23

The two Parties will encourage co-operation in the field of Sports and Physical
Education for exchanges of athletes, coaches, sport administrators, experts and

. sport scientists participating in research programmes and programmes of

technology, on a bilateral basis, or on initiatives in the field of competitive sports,
«sports for all», professional sports development.

The fields of co-operation refer to sports sciences, training {coaching),
administration, sports organisation, professional training etc.

VI. MISCELLANEOUS

ARTICLE 24

The provisions of the present Programme do not preclude the realisation of
other exchanges in the fields of education, culture and science, provided that they

ARTICLE 25

The attached Annex, concerning general and financial provisions, constitutes an
integral part of this Programme.

ARTICLE 26

The present Programme shall enter into force on the day of its signature and it
shall remain in force until December 31, 2010. In case of delay in the signing of a

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ANNEX

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR SCIENCE AND EDUCATION,
LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

a) Exchange of scientists

The candidates to be exchanged, within the provisions of this
Programme, shall be nominated by the sending party which will notify the
receiving party two (2) months before the candidates’ proposed departure date.

The sending party shall present to the receiving party personal
particulars informing about specialisation, professional qualifications, academic
titles, languages spoken (English, French or the language of the host country),
programme of the duration of stay of those persons to be exchanged, as well as
other useful information.

The receiving party will notify the sending barty of its consent at least
one (1) month prior to the proposed date of visit.

Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving party, the sending party
shall communicate the exact date of departure, at least fifteen (15) days in advance.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1. The party granting the scholarship shall send its offers annually not later than
January 31.
2. The sending party shall forward to the receiving party the candidates’ file not

later than March 31 of the same year.
3. The candidate’s personal file must contain:
-curriculum vitae
-certified copies of diplomas
-programme of planned research or studies
<health certificate
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4. The receiving party shall announce the definite acceptance of the scholarship
holder not later than June 30.

5. The candidate receiving scholarship must speak either language of the
receiving country or English or French.

In particular, candidates for post-graduate studies in Greece must have a fair
command of the greek language and must have been accepted in a post-graduate
programme of studies.

¢) Summer Courses

The sending party shall forward to the receiving party the candidates’ files
not later than March 31%. The receiving party shall announce its final acceptance of
the candidates not later than May 31*,

As far as summer courses candidates are concerned, elementary knowledge of
the language and culture of the receiving country is indispensable. In the end of the
seminar, scholars must deliver a written report concerning their stay.

B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF SCIENCE AND
EDUCATION

1. The sending Party shall cover the cost of travelling for scientists sent under
this Programme to the receiving country’s capital and back.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:
- 110 euro daily for hotel accommodation and allowance

- travel expenses within Greek territory, if they result from the programme of
stay

3. The Palestinian Party shall cover the hospitality expenses.
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4. In case of emergency, medical assistance, in a public hospital, will be
provided by the receiving Party, for persons arriving under the provisions of this
Programme.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1. Scholars of both Parties shall provide themselves round trip transportation
between the two countries.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

-a monthly allowance of 500 euro for under-graduate scholars and 550 euro
for post-graduate scholars or researchers.
- a lump sum of 500 euro, for accommodation fees for those settling in Athens

and of 550 euro for those settling in the provinces. Students whose scholarship has
been renewed are not entitled to this sum.

- travel expenses within Greek territory, according to the approved programme
of

post-graduate studies or research , up to the sum of 150 euro.

3. The Palestinian Party shall provide:
exemption from tuition fees.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance, in a public hospital, will be provided
by the receiving Party, for persons arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

¢) Summer Courses

1. The scholars themselves shall provide round trip transportation between the two

countries.
2. All remaining expenses shall be covered by the organisers of the summer
courses/seminars in the receiving country.
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C. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this Programme will be
nominated by the sending Party, which will notify the receiving Party of his
nomination three (3) months prior to the proposed departure date. The sending
Party will also supply the receiving Party with all necessary information on the
academic and professional qualifications, as well as the proposed working
programme, duration of stay and any other information that might be useful.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its decision, at least thirty
(30) days prior to the proposed departure date. Upon receiving the consent of the
receiving Party, the sending Party will communicate the exact date of departure, at
least fifteen (15) days in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the field of cultural co-operation
will be required to have a good command of the language of the host country or
English or French.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending Party will inform the receiving Party at least twelve (12) months in
advance about the dates and the theme of the exhibition under preparation. To make
proper arrangements for the exhibition the sending Party will provide essential
technical information on the intended exhibition as well as material
indispensable for the printing of the catalogue (preface, list of objects,
photographs, etc), at least three (3) months before the opening. Exhibits will reach
the place of destination at least fifieen (15) days before the opening.
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D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under this Programme will be
covered as follows:

1. The sending Party will bear the cost of international travel to and from the
capital of the receiving Party.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

- 100 euro per day for hotel and living expenses

- a lump sum of 100 euro, upon arrival, per visit to cover costs of travels within
Greece.

3. The Palestinian Party shall cover the hospitality expenses.

4, In case of emergency, medical assistance free of charge will be provided by the
receiving Party, in public hospitals, for persons arriving under the provisions
of this Programme.

b) Exchange of exhibitions

1. The sending Party will bear costs of transportation of exhibitions to and from the
capital of the receiving country (nail to nail). The way of covering the costs of
transportation of exhibitions within the territory of the receiving country, in case
they will be organised in more than one town, will be regulated by a special
agreement between the institutions concerned of the Contracting Parties.

2. The receiving Party will bear costs of the organisation of the exhibition,
including costs of renting halls, security, technical assistance (storage facilities,
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installation arrangements, lighting, heating, dismantling and printing of
publications, such as posters, catalogues and invitations). The receiving Party will
also provide publicity to the exhibition

3. The sending Party will bear costs of insurance of the exhibits during the
transportation and holding of the exhibition. In case of damage, the receiving
Party will supply the sending Party free-of-charge with complete documentation
referring to the cause of damage, in order to facilitate the sending Party to claim
damages from the Insurance Company. The receiving Party is not authorised to
restore the damaged exhibits to their original state without the consent of the
sending Party.

4. Expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner and, when necessary, of
persons, whose attendance will be required for the installation and the dismantling
of the exhibition, will be regulated according to the financial provisions of the

present Programme.

The Parties will agree upon the number of persons accompanying the exhibition
and upon the duration of their stay.
