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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA

ON JOINT CONTROL IN REGARD TO BORDER CROSSING

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of
Bulgaria, hereinafter referred to as the “Contracting Partre"’

Wishing to facilitate border control at the crossing points of the common border,

Taking into consideration Regulation (EC) No 562/2006 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 15 March 2006 establishing a Community Code on the Rules
Governing the Movement of Persons across Borders (Schengen Borders Code),

And aiming to expedite and facilitate the crossing of the land border between the
Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Bulgaria,

HAVE AGREED as follows:

Part1l
General Provisions
Article 1

1) The Contracting Parties shall take the necessary measures in order to facilitate
and expedite border controls in regard to rail and road traffic.

2) The competent authorities of each Contracting Party may carry out border
controls on the territory of the other Contracting Party according to Para 3.

3) The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties agree to carry out controls
of the persons crossing the land border crossing points, as follows:

A) For persons entering the Hellenic Republic and exiting the Republic of
Bulgaria: the persons shall be subject to exit control by the competent
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'Bulgarian authorities and to entry control by the competent Greek authorities,
as provided for by the respective national legislation of the Contracting
Parties;

B) For persons exiting the Hellenic Republic and entering the Republic of
Bulgaria: the persons shall be subject to exit control by the competent Greek
authorities and to entry control by the competent Bulgarian authorities, as
provided for by the respective national legislation of the Contracting Parties.

In regard to the control of persons traveling by rail, the Contracting Parties may
carry out controls onboard trains while moving, provided that the technological
developments make it feasible to carry out such controls. The specific details
concerning such controls shall be defined by a separate bilateral protocol.

4) The Neighboring Country reserves the right to transfer, in exceptional cases,
temporarily and for a short period of time, the control from the Country of the
Territory back to .its own territory. The Country of the Territory shall be
informed in advance, if possible, of such a transfer.

5) A) At the Koulata-Promachonas road border crossing point, both entry and exit
controls shall be carried out at the Promachonas border check point in
accordance with paragraphs 3 and 4.

B) At the Koulata-Promachonas railway border crossing point, both entry and exit
controls shall be carried out at the Koulata border check point in accordance
with paragraphs 3 and 4.

6) A) The Contracting Parties may agree by exchanging written notifications to
extend the application of the present Agreement to other border crossing

B) Such agreement shall enter into force after 30 days from the date of receipt of
the last written notification by which either Contracting Party informs the other
about the completion of its internal legal procedures required for its entry into
force.

Article 2

1) For the purposes of this Agreement the following definitions shall apply, as
follows:

a) “Border control”: the checks carried out at the land border crossing points,
in order to ensure that the persons, including their means of transport, and
the objects in their possession, may be authorized to enter or leave the
territory of the Contracting Parties;
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b) “Country of the Territory”: the country on which territory the other
Contracting Party has installed forward border authorities or carries out
border controls by its own officials;

c) “Neighboring country”: the Contracting Party that has installed forward
border authorities in the Country of the Territory;

d) “Officials (controllers)”: the persons representing the competent border
control authorities and carrying out their duties in the forward border
authorities or in transport means during the journey, as well as their
supervisor authorities at regional level;

e) “Control Zone": the area of the Country of the Territory, in which the
officials of the Neighboring Country are authorized to carry out border
control;

f) “Forward Border Authorities”: the competent border authorities of the
Neighboring Country located in the territory of the Country_ of the Territory.

Article 3
The competent authorities to implement this Agreement are:
1. For the Hellenic Republic: -
- the Hellenic Police.
2. For the Republic of Bulgaria:

- the Chief Directorate of Border Poiice.

Article 4

1) The national legislation on border control of the Neighboring Country is
applicable in the Country of the Territory for border control carried out by the
officials of the Neighboring Country. In all other cases, the legislation of the
Country of the Territory is applicable.

2) The border control carried out by the officials of the Neighboring Country in the
Control Zone is considered to have taken place on the territory of the

Neighboring Country.

3) Any violation concerning the border control by officials of the Neighboring
Country is considered to have been committed on the territory of the

Neighboring Country.

Article 5

The border control of the country of exit is conducted prior to the border control
of the country of entry.

After the beginning of the border control conducted by the officials of the
country of exit, the officials of the country of entry can start the border control
on the persons who have already been controlled by the officials of the country
of exit.

After the beginning of the border control conducted by the officials of the
country of entry according to Para 2 the officials of the country of exit are no
longer authorized to conduct border controls. If, however, after the beginning
of the entry control, there is a suspicion that a person may have committed an
offence or if it has retrospectively become known that a wanted person, who
should be arrested or detained, is in the Control Zone, then the officials of the
country of exit may conduct, with the consent of the officials of the country of
entry, additional exit control.

