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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENSE
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE
OF THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA

CONCERNING
THE COOPERATION
BETWEEN
THE HELLENIC NAVY HYDROGRAPHIC SERVICE

AND

THE BULGARIAN NAVY HYDROGRAPHIC SERVICE
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1. PURPOSE
The purpose of this MOU is to set the principles for co-operation between the
Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Bulgaria and the National Ministry of Defense
of the Hellenic Republic (hereafter referred to as the "Participants"), in the field of
hydrography, nautical cartography and oceanography and related matters with the
objectives of:

a.) Enhancing intemnational maritime safety and the protection of the environment,

b.) Avoiding duplication of effort,

c.)Facilitafing the exchange of information,

d.)Collaborating for mutual benefit,

e.)Sharing information on developments of mutual interest.

2. SCOPE
2. 1. By this MOU, the Participants agree to exchange for internal reference use only:
a.) Printed paper charts and other nautical publications, including published
updating material.
b.) Reproduction material.
c.) Information on production plans technological developments etc.
d.) Additional data information and material as approved by the
Participants on a case by-case basis.
2.2. Such exchanges will be related to a variety of cooperation such as:
a.) Use of supplied products and data in the preparation of products and services
provided by the receiving Hydrographic Service.
b.) Facsimile reproduction of nautical charts and publications.
¢.) Co production of nautical charts and publications.
d.) Exchange of experience and on the job training of personnel.
2.3. Further details on these arrangements related to the above items are set out in the
following provisions.

3. GENERAL PROVISIONS

3.1 Handling Restrictions

All classified information, exchanged of generated in connection of this MOU
will be used, transmitted, stored, handled and safeguarded in accordance with the
national legislations of the Participants and the international agreements for the
protection of such information in force between their respective states.

3.2 Acknowledgements

Where any data received from the providing participant is used in the products of
the receiving Participant, due acknowledgement of the original source must be given in
such products.

3.3. Financial arrangements

Arrangements covering financial payments, which arise between the Participants,
are defined in the Specific Provisions. The exchange of "free of charge” items will be
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reviewed periodically to ensure equability.

3.4 Points of contact

Points of contact for any enquiries conceming implementation aspects of this
MOU will be the Director of the Hellenic Navy Hydrographic Service and the
Head of the Bulgarian Navy Hydrographic Service, respectively. '

4. SPECIFIC PROVISIONS
4.1. Exchange of charts and other nautical publications.

4.1.1. The Bulgarian Navy Hydrographic Service will provide the
Hellenic Navy Hydrographic Service (HNHS) at no cost the
nautical charts and publications listed at the attached Annex A.

4.1.2. The Hellenic Navy Hydrographic Service will provide the
Bulgarian Navy Hydrographic Service at no cost the nautical
charts and publications listed at the attached Annex B.

4.2 Use of exchanged charts and publications in products
The Participants agree that they can use the exchanged nautical charts and nautical
publications in their national products, subject to the terms and conditions set out below:
a.) Facsimile reproductions of national charts

(1) The Participants will supply each other with reproduction material for
national charts, which the receiving participant wishes to adopt into his
own chart series.

(2) The Printer Nation will replace the original national chart number
with its own national number. The following marginal legend will be
added to the chart in national language: "Modified reproduction of
Hellenic/Bulgarian chartro........... originally publishedon ... ...
..... (New Edition . .....)"

(3) The Printer Nation may make modifications or additions as considered
necessary to make the chart more convenient for his own users. No
alterations with navigational implications may be made without the prior
consent of the producer nation.

(4) The Participants will exchange, as quickly as possible, all
appropriate information, including Notice to Mariners, pertaining
to any chart for which reproduction material has been supplied.
Should the printer nation receive information affecting the
reproduced chart, it may issue a Notice to Manners, but will at the
same time inform the Producer Nation by the quickest available
method. When either Participant issues a Notice to Mariners block
for partial correction of the chart, the reproduction material for the
block, and a colour printed copy, will be forwarded as required by
the Printer Nation.

(5) The Producer Nation will notify the printing Participant of an intended
new edition of an adopted chart at least two months in advance of
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publishing, and will supply reproduction material automatically.
(6) Financial terms - No reimbursement will be charged on copyright fees.
The selling price of charts produced by one country and printed by the
other cannot be greater that those of the producing nation.
b.) Use of exchanged charts or data, as source material in the recompilation of
products

(1) Where national charts are not available or do not meet the
requirements of the reproducing Participant, recompilation of charts,
making use of exchanged charts and data as source material, will be
permitted.

(2) Details of planned recompilations will be advised to the supplying
Participant in advance of publication, and if possible, at least six months
prior to publication.

(3) Financial terms - No reimbursement will be charged on copyright
fees.

c.) Use of other nautical publications

(1) The Participants will consider on a case-by-case basis the exchange
of reproduction material for other nautical publications, which the
receiving Participant wishes to adopt into its own series of
publications.

(2) Where national publications are not available or do not meet the
requirements of the reproducing Participant, recompilation of
publications, making use of exchanged publications and data as
source material, will be permitted.

(3) Details of planned recompilations will be advised to the supplying
Participant in advance of publication, and, if possible at least six
months prior to publication.

(4) Financial terms- No reimbursement will be charged on copyright
fees.

4.3 Co-production of nautical charts

The Participants agree to co-operate for the co-production of Nautical charts
after the necessary consultations, on a case-by-case basis according to their
national interests and charting responsibilities.

4.4, Exchange of Experience and Expertise

The Participants agree that the Hellenic Navy Hydrographic Service and the
Bulgarian Navy Hydrographic Service will establish direct relations and contacts
including exchange of personnel visits for the purpose of sharing experience and
expertise and enhancing the over-all implementation of this MOU.

5. DISPUTES AMENDMENTS
5.1 Any dispute regarding the interpretation or implementation of this MOU will
be settled through consultation between the Participants and without recourse to any
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outside jurisdiction.
5.2 This MOU may be amended or supplemented at any time by mutual written
consent upon the request of either Participant.

6. COMMENCEMENT AND DURATION

6.1 This MOU will enter into force on the date of the last signature.

6.2 This MOU will remain in effect until it is terminated by either Participant through
giving six months written notice. Should this MOU be terminated, each Participant will be
able to continue to use the materials already exchanged in accordance with this MOU.

7. DEFINITIONS
The Definitions used in this Memorandum are as defined in the Annex C
