The Special Violent Crime Division (SVCD) of the Hellenic Police on
behalf of the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Terrorist
Screening Center of the United States of America (TSC) on behalf of the
Government of the United States of America, (hereinafter referred to as

“the Participants”),

Having determined that their joint efforts to prevent and address
international terrorism should include additional cooperation, and

Desiring to establish appropriate procedures for access to, and exchange of,
information concerning terrorist acts,

Have reached the following understanding to guide their cooperation:

Section I

Definitions

1.  “Classified information” means:

a.  for the United States, classified national security information
determined pursuant to Executive Order 12958, as amended, or
any successor order to require protection against unauthorized
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disclosure and marked to indicate its classified status when in
documentary form.

b.  for the Hellenic Republic, classified information means
information or material to be transmitted under any form,
needing protection against unauthorized disclosure and

classified according to the EU protection levels (203/C 201/01).

2.  “Correcting information” means any information that is intended to
correct a misidentification or any other error in data provided under the

Arrangement.

3.  “Need to know” means that an authorized holder of information has
justifiably concluded that an authorized user requires knowledge of specific
information in order to perform or assist in a lawful and authorized
governmental function.

4.  “Providing Participant” means, with regard to information provided
under this Arrangement, either the TSC or the SVCD. .

5.  “Receiving Participant” means, with regard to information received
under this Arrangement, either the TSC o.r'tbe SﬂYCD.

6. “KRelevani Agency” means:

a.  for the United States, any intelligence, law enforcement,

: diplomatic, immigration, military, public security or other
agency of the government, including Federal, State, local,
territorial and tribal governmental authorities, that may have
officials who have access to information provided under the
terms of this Arrangement or that may be asked, in the event
information is verified as described in Section IV, to provide
additional information or take other actions to assist in
accomplishing the stated purposes of this Arrangement as set

forth in the Preamble.

b.  for the Hellenic Republic, the Hellenic Police Services at the
national level.
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Section II
Scope of Information Exchange

1. The Participants intend to provide each other information concerning
terrorist acts in accordance with the purpose and provisions of this
Arrangement, subject to each Participant’s national laws and regulations and
except in cases where the Providing Participant determines that provision of
such information would be contrary to its national interest.

a.  The TSC intends to provide the SVCD access to information
concerning individuals from its Terrorist Screening Database
(TSDB) that has been approved for release to certain forelgn

partners.

b.  The SVCD intends to provide the TSC information concerning
individuals convicted of terrorist acts and information
conceming individuals accused of terrorist.acts under
provisions of its national law, mcludmg legxslatxon on the
protection of personal data.

between the United States and the Hellenic Republic.

4,  If a Participant becomes aware information it received or provided
under this Arrangement may be inaccurate, then the Participant, subject to its
domestic laws and regulations, is to advise the other Participant as soon as
practicable and provide correcting information. The United States intends to
make regular updates (including corrections) to information in the TSDB,
but does not intend to provide notice when such updates are made.
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5. Upon receipt of correcting information, the Receiving Participant
should ensure and confirm to the Providing Participant that any erroneous
information and any derivatively created information is destroyed or
corrected pursuant to Section V, Paragraphs 1 and 12, of this Arrangement.

Section IV
Procedures for Verification of Information

1. To verify information received under this Arrangement, the
Participants, in accordance with their respective national law and
regulations, intend to notify each other through their designated contacts for
verification of information at the TSC and the SVCD. The designated
contacts are expected to be available 24 hours a day, seven days a week.
The Participants understand, however, that such notice may not be feasible

in some limited cases.

2. Upon verification of information provided under this Arrangement,
the Participants should, in accordance with their national law and regulations
and without prejudice to the sovereignty, security and public order of their
country, endeavor to assist in confirming the information, also providing
immediately, if possible, releasable information, relevant threat assessments,
and facilitate appropriate operational responses, taking into account, to the
extent possible, any additional information provided by the Providing
Participant as well as any requests concerning appropriate responses and
endeavoring to ensure that other Relevant Agencies of its government do so

as well.

3.  Inaccordance with and to the extent permitted by their respective
national law and international obligations, the Participants are not to disclose
to the individual or any other person or entity any information obtained
under this Arrangement, except on a need-to-know basis to their relevant

agencies.
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Section V

Use and Protection of Information

Accuracy of Information

1. Each Participant is expected to use the most current screening
information it receives from the Providing Participant under this
Arrangement to conduct related security screening. Each Participant is
expected to expeditiously update its records (i.€., correct, modify or delete)
once notified of a change to information provided under this Arrangement.
Each Participant understands that it should not use or rely upon information
that has been received under the terms of this Arrangement when it has been
superseded by new information, or in the event that participation under this
Arrangement is discontinued, except as provided in Paragraph 12, below.

