PROTOCOL
OF THE SECOND SESSION
OF THE GREEK-RUSSIAN JOINT COMMISSION
ON TOURISM

In accordance with:

- the provisions of Article 8 of the Agreement on Cooperation in the field
of Tourism, between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Russian Federation, signed in Athens on the 30th of

June 1993;

- the recommendations in the Protocol of the VI Session of the Joint
Greek-Russian Commission on Economic, Industrial, Scientific and

Technical Cooperation;

- the conclusions of the 1st Session of the Greek-Russian Joint Commission
on Tourism held in Moscow on the 20 of March 2007,

the 2 Session of the Greek-Russian Joint Commission on Tourism Cooperation
was held in Moscow on the 7th of June 2010.

The Greek delegation was headed by Mr. Georgios Poussaios, Secretary
General of Tourism of the Ministry of Culture and Tourism of the Hellenic
Republic and the Russian delegation was headed by Mr. Evgeny Pisarevsky,
Deputy Head of the Federal Agency for Tourism of the Russian Federation.

The members of the two delegations are mentioned in the Annex I and

I1 of this Protocol.

Item 1: Adoption of the Agenda

The Agenda of the Session is adopted and attached as Annex III.
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Item 2: Review of the bilateral relations in the field of tourism

Both Parties expressed their satisfaction on the results of the 1¢ Session
of the Greek-Russian Joint Commission on Tourism, held in Moscow on the
20 of March 2007.

Both Parties considered as very constructive the 2" Session of the
Greek-Russian Joint Commission on Tourism, held in Moscow on the 7th of

June 2010, which is expected to strengthen the bilateral relations in the field of

tourism between Greece and Russia.

Both Parties expressed their satisfaction with the organization on the
island of Rhodes, Greece, of an “on the job training programme” during the
summer 2010 for Russian students from tourism education institutions,
including vocational tourism schools.

Item 3: Exchange of information on the development of tourism in the two
countries

The Heads of the two delegations respectively exchanged brief
information concerning the development of the tourism sector in Greece and
Russia as well as the measures taken by them to diversify and enrich their
tourist offer.

Item 4: Measures to be taken for the promotion of tourism cooperation
between the two countries

Taking into consideration the necessity of promoting cooperation
between the two countries and the importance of implementing the bilateral
Agreement on Cooperation in the field of Tourism effectively, both Parties
have agreed as follows:

e Both Parties will assist to increase the tourist flows between Greece and
Russia.

e Both Parties will recommend to their appropriate Authorities to
facilitate as much as possible the tourist movement between the two
countries in accordance with their respective national legislation and
without prejudice to their international obligations.
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Both Parties will contribute to facilitate direct contacts between their
National Tourism Authorities and/or Organizations.

Both Parties will encourage direct contacts between their Associations of
travel and tourism agencies with a view to intensifying the tourist traffic
between Greece and Russia.

Both Parties have agreed to exchange statistics and other information

related to tourism, including information on tourism infrastructure
development.

Both Parties have agreed to exchange information on national tourism
legislation including hotel classification and quality control system in
the hotel sector.

In order to promote cooperation in the field of sustainable tourism
development, both Parties will exchange information, know-how and
best practices in the field of alternative forms of tourism such as cultural
and religious tourism, rural tourism, health and wellness tourism etc.

Item 5: Mutual national tourism promotion

Both Parties will exchange experience and information in the field of
the state marketing strategy and tourism projects.

Both Parties will continue exchanging information concerning tourism
fairs and exhibitions held in the territory of their countries.

Greece considered as very positive the publicity gained by its
participation in the international travel fair “Intourmarket” (ITM), held
each year in Moscow. Russia equally expressed its satisfaction from its
participation in the international travel fair “Philoxenia” held each year
in Thessaloniki.

Both Parties expressed their willingness to continue participating in the
international travel fairs organized in Greece and Russia.
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e Both Parties stressed the importance of exchanging information on
specific thematic tours, developed in their countries.

e Both Parties expressed their readiness to consider the possibility of
travel journalists’ exchange and organization of familiarization trips for
tour operators and travel agents of both countries.

Item 6: Cooperation in the field of tourism investments R

e Both Parties will exchange information concerning their respective
national legislation providing for investment incentives in the tourism
sector and agreed to regularly communicate to each other the
opportunities for tourism investments existing in their respective
countries.

e Both Parties agreed to encourage and mutually facilitate, in accordance
with their national legislation, the investments of Greek and Russian
entrepreneurs as well as joint ventures in their respective tourism
sectors.

e Both Parties will contribute to the development of cooperation between
the competent Greek and Russian tourism agencies for promoting,
attracting and supporting foreign direct tourism investments.

Item 7: Cooperation in the field of tourism education and training aiming at
the improvement of skills of the personnel in the tourism industry

e Both Sides agreed on the necessity to further enhance cooperation in the
field of tourism education and training and undertook the responsibility
to exchange information and experts between the tourism education and
training organizations of both countries with a view to upgrading the
professional skills of their tourism industry personnel.

o The Greek Party agreed to encourage participation in the International
Conference on “Human Resource Development in the tourism industry”
within the framework of the international travel fair “Intourmarket”
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(12-15 March, 2011; March 2012; March 2013; Moscow, IEC “Crocus
Expo”).

e The Greek Side expressed its readiness to organize a three-month “on
the-job-training” programme during the summers 2011 and 2012 for 10
Russian students of tourism schools in four or five-star hotels in Greece.
The Russian trainees will get full board accommodation and an
allowance of 350 Euros per month. On successful completion of the

programme, trainees will be awarded an on-the job training certificate -

validated by the Greek Organization of Tourism Education and Training
(OTEK), which will be the responsible body for the programme overall.

Item 8: Cooperation within the framework of International Organisations

e Both Parties will continue cooperation within the UN World Tourism
Organization and the Organization of the Black Sea Economic
Cooperation.

e Both Parties agreed to encourage the participation of the Greek and
Russian tourism organizations in the international conference of the
Organization of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation “Tourism and
resort infrastructure development in the Black Sea region” (Russian
Federation, Krasnodar region).

Item 9: Place and date of the 3¢ Session of the Greek-Russian Joint
Commission on Tourism

Both Sides agreed that the 3 Session of the Greek — Russian Joint
Commission on Tourism will be held in Athens on a date which will be
mutually agreed upon through diplomatic channels.

Both Parties expressed their satisfaction with the results achieved during
the 2" Session of the Joint Commission on Tourism.

The Greek delegation expressed its real appreciation for the warm
hospitality extended to them by the Russian side and the friendly atmosphere
which prevailed during the session.
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Done and signed in Moscow on the 7th of June 2010, in two originals,
each in the Greek, Russian and English language, all texts being equally
authentic. In case of divergence in interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
