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AGREEMENT

BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE CZECH REPUBLIC
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF TOURISM

The Government of the Hellenic Republic  and the Government of the Czech
Republic hereinafter referred to as "the Contracting Parties", . .

Wishing to strengthen the fncndly relations between the two countries, as well as to
promote co-operation between their tourist Authorities on mutually proﬁtable terms,

Recognizing the importance of tourism in promoting economic development mutual
understanding, goodwill and close relations between peoples,

Based on the full equahty of nghts and the mutual bencﬁts,
have agreed as follows: -

The Contracting Parties, within the framework of this Agreement and in accordance
with their national legislation, shall promote the development and strengthening of
cooperation in the field of tourism between both countries.

ARTICLE 2

The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to facilitate tourism between their countries,
and shall encourage the cooperation between their enterprises and organizations operating in
the field of Tourism.

ARTICLE 3

With the view to make better known to the public of the State of the other Contracting
Party their tourist attractions and to increasing bilateral tourism, the Contracting Parties shall
encourage mutual tourist promotion through the exchange of information, publicity and other
promotion materials. For that purpose, they shall also examine the possibility of participating
in tourist fairs, exhibitions, seminars and other tourist events held in the territory of the State
of the other Contracting Party and of organizing get-to-know trips for travel agents, travel
journalists and other mass media personnel.
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ARTICLE 4

The Contracting Parties shall regularly exchange information concerning the
incentives for tourist investments provided by their national legislation, as well as the
possibilities for such investments existing in each of the two countries.

ARTICLE §

The Contracting Parties shall exchange information and documentation concerning
statistics, legislation, as well as research on tourism development and shall encourage all
possible forms of bilateral cooperation, with particular emphasis on the exchange of know-
how and practical experience between organizations and institutions of their countries active
in the field of tourism. ' - ' S o

ARTICLE 6 -

The Contracting‘Pai'ties shall exchange information and docum_eritation in the field of
vocational training of personnel employed in the tourist sector, create the necessary
conditions and consider all possible forms of cooperation in that field.

ARTICLE 7

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the cooperation between their travel agencies
in order to attract tourists and to promote tourism from third countries.

ARTICLE 8

The National Tourism Authorities of the two countries shall develop their cooperation
within the framework of the World Tourism Organization, as well as of other international
organizations of which both are members.

ARTICLE 9

With the aim of implementing this Agreement through bilateral consultations and
through the submission of recommendations to their competent authorities a Joint
Commission, composed of equal number of authorized representatives of the Contracting
Parties, shall be convened regularly once every two years. The Contracting Parties, may
invite other representatives and experts both from the State and private tourist sectors to
attend.

The Joint Commission's meetings shall take place in each of the two countries
alternately at a time agreed upon by the competent tourist authorities of the Contracting
Parties. ' }

Each meeting shall be presided over by the Head of the Delegation of the country in
which it will take place.
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ARTICLE 10

This Agreement shall enter into force upon receipt of the last written notification,
through diplomatic channels, confirming the completion by each Contracting Party of its
relevant internal procedures required for the entry into force of this Agreement.

" ARTICLE 11

This Agreement is concluded for .an indefinite. period of time. Either Contracting
Party may denounce this Agreement in wntmg through diplomatic channels. In such case, the
Agreement shall cease to be in force six months aﬁer the date of recexpt by the other
Contracting Party of such notification, - Pg

The termination of this Agrecment shall not, however, affect the completion of
projects, programs and any other initiatives undertaken under this Agreement and not fully
implemented at the txme of the tenmnatlon unless otherwise decided by the Contracting

Parties.
If a dispute arises concerning the mterpretatlon or apphcatlon of thls Agreement, the

Coniraciing Pariics shail seek & solution by means of negotiations.
ARTICLE 12 o

Upon entry into force of this Agreement, the Agreement concluded on 27" March
1980 between the National Tourist Organisation of Greece and the Federal Ministry of
Foreign Trade of the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic on cooperation in the field of Tourism,
which remained in force in the relations between the Hellenic Republic and the Czech
Republic, according to the Agreement by exchange of notes (30" August 1994, 3" October
1994) between the Hellenic Republic and the Czech Republic on the succession to bilateral
treaties concluded between Greece and Czechoslovakia, shall cease to be in force.
