CONCERNING THE COOPERATION
OF THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE OF ROMANIA
WITH THE

ATHENS MULTINATIONAL
SEALIFT COORDINATION CENTER
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The Ministry of Defence of Remania and the Ministry of National Defence of
the Hellenic Republic, hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

CONSIDERING the great importance of further developing cooperation
between the two Parties in the field of strategic sealift activities;

NOTING the- shorifall of strategic sealift capabilities, especially for rapidly
deployable forces;

HAVING REGARD to the provisions of the “Agreement between the Parties to

the North Atlanlic Treaty regarding the Status of their forces, dated 19 June 1951"
{NATO SOFA);

AIMING at deploying national or multinational forces under NATO/EU-lead or
other multinational entity operations under UN Mandate and exercises;

AIMING at the further enhancement of this initiative with the participation in the
Athens Multinational Sealift Coordination Center of any interested NATO Allied
Nation or EU Member State through the conclusion of appropriate bilateral MOU,

HAVING REGARD to the concept of assuring and improving the efficiency and
effectiveness of strategic sealift movements, in the above framework;

WELCOMING the decision of the Hellenic Republic to host and operate a
Multinational Sealift Coordination Center (hereinafter referred to as Athens
MSCC), and the taking into consideration the needs of the Pariies to use its
capabilities as well as support the functions of the aforementioned AMSCC;

Have reached the foflowing understanding:

ARTICLE 1
PURPOSE

1. The purpose of this MOU is to create the legal framework necessary for the
implementation of co-operation between the two Parties within AMSCC,

2. This MOU and the Technical Arrangement (TA), as well as any other
implementing documents, are intended to serve as the basis for planning and
executing strategic sealift movements.

ARTICLE 2
AlM AND OBJECTIVES OF AMSCC

1. The aim of the AMSCC is the provision of services in order to support the
Romanian party in resolving its strategic sealift shortfalls, with special regard to
those arising from a need for rapid depioyment of forces in NATO/EU or other

multinationat entity-led operations conducted under United Nation mandate and/or
exercises.

2. The objectives of AMSCC is the provision of seivices to the Romanian
party. These services include coniractual services, legal assistance, and
coordination of sealift capabilities between the Parties,

ARTICLE 3
PRINCIPLES AND GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Subject to any different provisioris of this MOU, the provisions of NATO
SOFA, EU regulations in force for both parties and any other relevant agreements

in force between the Parties or their stales, shall apply to all activities conducted
under this MOU.

2. This MOU is not intended to come in conflict with applicable international
agreements in force between the parties or their states, and/or national laws and
regulations, which will prevail in the event of such a conflict.

3. The AMSCC is located in the Hellenic National Defence General Staff in
Athens.

4. The coordination mentioned in this MOU applies to military capabilities and
commercially - chartered sealift assets, available for the purposes of this MOU, for
both operational and non-operational purposes, including but not limited to all
cases related to exercises and operations in peace, crisis and conflict as well as
unforeseen contingencies and emergencies.

5. To ensure strategic sealift capabiliies the AMSCC will handle the
chartering of assets from Shipping Companies committed toc AMSCC in order to
comply with the aim and objectives of this MOU. Subject io Parties’
recommendations, other interested Shipping Companies may join this effort, under

formal acceptance of the commitment to comply with the aims and objectives of
this MOU.

6. Upon the request of the Romanian Party, AMSCC ensures the coordination
of the Romanian capabilities available for the purposes of this MOU.

7. The AMSCC will ofier delails regarding the safety degree of these
transportation capabilities, regarding the security of the transport as well as that of
the transported technique and personnel.

8. Upon request of the Romanian Party, a representaiive thereof will be
allowed to visit the vessels intended for the purposes stated in this MOU and will
be provided with the technicat and legal documentation regarding these vessels.

9. The Parties retain the right to offer or not their spare capacity.

10.Romanian MOD reserves the right to use other means for Deployment,
alternative to those coordinated under this MOU.

11.The composition of the AMSCC staff with its duties and rights will be
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defined by the TA.

ARTICLE 4
RESPONSIBILITIES

For the purposes of this MOU:

1. AMSCC:

a. The AMSCC is responsible for collecting data on strategic sealift
capabilities of the Parties as well as the available commercially chartered sealift
capabilities.

b. The AMSCC is responsible to collect data on strategic sealift
requirements, for the purpose of facing any need or shortfall whenever Identified.

c. On the basis of the gathered data and upon the request of either Party,
the AMSCC will offer advice as to how strategic sealift capabilities can be utilized
more effectively.

d. Upon submission of a request by the Romanian Party, the AMSCC will
carry out the appropriate actions in order to fulfill the requirements of assets and
services. The result of these actions will be communicated in full details to the
Romanian Party. For the conclusion of the transportation contract, the AMSCC will
also provide mediation and consuiting services.

e. Upon completion of the chartering procedures and the activation of the
chartering contract between the Romanian Party and a ship owner, the AMSCC
will be responsible only for monitoring and coordinating the procured assets and
services according to the needs of the Romanian Party.

f. The AMSCC is responsible to provide visibility on data regarding
strategic sealift requirements and spare capacity and update them on assets
movement via data link between the AMSCC and the Romanian National
Movement Coordination Centre. Details will be specified in the TA.

