b. “dependet_it” means the spouses of persons referred to under a.

Article2

1.-The dependent of a member of the diplomatic mission or consular post of the
sending State is authorised to engage in gainful employment in the receiving State in
accordance with the legislation of the receiving State and subject to the provisions of
the present Agreement.

2. 'I"he authonzatlon to engage in gamful employment in the receiving State shall be
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terminated at the end of the functions of the member of the diplomatic mission or
consular post or at the time that the person ceases to be a dependent.

3. Authorisation for a dependent to engage in gainful employment shall not imply
exemption from any requirements which may ordinarily apply to any employment
whether relating to personal characteristics, professional or trade qualifications or
otherwise. Furthermore, authorisation to accept employment shall not be granted in
cases where, according to the legnslatmn of the recewmg State, only nationals of the
receiving State may be employed SR

a. The sendmg State shall waive the 1mmumty of the dependent concerned from the
criminal jurisdiction of the receiving State in respect of any act or omission arising

_- from the gainful employment, except in special circumstances when the sending State
“considers that such a waiver would be contrary to its interests.
b. A waiver of iromunity from the criminal jurisdiction shall not be construed as

extending to immunity from execution of the sentence, for which a specific waiver
shall be required. In such cases, the sending State shall give serious consideration to
waiving the latter immunity.

Article 6

Dependents shall be subject to the taxation and social security regimes of the

receiving State for all mafters connected with their gainful employment in that State.
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Article 7

Any dispute which may arise between the Parties concerning tﬁe interpretation or the
implementation of the present Agreement shall be settled through diplomatic

channcls
