EDUCATIONAL CENTERS OF THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

The Ministry of National Defence of the Helienic Republic and the Ministry of
Defence of the Republic of Armenia, hereinafter referred to as “Host Party” and “Sending
Party” respectively, led with the terms of the agreement on military cooperation signed
between the Ministry of the National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and Ministry of
Defence of the Republic of Armenia done on the 18" of June 1996, and taking into account
Article No. 13 of the Agreement signed an the17" of February 1998 in Athens and 5™ May
1998 in Yerevan, between the Ministry of the National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and
the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Armenia on the terms and conditions of training
of the citizens of the Republic of Armenia in the military training institutions of the Hellenic
Republic, have agreed on the following:

ARTICLE 1

Training is provided to the cadres of the Armenian Armed Forces at the following
Military Academic Institutions of the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Repubilic.

1. National Defence College.
2. Supreme Joint War College.
3. Staff Command College (Army-Navy-Air Force).

4, Application-Follow on Training—-Amy, Navy, Air Force Specialization
Schools.

ARTICLE 2

1. The appropriate authorities of both countries, responsible for training at the
Military Academic Institutions are:

a. In the Hellenic Republic:

The Hellenic National Defence General Staff (HNDGS) / Training
Directorate.

b. in the Republic of Armenia:
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The Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Armenia Military Education
and Personnel Department.

ARTICLE 3

1. The cadres (hereinafter referred as ‘students’) of the Sending Party to be
trained, should be well aware of the principles governing the Armed Forces of the Host
Party, be properly qualified and meet the prerequisites for attending the respective Military
Schoals.

2. The candidates will be designated following a written request of the Sending
Party. The appropriate authority of the Host Party will decide upon the final allocation,
without being committed to satisfy the total of the requests.

3. The student grants allocation process is implemented according to the
following schedule: . '

a. Requests submitted by the Sending Party, by the 20" of May each year.

b.  Notification of the student grants allocation by the HNDGS to the
Sending Party, by the 20" of June each year.

c. Naotification of acceptance of the student grants by the Sending Party to
HNDGS, by the 05" of July each year.

d. Issue of Order arranging further details, by the 20" of July each year.
4,  Selection of candidates fof training will be based on the following prerequisites:
a. Candidates designated for training at Institutions of Article 1, should
have received the respective level of education in his/her country, or have graduated

Hellenic Military Institutions.

b. Professional qualification skills, above the approved level, for the specific
fraining. ‘

Q) Application-Follow on Training—-Specialization Schools .
2™ Lieutenants , 1% Lieutenants , Captains (Army) or respective ranks in the Navy and Air
Force, not older than 36 years.

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(3) Supreme Joint War College: Majors, Lt. Colonels (Army) and the
respective ranks in the Navy and Air Force, not older than 44 years.

4) National Defence College: Colonels (Army) and the respective
ranks in the Navy and Air Force, not older than 50 years.

d. Greek language knowledge: “B” level (equal to English “lower”) so that
the candidate can actively attend the course,

ARYICLE 4
Training will be implemented on the basis of the funding terms:
1.The Host Party will provide:
(a) The teaching stuff.

(b) The necessary scientific support, equipment of the classrooms
and workshops, technical equipment as well as material necessary for the training as
provided by the syilabus.

(¢ Access to study rooms, fibraries, gymnasiums and other
necessary facilities, on the same conditions existing for the Greek military personnel.

{d) Al expenses concefning transportation, accommodation and
board during educational trips within the territory of the Host Party.

(e) The accommodation within the military halls of residence as well
as full board, as provided for by the internal reguiations.

A monthly allowance for personal expenses of the students. A
specific Order of the HNDGS will define the surn.

2. The Sending Party will provide:

(a) The transporiation fares of students and their luggage to and from
the military educational institution premises in the Host Party.

(b) The necessary documents, required by the Authorities of the Host
Party, upon entering and leaving the Host Party.

(c) The necessary insurance for the period of stay in the Host Party.
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{d) Expenses of corpse transportation and burial in the event that a
student dies while training.

3. Inthe event that a student dies while training, authorized representatives
of the Sending Party will have free access to the documents regarding the causes of
death. To this end, the Host Party will provide the necessary assistance to the
authorized representatives. '

4. In the event that students choose accornmodation, board and facilities
other than those provided by the Receiving Party, they themselves wiil bear the cost.

ARTICLE 5

1. Students will be granted leave of absence in conformity with orders issued
by the appropriate bodies of the Host Party, provided that the Sending Party has no
objections.

2.  Students of the Sending Party will be granted leave of absence during
national holidays of their own country, as provided by the national laws.

ARTICLE 6

1. The cost of medical treatment for the students will be provided by
military hospitals of the Host Parly free of charge. Only urgent dental treatment and
operations will be provided.

2. Students will bear the cost of medical tests and treatment at non military
hospitals and private clinics.

3. Students will bear the cost of medical tests and treatment (including
dental treatment) provided to their dependants.
ARTICLE 7
1. Certificates will be awarded to the Sending Party students, according to
the terms and conditions existing in the Host Party and will not be different from those

awarded to its own students.

2. Correspondence regarding training will be sent to the appropriate
authorities through the Military Attaches of both countries, in conformity with Article I.

ARTICLE 8

1. The Host Party will ensure the security of information received during
training, in accordance with national laws and security measures the students of the
Host Party must comply with.

2. Information received during training will not be used against the interest of
the Parties of this Protocol.

3. Classified or unclassified documents and information, received during
training, will be transferred/ disclosed upon written consent only of the Host Party.

ARTICLE 9
1. During training, the military personnei of the Sending Party will comply
with the laws of the Host Party.
2. Students must obey to the internal regulations of the Military Academic

Institutions they attend and the orders of the teaching staff, regarding their training.

3. The Host Party will inform the Military Attaché of the Sending Party on
disciplinary offences committed by the students, in accordance with the regulations
existing in the Host Party. In such cases, and as long as their expulsion is deemed
necessary, the Sending Party will soon recall the students in gquestion, following
arrangements with the appropriate authorities of the Host Party.

ARTICLE 10

1. This Protoco! will enter into force on the date that both the Host and the
Sending Parties will exchange relevant documents, indicating that the necessary legal
procedures have been completed in both countries. By the 30" of August each year,
an Annex regarding the number of students and the Military Academic Institutions will
be signed between both countries. That Annex will constitute an integral part of the
Protocol.

2. This Protocol will be amended or supplemented by both countries upon
mutual written consent. Any arisen disputes between the countries, concerning the
implementation of the Protocol, will be solved with mutual understanding.

3. This Protocol can be terminated by any of both Parties. In that case, it
should be given a written six-month notice through diplomatic channels.
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This Protocol is signed Athens on 10™ of November 2008 in three original texts in
Greek, Armenian and English languages. All texts are equally valid. In case of
differences in the interpretation, the English text will prevail.
