FOR THE YEARS 2010 2013

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Czech Republic
(hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”), in accordance with Article 5 of the Agreement on
Cultural Co-operation between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government
of the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic, signed in Prague on 10 February 1976, and with a view
to promoting friendly relations and close co-operatlon in the field of education, science, culture
youth and sport have agreed as follows:

I. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

Article 1

The Parties shall, upon request, exchange information on the structure and organisation
of education systems of their countries as well as-current education-related issues.

Article 2

The Parties shall encourage the development of direct co-operation between institutions
of highereducation in their countries.

Article 3

The Parties shall exchange information on the range of study programmes and other
study options offered by institutions of higher education in their countries.

Article 4

The Parties may exchange annually 6 {six) members of the teaching and research
staff of their Academies of Sciences and higher education institutions for a period of up to
seven (7) days for the purpose of editing scientific publications,
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- organizing joint research projects, delivering lectures and/or attending conferences and
seminars in the othercountry.

Article §

The Parties shall annuélly offer each other:

a) one(1) ten-month (10-month) scholarship for postgraduate studies or research, which
can be divided in two (2) scholarships, each in the length of five (5) months. The Greek Side
shall announce each year a list of postgraduate studies programmes available to Czech
candidates to choose from.

b)two (2) scholarships for summer language-courses.

Article 6

The Parties shall encourage the dissemination of the language and-culture of the
other country. ‘

The Greek Party informs the Czech Party that the Ministry of Education of Greece
has established an examination system for the evaluation and certification of the knowledge of
Modem Greek.

The examination leads to the acquisition of a State Certificate of competence in
Modem Greek. The Greek Ministry has officially assigned the Centre of Greek Language in
Thessalonikito conduct the exams for the State Certificate.

The Greek Party wishes that the Czech authorities recognize, accordlng tothe law
of the Czech Party, this Certificate as a document that officially attests one's level of
competence inthe Greek language.

Article 7

The Greek Party informs the Czech Party that the Ministry of Education  of
Greece has established an examination system for the evaluation and certification of the
knowledge of modemn languages.
The examination resuits in a State Certificate of Language Proficiency. The aim is to
unify the certification system ofthe
knowledge of languages in Greece and the other Europeancountries.
The Greek Party wishes that the Czech authorities recognize, aocordlng to the law
of the Czech Party, this Certificate as a document that officially attests one's level of
competence in aforeign language. ,

Article 8

The Parties shall encourage co-operation of archives and libraries established at
institutions of higher education in their countries and for this particular purpose they will
exchange background materials and documents relating to the respective university archives
and libraries.
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Article 9
The Parties shall facilitate the development of co-operation between primary and

secondary schools, and between post-secondary technical and vocational schools in both
countries through the provision of contacts and information.

Article 10

The Parties shall, upon request and through their respective bodies, exchange samples
of textbooks and teaching materials.

Il. LIBRARIES
Article 11
The Parties shall encourage direct co-operation of and develop the international

exchange of publications between the national libraries of both countries, and possibly also
between other institutions dealing with cuiture and information.

llil. CULTURE
Article 12

The Parties shall encourage direct co-operation of cultural institutions as well as co-
operation within the framework of international organisations in the field of culture.

Article 13

The Parties shall, through their respective competent authorities, exchange information
on the preservation of monuments, archaeology and system of protection of movable cultural
heritage as well as information on the means of extending state assistance in these areas of
cultural heritage protection. For this purpose, they shall also exchange publications.

Article 14

The Parties shall exchange, during the period of validity of this Programme, up to four
(4) specialistsin cultural heritage protection, particularly in the field of monument preservation,
archaeology, protection of movable cultural heritage as well as local and regional culture. The
duration of any of these visits shall notexceed seven (7)days.
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Article 15

The respective bodies of the Parties shall exchange available information on art festivals
held in the other country and encourage the participation of art ensembles in these events, in
compliance with the organizers' programme arrangements and conditions applying to the
organization of such events. The Parties shall also, within the limits of their resources and in
compliance with the organizers' programme arrangements, encourage the participation of
artists and ensembles active in the field of non-professional art and traditional folk culture in
significant events organized in this area.

Article 16

The Parties shall encourage direct co-operation between associations and other -
professional organisations of performing artists, authors of artistic works, architects and others
interested in artistic activities as well as direct co-operation of Greek and Czech institutions -
dealing with non-professional art and traditional folk culture that are based in the Hellenic
Republic and the Czech Republic.

Article 17

1. The Parties shall encourage direct co-operation between Greek and Czech publishing
companies.

2. The Parties shall, through programmes prepared by their competent authorities,
encourage the initiatives of the publishing houses to promote translation and publication of
contemporary literary works in the other country. To this effect they shall exchange, during the
validity of this Programme, one or two experts in this field. The duration of any of these visits
shall notexceed seven (7) days.

Article 18

The Parties shall encourage direct co-operation between writers' associations, and
literature institutions. To this end, the Parties shall exchange 1 2 writers for a period of seven (7)
days each, in order to exchange views on matters of their interest.

