Recalling that the Hellenic Repubhc and the CARICOM Member States have ratified the
KYOTO Protocol,

REFERRING to the Agreement Establishing the CCCCC which describes infer alia the
Objectives, Functions, guiding pn’nciples Composition and Governance of the CCCCC,

REFERRING also to the entry into force of the Agreement Establlshmg the CCCCC on
1 February 2005

CONSIDERING the neéd tb pnf:tect the environment and climate systems for present
and future generations,

CONSIDERING that the giocbal nature of climate change requires the widest
¢ooperation and that effective response to the negative effects of climate change must
be based on relevant scientific, technical and economic considerations, continuousty
re-evaluated in the light of new findings in these areas;

WILLING to cooperate in order to facilitate the protection of the climate system in the
CARICOM region, as well as to enhance regional capabilities for responding effectively
{o the negative effects of climate change in the region,

Have have agreed on the present Memorandum:

Article 1

Objactive
1.1 CCCCC shall provide the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic with
proposals and financial estimates in relation to Projects, unless agreed
otherwise. Project proposals may also be initiated by the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Hellenic Republic. The relevant decisions shall be taken by

consensus.

1.2 The CCCCC and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic
undertake to jointly implement programg, F;rpjects and activities, in accordance

with the terms and conditions established in the present Memorandum, which
will, inter alia, promote the protection of the climate system of the CCCCC
Members, enhance regional institutional capabilities for the coordination of
national responses to the negative effects of climate change, provide policy and
technical support in the area of climate change, and support mechanisms for
regional climate change vulnerability and risk assessment.

In the implementation of such programs, projects and activities, consideration
shall be given to the participation of the public and private sectors and, where
necessary, universifies, scientific and technical ‘research bodies and non-
governmental organizations within the Hellenic Republic and CARICOM Member
States, as well as to CARICOM Instltutlons L

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic shall contribute to the CCCCC
the amount of 4 million Euros (its equivalence in U.S. Dollars) for the completion of
programs/projects related to adaptation to climate change within a time period of four
years annually and up to 1 million Euro per year, unless agreed otherwise by the
Parties.

The payment shall be made in advance of the impiermntatnon of approved
programs/projects.. It may be amended to be consmtent with the progress of

program/project delivery. )

Unless the total of the amount of one million Euros (its equivalence in U.S. Dollars)

compriging the annual contribution of the previous year s eammarked for

programs/projects, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic is not obliged
to make available the annual contribution of the next year. Therefore, the amount
available every year can not exceed that of one million Euros (its equivalence in U.S.
Dollars) unless agreed otherwise by the Parties.

All financial accounts and statements shall be expressed in U.S. Dollars.
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Article 6
Administration of Funds

The CCCCC shall administer Contributions from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of the Hellenic Republic made under this MOU in accordance, as appropriate,
with the relevant Subs:dlary Agmement and EUROPEAID rules and regulations.

The CCCCC shall exerclse the same care in the d:scharge of its functions under
this MOU as it exercises with respect to the administration and management of
its own affairs and shall have no further responsibllaty to the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Hellenic Republic other than as set out in thls MOU and under the
relevant Subsudiaty Agreemant_ B _

Any mterest income that may be generated from Contnbutlons of theMinistry of
Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic shall be credited to the related special
bank account unless otherwise agreed by the pa mes

The realiocation of Contnbutlons from the Mlmstry of Forelgn Affairs of the
Hellenic Republic and any balance from closed Projects under this MOU and
any relevant Subsidiary Agreement shall be camried out with the agreement of

the Hellenic Republic.

The CCCCC shall maintain appropriate accounting records in accordance with
EUROPEAID rules and regulations in respect of the receipt and disbursement of
each Contribution of the Hellenic Republic under this MOU and any relevant
Subsidiary Agraement.

The CCCCC shall provide the Hellenic Republic anmjally with financial
information and project progress, as well as a report on the results of each
Project following its completion, in accordance with EUROPEAID rules and

regulations.

Notwithstanding the control effectuated by the CCCCC, the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Hellenic Republic shall also have the right to participate with its
representatives in the said controls in the field and/or effectuate such contfrois,
with full access to all necessary information and data, with its representatives
alone and/or in cooperation with relevant UN or EU orgarizations or agencies.
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The CCCCC shall provide an annual certified financial statement as of 31
December every year to be submitted no later than 30 June of the following year.
Furthermors, within six months from the completion or termination of the project,
a certified financial statement shali be submitted.

The CCCCC shall promptly inform the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic
Republic of any event which, in the opinion of the CCCCC, interferes or threatens
to interfere with the successfr_rl impleme_ntatiqn of a Project.

The Parties may wish and mutuaily agree to prepare penodrc reports on progress
under this MOU S - .

The Parties may also wish and mutually agree to prepare presentations on
cooperative activities under this MOU at Climate Change events.

Article 8
Procu rement

The CCCCC shall carry out procurernent of goods and sertvices in relation to any
Project in accordance with EUROPEAID procurement rules and regulations,
together with any other applicable EUROPEAID rules and regulations and
administrative directives.

Article 9
Final Provisions

The present Memorandum will come into effect on the date of the last written notification
by which either Party informs the other through diplomatic channels that the internal
legal procedures required for its entry into force have been completed. The financial
contribution for the implementation of programs/projects up to the end of the year 2008,
shall be granted through an exchange of letters and will be considered as the first
contribution foreseen by the MOU and the attached agreemsent till its official entry into
force.

The Memorandum will remain in effect for five years, unless the CCCCC or the Hellenic
Republic notify the other as to its intention to terminate it, through diplomatic channels,
at least three months in advance of the termination date. There will be a possibility of
an extension of the MOU for a further period of five years upon an agreement of the two
Parties, on the terms and conditions set by the Parties.

The present Memorandum may be amended by mutual agreement between the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Repubiic and the CCCCC. Any such amendment shall
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lenter into force in accordance with the procedure provided for in paragraph 1 of this
Article.
Any disagreement in the interpretation, management or execution of the
Memorandum will be resolved by diplomatic channels and mutual agreement.
