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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF THE
HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE OF THE UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT
BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND CONCERNING THE CONDUCT OF MILITARY TRAINING AND
EXERCISES AND THE PROVISION OF HOST NATION SUPPORT

INTRODUCTION

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Defence of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (hereafier jointly referred to as “the Participants™):

HAVING REGARD TO the provisions of the North Atlantic Treaty done at Washington on 4 April 1949;

HAVING REGARD TO the provisions of the Agreement between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty
regarding the Status of their Forces (NATO SOFA) done at London on 19 June 1951;

IN CONSIDERATION OF the concept behind the deployment of the Participants’ Forces to each other's
country for the conduct of mutually approved exercises and training;

i AND IN CONSIDERATION OF the needs of the forces of one Participant for Host Nation Support when
~ deployed to the other's country;

HAVE REACHED the following understandings:

SECTION 1
DEFINITIONS

In this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) the following definitions apply:

a. Visiting Forces (VF). The Armed Forces of one Participant when deployed to the territory of
the other Participant for the purposes of conducting mutually approved exercises or training. The term
includes the ships, aircraft, vehicles, stores, equipment, ammunition, missiles and provisions,
together with civilian components of such forces as defined in the NATO SOFA, as well as all air, sea
and surface movement resources, together with their supporting services, required to deploy the
Forces mentioned above.

b. Host Nation (HN). The Participant which receives and temporarily hosts the Forces of the
other Participant during mutually approved exercises or training.

C. Host Nation Support (HNS). The civil and military assistance rendered by one Participant to
the Forces of the other Participant during mutually approved exercises or training held in its territory,
airspace or territorial waters.

d. Exercises and Training. This term includes bilateral, unilateral and multilateral exercises and
training activities involving both units and individuals and exchanges and attachments of units.

e. Implementing Arrangement (1A). A follow on arrangement to this MOU that will be concluded
for each exercise or training activity and which will detail the requirements of the VF and the
HNS available to meet those requirements. The [A will also detail the necessary detailed
procedures to be implemented by the Participants for the provision of HNS and, as required,
the conduct of the exercise or training activity. The |A will be a subordinate document to this
MOU and therefore will be consistent with its provisions and features.

f. Military Authorities. The appropriate office or military formation of the Armed Forces of either
Participant and specified, if necessary, in the |A.
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g Training Areas. Those areas in the HN defined in the exercise plans in which VF are deployed
for the purpose of conducling the exercise or training activity in question.

SECTION 2

PURPOSE AND SCOPE
1. The purpose of this MOU is 1o identify the responsibilities and general principles conceming the
conduct of exercises and training and the provision of HNS. The MOU will also describe the standards, type,
level and methods of support that the HN will provide to the VF during the exercise or training activity.
2. Detailed procedures and general support requirements will be covered in the IA(s) developed for the
exercise or training activity in question and associated with this MOU. The detailed support approved for
each exercise or training activity location will be documented in Annexes to the relevant IA.

3 Unless otherwise stated in this MOU, the HNS arrangements described herein will apply from the
* entry of initial components of the VF into the territory of the HN and continue until the last components of
those forces depart the HN.

4 This MOU is not intended to conflict with the laws of the HN or any international agreements which
might be in force between the Participants and in the event of any such conflict the relevant laws or

agreements will prevail.
SECTION 3

APPLICABLE DOCUMENTS

In addition to the North Atlantic Treaty and the NATO SOFA, the following documents will be applicable:
The relevant Exercise Operation Order (EXOPORD);
MC 319/1 NATO Principles and Policies for Logistics;
MC 334/1 NATO Principles and Policies for HNS Planning,
AJP 4.5 Allied Joint Host Nation Doclrine and Procedures;

C-M (2002) 49 dated 17 June 2002 — Security within the North Atlantic Treaty Organisation {as
amended);

Any relevant Standardisation Agreements (STANAGS) and in particular:
{1)  STANAG 3113: Provision of Support te Visiting Personnel, Aircraft and Vehicles.

