BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA ON CO-OPERATION
IN THE FIELDS OF EDUCATION, SCIENCE AND CULTURE

FOR THE YEARS 2011-2013

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Armenia
(hereinafter referred to as the Parties) complying with the provisions of the Agreement "Between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Armenia on co-

operation in the fields of Education, Culture and Science” signed on December 16, 1994,

guided by the desire to further develop and strengthen the traditional exceptional friendly relations

between the two countries and their peoples;

desiring to develop and strengthen the co-operation in the fields of culture, education and science;

have agreed upon the following:
EDUCATION AND SCIENCE
ARTICLE 1

The Parties shall exchange, upon request, information regarding their educational system and

educational institutions, as well as educational curricula and material.
ARTICLE 2

The Parties shall encourage further co-operation between the Institutions of Higher Education and

the research .institutes of the two Parties, -
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The Parties shall exchange annually two (2) members of the Institutes’ of Higher Education
teaching staff or researchers for a period of up to seven (7) days in the aim of exchanging

experience, scientific publications, organizing joint educational projects and giving lectures.

ARTICLE 3

The two Parties shall exchange annually:

a)Two (2) scholarships, for a duration of up to ten (10) months each, for postgraduate or

research studies. This number includes both an initial attribution as well as a renewal, with the
latter having priority over former,

b)Three (3) scholarships for attending a2 summer seminar in Greek language and culture.

ARTICLE 4

The Parties shall exchange information and documentation in order to facilitate their competent

authorities in the recognition and equivalence of diplomats, certificates and academic degrees,
according to the each country’s faw.

ARTICLE §

The Greek Party informs that the Ministry of Education Lifelong Learning and Religious
Affairs, in order to develop a common certificate for foreign language learning in Greece, has
implemented a standardized examination system whose purpose is to measure the level of

proficiency in languages other than Greek. This examination system leads to the «State Certificate of
Language Proficiency» (Kratiko Pistopiitiko Glossomathias).

ARTICLE 6

The Greek Party informs the Armeniaﬁ Party that the Ministry of Education, Lifelong
Learning and Religious Affairs in collaboration with the Centre of Greek Language which

resides in Thessaloniki, has established an examination system which leads to the “State
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Certificate of Greek Language Proficiency” (Kratiko Pistopiitiko Ellinomathias). This certificate
provides each holder with official recognition of the knowledge of Greek Language.
The Greek Party expresses its wish for recognition of the aforementioned certificates by the
competent Armenian Authorities.
For this reason the Greek Party is willing to :
a) provide the Armenian Party with ali the necessary information and documentation related to
the Certificate of Greek language Proficiency as well as to the relevant examinations.
b) Invite two(2) Armenian experts in Thessaloniki for a petiod of up to five (5) days, in order to
meet with the experts of the Centre of Greek Language and be appropriately infomed.

ARTICLE 7

The Parties shall encourage the dissemination of the language, literature, history and
cultural heritage of the other Party in their Educational Institutions.

ARTICLE 8

The Pa&ies shall co-operate for the dissemination of Greek language teaching in Armenian
Institutions of Higher Education as well as in schools where pupils of Greek origin, or pupils
who show interest for learning the Greek as a foreign language, study. To this end, the Greek
Party is willing to send educational material as well as teachers. Moreover, the Greek Party shall
offer one or two (1 or 2 ) scholarships of a summer course in Greek language and culture to

Armenian teachers of Greek language.

ARTICLE 9

The Armenian Party shall facilitate Greek teachers who are appointed on secondment in

Armenia, in order to teach the Greek language with the issue of residence and work permit.
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ARTICLE 10

The Greek Party informs the Armenian Party that there exists, in Greece, schools of
primary and secondary education for Armenian pupils, in which the Armenian language is taught

and which are financed by the Heilenic Republic.

ARTICLE 11

The Greek Party expresses its wish for the establishment of a department of Greek Studies

in the Yerevan State University..
The Armenian Party expresses its wish for the establishment of a department of Armenian

Studies in one of the Greek Universities.
ARTICLE 12
The Parties shall co-operate in the area of technical and vocational education and shall
exchange experience and know-how.

ARTICLE 13

The Parties shall exchange information and experience related to the implementation of

Information and Communication Technologies (ICT), in the fields of education and science.
ARTICLE 14

The Parties shall co-operate in the field of intercuitural education.
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ARTICLE 15

The Parties shall promote their co-operation within the framework of international

organizations, such as the Council of Europe, UNESCO and BSEC.

ARTICLE 16

The Parties shall promote the co-operation between their Archives and their Public
Libraries.

To this end, they shall exchange information, Idocuments, copies, books, magazines,

publications etc., upon request by the other Party.

CULTURE

ARTICLE 17

The Parties shall encourage the co-operation and exchange of information and experts

between museums of both countries.

