Recalling that under its Statute, the International Atomic Energy Agency (hereinafter referred
1o as the “TAEA™) is authorized, intér alia, to foster the exchange of scientific and technical
information and to encourage the exchange of training of scientists and experts in the field of
peaceful uses.of atomic energy as well as to establish standards of safety for the protection of
‘health ageinst ionizing radiation and to provide for application of those standards to the
IAEA’s own operations and to States at their request;

 Recalling that General Cdﬁfcrence rcsolution GC(54)/RES/T welcomed the Secretariat’s

progress toward long-term agreements on education and training in radiation protection and
nuclear safety, and looked forward to further -long-term -agreements conditional on the

-outcomes of Education and Training Appreisal (EduTA) missions;

Noting the successful conclusion of the EduTA mission to the Greek Atomic Energy

Commission (hereinafter referred to as “GAEC™)-in 2008, which recognized that the GAEC

satisfactorily complies with the requirements of the EduTA %'Jrogramme of the IAEA and
fulfils the criteria for recognmon es a Regional Training-Centre"; . '

- Noting that the Board of £ Governors of the IAEA approved a regwnal chhmcal Coopcratwn

project for Europe (RER/9/101) which supports the implementation of thr: TAEA’s strategic
approach to education and training in radiation, transport and waste safety”.

Now therefore the Government of the Hellenic 'chubhc (hereinafter referred to as “the
Government”) And the IAEA (hereinafter collectively referred as “the Parties”) hereby enter
into this Long Term Agreement (LTA) to support the GAEC as a Regional Training Centre in
Eurcpe for Radiation, Transport and Waste Safety.

Neither the
Government nar the GAEC shall hold the IAEA and its officials, agents and employees liable
for death or injury to persons. or damage to property of third parties or of the GAEC and the
Government shall indemnify, hold and save harmiess and defend, at its own expense, the
JAEA and its officials, agents, servants and employees, from and against all suits, claims,
demands and lisbility of any nature or kind, including their costs and expenses, arising from
the operations under this LTA.
