Both Sides expressed their satisfaction about the progress achieved so

far in their bilateral cooperation in the field of tourism, mentioning, inter .

alia, the Second Session of the Turkish-Greek Joint Tourism Committee and
the Greek-Turkish Fora held in both countries mentioning, in particular, the
7% Greek-Turkish Forum on Tourism, held in Antalya in 2006 as well as the
8t Greek-Turkish Forum on Tourism, held in Athens, on 12th October 2011,
at Ministerial Level, with the participation of representatives from the
private sector.

They also mentioned the close cooperation existing between the
Associations of Travel Agents of the two countries, which has resulted in the
exchange of visits of their representatives in tourist fairs, congresses and
cultural events organized in Greece and Turkey respectively.

Both Sides reiterated their appreciation for the successful
implementation of the joint familiarization trip for tourism professionals of
third countries, evoking, in particular, the fam-trip to Greece and Turkey
addressed to Chinese professionals from the tourism sector during the

summer of 2010 (29 June-5 July).
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‘Both Sides also underlined the importance of the official visit of H.E.
the Minister of Culture and Tourism of the Hellenic Republic, Mr. Pavlos
Yeroulanos, to Istanbul, in May 2011 when he met with his Turkish
counterpart, H.E. Mr. Ertugrul Giinay, Minister of Culture and Tourism,
with the aim to further strengthen the tourism cooperation between the two
countries. In this context, the two Ministers stated that the cooperation of
the two countries in the field of tourism could become an effective tool for
the economic development of the region. They also emphasized the need for
cooperation in different areas such .as mantune, cultural and religious
tourism. The two Mlmsters also ment1oned the need for promotion and
elaboratlon of ]o1nt _tounst packages for new tourism' markets and overseas

in the1r respective countne
Taking into considera

Turkish Forum on Tourism, held on 12th’ October 2011 in Athens, and the
Declaration that was s1gned on the same day, the two Sides agreed to
encourage their Associations of Travel Agents and the other tourism
stakeholders from the private sector to further strengthen their bilateral
cooperation with a view to increasing the tourist traffic to and between the
two countries.

Taking into consideration that tourism is an effective tool for fostering

economic development and the importance of implementing the bilateral

Agreement on Cooperation in the field of Tourism, both Sides have agreed

that:

a. Both Sides will recommend to their appropriate national authorities to
facilitate as much as possible the tourist movement between the two
countries in accordance with their national legislation and international
obligations;

b. Both Sides will cooperate for ensuring sustainable tourism development
and for improving and upgrading their tourism infrastructure; - '

sectors, concerning the promotion and elaboration of common products
in the field of historical, natural and cultural heritage as a combined
tourist package for long-haul destinations, especially major overseas
markets like China, U.S.A, Japan and India;

d. Both Sides will give utmost importance to cooperating and sharing
experience in the field of yachting and cruise tourism and events.
