interconnector pipeline originating in the Hellenic Republic at the Greek-Turkish border and designed to
transport Natural Gas through the Hellemc chubhc to the ltalian Republic via the Repubhc of Albania;

{4) - acknowledging ihat the develupmcnt and interconnection (pursuant to the Interconnection
Agreements relating to this Project) of the Trans-Anatolian Natural Gas Pipeline System and of the natural
gas transport systems of the Parties to the Trans Adriatic Pipeline will enhance the security and ayailability

NON-INTERRUFTION OF THE PROJECT

1. No Party shall, except through a competent authority pursuant to EU Reguiation 994/2010, on Security
of Gas Supply (the Gas Supply Regulation) interrupt, curtail, delay or otherwise impede the (forward
and/or reverse) flow of Natural Gas through the Trans Adriatic Pipeline. o - :

2. If any event occurs or any situation arises which gives reasonable grounds to believe that a threat to
interrupt, curtail or otherwise impede any aspect of the Project (other than the flow of Natural Gas through
the Trans Adriatic Pipeline) exists, the Party in respect of whose territory the relevant threat has arisen,
shall use all lawful and reasonable endeavours to eliminate that threat

3. If any event occurs or any situation arises which interrupts, curtails, or otherwise impedes any
aspect of the Project, the Party in respect of whose territory the relevant event or situation has arisen
shall immediately give notice to the other Parties and the Project Investor of the event or situation,
give reasonably full details of the reasons for the event or situation and (except in the case of
interruption, curiaiiment or impeding of the flow of Natural Gas through the Trans Adriatic Pipeline)
shall nse all lawful and reasonable endeavoursto eliminate the event or sitvation and shail promote
restoration of the affected aspect of the Project at the earliest possible opportunity.
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] ARTICLE 8 |
CONSISTENT PﬂOJECT STANHARDS

The Parties acknowledge that in light of the cross border nature of the Pxﬁject, it is essential that a
coordinated and uniform set of standards apply to the whole of the Project, including in relation to
technical, safety, environmental, social, community and labour standards and that the establishment
between the Parties of those coordinated and uniform standards will be one of the responsxbﬂmes of the
Implcmentatmn Comm;ssmn contempla’sed by Article 10 of this Agreemenr. -

ARTICLE 9
TAXES

For the determination of the tax assessment basus of the Pro;ect Investor the prov:smns of the national
legislation shell apply based on the principles of the Organisation for Economic Cooperation and
Development. For revenues and costs of the Project Investor, uniform and appropriate allocation keys
consistent with the clauses of the Double Tax Treatics relating to determination of business profits shail be
set out in legally binding advance pricing agreements made between the tax authorities of each of the -
Parties among each other and with the tax authority of the Swiss Confederation (being the jurisdiction of
incorporation of the Projact Investor), The advance pricing agreements ‘'shall have a duration of a
minimum of 25 years and will not be capable of being amended or terminated without the consent of the
Project Investor. The allocation keys agreed by a Party set out in any advance pncmg agreement shall also
be reflected in the Host chemment Agreement to wh1ch that Party isa party o

| ARTICLE 10
M.EMENTATION CONIMISSION

An Implementanon Commtsswn is hereby estabhshed consnsung cf two duly authonsed representatives
from each Party (the Implementation Commifsson). The Implementanon Commission shall oversee
compliance with this Agreement, work with the Project Investor 1o agree on a Protocol to be concluded by
the Parties establishing a set of consistent and umfmm standards referred to in article 8, to apply to the
whole Project and shall také such other actions as it may, by consensus of its members; deem to be
necessary to facilitate the 1mp}emematwn of this Agreement The Project Investor shali be enmled 1o
appoint one pbserver to the hnplemcntanon Commissior, who may attend the meetings and other activities
of the Implementauon Commission. The Impi:memanon Commission shall be an advisory body only and
shall not be smpowered to make final and binding dec1s;ons on bchalf of the Parties, mc]udmg in rclanon
to the resoluuon of d1sputes under tlns Agreement .

ARTICLE 1
RES?ONSIBE;IT-Y

Any failure of, or refusal by, a Party to fulfil or perform its obligations, take all actions and grant all rights
and benefits as provided for by this Agreement shall constitute a breach of such Party’s obligations nnder
this Agreement. The responsibility of a Party under this Article shall, in accordance with the general
principles of international law, extend to the acts and omissions of any State Authority or State Entity.
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ARTICLE12. - -
AMENDMENTS AND $ERMINATION.

No Party shall amend, or otherwise seek to avoid or limit this Agreement without the prior written: consent
of each of the other Parties. Any amendments to this Agreement shail be adopted by all the Parties in
writing and shall enter into force in accordance with the procedure prescribed in article 14 of the present
Agrecment, This Agrecment shafl remain in full force and effect until the date of completion of the
decommissioning of the entire Trans Adriatic Pipeline, No party may denounce or withdraw from this
Agreement or suspend the performance of its obligations under this Agreement without the prior consent
of each of the other Parties. However, if the Trans Adriatic Pipeline is not selected by the Shah Deniz
Consortium to transport natural gas from the Caspian Region to Europe, TAP shall identify, in agreement
with the Parties and within a petiod of 24 months from the entry inte force of this Agreement, alternative
sources of supply. Failing this, a Party may withdraw from the Agrwment by sendmg a three months prior
written notice to the other Parties through dlplomanc channels. - : _ o

ARTICLEB
DISPU‘TE RESOL‘UTIDN
