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PROTOCOL OF THE 6" SESSION OF THE
INDIA - HELLENIC JOINT ECONOMIC COMMITTEE
(ATHENS, 28.03.2011)

The sixth Session of the India - Hellenic Joint Economic Committee, set up
under the Agreement on Economic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation between
the Government of the Republic of India and the Government of the Hellenic
Republic, was held in Athens on March 28th, 2011. The Indian Delegation was
headed by the Minister of State for Commerce and Industry Mr. Jyotiraditya Scindia
and the Hellenic Delegation was headed by Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs Mr.
Spyros Kouvelis.

The Session was jointly inaugurated by Mr. Spyros Kouvelis, Deputy Minister
for Foreign Affairs, Government of the Hellenic Republic and by Mr. Jyotiraditya
Scindia, Minister of State for Commerce and Industry, Government of the Republic of
India.

The composition of the two Delegations is at Annex |. The adopted agenda for
the Joint Committee meeting is at Annex Il.

The two Sides took note of the present levels of trade and investment flows
and agreed that all efforts would be made to strengthen bilateral trade and
investment in fields of economic activity presenting opportunities on both sides. The
deliberations of the Joint Economic Committee and discussions between the two
sides took place in a cordial atmosphere, reflecting friendly relations between the
two countries and their desire to strengthen and further develop their economic and
commercial relations on the basis of mutual benefit.

The Heads of the two Delegations discussed the economic situation of their
countries, exchanged views on WTO issues and regional and multilateral
development. Both sides shared the view that at the present time, when the world
economy is still facing many difficulties and uncertainty, solutions should be sought
for closer mutual economic cooperation as well as for promotion of multilateral and
inter-regional trade and removal of existing barriers to trade.

Both Sides agreed that the Joint Economic Committee mechanism needs to
be strengthened by holding regular meetings alternately in the two countries, to
boost economic engagement and suggest measures to enhance bilateral trade and
investment flows.

The deliberations of the Joint Committee meeting reflected the warm and
friendly relations between the two countries. Discussions were held with the intention
of establishing a partnership between the two countries, as well as of further
strengthening bilateral economic and commercial relations.
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1. REVIEW AND PERSPECTIVES OF BILATERAL ECONOMIC RELATIONS.

The leader of the Hellenic Delegation highlighted the country’s role in the
European Union, South — Eastern Europe and the Mediterranean, its geographical
and economic position as a gateway to the European Union and South-Eastern
Europe, as well the numerous areas of opportunity for investments and joint
ventures for Indian businesspersons that arise. He expressed Greece’s keen desire
to attract Indian investments, especially following the recent adoption of the new
legislative framework for investment in Greece, as well as to strengthen trade and
economic relations with India.

The leader of the Indian delegation highlighted the rapid growth of the Indian
economy in recent years and its emergence as a major investor in some of the EU
countries. He also expressed India's keen interest to widen and intensify the scope
of bilateral economic relations in the identified areas of mutual interest between India
and Greece.

2. TRADE AND ECONOMIC COOPERATION BETWEEN GREECE AND INDIA

2.1 Cooperation in the field of Trade

2.1(a) Review of bilateral trade

Both Sides reviewed bilateral trade over the past few years. Although bilateral
trade between the two countries had been gradually increasing since 2000-01, since
2007 onwards bilateral trade marked a decline mainly due to the global economic
situation; consequently, it was agreed that intensive efforts would be made to
promote and expand bilateral exchanges.

2.1(b) Measures for developing bilateral trade

Diversification of composition of trade

Both Sides noted that there is a need to enhance cooperation in traditional
areas of trade and also to diversify the bilateral trade mix, in order to include non-
traditional items. They noted the rapid economic changes taking place in both
countries and agreed that concrete measures were necessary to harvest the
opportunities that arise. The setting up of joint ventures and the enhancement of
bilateral direct investment flows were pointed out as particularly promising sectors.
Both Sides noted that substantial possibilities for enhanced trade and investment
cooperation existed in Tourism, Agriculture, Maritime sector, Air Transport, Science
and Technology, Construction and Infrastructure, Information and Communication
Technology, Pharmaceuticals and Traditional Systems of Medicines, Bio-technology,
Engineering sector, Renewable Energy Sources, and Green Technologies.

