considering that the International Tracing Service was established for the purpose of
tracing missing persons and collecting, classifying, pr:m]-vjng and rendering aceessible 1o
governments and interested individuals the documents telating to Germans and none
Germans who were interned in National Socialist concentration or labor camips or to. noin-
Germans who were displaced as a result of the Second World War:

mindful of the Agreement Constituting an International Commission for the Intemational
Tracing Service, and of the Agreement on the Relations between the International Com-
mission for the International Tracing Service and the Intemational Committee-af the Red
Cross, both concluded at Bonn on June 6, 1955, as amended by the Protocol Renewing
and Amending the Agreement Constituting an International Commission for the Inter-
sational Tracing Service concluded at Bonn oo August 23, 1960, the Protocol Renewing
and Amending the Agreement on the Relations between the Intemational Commission for
the Interational Tracing Service and the Intemational Committee of the Red Cross con-
cluded at Bonn and Geneva on September 30 and October 7, 1960, by the Atrahgement
Renewing and Amending the Agreement {.‘ﬂnstiiu'ting an International Commission for the
International Tracing Service concluded at Bonn on Ociober 15, 1973, by the Amange-
ment Renewing and Amending the Agreement on the Relations befween the Intemational
Cm:tﬁ\issinn for the International Tracing Service and the International Committes of the
Red Cross concluded al Geneva on December 22, 1972, by the Protocol on the aménd-
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ment of the Agreement Constituting an International Commission for the International
Tracing Service concluded at Berlin on May 16, 2006, and by the Protocol Amending the
Agreement on the Relations between the International Commission for the International
Tracing Service and the International Committee of the Red Cross concluded at Luxem-
‘bourg on May 16, 2006, as well as the Agreement on the Legal Status of the International
Tracing Service in Arolsen, concluded at Bonn on July 15, 1993;

desiring to continue the preservation and tracing activities of the International Tracing
Service in Bad Arolsen, while at the same time allowing for expansion of its activities to
include the gradual development of the International Tracing,Service into a centre for
documentation, information and research, in order to ensure that the fates of those who fell
victim to National Socialism and of the survivors continue to be studied and that the
knowledge thereof be passed on to future generations;

desiring to ensure access, for research purposes, to archives and documeénts held by the

International Tracing Service, both on site and through copies of the archives and docu-

ments received by Partics to the present Agreement or through other means such as remote
access;

reaffirming that the present Agreement does not prejudi;io the ownership of the archives
and documents reposing with the International Tracing Service in Bad Arolsen;

considering that the Parties to the present Agreement deem that the national law of each of
them ensures adequate protection relating to personal data and expect that, in giving
access to the copies, each Party 10 the present Agreement will take into consideration, the

sensitivity of certain information they may contain;

noting that, as a consequence of the expansion of the activities of the International Tracing
Service, the International Committee of the Red Cross has expressed the wish to withdraw
from the management and administration of the International Tracing Service;

recalling that the notification by the International Committee of the Red Cross to the
Chairman of the International Commission for the International Tracing Service on

April 14,2011, renders such withdrawal and termination of the Agreement on the

Relations between the International Commission for the International Tracing Service and
the International Committee of the Red Cross, concluded at Bonn on June 6, 1955, es
amended, effective December 31, 2012, in accordance with that Agreement’s terms;
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desirous to ensure the integrity and preservation of the original archives and documents
and to continue the historical structure as a whole while muintaining an impartial and
responsible administration and direction for the International Tracing Service, reflecting
its international character;

recognizing the continuing contribution of the Federal Republic of Germany as the host
country of the Intemational Tracing Service;

have agreed as follows:

I. Objectives and tasks

Article 1
Role of the International Tracing Service

Constituting a unique source of information on mattersrelated to acts of persecution by
the National Socialist regime and to displacements of persons as a result of the atrocities
of the Second World War in Europe, the Intemational Tracing Service, which has its seat
at Bad Arolsen, shall continue to act as an international centre for conservation, pre-
servation, cataloguing and indexing of the archives and documents held at its premises, in
order to facilitate tracing of victims, research, remembrance and commemoration, judicial
support and other tasks within its competence,

Article 2
Conservation, preservation, cataloguing and indexing

The International Tracing Service shall ensure the conservation of the original archives
and documents held at its premises, including by creating and maintaining appropriate
conditions for conservation of the archives and documents, and by taking pertinent
measures, as necessary, 1o halt and prevent decay or to restore the archives and docu-
ments. As custodian of original archives and documents the International Tracing Service
shall ensure their integrity and the preservation and continuation of the historical structure
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of the collection as a whole, unless the International Commission unanimously decides
otherwise.

