Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of the present Agreement unless the context otherwise |
requires: ' :

The term "Aeronautical Authorities” means, in the case of the Republic |
of Zambia, the Ministry of Communication and Transport and any
person or body authorized to perform any functions at present exercised
by the said Authority or similar functions and, in the case of the
Hellenic Republic, the Governor of the Civil Aviation Authority and
any person or body authorized to perform any functions at present
exercised by the said Organization or similar functions. .

The term "the Convention" means the Convention on International Civil
Aviation, opened for sighature at Chicago, on the seventh day of
December, 1944, and mcludes :

‘designated and authorized in accordance Wlth the prov181ons of Article
, 3 of the present Agreernent : :

The term "agreed serv1ces" means scheduled air services on the routes
specified in the Annex to this Agreement for -the transport of

‘passengers, cargo and mail, separately or in combmatmn
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The term "capacity" in relation to an aircraft means, the payload of that

" aircraft available on a route or section of a route and the term "capacity"

in relation to "an agreed service" means, the capacity of the aircraft

~used on such service, multiplied by the frequency operated by such

aircraft over a given period and a route or section of a route.

The term "temtory" in relation to a State has the meaning of the Artlcle
2 of the Convention,

The terms "air service", "international air serv1ce" "airline" a.nd "stop
for non- traffic purposes” shall have the meanings respect:wely assigned

| to them in Artlcle 96 of the Convention.

The term "tariff" means the price to be charged for the carriage of
passengers, baggage and cargo and the conditions under which those
prices apply, including prices and conditions for agency and other
auxiliary services performed by the carrier in connection with the air
tra.nsportatmn but excluding remuneration and condltlons for the

' camage of mail.

‘The term "user charge" ‘means a charge made to airlines for the

provision of airport, air navigation or aviation security property or
facilities.

The term “EU Treatles“ means the Treaty on European Union and the -

- Itis understood that the titles given to the Articles of the present
Agreement do_in no way restrict or extend the meanings of any of the
provisions of the present Agreement.

Arfiele 2
Grant of Right

Each Contractmg Party. grants to the other Contractmg Party the r1ghts |
specified in this Agreement for the conduct of scheduled international
air services by the designated alrlme of the other Contracting Party as

follows

On receipt of such a designation the other Contracting Party shall grant
the appropriate authorizations and permissions with the minimum
procedural delay, prov1ded :

regulatory control of the airline; and

" ¢) the designated airline is qualified to meet the conditions prescribed
under the laws and regulations normally applied _in conformity with
the provisions of the Convention_ to the operation of international air
services by the Party receiving the designation. . :

3. On receipt of the operatmg authorization of paragraph 2,a de51gnated
airline may at any time begin to operate the agreed services for which it is so

 Article 4 -
Suspension and Revocation

1. Either Contracting Party may revoke, suspend or limit the operating
authorization or technical permissions of an airline by the other
Contractmg Party, where:

Recogmtlon of Certificates and Llcences

Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of competency and licences
issued or validated in accordance with the laws and regulations of one
Contracting Party, including in the case of the Hellenic Republic the
‘laws and regulations of the European Union, and unexpired shall be
recognised as valid by the other Contracting Party, for the purpose of
operating the agreed services, provided always that the requ1rements
under which such certificates or licences were issued or validated are

It the privileges or conditions of the licenses or certificates referred to

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If, follswmg such consultatioris one Cohtractingﬁ Party finds that the

~ Chicago Convention, are not being effectwely maintained and

administered in respect of airlines designated by the other Contracting
Party, the first Contracting Party shall notify the other Contracting Party
of those findings and the steps considered necessary to conform with -
the ICAQ Standards and that other Contracting Party shall take

"appropriate corrective action. Failure by the other Contracting Party to

take appropriate action within 15 days or such longer period as may be
agreed, shall be grounds for the apphcatxon of Article 4 of this

Agreement.

Notwithstanding the obligations mentioned in Article 33 of the Chicago
Convention it is agreed that any aircraft operated by or on behalf of the
designated airline or airlines of one Contracting Party on services to or
from the territory of the other Contracting Party may, while within the
territory of the other Contracting Party, be made the subject of an
examination by the authorized representatives of the other Contracting
Party, on board and around the aircraft to check both the validity of the
aircraft documents and those of its crew and the apparent condition of
the aircraft and its equipment (in this Article called "ramp inspection"),
provided this does not lead to unreasonable delay.

b) Serlou.s concerns that there is lack of effective maintenance and -

. the Contractmg Party carrylng out the 1nspect10n shall, for the purposes _

of Article 33 of the Chicago Convention, be free to conclude that the
requlrements under which the certificates or licences in respect of that
aircraft or in respect of the crew of that aircraft had been issued or
rendered valid, or that’ the requirements under which that aircraft is
operated, are not equal to or above the minimum standards established

pursuant to the Chicago Convention.
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In the event that access for the purpose of undertaking a ramp

" inspection of an aircraft operated by the airline or airlines of one

Contracting Party in accordance with paragraph 3 above is denied by

" the representative of that airline or airlines, the other Contracting Party

shall be free to infer that serious concerns of the type referred to in
paragraph 4 above arise and draw the conclusions referred in that

paragraph.

'Each Contracting Party reserves the right to suspend or vary the

operating authorization of an airline or airlines of the other Contracting
Party immediately in the event the first Contracting Party concludes,
whether as a result of a ramp inspection, a series of ramp inspections, a
denial of access for ramp inspection, consultation or otherwise, that
immediate action is essential to the safety of an airline operation.

Any action by one Contracting Party in accordarice with paragraphs 2 or
6 above shall be discontinued once the basis for the taking of that action
ceases to exist.

Artlcle 8 _
" Aviation Security

Consistent with their. rights and obligations under international law, the
Contracting Parties reaffirm that their obligation to each other to protect
the security of civil aviation against acts of unlawful interference forms
an integral part of this Agreement. Without limiting the generality of
their rights and obligations under international law, the Contractmg

Partiesshall in particular act in conformity with the provisions of the

Conventlon of Offences and Certain Other Acts Committed on Board

- Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14 September 1963, the Convention for the

Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at the Hague on 16
December 1970 and the Convention for the ‘suppression of Unlawful_
Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation, signed at Montréal on 23

'September 1971, the Protocol for the Suppressmn of Unlawful Acts

Against the Safety of Intematlonal Alirports, signed at Montreal on 24
February 1988 the Convention on Marking of Plastic Explosives for the
purpose of Detection, done at Montreal on 1. March 1991, and all other
international instruments in the same field which may be rat1ﬁed in the

'future by the Contractmg Partles
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The Contracting Parties shall provide ‘upon request all necessary
assistance to each other to prevent acts of unlawful seizure of civil