Article 6

The competences referred to in Article 5 include the authorization of arrest and
detention, as well as the authorization of transfer to the Neighboring Country.

The competences referred to in Article 5 include readmission to the
Neighboring Country in accordance with the provisions of the Agreement
batwean the Government of the Hallenic Penublic and the Government of the

Republic of Bulgaria Regarding the Readmission of Persons Whose Residence is
ilegal, signed in Athens on 15 December 1995.

The application of paragraphs 1 and 2 is without prejudice to the legislation of
the Contracting Parties on asylum.

Article 7

At the road and railway axis (routes) leading from the territory of the Neighboring
Country to its forward border authorities, which are located in the Country of the
Territory, the provisions concerning the border control of both countries shall apply,
provided that the provisions of the country of exit are applied prior to the provisions

of the country of entry.

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Article 8

The persons, who have been refused border crossing by the officials of the country
of entry, shall not be refused return to the country of exit, the authorities of which
shall be responsible for their further treatment.

Article 9

The Contracting Parties shall support each other and maintain close and permanent
contact and cooperation aiming at the effective implementation of border control
and, therefore, exchange all necessary information for this purpose, in accordance

Part II
Legal Status of the Neighboring Country Officials
Atticle 10

The officials of the Neighboring Country shall move to the border service in the
Country of the Territory where they have to carry out their duties with a passport or
identity card.

Article 11

1) The officials of the Neighboring Country while on duty in the Country of the
Territory shall not carry weapons.

2) The officials of the Neighboring Country, who according to this Agreement carry
out their duties in the Country of the Territory, shall wear their service uniform

In case of death or bodily injury of an official of the Neighboring Country
caused while carrying out his/her duties or in relation to these duties or in case
that an object which the official brings along suffers damage or is destroyed,
compensation claims for these damages shall be judged according to the
legislation of the country where the criminal offence took place.

The courts of the Contracting Party on the territory of which the offence
causing the damage has been conducted or where the person who has caused
the damage has his/her permanent residence, are competent with regard to
claims lodged in accordance with paragraph 2.

Article 14

The Heads of the Regional Services of either Contracting Parties shall keep
informed each other in writing on the full names, the date of birth, the number
of the official card or the identity card and the authority to which their officials
carrying out their duties in the Country of the Territory are appointed.

Each Contracting Party shall, upon request by the other Contracting Party,
remove or recall its officials from the territory of the other Contracting Party.
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Part III

Forward Border Authorities of the Neighboring Country in the Country of
the Territory

Article 15

The premises of the forward border authorities of the Neighboring Country should be
designated with special signs and a distinctive mark in both Greek and Bulgarian
languages.

Article 16

The officials of the forward border authorities are entitled, within their premises, to
maintain order and to keep away all persons violating the law. -

Article 17

The money collected by the officials of the forward border authority or borne
officially by the officials of the Neighboring Country during border control at the
Country of the Territory, as well as objects confiscated by them, may be transferred
to the territory of the Neighboring Country.

Article 18

1) The Country of the Territory allows the free establishment and operation of
communication installations necessary for the forward border authorities and
the border control carried out on transport means during the journey, including
the electronic personal data processing equipment, as well as their connection
with the respective installations of the Neighboring Country. The operation of
these installations is considered as internal communications of the Neighboring
Country.

2) Except for the cases referred to in Para 1, the provisions of the Contracting
Party regarding the establishment, maintenance and operation of the
communication installations, including the electronic data processing equipment,
remain applicable.

3) The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall mutually arrange the
necessary measures according to Para 1.

Article 19

Final Provisions
Article 20

This Agreement is without prejudice to any rights and obligations of the Contracting
Parties provided for by other international agreements to which they are parties.

Any differences concerning the interpretation or implementation of this Agreement
shaii be settied throughn consuitations between the Contracting Farties.

Article 21

With regard to the national security or other significant public interests, or in case it
would be inconsistent with its national legislation, each of the Contracting Parties may
deny assistance temporarily, fully or partly. The other Contracting Party shall
immediately be informed in writing, about the grounds for such denial.

Article 23

This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period of time and shall cease to be in
force without any notification whatsoever on the date set by the Council of the
European Union for the lifting of the land border controls between the Schengen

Contracting Parties and Bulgaria within the framework of its ‘decision regarding the full =~

implementation of the Schengen acquis to the Republic of Bulgaria in accordance with
the Act of Accession of the Republic of Bulgaria and Romania to the European Union
and the Protocol integrating the Schengen acquis into the framework of the European
Union.

Done in Sofia on 29 April 2008 in two original copies each in Greek, Bulgarian, and
English language, all texts being equally authentic. In case of differences in the
interpretation of the provisions of this Agreement the English text shall prevail.