Protection from stclosure

2. A Receiving Participant is expected to limit access to information it
receives from the Providing Participant under this Arrangement solely to its
personnel and Relevant Agencies of its government on a need to know basis
and only for the stated purposes of this Arrangement as set forth in the

Preamble.

3.  Any other disclosure of information received under this Arrangement
requires prior written consent of the Providing Participant. Requests for
such consent to a disclosure should be made by the Receiving Participant to
the Providing Participant through the point of contact.

4,  Any reproduction, dissemination, or communication of any
information provided by the TSC or the SVCD under this Arrangement,
other than name, date of birth, passport number, passport country of

Security of Information

Oversight and Monitoring

9.  Each Participant is expected to monitor its respective compliance with
the provisions of this Arrangement pertaining to the protection of
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information and to communicate with the other, as appropriate, regarding
protection and security issues.

10.  Each Participant is expected to ensure that all of its personnel with
access to information obtained under the terms of this Arrangement are
trained in the safeguards required to protect the information. A Receiving
Participant is expected to keep a record of the individuals who are permitted
access to the information provided by the Providing Participant and to report
to the other any attempts to gain inappropriate access to or inappropriately
use or disclose information provided by the other.

11.  Each Participant is expected to keep an audit record within the
framework of this Arrangement as to when the data were received, how long
the data were held, and how they were used, and should make such
information available to the Providing Participant, if requested.

12. Each Participant is expected to promptly destroy information obtained
under the terms of this Arrangement, that has been superseded by new
information or that has been corrected pursuant to Section III, Paragraph 5 of
this Arrangement, to the extent practicable.

a.  Inthe event that cither Participant ceases participation in this
Arrangement. each Participant should destroy all information
obtained under the terms of this Arrangement, to the extent
practicable, unless otherwise mutually accepted in writing.

b.  Each Participant should use the most stringent procedures that
are in place for the disposal of sensitive personal and/or
national security information.

Redress

13. Complaints registered by an individual should be processed and
protected in accordance with the Participants’ respective national law and
international obligations on the protection of personal data. In accordance
with the aforementioned, if a Participant receives a complaint related to
information provided by the other Participant pursuant to this Arrangement,
the Participant receiving the complaint should inform and, if necessary,
provide a copy of the complaint and any identity documents available to the
other Participant. The Participants should consult, where appropriate and on
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a case by case basis, with respect to any actions to be taken. Where
appropriate, corrections should be made to the information. The Participants

are expected to protect the information received under this paragraph in
accordance with Paragraph 5.

the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and
the Government of the United States of America
On Enhancing Cooperation in
Preventing and Combating Serious Crime

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the United States of
America (hereinafter the “Parties”),

Prompted by the desire to cooperate as partners to prevent and combat serious crime,
particularly terrorism, more eﬁ'ectlvely,

Recogmzmg that information sharing is an essential component in the fight against
serious crime, pamcularly terrorism,

Recognizing the importance of preventing and combating serious crime, particularly
terrorism, while respecting fundamental rights and freedoms, notably pnvacy,

Inspired by the Council of the European Union Decision 2008/615/JHA on the stepping
up of cross-border cooperation, particularly in combating terrorism and cross-border
crime, and

Seeking to enhance and encourage cooperation between the Pames in the spirit of
partnership,

Have agreed as follows:

Definitions
For the purposes of this Agreement,

1. Criminal justice purpose shall include activities defined as the administration of
criminal justice, which means the performance of any of the following activities:
detection, apprehension, detention, pretrial release, post-trial release, prosecution,
adjudication, correctional supervision, or rehabilitation activities of accused persons
or criminal offenders. The administration of criminal justice also includes criminal
identification activities.

2. DNA profiles (DNA identification patterns) shall mean a letter or numerical code
representing a number of identifying features of the non-coding part of an analyzed
human DNA sample, i.e. of the specific chemical form at the various DNA loci.

3. Personal data shall mean any information relating to an identified or identifiable
natural person (“data subject”). An identifiable person is one who can be identified,
directly or indirectly, in particular by reference to an identification number or to one
or more factors specific to his or her physical, physiological, mental, economic,
cultural or social identity.
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4. Processing of personal data shall mean any operation or set of operations that is
performed upon personal data, whether or not by automated means, such as
collection, recording, organization, storage, adaptation or alteration, sorting, retrieval,
consultation, use, disclosure by supply, dissemination or otherwise making available,
combination or alignment, blocking, or deletion through erasure or destruction of

personal data,

5. Reference data shall mean a DNA profile and the related reference (DNA reference
data) or fingerprinting data and the related reference (fingerprinting reference data).
Reference data must not contain any data from which the data subject can be directly
identified. Reference data not traceable to any individual (untraceables) must be
recognizable as such. ' .