9. Further detzils regarding chartering procedures, chartering request,
payment of assets, monitoring of vessels and the spare capacity management will
be included in the following TA.

h. In case spare capacity is offered by one of the Parties, it will be
managed by AMSCC.

2. The Hellenic Republic hereinafter referred to as the Host Nation (HN):

a. Provides the necessary support, in terms of resources, assets,
services and facilities, for the proper functioning of the AMSCC.
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b. Shall provide to the staff of AMSCC medical and dental support by HN
military personnel/faciliies under tha same conditions as provided to its own
Armed [Forces. The cost of any civilian medical or dental services rendered by the
HN to Romanian assigned personnel will be borne by the Romanian Farty.

c.” Will provide to the Romanian MoD copies of any health, safety and

environmental regulations that may apply as well as any regulations in respect to
the storage, movement or disposal of hazardous materials.

d. Wil offer to the Romanian Parly the optional capabilily for the
participation of a liaison officer at the AMSCC, where appropriate, during the
execution of an operation and/or an exercise. The HN will also offer to the

Romanian Party an officer's post in the AMSCC, which will be agreed in the
relevant TA.

ARTICLE 5
SECURITY AND DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION

1. The protection of exchanged classified information is done in accordance
with the provisions of the “General Security. Arrangement between the Ministry of
Defence of Romania and the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic
concerning the protection of exchanged classified information”, signed in

Bucharest, on the 13" of June 2003, and the national laws and regulations in this
field.

2. The Parties will conform with NATO and/or EU security reguiations and
procedures in force for both of them on the storage, handtling, transmitting and

safeguarding of all classified material held, used, generated, supplied or
exchanged.

3. information provided by either Parly to the other in confidence, and such
information produced by any Party requiring confidentiality, will either retain its
original classification or be assigned a classification that will ensure a degree of
protection against disclosure, equivalent io that required by the other Party.

4. Each Party will take all lawful steps available to it to keep from disclosure
all information exchanged in confidence, unless the other Party consents to such
disclosure.

5. To assist in ensuring the desired protection, each Party will mark such
information provided to the cother in cenfidence with a legend indicating its origin,
'the security dlassification that the information relates to a specific task and that is

provided in confidencea.

8. Visits to AMSCC premises by personnel of the Romanian Party will be
arranged in accordance with Hellepic national procedures and NATO/EU
regulations in force for both Parties, in this field.
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ARTICLE 6
FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

1. All activities costs, as per Article 4, para 1, are provided at no cost for the
Romanian Party by the AMSCC as they are funded by the HN.

2. The operating costs of the AMSCC are funded by the HN.

3. The Parties will pay all their own raw cosits arising from participation of
personnel in the AMSCC. Further details regarding the aforementionad raw costs
will be specified in the TA.

ARTICLE 7
CLAIMS AND LIABILITY

Claims among the Parties related to the implementation of this MOU will be
resolved by consultation at the lowest possible level Those failing under the
scope of NATO SOFA will be resolved according to the procedures therein.

ARTICLE 8
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute regarding the interpretation or implementation of this MOU will be
resolved only by consultation between the Parties and will not be referred to a
national or international tribunal or to any other third party for settiement.

ARTICLE S
AMENDMENTS

Armendments at the present MOU may be done, at any time, by the written
consent of both Parties. The amendments shall be an integral part of the present
MOQU and will come into force in accordance with paragraph (1) of Article 10.

ARTICLE 10
COMING INTO FORCE AND TERMINATION

1. The present MOU comes into force on the date of the receiving of the last
notification by which the Parties notify each other of the completion of the internal
legal procedures necessary for its coming into force.

2. The present MOU is concluded for a five year period. lis validity shall be
automatically prolonged for new five year periods, unless either of the Parties will

notify the other Party, in writing, of its intention to denounce it, at least six months
prior to the expiring of the validity period.
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3. Either Party may terminate this MOU by providing a six months prior notice
in writing to the other Party.

4. Al provisions of Articles 5, 6 and 7 will remain in effect in the event of
terrnination of this MOU unti! all obligations are fulfilled.

Signed in Athens on 11 of Septemnber 2008 in two original copies, each of one in
Romanian, Greek and English languagss, all texts being equally authentic. in case
of differences in interpretation, the English text will prevail.