Article 19

The Parties shall encourage participation of their representatives in book fairs held in
their respective countries.

Article 20

The Parties shall encourage co-operation between professional institutions and associations
in the field of cinematography as well as mutual participation of artists
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" and expertsy in international film festivals, perfformances and film-related cultural events
organized in both countries, in compliance with their organizers' prograrnme arrangements and
conditions applying to the organization of such events.

Article 21

" The Parties shall promote the exchange of 34 personalities in various fields of contemporary
culture {cinema, theatre, music, visual arts, folk culture, etc.) for a period of seven (7) days
each, inorderto exchange views on matters of their interest.

Article 22

The respective institutions of both Parties shall, depending on their budgetary
resources, exchange one art exhibition during the period of validity of this Programme. The
theme of the exhibition and the conditions of its implementation shall be negotiated by the
respective institutions of the Parties through diplomatic channels.

IV. SPORT
Article 23

The Parties shall encourage co-operation in the fields of sport and physical education
and promote the establishment of direct contacts and closer co-operation of their sports
organizations. The contents and details of this co-operation including its financial terms and
conditions will be decided upon directly by the above- mentioned sports organizations.

V. YOUTH
Article 24

The Parties shall encourage the development of direct co-operation between Greek and
Czech youth organizations. The arrangement of specific activities of co-operation and their
financial coverage fall within the terms of reference of the respective youth organizations.

Article 25

The Parties shall, upon request, exchange information relating to youth, physical
education and sport.

’ Article 26

- Allactivities and exchanges of individuals and materials under the present Programme
shall be implemented in compliance with the principle of reciprocity and within the budgetary
limits of the Parties. ‘ :

Article 27

The present Programme does not preclude the possibility of implementing other
activities agreed upon by the Parties through diplomatic channels.

Article 28
The attached Annex containing general and financial conditions of exchanges under the
present Programme is an integral part of this Programme.
Article 29
This Programme shall enter into force on the day of signature and' remain in force until 31
December 2013, whereupon its validity shall be extended until a new Programme takes effect,
unless either of the Parties submits to the other Party a six-month written notice of its

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF EDUCATION
a) Exchange of Individuals under Article 4 of this Programme

1. The sending Party shall nominate candidates to be exchanged under the provisions of this -
Programmeatleast three (3) months priorto the proposed date of arrival of each.candidate.

2. The sending Party shall submit to the receiving Party the nominees' dossiers, each of which
shall comprise the nominee's personal data, information on his/her specialisation, professional
qualifications, degrees and knowledge of languages (English, French or the language of the
host country) as well as a list of publications and proposed programme of visit specifying its
length.

3. The receiving Party shall notify the sending Party of its decision as to the acceptance of
nominees at least one (1) month prior to the proposed date of commencement of each visit.

4. Upon receipt of the approval of the receiving Party, the sending Party shall specify the exact
date of each nominee's arrival, atleast fifteen (15) days in advance.

b) Exchange of Scholarships under Articie 5 a) of this Programme
1. The Party awarding scholarship shall annually announce its offer by 31 January.

2. The sending Party shall submit to the receiving Party the dossier(s) of applicant(s) for
postgraduate study or research visits by 31 March.

3. Each nomination dossier shall contain filled out copies of the respective application form and
other documents specified in the application form. All documents shall be submitted in the
language of the receiving country or in English or French or translation in any of the
aforementioned languages shall be attached thereto.

4. The receiving Party shall inform the sending Party, by 30 June, whether the nominee(s) has

(have)beenaccepted for postgraduate study or research visi(s).
The phrase “postgraduate study visit” denotes a period of study in a follow-up Master or

Doctoral study programme.

5. Only those applicants who."r'?ave a good command of the language of the receiving country
can be admitted to study visits. As regards research visits, applicants who have a good
command of the language ofthe receiving country or English or French can be admitted.

c) Summer Courses underArticle 5 b) of this Programme

1. The sending Party shall submitto the receiving Party the nominees' dossiersby 31 March.

3. The sending Party shall inform the receiving Party of the exact date of scholarship-holders'

B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF EDUCATION
a) Exchange of Individuals underArticle 4 of this Programme

1. The sending Party shall cover the expenses for travel to the predetermined destination in the
receiving country and back.

2. The Greek Party shall provide 110 euros daily allowance for hotel accommodation, meals
and internal travel expenses. '

3. The Czech Party shall provide the Greek participants with per-diem allowance in compliance
with the valid financial regulations of its state and shall cover their accommodation at a hotel or
similar facility and the expenses for their travels on the territory of the Czech Republic, provided
that such travels are related to the agreed programme of their visit.

b) Exchange of scholarships underArticle 5 a) of this Programme

1. The Greek Party shall grantto each accepted Czech nominees:

o Free tuition provided that the nominee has chosen a postgraduate programme that is
included in the list mentioned in Article 5a). Postgraduate students or researchers are not
exempted from the relevant tuition fees, in case they wish to attend lessons of the Greek
language atthe teaching centre of the University.

o Amonthly allowance of 550 euros. :

o Aone-time only allowance of 500 euros for those settling in Athens or 550 euros for those
settling in the provinces. Those whose scholarships have been renewed are not entitled
to this sum.

o Aone-time only allowance of 150 euros for travel expenses within the country provided
thatthere is ajustified cause confirmed by the supervising professor.