(2}  STANAG 2034: NATO Standard Procedures for Mutual Logistic Assistance.
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SECTION 4

HOST NATION RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Within the provisions of, and in addition to undertaking the responsibilities identified elsewhere in, this
MOU, the HN will:
a. in accordance with approved exercise and support plans, authorise and take all necessary

measures to facilitate:
(1) the deployment of the VF to the designated reception points, staging/assembly areas
{2) onward movement to the designated Training Areas
{(3) the conduct of the exercise or training activity , and

(4) the recovery of the VF to and through the designated point(s) of departure;

b. Authorise the VF 1o use its national air rautes based on the approved plans and national
procedures;
cC. Take all necessary measures to facilitate the use of aimport and port facilities, air, sea, road

and rail routes in order to ensure entry, reception, redeployment of the VF and supply of stores as
specified in the exercise or training plans;

d. Authorise and arrange for the use/supply of local resources, including, if specifically requested
to do so, services from commercial sources, to meet the requirements of the VF for stores and
equipment, including fuel, rations, equipment, vehicles, communications facilities, premises,
hospitalisation, labour and other services as specified in the 1A(s} to this MOU;

€. Authorise, subject to proper notification, and in accardance with applicable NATO procedures,
the import into, movement within and the export from its territory of materiel, weapons and
ammunition as required by the VF for the purpose of conducting the exercise or training activity,

f. Assist in arranging the necessary customs procedures for the exercise or training activity in
question, and notify the VF of specific requirements for managing the safe import inte, movement
within, and export from its territory of hazardous materials and in particular explosives and

ammunition;

g. Provide liaison staff such as interpreter, customs management and advisory services, if
specified in 1As;

h. Ensure, as far as possible, that the standard of goods and services rendered to the VF is
equivalent to those provided to its own military personnel of comparable rank or classification, unless
otherwise mutually determined by the Participants;

i, Provide estimates of costs for the goods and services to be rendered by the HN authorities;

j- Authorise VF to establish consumption measurement and control devices for utilities and
services such as water and electricity, as required, on the understanding that such devices will be
removed at the end of the exercise or fraining activity and that the VF will leave any facility monitored
in its origina! condition on removal of the devices;
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k. Advise on the environmental regulations applicable during the exercise or training activity,
specifying in the associated IAs those pertinent principles and procedures for the protection of the

environment in the Training Area(s).

SECTION 5
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE VISITING FORCE

1. Within the provisions of this MOU, the VF will;

a. Conduct exercises and training in accordance with the relevant IA and use the HN
facilities in accordance with the procedures outlined in that |A and with any existing National
Logistic Support Plans supplementing the IA for the exercise or training activity in question;

b. Subject to the provisions of Section 7 of this MOU, reimburse the HN for all mutually
approved supplies and services rendered by the military authorities of the HN, save for those
items provided for temporary use. Any items provided for temporary use by the VF will be
used with care and returned to the appropriate HN military authorities prior to departure in the
same condition in which they were received, except for wear and tear encountered during

normal use;

C. Subject to the provisions of the NATO SOFA, comply with the customs formalities and
procedures of the HN;

d. Provide liaison personne} to co-ordinate all logistic activities with local civil authorities,
as required, and at points of Points of Entry/Points of Departure;

e. Comply with the environmental regulations and procedures relevant to the exercise or
training activity as well as any reguiations in force in the HN concerning the storage,
movement and disposal of hazardous materials and munitions;

f. Ensure that details of munitions {for example Net Explosive Quantity, type of
munitions) to be transported are notified to the relevant HN military authorities at least 30 days
in advance of deployment. Such details will include names of ports/airports through which the
munitions or hazardous materials are planned to be transported and their destinations,
including arrival/departure dates;

g. Comply with the training safety regulations of the host nation applicable to activities to
be undertaken during the exercise or training activity,

h. Comply with the detailed procedures and arrangements outlined coliectively in the
relevant EXOPORD and the 1A(s) with respect to administrative and personnel matters,
including import of currency, interpreter support, vehicle operations, reporting and repatriation
procedures for deceased personnel, and exercise public relations;

SECTION 6
INVOLVEMENT OF THIRD COUNTRIES
1. If one Participant proposes to include personnel from a third country’s forces in exercise or

training activities in the other’s territory under this MOU, that Participant will notify the HN of ti:ris in
writing at the earliest opportunity during the exercise planning process but will not be responsible for

arrangements and obligations concerning the status of the third country's personnel in the territory of
the HN. Whether the third country is or is not a Party to either the NATO or Partnership for Peace
SOFA, a separate arrangement may be necessary befween the HN and the third country.

2. in the event that one Participant organises a training or exercise activity on the territory of 2
third country and invites forces of the other Participant to take part in this activity, it may assist those
forces where possible in providing cerfain elements of HNS for the duration of the activity. The exact
nature of the support will be defined in the IA for each fraining or exercise activity. However the
organising Participant will not be responsible for arrangements and obligations congerning the status
of forces of the other Participant in the third country concerned.