ARTICLE 18

The Parties shall encourage bilateral seminars, conferences and symposia with the
participation of experts of their respective public and professional institutions, as well as

_specialists in the field of preservation of cultural heritage.

ARTICLE 19

The Parties shall encourage meetings and exchange of artists, as well as exchange of

experience in the sector of artistic education.
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ARTICLE 20

The Parties shall exchange three or four (3-4) personalities from various cultural and
artistic fields (archaeology, conservation, restoration, museology, literature, folkloric art etc.) for

a period of up to seven (7) days each, to exchange experience in fields related to their specialty.

ARTICLE 21

The Parties shall organize, respectively, a cultural event dedicated to intellectuals of the

other country.
ARTICLE 22

The Parties shall encourage initiatives of their publishing houses for translation and
publication of modern literature of the other country. To this end the two Parties shall exchange

one or two (1-2) translators or publishers for up to seven (7) days each.
ARTICLE 23

The Parties shall organize a film week respectively. The technical and other details shall

be arranged through direct co-operation between the competent authorities of the two countries,
ARTICLE 24
The Parties shall encourage bilateral co-operation and exchanges in the fields of

education and culture, in the framework of UNESCO and the Council of Europe as well as in the

framework of other international organizations.
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ARTICLE 25

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between various cultural organizations in the
field of music, theatre, dance etc. with the purpose of mutual participations of artists in cultyral

events held in both countries.

ARTICLE 26

The Parties shall exchange one (1) exhibition, the subject of which, the dates of
realization and other conditions will be additionally agreed upon by the Parties through

diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 27

The Parties shall encourage exchanges of artistic groups. The content of the events, the
dates of their realization, the number of participants and other conditions will be additionally

agreed upon by the Parties through diplomatic channels.

YOUTH
ARTICLE 28

The Parties shall encourage cooperation between their respective youth authorities by
promoting exchange of governmental experts, dealing with youth affairs, to get acquainted with

youth policies, youth development programmes and youth organizations of the other Party.
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SPORTS
ARTICLE 29

The two Parties acknowledge the importance of sports as a mean of consolidating world
peace and promoting brotherhood and friendship among peoples and individuals.
They also acknowledge the significant educational, social, and recreational mission of

sport, as well as, its particular contribution to public health,

For these reasons, they will seek to encourage broader cooperation in the field of sports and
physical education, in order that there may be direct contact between state sports organizations in
both countries. |

The content and details of this collaboration, which will include the possibility of
cooperation between sports organizations in the two countries, will be determined by the

aforementioned state organizations.

MASS MEDIA
ARTICLE 30

The Parties will encourage direct co-operation between their National News Agencies with
a view to signing a bilateral co-operation Agreement.

The Parties will promote the co-operation in the audiovisual field, through exchanges of
programmes, encouragement of co-productions, training, transfer of know-how and mutual
visits.

The Parties will encourage direct co-operation between their Public Radio-Televisions
Organizations for exchange of information and support of joint activities in the field of

communication.
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ARTICLE 31
GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

a) Exchange of Individuals
The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions of this Programme shall be

nominated by the sending Party which will notify the receiving Party three (3) months before the
candidates proposed departure date.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party personal particulars informing about
specialization, professional qualifications, academic titles, languages spc;ken {English, or the
language of the host country), programme and duration of stay of those persons to be exchanged
as well as other useful information.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its consent at least one (1) month prior
to the proposed date of visit. Upon of the consent of the receiving Party the sending Party shall

communicate the exact date of departure at least 15 days in advance.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party the candidates’ files not
fater than March 31
2. The candidates’ files must contain:

¢ Curriculum vitae
. Cobies of study diplomas (certified)
o Programme of planned studies
¢ Health certificate.
All the above-mentioned documents should be translated in the language of the receiving
country or English or French.

3. The receiving Party shall announce the definite acceptance of the scholarship

holders not later that June 30.
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4, Scholars must speak either the language of the receiving country or English or
French. As far as post-graduate candidates are concerned knowledge of the language of the

receiving country is indispensable as well as their acceptance in a post-graduate programme.

¢) Summer Courses
L. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party the candidates’ files not

later than March 31%. The receiving Party shall announce its final aéceptance of the candidates
not later than May 31%,

2. As far as summer courses candidates are concerned, elementary knowledge of the
language and culture of the receiving country is iﬁdispensable. In the end of the seminar,

scholars must deliver a wriiten report concerning their stay.
ARTICLE 32
FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

a) Exchange of Individuals
L. The sending Party shall cover the cost of traveling fare for scientists, delegations

etc., sent under this Programme to the receiving country’s capital and back.
2. " The Greek Party shall provide:
¢  Daily 110 euro for hotel accommodation and allowance;
o  Travel expenses within Greek territory if they result from the programme of stay;
o  Cost for a one or two-day ([-2) visit to archaeological or historical sites.
3. The Armenian Party in accordance with its legal regulations, shall cover the
expenses of accommodation, internal transportation, food or per diem.
4, In case of emergency medical assistance free of charge will be provided in a
public hospital by the receiving Party for person arriving under the provisions of this

Programme,

b} Exchange of Scholarships
1. The scholars themselves shall provide round trip transportation between the two countries.