2.1 (c) Participation in fairs and exhibitions

Reiterating the recognition of the significance of fairs and exhibitions for the
promotion of bilateral trade, the two Sides expressed their desire to further support
their companies and other organizations to participate in fairs and exhibitions taking
place in the two countries, as in the past. The Indian Side informed that the India
Trade Promotion Organization (ITPO) has been regularly participating in the
Thessaloniki International Trade Fair (Greece) and indicated interest to participate in
other important international fairs in Greece. The Indian Side once again requested
the Hellenic Delegation to urge the Hellenic Foreign Trade Board (HEPO) and other
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competent Hellenic authorities to coordinate with the India Trade Promotion
Organization (ITPO), in order to implement Greek participation in Indian trade fairs.

2.2 Bilateral institutional framework

2.2(a) Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement (DTAA)

An Agreement for the avoidance of double taxation with respect to taxes on
income is applied between the Republic of Greece and the Republic of India since
January 1% 1964. Both Sides had expressed their wish to revise this Agreement in
order to meet worldwide modern economic standards. A revised text was initialed in
May 2005. Later, the Indian Side requested for a revision in Article 8 of the agreed
text.

The Indian Side proposed a compromise formulation to break the gridlock on
article 8 and requested the Hellenic Side to respond. Both sides are still negotiating
to resolve this issue.

The revised Agreement will further enable both economic communities to
benefit of potential investments in an updated legal framework. Both Sides have also
stressed their devotion in continuing efforts for a quick and mutually beneficial
resolution of the arisen issue that will lead to the revision of the aforementioned
Agreement.

2.2(b) Air services Agreement

Both Sides agreed to continue their efforts to promote air transport relations
and they committed themselves to arrange a meeting at their earliest convenience, in
order to finalize the initialing of the bilateral Air Services Agreement, negotiations
upon which commenced in 2007, for the purpose of creating a concrete legal
environment, which will encourage and facilitate the airlines of both Sides.

2.3 Investment Cooperation

Both Sides encourage the signing of Memoranda of Understanding in the field
of investment promotion cooperation between the Hellenic Organization “Invest in
Greece” and the Indian organization “Invest India”, respectively, in order to further
facilitate bilateral investment flows.

Both Sides reaffirmed their will to continue their cooperation aiming at
enhancing and expanding business ties between Greek and Indian entities in the
field of investment and the promotion of investment opportunities.

The implementation Agencies for this purpose on the Hellenic side is the
Organization “Invest in Greece”, and on the Indian side the organizations “Invest
India”, respectively.

The Hellenic side presented sectors of the Greek economy that offer a
particularly high potential of attracting foreign investment, including Renewable
Energy Sources and Green Technologies, Tourism, Agriculture, Maritime
Transportation, Ports Development and related services, Air Transport, Science and
Technology, Bio-technology, Infrastructure Development, Metal Manufacturing,
Information and Communication Technology.

The Indian side stated that India offers tremendous investment opportunities in
all manufacturing industries, chemicals, drugs & Pharmaceuticals, Infrastructure,
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Agro-processing, Renewable energy and knowledge based sectors like Bio-
technology.

The Hellenic side mentioned that a number of Greek companies are already
active in India; Greek investment in India is focused on the fields of Industry,
Machinery and Equipment, Mining, Packaging Materials & Machinery, Research,
Textiles, Retail Trade and other Services.

3. ENHANCING BILATERAL COOPERATION IN PRIORITY SECTORS

3.1 Tourism

The Joint Committee noted that taking into consideration the history of links
between India and Greece, there is a huge potential for boosting bilateral tourist
flows.

In this context, the two Sides agreed to encourage their National Tourism
Administrations to convene the 2nd Session of the Greek-Indian Joint Commission,
provided for in the Agreement on Tourism Cooperation, on a date and place which
will be mutually agreed through diplomatic channels.