Article 3
Tracing

The International Tracing Service for humanitarian purposes shall provide from its
archives and documents, all information which can be of assistance to and is of direct
interest to a person or persons requesting such information. It will also be made available
~for the same purposes — to the representatives on the International Commission, to
Liaison Officers appointed by the Parties to the present Agreement, and, with the approval
of the International Commission, to any governmental or non-governmental organization
requesting information for the benefit of interested parties or their trustees, administrators
or executors.

Article 4
Research

a) Archives and documents held by the lmcmational. Tracing Service shall be avail-
able for research, through access at the premises of the International Tracing
Service and through access to copies of the archives and documents received by

Parties (o the present Agreement.

b) The Intemational Tracing Service may carry out research based on its archives and
documents.

Article 5
Remembrance and commemoration

a) With a view 1o remembrance and commemoration, the International Tracing
Service may at its premises, infer alia, organize exhibitions, as well as educational
initiatives based on its archives and documents,
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b)

The Intemational Tracing Service may facilitate remembrance and commemor-
ation at other sites, on the territory of Parties to the present Agreement and, under
the conditions to be determined by the Intemational Commission, in States not a
Party to the present Agreement.

Article 6
Judicial support

Upon request by the competent judicial authorities, ﬂ:r:. International Tracing
Service may support trials and other legal proceedings ulv:mg place under the juris-
diction of a Party to the present Agreement, on the basis of information wiilch can
reasonably be obtuined from its archives and documents.

All requests from the competent judicial authorities of States not a Party 1o the
present Agreement shall be refered to the International Commission for decision.

Testimony by any Intemational Tracing Service officer or employee in 8 trial or
other lega! proceeding shall require a prior decision by the International Com-
mission.

For services rendered in civil proceedings the International Tracing Servipe may

charge a fee.

Article 7
Other tasks

The Tntemetional Tracing Service, by unanimous decision by the International Commis-
sion, may undeftake activities beyond the scope of Articles 2 to 6 of the present Agree-
ment, provided they relate to the information contained in the archives and documents

held by the International Tracing Service.
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Il. Access o information, archives and documents

Article §
tules on access and use

Each Representative on the International Commission and any Liaison Officer appointed
by any of the Parties to the present Agreement shall have free access 1o all archives and
documents reposing with the International Tracing Service. These persons shall coordinate
their activities with the Director. P

Access to archives and documemts for tracing and research at the premises of the Inter-
national Tracing Service shall be ensured to the fullest extent possible, in accordance with
the provisions below:

Information for tracing purposes shall be provided upon request and without
charge.

Access to the archives and documents for research at the premises of the Irites-
national Tracing Service shall be granted provided, that all appropriate measures
have been taken in order that the activities connected with this research do nat
significantly impair the fulfillment of the task of the Intemational Tracing Service
relating to its humanitarian mandate in sccordance with Article 3 of the present

Agreement,

Use for research purposes of archives and documents held by the International
Tracing Service shall be granted upon request. The terms and ¢onditions of such
use shall be determined by the International Commission in unenimously adopted
directives governing use, including a schedule of fees. As a genersl principle, use
shall be limited to archives and documents available in digitized form. Access o
original archives and documents shall take due account of their conservation stahs.
The inquirer shall agree in writing to comply with the regulations for aceess
established by the International Comumission.

Notwithstanding paragraph ¢) above, archives and documents which were trans-
ferred or made available to the International Tracing Service, based on a writlen
understanding at the time of deposit that the International Tracing Service would

Copies of the archives and documents,

Each Party to the present Agresment shall receive upon request a single -copy of
the archives and documents of the International Tracing Service.

Each Party to the present Agreement may make these archives and documents
accessible for research on the premises of an appropeiate archival repository dr
through remote access on its territory. Access shall be granted in accordance with
the relevan! national law and national archival regulations and practices.