Artlcle 2 ,
Purpose and Scope of this Agreement
1. The purpose of this Agreement is to enhance the cooperation between the United
States of America and the Hellenic Republic in preventmg and combating serious

crime.

2. The scope of this Agreement shall encompass only crimes constituting an offense
punishable by a maximum deprivation of libetty of more than one year or a more
serious penalty. To ensure compliance with their national laws, the Parties may
provide each other lists of the particular serious crimes for which a Party shall not be
obligated to supply personal data as descnbed in Articles 6 and 9 of the Agreement.

Article 3
Fingerprinting data
For the purpose of implementing this Agreement, the Parties chall ensure the availability
of reference data from the file for the national automated fingerprint identification
systems established for detecting, combating, and investigating criminal offenses.
Reference data shall only include fingerprinting data and a reference.

Article 4
Automated querying of fingerprint data
1. For detecting, combating, and investigating serious crime, each Party shall allow the
other Party’s national contact points, as referred to in Article 7, hit/no hit access to the
reference data in the automated fingerprint identification system, which it has
established for that purpose, with the power to conduct automated queries by
comparing fingerprinting data. Queries may be conducted only in individual cases
and in compliance with the querying Party’s national law.

2. Comparison of fingerprinting data with reference data held by the Party in charge of
the file shall be carried out by the querying national contact points by means of the
automated supply of the reference data required for a firm match. '

3. When needed, further analysis for the purpose of confirming a match of the
fingerprinting data with reference data held by the Party in charge of the file shall be
carried out by the requested national contact points.
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Article 5
Alternative means to query using
identifying data
1. Until the Hellenic Republic has a fully operational and automated fingerprint
identification system that links to individual records of arrests and convictions and is
prepared to provide the United States with automated hit/no hit access to such a
system, it shall provide an alternative means to conduct a query using other
identifying personal data to determine a firm match linking the individual to
additional data. Query powers shall be exercised in the same manner as provided in
Article 4 and a firm match shall be treated the same as a firm match of fingerprinting
data to allow for the supply of additional data as provided for in Article 6.

2. The querying powers provided for under this Agreement shall be used only for a
criminal justice purpose, including when applied at the border where an individual for
whom the additional data is sought has been identified for further inspection.

Article 6
Supply of further personal and other data
Should the procedure referred to in Article 4 show a match between fingerprinting data,
the supply of any available further personal data and other data relating to the reference
data shall be governed by the national law, including the legal assistance rules, of the
requested Party.
Article 7
National contact points and implementing
agreements
1. For the purpose of the supply of data as referred to in Articles 4 and 5, each Party
shall desigiaie une or more nationai contact points. The powers of the contact points
shall be governed by the national law of the Party designating the contact point.

2. The technical and procedural details for the queries conducted pursuant to Articles 4
and 5 shall be set forth in one or more implementing agreements or arrangements.

Article 8
Automated querying of DNA profiles

1. If permissible under the national law of both Parties and on the basis of reciprocity,
the Parties may allow each other’s national contact point, as referred to in Article 10,
hit/no hit access to the reference data in their DNA analysis files, with the power to
conduct automated queries by comparing DNA profiles for the investigation of
serious crime. Queries may be made only in individual cases and in compliance with

the querying Party’s national law.

2. Should an automated query show that a DNA profile supplied matches a DNA profile

entered in the other Party’s file, the querying national contact point shall receive by
automated notification the reference data for which a match has been found. If no

match can be found, automated notification of this shall be given.
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Article 9
Supply of further personal and other data
Should the procedure referred to in Article 8 show a match between DNA profiles, the
supply of any available further personal data and other data relating to the reference data
shall be governed by the national law, including the legal assistance rules, of the
requested Party.

Article 10 v
National contact point and implementing
agreements
1. For the purposes of the supply of data as set forth in Article 8, each Party shall
designate a national contact point. The powers of the contact point shall be governed
by the national law of the Party designating the contact point.

2. The technical and procedural details for the queries conducted pursuant to Article 8
shall be set forth in one or more implementing agreements or arrangements.