« Incaseofemergency, medical assistance, free of charge, in a public hospital.

2. The Greek scholarship-holders will cover themselves the expenses for their travel from the
Hellenic Republic to the respective location of their studykesearch in the Czech Republic and
back. ' , -

3. The Czech Party shall grant to the accepted Greek nominees free tuition and amonthly
scholarship the amount of which is stipulated by the applicable Czech scholarship programme,
offer them the possibility of lodging in students' dormitories and taking meals in students'
catering facilities and cover the expenses for their travels on the territory of the Czech Republic,
provided thatsuch travels are related to the agreed programme of their stay.
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4. The Czech side shall cover the expenses for international transport to and from the place of
_stay in the Hellenic Republicincurred by the Czech participants.

c) Summer Courses underArticle 5 b) of this Programme

1. The organizers of the summer courses in the Hellenic Republic shall provide the Czech
participants with free tuition and shall cover their board and lodging and -expenses for their .
participation in excursions within the framework of the summer course.

2. The Greek Party shall notify the Czech Party until the 28" of February each year of the place
where the seminars will be held.

3. The Czech Party shall provide'the Greek participants with free tuition and shall cover their
board and lodging and expenses for their participation in excursions organised within the

frangework ofthe summer course concemed.

4. The Czech side shall coverthe expenses for international transport to and from the location of
the respective summer course in the Hellenic Republic incurred by the Czech participants.

‘5. The Greek participants in the summer courses in the Czech Republic will cover themselves
the expenses for their travel from the Hellenic Republic to the location of the respective summer
course and back.

C.GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CULTURE
a) Exchange of individuals

1. The individuals to be exchanged under the provisions of this Programme shall be nominated
by the sending Party, which shall notify the receiving Party of their nomination three (3) months
prior to the proposed date of their departure. The sending Party shall also supply the receiving
Party with all the necessary information on their academic and professional qualifications as
well as the proposed working programme, information on the duration of their visit and any other
information that might be useful.

2. The receiving Party shall notify-the sending Party of its decision as to the acceptance of
nominees atleast thirty (30) days prior to the proposed date of their departure.

3. Upon receipt of the approval.of the receiving Party, the sending Party shall communicate the
exact date of their departure atleast fifteen (15) days in advance.

4. In the field of culture-related co-operation under this Programme, the Parties shall receive
individuals who have agood command of the language of the host country or English or French.

b) Exchange of Exhibltions

The sending Party shall inform the receiving Party, at least twelve (12) months in
advance, of the dates and theme of the planned exhibition. Within the framework of
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proper preparatory arrangements and co-ordination of the exhibition, the sending Party shall
supply the receiving Party with necessary technical information on the planned exhibition as
well as reference material needed for the printing of a catalogue (texts, list of
exhibits, photographs etc.) at least 3 three (3) months in advance. The exhibits shall be
dell1ivbered to the place of installation at least fifteen (15) days before the opening of the
exhibition.

D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CULTURE.
a) Exchange of individuals

1. The sending Party shall cover the expenses for travel to and from the capital city of the
receiving country.

2. The Greek Party shall provide the Czech participants with:

- daily allowance amounting to EUR 120 for accommodation at a hotel and living expenses;

- & lump sum allowance per visit, amounting to EUR 120 and paid upon arrival to cover the
expenses for travels on the Greek state territory.

3. The Czech Party shall provide the Greek participants with per-diem allowance in compliance
with the applicable financial regulations of its state and shall cover their accommodation at a
hotel or similar facility and the expenses for their travels on the territory of the Czech Republic,
provided that such travels are related to the agreed programme of their visit.

b) Exchange of exhibitions

1. The sending Party shall cover the expenses for the transportation of exhibition to the capital

city of the receiving country as well as the return freight. Should the exhibition take place at

more than one location in the receiving country, the coverage of expenses for the transportation
of exhibits on the state territory of the receiving country shall be governed by a special

agreement between the relevant bodies of the Parties. ,

2. The receiving Party shall cover the expenses for organization of the exhibition including the
renting of the respective premises, security, technical assistance (storage facilities, installation
arrangements, lighting, heating, dismantling of the exhibition and printing of publications, such
as posters, catalogues and invitation cards). The receiving Party shall also provide for the
publicity to the exhibition.

3. The sending Party shall cover the cost of insurance of the exhibits during their transportation
and over the period when the exhibition is installed. In the case of damage to the exhibits, the
receiving Party shall supply the sending Party with a complete documentation referring to
the cause of damage free of charge so that the sending Party could claim damages from the
insurance company. The receiving Party is not authorised to restore the damaged exhibits to
their original state without aprior consent of the sending Party.

4. The expenses associated with the visit of a commission_er and, if necessary, of other
individuals whose attendance is indispensable for the exhibition installation and
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dismantling shall be regulated by the financial provisions of the present Programme.