SECTION 7
LOGISTICS AND FINANCE

1. For any logistic support, supplies or services which are not provided free of charge in
accordance with STANAG 3113 or by mutual consent, the relevant authorities of the HN and the VF
may negotiate for payment either in cash in the currency specified by the HN (a "reimbursable
transaction”); payment in kind (an "exchange transaction”); or payment in "equal value" to be defined
in monetary terms only. Accordingly, the VF will pay the HN in conformance with the relevant
provisions for each type of transaction detailed in sub-paragraphs a, b and c below as well as the
more general provisions stated in the remainder of this Section. Nothing in this Section is intended to
preclude the VF authorities from contracting directly with Host Nation commerciat organisations.

a. Reimbursable Transactions. The VF will pay outstanding balances no later than 60
days after receipt of invoice. In pricing reimbursable transactions, the Paricipants will observe

the following principles:

(1) The responsible representative of the VF and HN authorities will negotiate a
price not including charges excluded below.

(2)  When a definitive price is not negotiated in advance of the order, the order will
set forth a maximum Iimitation of liability for the VF who will be ordering the logistic
support, supplies or service, pending negotiation of a final price. The relevant
autharities of the Participants will promptly enter into negotiations to establish a final
price, which may under certain circumstances exceed the initial maximum limitation of
liability. The burden of justifying the increase will rest with the Participant seeking to
exceed the maximum, In the event that the relevant authorities of the Participants have
difficulty in negotiating a fina! price, they may consider replacement-in-kind.

(3) At the time accounts are settled, neither Participant will make or retain any
profit resulting from the transactions being settied.

(4)  Inthe case of specific acquisitions by the HN from local contractors on behalf
of the VF, the cost wili be no less favourable than the price charged to the HN Forces
for identical support, supplies and services less any amounts excluded below.
Hawever, the price charged may take into account differentials due to delivery
schedules, points of delivery and other similar considerations.

(5)  Inthe case of transfers from the HN's own resources, the amount paid by the
VF for logistic support, supplies and services provided will be the same as HN charges
its own forces as of the date the order is accepted.
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b. Exchange Transactions. The VF will pay the HN military authorities in kind by
transferring logistic support, supplies or services that are identical or substantially similar to
those delivered or performed and which are satisfactory to the HN military authorities. If the
VF cannot pay in kind within the terms of a replacement schedule in effect at the time of the
original transaction, the transaction may, by mutual consent, he deemed a reimbursable
transaction and governed by sub paragraph (a) above, except that the price will be based
upon the date on which the payment in kind was scheduled to take place.

c. Equal Value. The term "equal value” means logistic support, supplies or services
defined in monetary terms using actual or estimated prices in effect at the time a transaction is
approved. The VF will pay the HN military authorities by transferring logistic support, supplies
or services that are equal in value to those delivered or performed and which are satisfactory
to the HN military authorities. If the VF do not pay in "equal vaiue” within the terms of an
exchange schedule in effect at the time of the original transaction with time frames which do
not exceed three maonths from the date of the original transaction, the transaction will be
deemed a reimbursable transaction and governed by sub paragraph (a) above,

2. In fulfiling their co-ordination role with respect to facifitating supply from commercial sources, the HN
-+ military authorities will not obtain services or commit to any commercial contracts on behalf of the VF unless
" the latter have specifically consented to accept the services, supplies etc, and have also consented to pay a
specified cost for them, All services and supplies from commercial sources will be based upon formal
contractual arrangements.

3. Both the VF and the HN authorities will maintain records of all transactions between the Participants.

4. Invoices for the provision of logistic support, supplies or services will refer to the form of the Standard
NATO Form for request, Receipt and Return or Invoice, at Annex B of STANAG 2034, and will refer to this
MOU (or an applicable 1A} as well as to any applicable order number. invoices will be accompanied by
evidence of receipt by the VF and will be either settled locally through arrangements detailed in the JA or
sent to the VF's military authorities no later than 90 days from the date that the logistic support, supplies or
services were provided to those forces. The invoices will itemise the charges for the various logistic support,

supplies or services being billed.