The Greek Party shall provide:

A monthly allowance of 550 euro for post-graduate students or researchers beginning with
the student’s arrival in Greece and covering the duration of the scholarship;

A lump sum of 500 euro upon arrival for accommodation fees for those settling in Athens
or of 550 euro for those in the provinces. Students whose scholarship has been renewed are not
entitled to this sum;

Exemption from tuition fees;

Travel expenses within Greek territory according to the approved programme of studies of
post-graduate students or researchers up to the sum of 150 euro.

Candidates can apply for a tuition free postgraduate course. A list with all the free
postgraduate courses as well as the circular letter of each academic year, can be found at the
;vebsite of the Hellenic Ministry of Education, Lifelong kaming and Religious Affairs.
Postgraduate students or researchers who wish to attend courses of Greek language are not

exempted from the relevant tuition fees.

3. The Armenian Party in accordance with its legal regulations shall cover the
expenses of accommodation (water, electricity and telephone included), an allowance equivalent
to the minimum Armenian salary, exemption from tuition fees and free entrance to of museums

and archeological sites.

4. In case of emergency medical assistance free of charge will be provided in a
public hospital by the receiving Party for persons arriving under the provisions of this

Programme.

t) Summer Courses

L. The scholars themselves shall provide round trip transportation between the two
countries.
2. All remaining expenses shall be covered by organizers of the summer

courses/seminars in the receiving country.
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ARTICLE 33
GENERAL AND FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE AND ART
Exchange of individuals

1. Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this Programme will be nominated by
the sending Party, which will notify the receiving Party of this nomination, three (3) months
prior to the proposed departure date. The sending Party, will also supply the receiving Party with
all necessary information on the academic and profés;ional qualifications, as well as the
~ proposed working programme, duration of stay and any other information that might be useful,

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its decision at least 30 days prior to the
proposed departure date. Upon receiving the consent of the receiving Party, the sending Party
will communicate the exact date of departure, at least 15 days in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the field of cultural co-operation will be
requited to have a good command of the language of the host country or English or French. In
case of emergency, the receiving Party will provide an interpreter.

2. Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under this Programme will be covered as
follows:

a) " The sending Party wili bear costs of international travel to and from the capital of
the receiving Party.

b) The Greek Party shall provide:

100 euro per day for hotef and living expenses

a lump sum of 100 euro, upon arrival, per visit to cover cost of'travels within Greece.

) “The Armenian Party shall provide :

100 euro per day for hotel and living expenses
a lump sum of 100 euro, upon arrival, per visit to cover cost of travels within Armenia,

d) In case of emergency, medical assistance free of charge will be provided, 'll:l a

public hospital, by the recei\fing Party for persons arriving under the provisions of this

Programme,
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"ARTICLE 34
Exchange of exhibitions

1. The sending Party will inform the recelvmg Party at {east 12 months in advance
about the dates and the theme of the exhibition under preparatlon To make proper arrangements
for the exhibition, the sending Party will prov:de essential I;echmcal information on the intended
exhibition as well as materiaf mdlspensable for the pnntmg of the catalogue (preface, list of
objects, photos est) at least 3 months before the openmg “Exhibits will reach the place of
destination at least 15 days before the opeéning.

2. The sending Party will bear costs of transportation of exhibitions to and from the
capital of the recelvmg country The way of covermg the cost of transportatlon of exhibitions
within the territory of the receiving country, in case they wnll be orgamzed in more than one
town, will be regulated by a special agreesment between the institutions concerned of the two
Parties.

3. The receiving Party will bear cost of the orgamzatlon of the exhibition, mcludlng
costs of renting halls, security, techmcal assistance (storage facilities, installation arrangements,
lighting, heating, dismantling and printing of publications, such as posters, catalogues and
invitations). The receiving Party will also provide publicity to the exhibition.

4. The sending Party will bear cost of insurance of the exhibits nail to nail, in
accordance with a special agreement to be signed by the respective institutions of the Parties.
The receiving Party shall provide safet&r of the exhibits during.the exhibition.

5. Expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner and when necessary, of
persons, whose attendance wilt be required for the instalfation and the dismantling of the
exhibition, will be regulated according to the financial provisions of the present Progfmme. The

two Parties will agree upon the number of persons accompanying the exhibition.
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ARTICLE 35

The provisions of the present Programme do not preclude the realization of other
exchanges in the fields of education, science and culture, provided that they are agreed upon

through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 36

The present Programme shall enter into force from the day of its signing and it shall remain
valid until December 31, 2013. In case of delaying in the signing of a new Programme, the

~ present Programme shall remain valid until the signing of the new one will take place in Athens.