Moreover, the Greek National Tourism Organisation (G.N.T.O.) has proposed
specific forms of cooperation between the two countries in the following areas:

¢ Promotion of high quality tourist packages to potential high-class and
high-income Indian consumers travelling for leisure, business or other
purposes (lifestyle/wedding/shopping tourism etc.)

e Creation of a network of cooperation between the Greek side (Ministry
of Culture & Tourism - G.N.T.0O.) and prominent Bollywood filmmakers
so that Greece can serve as a Venue for the Indian filmmaking industry

e Elaboration of joint tourist packages of cultural tourism and other forms
of Special Interest Tourism

e Potential launching of direct flights between the two countries through
India’s national air carrier (Air India) as well as the establishment of
Greece as the said airline’s hub in the Southeastern Mediterranean.”

Both sides expressed their satisfaction about the progress achieved so far in
their bilateral relations in the field of tourism and reiterated their willingness to further
promote their cooperation in the said field. With a view to intensifying the bilateral
tourism movement, both Sides will examine the possibility of organizing
familiarization trips for tourism professionals and journalists from the two countries.

3.2  Agriculture

Both Sides expressed their willingness to implement the Memorandum of
Understanding for cooperation in the sector of Agriculture, signed in New Delhi, on
5/2/2001 and, on the basis of this, they agreed in taking steps for convening at the
earliest, the Joint Hellenic-India Committee for cooperation in the field of Agriculture.

The Hellenic Side expressed its interest in phyto-sanitary issues and, in
particular, to be informed of the detailed rules and procedural requirements posed by
the Indian Authorities, under which imports of plant origin products, such as kiwi
fruits, apples, oranges and plums, could be implemented in the Indian market. In this
respect, both Sides agreed to enhance the cooperation among the competent
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authorities, namely the Directorate of Plant Produce Protection of the Ministry of
Rural Development and Food of Greece and the Department of Agriculture &
Cooperation of the Ministry of Agriculture of India.

The Hellenic Side underlined the importance they attach to the progress on
the Gl track of the India — EU BTIA negotiations. They further reiterated that
Geographical Indications enhance consumer demand for high quality agricultural
products, , and benefit the farmers’ income by increasing the added value of their
production. The Indian Side indicated that India had its own domestic law on GI’s,
which was fully compliant with its international obligations.

The Indian side outlined areas for bilateral technical cooperation such as
Phytosanitary Measures, SPS issues, harmonisation of SPS Standards Integrated
Pest Management, Registration of Pesticides and residue monitoring, fruit and
vegetable cultivation and Market Access Issues of mutual concern..

33 Maritime Sector

Both Sides stressed their willingness to further promote their relations in
the shipping sector. To this end, the Hellenic Side underlined the importance of
concluding, the soonest possible, the bilateral agreement on the avoidance of
Double Taxation, which was initialed in Athens (in May 2005)

The two Sides expressed the importance attributed to the seafarers’
profession, particularly in the fields of facilitation of the seafarers’ mobility for
exercising their profession and their repatriation, as well as their fair treatment in
the event of a maritime accident, in accordance with the relevant international
instruments in force.

The two countries pointed out their wish to enhance their cooperation in
international maritime fora, especially in the area of air emission from ships, so
as to seek viable solutions in the framework of the International Maritime
Organization.

Moreover, the two Sides agreed to cooperate in the port sector and
specifically, in the fields of port development and management.

3.4  Air Transport

Both Sides indicated keen interest in potential launching of direct flights
between the two countries through India’s air carriers.

The Hellenic Side further desired that Greece be established as a hub in
the South-eastern Mediterranean, for operations by Indian air-carriers. This
would further facilitate business contacts and tourist exchanges between the
two countries.

3.5 Science and Technology

Both Sides agreed that there is enormous potential for cooperation in_the
Science and Technology Sector for mutual benefit and welcomed the signing of the
Executive Program in the fields of Science and Technology for the period 2010 to
2013, at Athens on 5™ November, 2010. Both sides expressed their desire to
promote the implementation of the ideas contained in this Executive Program and
recognized the need to identify innovation-led technology programmes between
Greek and Indian scientific institutions and organizations, research institutes,
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universities and other institutions of higher education in areas such as, ICT,
Nanotechnology, Life Sciences & Biomedical Sciences, Chemical and Physical
Sciences, Environmental Sciences, Seismology and Geodynamic, ocean and marine
sciences and energy technologies.