The International Commission shall decide on resphuding to requests for copies of
archives and decuments of the Intemnational Tracing Service, from States not a
Party to the present Agreement and from non-Siate entities.

Article 10
Remote aceess to the holdings at the International Tracing Service

Access by member States of the Intemational Commission to archives and docu-
ments held by the International Tracing Service shall be granted upon request
through secure and authenticated remaote aceess provided that the requesting State
bears the costs involved, including those entailed at the seat of the International
Tracing Service. Such remate access shall be to all the archives and documents at
the International Tracing Service at Bad Arolsen that are available to member

States in digital copy.

The International Commission shall take the decisions necessary for the imple-

mentation of emote access.

L Protection of privacy

Article 11
Privacy '

Access o the archives and documents held by the International Tracing Services
shall always be granted with due regard to the protection of the privacy of persondl
data, in accordance with the provisions below. The fulfillment of the humanitarian
and research mandates is fully compatible with this Article.

The International Tracing Service and the International Commission and the
Liaison Officers shall take all reasonable steps to avoid divulging information
about & person or persons which might prejudice the interests of the person ar
persons concerned or of their relatives, .

The use of personal data based on information taken from the original archivesand
documents provided by the International Tracing Service at Bad Arolsen, including
their dissemination through publications, shall be poverned by a set of niles laid
down in directives unanimously adopted by the International Commission. Such
directives shall give due regard to the interests of a person or persans copcemed
and their close relatives as well as to the furtherance of research on and knowledge
about the period and events covered by the archives and dociiments held at the
International Tracing Service.

In providing access to copies of the archives and documents of the Lriternational
Tracing Service, sach Party to the present Agreement, taking into consideration the
sensitivity of information these copies may contain, shall ensure through national
law adequate protection of personal data derived from such information.
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IV, Inviolability of archives and documents

Article 12
Inviolability

Without prejudice to ownership, the archives and documents held at the Interpational
Tracing Service shall be inviolable. The archives and documents shall not be subject 1o
any form of requisition, arrest or seizure by courts or other authorities in the host country.

In the territory of any other Party to the present Agreement the archives and documens:
will be inviolable to the extent peemitted by national law.

V. Legal status

Article 13
International character and legal capacity

The International Tracing Service, an organization with intenational character, shall enjoy
legal capacity and can, under the law of the Federal Republic of Germony, enter into the

legal transactions necessary for the fulfillment of jts tasks. particularly .contracts of

employment and rental and sales agreements, and may appear in court. For these purposes
the Intemational Tracing Service in Bad Arolsen shall be represented by its Director. Cone
tracts of employment with the International Tracing Service shall be subject 1o the labor
and social law applicable at the place of work.

V1. Governance

Article 14
The Intermnational Commission

the International Tracing Service.

The International Commission may invite represemtatives, designated hy other
interested States or international organizations, to take part as observers in all dis-
cussions of matiers of interest to those States or intemational organizations.

The Imternational Commission shall be convened ini‘liﬂll}' by its Chair mt Bad
Aralsen not later than ninety days afier the entry into force of the present Agree-
ment. Thercafier, the International Commission shall meet at Teast onice & yoar.
Meetings of the Infernational Conunission may be held at the seat of the Inber-
national Tracing Service or within the territory of the Parties to the present Agree-
ment.

‘The International Commission may decide to meet more frequently, provided that
its Chair shall convene it within thirty days of a request by two of its members.

The Intemational Commission may take decisions enly if two thirds of its mém-
bers are preseni.

The Iniemational Commission shall take its decisions by consensus or, When all
efforts thereto have failed, by & simple majority of its members, present or-repre-
sented, and voting, unless any other procedure is expresely provided for in the
present Agreement or the [nfernational Commission decides otherwise,

The Director of the International Tracing Service shall act as the Secretary to the
International Commission,

The International Commission shall establish its own Rules of Procedure by unani-

mous decision.

The task of the Institutional Portner is to work with the International Tracing
Service, in order 10 ensure that it is able to fulfill its role under the present Agree-
ment.

The role of the Institutional Pariner is to advise and work together with the Tnter-
national Commission and the Dircctor of the International Tracing Service in the
implementation of policy in fields such as human resource management, ¢on-
servation and preservation: cataloguing and indexing; and budgeting and. auditing.