Article 11
Supply of personal and other data in order
to prevent serious criminal and terrorist.
offenses
1. For purposes of detecting, combating and investigating serious criminal and terrorist
offenses, a Party may, in compliance with its national law, in individual cases, even
without being requested to do so, supply the other Party’s relevant national contact
point, as referred to in paragraph 6, with the personal data specified in paragraph 2, in
so far as is necessary because particular circumstances give reason to believe that the
data subject(s): - :
a. may be planning to commit or has committed terrorist or terrorism related
offenses, or offenses related to a terrorist group or association, as those offenses
are defined under the supplying Party’s national law; or

b. is undergoing or has undergone training to commit the offenses referred to in
subparagraph a; or :

¢. may be planning to commit or has committed a serious criminal offense, or
participates in an organized criminal group or association.

2. The personal data to be supplied shall include, if available, surname, first names,
former names, other names, aliases, alternative spelling of names, sex, date and place
of birth, current and former nationalities, passport number, numbers from other
identity documents, and fingerprinting data, as well as the nature of any conviction or
of the circumstances giving rise to the belief referred to in paragraph 1.

3. The supplying Party may, in compliance with its national law, impose conditions on
the use that may be made of such data by the receiving Party. If the receiving Party
accepts such data, it shall be bound by any such conditions.
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4. Generic restrictions with respect to the legal standards of the receiving Party for
processing personal data may not be imposed by the supplying Party as a condition
under paragraph 3 to providing data.

3. In addition to the personal data referred to in paragraph 2, the Parties may provide
each other with non-personal data related to the offenses set forth in paragraph 1.

6. Each Party shall designate one or more national contact points for the exchange of
personal and other data under this Article with the other Party’s contact points. The
powers of the national contact points shall be governed by the national law of the
Party designating the contact point.

~ Article12 .
Privacy and Personal Data Protection
1. The Parties recognize that the handling and processing of personal data that they
acquire from each other is of critical importance to preserving confidence in the
implementation of this Agreement.

2. The Parties commit themselves to processmg personal data fairly and in accord with
their respective laws and:

a. ensuring that the personal data provided are adcquate and relevant in relation to
the specific purpose of the transfer'

b. retaining personal data only 50 long as necessary for the speclﬁc purpose for
which the data were provided or further processed in accordance with this
Agreement; and

c. ensuring that possnbly inaccurate personal data are timely brought to the attention
of the rocciving Party in order that appiopiiaie Curreciive aciion is iaken.

3. This Agreement shall not give rise to rights on the part of any private person,
including to obtain, suppress, or exclude any evidence, or to impede the sharing of
personal data. Rights existing independently of this Agreement, however, are not
affected.

Article 13
Limitation on processing to protect
personal and other data

I. Without prejudice to Article 11, paragraph 3, each Party may process data obtained
under this Agreement:

a. for the purpose of its criminal investigations;
b. for preventing a serious threat to its public security;

¢. in its non-criminal judicial or administrative proceedings directly related to
investigations set forth in subparagraph (a); or

d. for any other purpose, only with the prior consent of the Party which has supplied
the data.
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2. The Parties shall not communicate data provided under this Agreement to any third
State, international body or private entity without the consent of the Party that
provided the data and without the appropriate safeguards.

3. A Party may conduct an automated query of the other Party’s fingerprint or DNA
files under Articles 4 or 8, and process data received in response to such a query,
including the communication whether or not a hit exists, solely in order to:

a. establish whether the compared DNA proﬁles or fingerprint data match;

b. prepare and submit a follow-up request for assistance in compliance with national
law, including the legal assistance rules, if those data match; or

¢. conduct record-keeping, as provided for by its national law.

The Party administering the file may process the data supplied to it by the querying Party
during the course of an automated query in accordance with Articles 4 and 8 solely where
this is necessary for the purposes of comparison, providing automated replies to the query
or record-keeping pursuant to Article 13. The data supplied for comparison shall be
deleted immediately following data comparison or automated replies to queries unless
further processing is necessary for the purposes mentioned under this Article, paragraph
3, subparagraphs (b) or (c).
Article 14
Correction, blockage and deletion of data

1. Atthe request of the supplying Party, the receiving Party shall be obliged to correct,
block, or delete, consistent with its national law, data received under this Agreement

that are incorrect or incomplete or if its collection or further processing contravenes
this Agreement or the rules applicable to the supplying Party.
Where a Party bocomes awaic tial data it as received from the other Party under this

Agreement are not accurate, it shall take all appropriate measures to safeguard against
erroneous reliance on such data, which shall include in particular supplementation,

deletion, or correction of such data.