5. The VF will normally pay for supplies, equipment or services from commercial sources such as food,
vehicle hire, laundry, etc. prior to departure from the HN’s territory, unless otherwise contractually
determined or unless a dispute regarding cost or receipt of services exists. In case of the latter situation
arising, every effort will be made to resolve the dispute as soon as possible in order to expedite settlement of
accounts,

8. Subject to availability, the HN will provide the VF's personnel with messing and accommodation to
the same standard as would be provided to members of the HN forces. Charges payable by the VF will be at
the prevailing HN's “entitfed” rate on grounds of reciprocity.

7. The VF will not retransfer logistic support, supplies or services, either temporarily or permanently, to
another nation or organisation without written consent of the HN.

8. insofar as existing laws, regulations and infernational agreements permit, the HN government wilt
ensure that taxes, customs duties and similar charges will not be imposed in connection with this MOU.
Where such taxes, customs duties and similar charges are payable, the HN government will administer them
in the manner most favourable to the satisfactory execution of the arrangements described in this MOU.

8. Further detailed financial arangements, including those for settlement of avcounts will be specified,
as appropriate in the 1A{s) supporting this MOU for the exercise or training activity in question.
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SECTION §
DISCIPLINE AND JURISDICTION

1 The jurisdiction arrangements which will apply to the VF personnel will be as laid down in Article V!
of the NATO SOFA and any supplements or amendments thereto

2. If VF personnel are taken into custody by the appropriate authorities of the HN, the Directing Staff of
the exercise or training activity and the senior HN and VF representatives participating in the exercise must
be informed immediately. They in turn will then inform their appropriate military authorities.

3. In cases where, in accordance with Article Vil of the NATO SOFA, the HN authorities have the right
to exercise jurisdiction over members of the VF, that jurisdiction will be exercised within the ordinary criminal
justice system applicable to civilians and will not be exercised within the criminal justice system appficable

only to members of the Armed Forces of the HN.

SECTION 9
COMMAND AND CONTROL

1. Command and contrg! arrangements will be in accordance with national and NATO plans and
procedures or such plans and procedures as are determined between the Participants, as appropriate for the
exercise or training activity concerned and detailed in As to this MOU.

2. VF personnel who are employed for the purposes of the exercise or training activity in a HN formation
will not take part in any form of combat mission, policing, or international security operations without the
consent of their government. In the event of hostilities, whether following a declaration of war or otherwise,
VF personnel will not be employed on active operations in any role and will be assisted by the HN in seeking

directions from their government.

SECTION 10
CLAIMS AND LIABILITIES

1. Claims arising out of, or in connection with, the execution of this MOU will be handled by the HN in
accordance with Article VI of the NATO SOFA. Specific administrative arrangements will be covered in the

IA for each exercise.

2. Claims arising from activity undertaken in connection with this MOU on the territory of a third country
where Articie VIII of the NATO SOFA does not apply, will be processed by the most appropriate Participant,
as determined by consultation between the Participants and recorded in the IA for each exercise.

3 in the case of damage caused to or by the common praperty of the Participants, where the cost of
making good such damage is not recoverable from a third party, such cost will be borne equally by the

Participants.

4, The Participants will not indemnify contractors against third-party liability claims.
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SECTION 11
SECURITY AND PROTECTION OF INFORMATION

1. All classified information and material exchanged or generated in connection with this MOU wil! be
used, transmitted, stored, handled and safeguarded in accordance with the General Security Arrangement
[GSA] between The Secrstary of State for Defence of The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
ireland and The Minister of National Defence of The Hellenic Republic, canceming the Protection of Defence
Classified Information exchanged between the two countries dated 2 March 2001.

2. International visits between the Participants will be coordinated in accordance with section 7 of the
above mentioned GSA

3. The HN witl ensure that training is conducted without interference by unauthorised personnel
trespassing in the Training Area(s), range(s) or exercise support area(s). Detailed security procedures will be
specified in the relevant JA(s).

SECTION 12
MEDICAL AND DENTAL

1. The VF commander will be responsible for ensuring that the VF personnel are medically and dentally

fit prior to participating in the exercise or training activity in question. The VF commander will ensure that all

VF personnel deploy with the necessary amounts of any pre-prescribed medication to cover the period of the
deployment and to ensure continued treatment throughout the period of the deployment.

2. Medical and dental treatment will be provided by the HN in accordance with Article 1X of the NATO
SOFA., [n addition, VF personnel will be covered by appropriate govemmental or private health care
insurance when undertaking activities that are not part of their authorised training.

3. Medical and dental suppert provided to VF participating in the exercise or training activity will be
outlined in the relevant |A, which will identify the locations and types of medical facilities available in the
vicinity of the planned Training Area(s).