The Hellenic Side stated that the bilateral scientific and technological
cooperation and its focus on the creation of new and innovative technologies will
strengthen the existing linkages between the Greek and Indian scientific
establishments.

The implementation Agencies for this purpose on the Hellenic side is the
General Secretariat for Research and Technology of the Ministry of Education, Life
Long Learning and Religious Affairs, and on the Indian side the Department of
Science & Technology, Ministry of Science & Technology. A meeting of experts from
the two implementation Agencies will take place the soonest possible; the date and
the place of the meeting will be agreed upon through diplomatic channels.

3.6. Innovation

The two sides agreed to take steps and encourage the effort of both the state
and private sectors in the field of innovation development and cooperation.

Specific attention may be given to fields of cooperation including Information
Management Tools for security purposes, Document Management Systems for
Government services cooperation and Knowledge Management Systems for the
medical sector.

3.7. Renewable energy sector

Both sides indicated that the renewable energy sector presents great
potential, particularly in the fields of solar and wind technology and needs to be
jointly exploited. Since both countries are fairly advanced in this sector, the scientific
exchanges and collaboration as envisaged under the executive program signed
recently in Athens by the first Joint Science and Technology Committee need to be
implemented urgently. Furthermore, the sector of energy efficiency holds a strong
potential, given background and know-how of both sides. Prototypes developed
could be used for commercial purposes. Bio-fuels represent another potential area
for collaboration.

The Indian side recalled the MoU being negotiated between Ministry of CRES
of Greece and Dept. of Science and Technology of government of India and
requested the Greek side to offer their views on the Indian proposal of February
2008.

The Hellenic side reaffirmed its interest in signing the MoU and requested the
Indian side to appoint the counterpart of CRES.

3.8. Standardisation, conformity assessment and testing

The Hellenic Side informed that the Hellenic Organisation for Standardisation
(ELOT), aiming at the promotion of technical and scientific cooperation in the fields
of Standardisation, has proposed to the Indian Side the signing of a Memorandum of
Understanding with the Bureau of Indian Standards. The draft received from the
Indian Side in September 2010 has been accepted by the Hellenic Side. Two signed
copies of the final draft were handed over to the Indian Side for completion of
formalities at their end.
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Moreover, the Hellenic National Accreditation System (ESYD), aiming at the
promotion of technical and scientific Cooperation in the fields of Accreditation, has
proposed to the Indian Side the signing of a Memorandum of Understanding with the
National Accreditation Board for Testing and Calibration Laboratories (NABL) and
the National Accreditation Board for Certification Bodies (NABCB) of the Quality
Council of India respectively

Both Sides welcomed the intention of the above mentioned bodies to continue
their fruitful negotiations aiming at the signing of the MoUs expeditiously.

3.9. Construction and Infrastructure

The Indian side informed the Hellenic side that India’s growing economy need
sustained development of infrastructure. The Indian side also presented the
opportunities for investment in the Indian infrastructure sector and indicated that
Greek companies were known for their expertise in civil infrastructure. The Indian
side requested the Hellenic side to mobilize its companies in order to invest in these
sectors in India.

The Hellenic side noted with interest the opportunities in India in the
development of highways, ports, airports, power transmission lines. The Hellenic
side noted with interest the immense potential in this sector and indicated that they
would encourage large Greek construction companies to get in touch with interested
parties in India.

3.10. Public Asset Restructuring and Privatization Programme

The Hellenic Side informed the Indian side about the Hellenic Government’s
firm decision to accelerate, in full transparency, the implementation of its Programme
on public real estate and asset privatizations. Concerning public real estate
management, the Hellenic Government is in the process of setting up an inventory of
commercial state-owned real estate assets, as well as of selecting major real estate
assets to be privatized. The Hellenic Side handed over to the Indian Side a list
indicating an initial portfolio of properties with a potential for the development of
tourism and other economic activities. Moreover, the Hellenic Side noted that there is
an ongoing process of evaluation of available options —from financial and legal points
of view- concerning the privatization and restructuring of a wide range of companies
in which the Greek State holds stakes. The Hellenic Side handed over to the Indian
Side an indicative list of such companies which are considered for privatization.