The International Commission may adopt proposed amendments to or 4n extension
of the Partnership Agreement by unanimous decision. On the basis af this decision
an amendment or extension could be entered into between the Parties to the Part-

nership Agreement.
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e) By unanimous decision, the International Commission may terminate the partner--
ship in accordance with the terms of the Partnership Agreement, and may invile
another institution 1o serve in this role after entering imo a new agreement in

~ accordance with paragraph a) above.

Article 17
Advisory and subsidiary relations

the present Agreement as well as 1o the Secretary-General of the United Nations for
registration in accordance with Article 102 of the Charter of the United Nations.

The Chair of the International Commission for the Intemational Tracing Service, being
authorized to act on behall of the Parties to the Agreement on the International Tracing
Service done a1 Berlin on December 9, 2011 (the “ITS Agreement”) pursuant to Article 16
of the I'TS Agreement, on the one side,

mindful of the continuing role of the International Tracing Service to aet 4s an infet-
national center for conservation, preservation, cataloguing, and indexing of the archives
and documents held at its premises in order io facilitate the tracing of victims, research,
remembrance and commemoration, judicial support and other tasks within its competence;

aware of the history of the International Tracing Service, which was established for the
purpose of tracing missing persons and collecting, classifying, preserving and rendering
accessible to Govemments and interested individuals the documents relating to Germans
and non-Giermans who were interned in National Socialist concentration or labor camps or
fo non-Germans who were displaced as a result of the Second World War;

recalling the mandate set forth in the ITS Agreement to identify an Institutional Partner
that will advise and work together with the International Commission and the Direotor of
the International Tracing Service in the implementation of policy in fields such as Histnan
Tesource management, conservation and preservabion, cataloguing and indexing, -and
budgeting and auditing.

recalling the authority granted in the ITS Agreement 10 the Chair of the International
Commission 1o enter into an agreement unanimously adopted by the International Com-
mission that contains the specific terms of a partnership betwesn the International Tracing
Service and an Institutional Partner; '

recognizing the willingness of the Federal Archives of the Federal Republic of Germany
to accept the role of the Institutional Pariner as defined in the ITS Agreement in advising
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and working together with the Director of the Intemational Tracing Service in all areas
where the expertise and experience of the Federal Archives may prove relevant to
achieving the goals established by the International Commission and assigned by it to the
Director of the Intemational Tracing Service;

desiring to ensure the professional and institutional continuity and development of the
work of the International Tracing Service;

have agreed as follows:

Article |
Definitions

For the purposes of this Agreement:

1. The “Chair” means the Chair of the International Commission for the [ntemational
Tracing Service,

2, The “International Tracing Service” means the Director of the Intermafional
Tracing Service or the International Tracing Service.

3. The “Federal Archives™ means the President of the Federal Archives ofithe Foderal
Republic of Germany or the Federal Archives of the Federal Republic-of Cermany.

Article 2
Institutional Partner

The Federal Archives is the designated Institutional Pariner of the International Tracing
Service pursuant to Article 16 of the ITS Agreement.
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Article 3
Archival matters

(1)  For the pupose of implementing Article 2 of the TS Agreement and the directives
of the International Commission, the International Tracing Service shall seek, and the
Federal Archives shall provide, all approprigte assistance and advice relating to the
conservation, restoration, preservation, cataloguing, and indexing of the archives and
documents held by the International Tracing Service at its premises.

(5] In the framework of such assistance the Federal Archives will provide ls expertise
and may, where possible and appropriate, offer its services to support the Internafional
Tracing Service in its work with the aim to enable it to implement its tasks under Article 2
of the TTS Agreement.

(3  The Inernational Tracing Service and the Federal Archives shall cooperate in the
development of priorities and the preparation of professional principles relating to conser-
vation, restoration, preservation, cataloguing and indexing of the archives. Such pricrities
and principles shall be submitted to the International Commission for approval.

(4)  The Imernational Tracing Service and the Fedefﬁl'mduim shall regularly consult
each other on the cooperation referred 1o in paragraphs | 1o 3.

{5) The Intemational Tracing Service and the Federal Archives shall preserve the
historical structure of the archives and documents held by the International Tracing
Service and nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as permitting & revision of the
streture of the archives.