3. Each Party shall notify the other if it becomes aware that material data it has
transmitted to the other Party or received from the other Party under this Agreement
are inaccurate or unreliable or are subject to significant doubt.

)

Article 15
Documentation
1. Each Party shall maintain a record of the transmission and receipt of data
communicated to the other Party under this Agreement. This record shall serve to:

a. ensure effective monitoring of data protection in accordance with the national law
of the respective Party;
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b. enable the Parties to effectively make use of the rights granted to them according
to Articles 14 and 18; and

c. ensure data security.
. The record shall include:
a. information on the data supplied;

b. the date of supply; and
c. the recipient of the data in case the data are supplied to other entities.

. The recorded data shall be protected with suitable measures against inappropriate use
and other forms of improper use and shall be kept for two years. After the
conservation period the recorded data shall be deleted unless the corresponding
personal data is retained for a longer period pursuant to Article 12, paragraph 2(b).

" Article 16

Data Security S
. The Parties shall ensure that the necessary technical measures and orgamzatlonal
arrangements are utilized to protect personal data against accidental or unlawfu!
destruction, accidental loss or un;iuthorized disclosure, alteration, access or any
unauthorized form of processing. The Parties in particular shall reasonably take
measures to ensure that only those authorized to access personal data can have acoess

to such data.

. The 1mplementing agreements or arrangements that govern the procedures for
automated querying of fingerprint and DNA fi les pursuant to Articles 4 and 8 shall

provide:

a. that appropriate use is made of moderii technology to ensure data protection,
security, confidentiality and integrity;

b. that encryption and authorization procedures recognized by the competent
authorities are used when having recourse to generally accessible networks; and

c. for a mechanism to ensure that only permissible queries are conducted.

Article 17

Transparency - Providing information to

the data subjects
. Nothing in this Agreement shall be interpreted to interfere with the Parties’ legal
obligations, as set forth by their respective laws, to provide data subjects with
information as to the purposes of the processing and the identity of the data
controller, the recipients or categories of recipients, the existence of the right of
access to and the right to rectify the data concerning him or her and any further
information such as the legal basis of the processing operation for which the data are
intended, the time limits for storing the data and the right of recourse, in so far as
such further information is necessary, having regard for the purposes and the specific
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circumstances in which the data are processed, to guarantee fair processing with
respect to data subjects.

2. Such information may be denied in accordance with the respective laws of the Parties,
including if providing this information may jeopardize:

a. the purposes of the processing;

b. investigations or prosecutions conducted by the competent authorities in the
United States or by the competent authorities in the Hellenic Republic; or

c. the rights and freedoms of third parties.

Article 18
‘ * Information ~
Upon request, the receiving Party shall inform the supplying Party of the processing of
supplied data and the result obtained. The receiving Party shall ensure that its answer is
communicated to the supplying Party in a timely manner,

Article 19
Relation to Other Agreements
Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to limit or prejudice the provxszons of any
treaty, other agreement, forms of cooperation, or domestic law allowing for information
sharing between the Umted States and the Hellenic Republic.

Article 20
. Consultations
L. The Partxes shall consult each other regularly on the implementation of the provisions

of this Angvun-m..

2. Inthe event of any dxspute regarding the interpretation or application of this
Agreement, the Parties shall consult each other in order to facilitate its resolution.

Article 21

Expenses
Each Party shall bear the expenses incurred by its authorities in implementing this
Agreement. In special cases, the Parties may agree on different arrangements.

Article 22
Termination of the Agreement
This Agreement may be terminated by either Party with three months' notice in writing to
the other Party. The provisions of this Agreement shall continue to apply to data supplied

prior to such termination.
Article 23

Amendments
1. The Parties shall enter into consultations with respect to the amendment of this

Agreement at the request of either Party.
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2. This Agreement may be amended by written agreement of the Parties at any time.
Any such amendments shall enter into force in accordance with the procedure
provided for in Article 24 paragraph 1 for the entry into force of this Agreement.

Article 24
Entry into force
3. This Agreement shall enter into force, with the exception of Articles 8 through 10, on
the date of the later note completing an exchange of diplomatic notes between the
Parties indicating that each has taken any steps necessary to bring the Agreement into

force.

4. Articles 8 through 10 of this Agreement shall enter into force following the
conclusion of the implementing agreement(s) or arrangement(s) referenced in Article
10 and on the date of the later note completing an exchange of diplomatic notes
between the Parties indicating that each Party is able to implement those articies on a
reciprocal basis. This exchange shall occur if the laws of both Parties permit the type
of DNA screening contemplated by Articles 8 through 10.