4. HN authorities will ensure, as far as possible, that VF MEDEVAC aircraft, including helicopters, will
be given the highest priority to transit to, within and from the relevant Training Area and given access to HN
airspace o fulfil any emergency mission.

5. The provisions of STANAG 2061 "Procedures for Disposition of Alfied Patients by Medical
Instatlations" and STANAG 2132 "Documentation Relative to Medical Evacuation, Treatment and Cause of
Death of Patients” will be referred to in the application of this MOU.

6. Basic medical care and emergency dental treatment by the HN military medical services and the
evacuation by mifitary aircraft, including helicopters, will be provided free of charge. However, where
assistance is required from HN resources to transfer injured personnel to a hospital of the VF’s choice using
HN assets, the VF authorities will accept responsibility for any reimbursement required for the transportation

costs involved.

7. The VF authorities will also reimburse the HN authorities for emergency evacuation by civil medical
aircraft as well as medical care extended to their personnel at local HN civilian medical facilities, with the
exception that the VF may take advantage of any applicable internationat or bilateral agrecinents on medical/
social security to defray the costs of such treatment.
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SECTION 13
INVESTIGATION PROCEDURES FOR ACCIDENTS

1. Subject to the provisions of Section 8, investigation of an accident or incident involving VF personnel
will be the responsibility of the HN, but the VF authorities may have an observer present at any Inquiry. The
observer will not have the freedom to cross-examine, or to participate in any other way, and will not be
present when the Inquiry is deliberating on its findings and recammendations. The observer will normally be
no higher in corresponding rank than the President of the Inquiry. The VF authorities may conduct such
further investigations as may be required by their laws or regulations. The VF will bear ali costs incurred by

their participation in an inquiry.

2. The military authorities of the VF will normally be provided with the relevant findings and
recommendations of the accident report. Any requests for more specific information will be given
sympathetic consideration by the HN.

SECTION 14
HANDLING THE DEATH OF A MEMBER OF THE VISITING FORCE

1. The death of a member of the VF en HN territory will be reported to the relevant HN autharity and to
the local Defence Attaché in the HN, who will ensure host nation support. The death will be certified by a

doctor of the HN.

2. If the HN's law requires that an autopsy be carried out on the deceased, this will be done in
accordance with its national procedures by a doctor of the HN appointed for the purpose. The HN will notify
the commander of the VF in advance of the time and location of any planned autopsy in order to facilitate the
altendance at the autopsy of a doctor appointed by the VF authorities as an observer.

3. Bodies are to be repatriated under arrangements made by the VF, complying with any relevant laws
and regulations of the HN. Details of arrangements for moving the body will be provided to the BN, through
Commander VF. The HN is requested to facilitate the movement of the VIF Repatriation personnel or their
representatives within the Country. The VI will bear all the costs arising from this requirement.

SECTION 15

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS

Detailed procedures for the protection of the environment will be addressed, where appropriate, in the |A for
the exercise or training activity in question. All claims relating to environmental issues will be dealt with under

the principles outlined in Section 10.

SECTION 16
COMMUNICATIONS

The HN authorities will provide a range of telephone, fax, data and radio facilities as detailed in the A for the
exercise of training activity in question.
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SECTION 17
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute regarding the interpretation or application of this MOU or of its IA({s} will be resolved by
negotiation between the Participants at the lowest possible leval and will not be referred to any national or
international tribunal or third party for settlement.

SECTION 18
AMENDMENT

This MOU may be amended at any time, in writing, with the mutual consent of the Participants. These
amendments will enter into effect in accordance with the procedure described in paragraph 1 of section 19.

SECTION 19
EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERMINATION

M. This MOU will come into effect after signature by both Participants and when notification has been
received from the Hellenic National Defence General Staff that the relevant internal procedures have been
completed and will remain in effect unless terminated either by mutual consent or by one Participant on
giving six months prior notice in writing to the other.

2. in the event that this MOU is terminated:

a, the provisions of Sections 7 (Logistics and Finance), 10 (Claims and Liabilities) and 17
(Settlement of Disputes) will remain in effect until all outstanding payments, claims and disputes are
finally settled; and

b. the provisions of Section 11 (Security and Protection of Information) will remain in effect until
all such information and material is either destroyed or returned to the criginating Participant.

The foregoing represents the understandings reached between the Ministry of National Defence of the
Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Defence of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