The Indian side noted with interest the Greek list of properties having tourism
and other economic activities portfolio as well as the Greek Programme on public
real estate and asset privatizations and stated that it would be shared with relevant
industry apex chambers and other co-ordinating bodies.

Indian business persons were now outward looking due to liberalization of the
economy and there was greater investment by Indian companies in Europe today
than ever before.
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4. COOPERATION IN OTHER AREAS

4.1 Information and Communication Technology

The Indian Side reiterated India’s strength in the Communication and IT
sectors.

Both sides agreed that this sector represents one of the high growth sectors
where cooperation needs to be enhanced. NASSCOM and Electronics and Software
Export Promotion Council were two of the Industry Associations from the Indian side
which would be involved for furthering the bilateral relationship in this sector.

The Indian side offered, through Telecommunications Consultants India Ltd
(TCIL) to provide Consultancy and Turnkey Project execution services from concept
to completion in all fields of Telecommunication, Information Technology, Civil
Engineering and Architecture. TCIL would also like to provide its services in the field
of ICT related to Telecom operation support, Telecom & IT networking, Tele-
education software development and modernization of Postal services for Greece
Government. Indian side is also keen to provide Telecom and IT related training to
Greece technical personnel.

The Hellenic side stated that the liberalization in the field of
telecommunications that occurred during the last years in Greece resulted in the
implementation of important investment projects in the field. A number of significant
Greek companies have already a dynamic presence in the region of the Balkans and
the Black Sea by transmitting their knowledge and know-how. Since India is the 5"
market in the world in this domain, there exists a broad field for cooperation and joint
activities between our companies in the sector.

4.2 Indian traditional systems of medicines

The Indian side noted the large potential for trade in this sector and indicated
the global recognition of the benefits of traditional systems of medicine. The holistic
approach of traditional medicine nurtures the immunity system to prevent disease.
Indian side mentioned that India has 700,000 registered practitioners and how its
usage is being integrated in the health treatment in India.

The Hellenic Side indicated that there are a number of ayurvedic centres in
Greece.

4.3 EU-India Free Trade Agreement

Both sides agreed that the outcome of the latest EU-India FTA meeting
between the chief negotiators which was held in Brussels on 28 February and
1 March was positive. The next meeting of chief negotiators is scheduled for 4-
5 April. The meeting between India’s Commerce Secretary and the DG Trade
Director General is planned for 7 April.

Greece wishes that both parties remain committed to concluding the
negotiations by spring. Greece reiterates its support for reaching an ambitious and
balanced agreement and welcomes the Commission's and India’s endeavours
towards achieving this goal.
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India expressed its wish to concluding an ambitious and balanced Broad
Based Bilateral Trade and Investment Agreement with EU. It shared the view that
the mentioned Agreement would bring significant economic benefits to both EU
countries and India

4.4 Internationel Development Cooperation

In the field of international development the Hellenic Repubhc and the
Republic of India expressed their interest in exploring ways of enhancmg their
cooperation in common priority sectors. .-

The discussions took place in an atmosphere of mutual friendship and
understanding. Both Sides noted that the Joint Committee acted as a forum for the
promotion of mutual understanding and agreed to work closely to further promote
cooperation through dnscussmns and dialogue.

A Both Sides agreed that the 7" Session of the Joint Economic Commlttee
between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of India will take place in New Delhi
at a date to be agreed through diplomatic channels.

The two sides agreed to establish a mechanism for following-up the
implementation of agreed upon protocols and Memoranda resulting from the work of
the Greek-India Joint Economic Committee. In this regard, the Indian and the
Hellenic Sides will designate focal points in the Ministry of Commerce and Industry
and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, respectively.