(6} Any efforts 1o moke possible the categorization of records by provenance, oF any
other principle commonly applied in archives that do not have the historicdl specifieity of
ihe International Tracing Service, shall be undertaken in the digital records enly based on
the ability to electronically 1ag and retrieve sets of documentation in the digital archive,
and not through an actual reorganization of the original paper holdings.

(7)  As repards access to the archives and documents held by the International Tracing
Service in Bad Arclsen the [T Agreement as well as the decisions taken and the
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directives adopted by the International Commission in accordance with the ITS Agree-
ment shall prevail.

Article 4
Human resources management

(1) Human resources management shall be the responsibility of the Director of the
Intemnational Tracing Service. \

(2) When hiring senior staff of the Intemational Tracing Service, the International
Tracing Service shall consult with the Federal Archives. When hiring archival staff, the
International Tracing Service, in agreement with the Federal Archives, shall ensure that
such staff meet internationally recognized archival standards.

Article §
Preparation of the budget
(1) In fulfilling the responsibilities listed in Article 21 of the ITS Agreement, which
include but are not limited to drawing up a budget estimate and submitting an anntial
financial account of the preceding financial year, the International Tracing Service shall
seek, and the Federal Archives shall provide, all possible assistance and advice, in particu-
lar regarding the financial implications associated with conservation and preservation
initiatives including an economic viability study prior to any procurement exceeding
EUR 125,000, or as otherwise determined by the International Commission.

(2)  During the preparation of the budget estimate, priority as to the assignment of
resources should be given to the implementation of policy decisions and mandates estab-
lished by the Intemational Commission.
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Aricle b
Additonal matters

(1) In elaborating proposed priorities for the International Tracing Service and setling
out their financial implications for consideration by the Intemnational Commission, in
drawing up an annual work plan, including any proposed structural reorganization, and in
submitting semi-annual reports on the activities of the International Trecing Serviee the
Intemnational Tracing Service shall consult with the Federal Archives. The Federal
Archives may submit comments on such documents and rcpu;la 1 the International Com-
mission.

{2) When concluding legal transactions, including contracts of employment, rental
agreements and sales agreements, and in handling court cases, the Intemational Tracing
Service shall consult with the Federal Archives.

(£}] The buildings used by the International Tracing Service in Bad Arolsen shall be
managed by the Instiute for Federal Real Estate.

(4) The planning, use and development of information technology (IT) at the Inter-
national Tracing Service shall be undertaken in consuliation with the Federal Archives. In
so doing the Intemational Tracing Service and the Federal Archives should seek to
maintain, to the degree possible, consistency between the experience in the use of digital
copies of the archives of the Imemations] Tracing Service at Bad Arolsen and at natjional

reposilories.

{5) incases where the advice of outside experts regarding the work of the International
Tracing Service is sought or received, the International Tracing Service and the. Federal
#Archives should inform each other,

Article 7
Dispuies between the Intemmational Tracing Service and the Instilutional Partner

Iz cases of a dispute regarding implementation or application of this Agreement which
carmaot be solved through mutual consultations the matter may be referred by either side to
the International Commission for consideration.
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Article 8
Entry into foree and duration

{1}  This Agreement shall enter into force on the same day as the ITS Agreement done
-t Berlin on December 9, 2011,

(2)  This Agreement shall remain in effect for a period of five years from the date of its
entry into force. It may be extended for successive periods of five years by unanimous
decision taken by the Intemnational Commission if possible at léast one year before the
expiry of the previously agreed peried. If no decision on extension is taken before the
expiry date this Agreement shall lapse and the institutional partnership shall be ended.

[3) Following its signature, this Agreement shall be provisionally applied in accord-
ance with any domestic laws where applicable during any period in which the ITS Agres-
ment, done at Berlin on December 9, 2011, is provisionally applied.

Article 9
Termination
Either the Chair of the Intemational Commission for the International Tracing Service, an
behalf of the Parties o the ITS Agreement, or the Federal Republic of Cermany may
terminate this Agreement by written notification to the other with not less than six months
[180 days] advance notice.

Article 10
Assistance in the event of lapse or {ermination

In the event of lapse or termination of this Parnership Agreement, the lnternational
Tracing Service and the Federal Archives shall cooperate in taking all necessary $teps to
deal with outstanding matiers.
