AND TECHNOLOGICAL COOPERATION BETWEEN  

THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC OF AZERBAIJAN  

 (Baku, February 2, 2011) 

 

The 3
rd

 Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on Economic, 

Industrial and Technological Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the 

Republic of Azerbaijan was held in Baku, on February 2, 2011, in accordance with 

the provisions of the Agreement on Economic, Industrial and Technological 

Cooperation, signed between the two countries in Baku, on July 26, 1994. 

Deputy Minister for Foreign Affairs, Spyros Kouvelis, headed the Hellenic 

Delegation. 

Minister of Industry and Energy, Natig Aliyev, headed the Azerbaijani 

Delegation.  

The lists of the Participants of both delegations of the Session are attached to 

this Protocol, as Annexes I and II respectively. 

 

 1. ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA 

 

 The draft Agenda was adopted and is attached to this Protocol as Annex III. 

 

 2. INTRODUCTORY REMARKS 

 

During the meeting of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on Economic, 

Industrial and Technological Cooperation, which was conducted in a friendly 

atmosphere of mutual understanding, both Sides, presented an overview of current 

developments in their economies and reviewed their bilateral economic and 

commercial relations, since the 2
nd

 Session of the Committee, held in Athens, on 

July 5-6, 2007. Both Sides stated their readiness to take relevant measures, in order 

to improve their bilateral relations, on the basis of mutual interest. 

The following conclusions resume the works of this Session: 

3. BILATERAL ECONOMIC AND TRADE COOPERATION 

Both Sides exchanged information regarding economic policy, which may 

enhance and strengthen the development of bilateral economic and trade 

cooperation. 
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In the Customs field, the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic 

Republic and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on Mutual Assistance 

in Customs Affairs signed in Baku, on June 21, 2004, entered into force on 

February 27, 2008. 

The Convention between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the 

Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan for the Avoidance of Double Taxation 

and the Prevention of Fiscal Evasion with respect to taxes on income and on 

capital, signed in Athens, on February 16, 2009, entered into force on March 11, 

2010 and is applicable since January 1, 2011.  

Both Sides noted the importance of holding business forums for the promotion 

of bilateral economic and commercial relations. Since the 1
st
 Business Forum was 

held in Baku, on June 22, 2004, in the framework of the state visit of the then 

President of the Hellenic Republic to Azerbaijan, the 2
nd

 Business forum was held 

in Athens, on February 22, 2009, in the framework of the state visit of H.E Ilham 

Aliyev, President of the Republic of Azerbaijan to Greece. The 3
rd

 one was held in 

Baku, on May 12, 2009, in the framework of the visit of the then Deputy Minister 

for Foreign Affairs. In the margin of that forum, a Memorandum of Understanding 

(MoU) between the Hellenic Federation of Enterprises and Industries (SEV) and 

AZPROMO was signed.  

 

According to the State Statistical Committee of Azerbaijan, during January-

September 2010, the value of Azerbaijani exports to Greece reached 169.39 

million USD and the value of Hellenic exports to Azerbaijan reached 10.59 million 

USD. According to the Hellenic Statistics Authority, during January-September 

2010, the value of Hellenic exports to Azerbaijan reached 9,230,000 USD and the 

value of Azerbaijani exports to Greece reached 120,258 USD.  
 

 Both Sides stated that the further development of economic and commercial 

ties, as well as the promotion of investment and trade between the Hellenic 

Republic and the Republic of Azerbaijan constitute the shared objectives of both 

countries. Consequently, both Sides reaffirmed their mutual interest to boost 

bilateral trade through: 

- exchange of information about trade turnover between two countries; 

- encouraging companies to participate to fairs and exhibitions held in both 

countries; 

- enhancing cooperation between the Chambers of Commerce and Industry, the 

business Associations and other business organizations for further expansion of 

links between the companies of both Sides;

- exchanging of business trips to capitals and to different regions of both countries; 

- exploring new opportunities of cooperation in fields such as ship repair, 

shipbuilding and transportation; 

- attracting mutual investments of Hellenic and Azerbaijani companies in the non-

oil sectors. 

Both Sides noted the importance of establishing joint ventures in fields such as 

textile, weaving and leather manufacturing, organizing training courses, 

exchanging experience and technical aid.  

Both Sides referred to the project of Oil Museum and Complex in Baku as well 

as to other big architectural projects, where �over the years- Hellenic architects 

have developed considerable international experience and know-how. Both Sides 

decided to take all necessary steps, in order to enhance their cooperation in this 

field. 

Both Sides acknowledged that a comprehensive legal framework on bilateral 

and economic relations may facilitate significantly potential investment projects. 

 

4. ENHANCING COOPERATION IN PRIORITY SECTORS 

4.1 Energy 

Both Sides noted the importance of their intense cooperation in the energy field 

since the 2
nd

 Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee in July 2007. In 

particular, they referred to the following events: 

 

 On August 2, 2007, a Memorandum was signed in Baku between the 

Governments of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Azerbaijan on 

cooperation in the fields of oil and natural gas and entered into force on 

February 22, 2008. 

 On March 17, 2008, on September 09, 2008 and on November 13, 2008,  the 

Minister of Industry and Energy of the Republic of Azerbaijan met in Baku 

with a delegation, headed by the then Minister of Development of the 

Hellenic Republic. 

 On November 14, 2008, the Hellenic Republic joined the Declaration 

adopted by the IV Baku Energy Summit. 

 On February 16, 2009, a Memorandum of Understanding was signed, in 

Athens, between the Minister of Development of the Hellenic Republic and 

the Minister of Industry and Energy of the Republic of Azerbaijan regarding 

development of renewable energy sources and energy efficiency. 

 On October 22, 2009, the Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic 

Republic met with the Minister of Industry and Energy of the Republic of 
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Azerbaijan, in Baku �as Co-chairman of this Committee- and set a solid 

basis for the implementation of the cooperation between the two countries in 

the sector of alternative energy sources. 

 On December 11, 2009, a Protocol of intention was signed, in Baku, 

between the Ministry of Industry and Energy of the Republic of Azerbaijan 

and the Hellenic Center for Renewable Energy Sources and Saving 

concerning the implementation of a pilot project called �Greening of Public 

Buildings in Azerbaijan: Promotion of Energy Efficient Materials and 

Technologies�. 

 On June 3, 2010, the Minister of Industry and Energy of the Republic of 

Azerbaijan had a meeting, in Baku, with the Energy Secretary General of the 

Ministry of Environment, Energy and Climate Change of the Hellenic 

Republic and the Chairman of DEPA (Hellenic public gas company) and 

discussed energy issues of common interest. 

 On June 28, 2010, the Minister of Environment, Energy and Climate Change 

of the Hellenic Republic met, in Athens, with the Minister of Industry and 

Energy of the Republic of Azerbaijan. The Later met also with the Chairman 

of DEPA. 

 

Both Sides noted the following:  
 

 The Hellenic Center for Renewable Energy Sources and Saving, together 

with the State Agency on Alternative and Renewable Energy Sources of 

Azerbaijan finalized the project preparation directed at increasing the 

efficiency of two school buildings, one in Baku and another in the suburbs. 

This project is expected to be funded by the Hellenic Development Fund of 

Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC-HDF). 

 Moreover, the Hellenic Center for Renewable Energy Sources and Saving 

have expressed their will to undertake a Programme on enhancing the 

administrative capacity of the Azerbaijani State Agency of Alternative and 

Renewable Energy, jointly with European partners acting as a consortium, as 

well as on the development of know � how technologies for the 

implementation of the renewable energy policy in Azerbaijan.  Such desire 

is based on the fact that Azerbaijan and Greece share the same climatic 

conditions. In addition, the Hellenic Center for Renewable Energy Sources 

and Saving have rich experience in supporting the creation of such Agencies 

in Eastern European and Arab countries. The above � mentioned Programme 

can be funded by EU funds, which have been intended for activities in the 

energy sector.     

Both Sides agreed: 

 

 to continue high level negotiations, with the aim of creating a solid basis of 

cooperation between both countries in various energy sectors, particularly in 
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the gas sector, so that Azerbaijan becomes a substantial supplier of natural 

gas to the Hellenic Republic; 

 to establish cooperation for studying technical, commercial, economic-

financial aspects and risks involved, regarding the transportation of the 

Azerbaijani gas; 

 to promote investment opportunities in the energy sector both in Azerbaijan 

and Greece, to be carried out by respective companies; 

 to expand cooperation in the field of renewable energy sources, including 

the implementation of pilot projects; 

 to organize exhibitions and relative events in Azerbaijan for the promotion 

of ecological products and equipment like devices and apparatuses and 

implementation of pilot projects. 

 

4.2 Health  

Both Sides agreed: 

 

a) to continue and further expand their cooperation in the Pharmaceutical Industry; 

b) to carry out research work, between the health scientists from the Hellenic 

Republic and the Republic of Azerbaijan; 

c) to exchange experience between specialists of higher educational institutions 

and medical doctors from the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Azerbaijan. 

 

Both Sides also agreed to examine the possibility to conclude an agreement in 

the field of health. 

4.3 Agriculture 

Both Sides will continue to negotiate regarding signature of Agreement between 

the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of 

Azerbaijan on the cooperation in the field of agriculture. 

 

Both Sides, taking into consideration their international obligations, agreed that 

their cooperation in the field of agriculture, food industry, crop production, olives 

and olive oil, tobacco, cotton, vegetables and fruit growing, viticulture and wines, 

seeds, animal breeding and husbandry, fodder, plant protection and pest control, 

veterinary issues, post-harvest processing, shall be implemented through: 

 

 exchange of scientific and technical information and documentation; 

 exchange of genetic and biological material, both from plants and animals;  

 exchange of scientific-research information and experience; 

 exchange of information on irrigation techniques, water supplying systems and 

modern technologies; 

 exchange of visits of experts and consultants;

 organization of extension and training programmes, seminars, conferences, 

exhibitions, fairs and meetings in either of the two countries; 

 exchange of information and experience in the fields of quality standards and 

controls, labeling, marketing, organic production, protection of geographical 

indications, agro-environmental issues, land management and cartography; 

 trilateral cooperation (with other countries, the European Union, and/or 

international funding agencies) to develop market-oriented farm and sub-

regional projects, covering production, post-harvesting proceeding and 

marketing systems; 

 encouragement of joint ventures for collaboration between the cooperative and 

private sectors of both countries, including both within and external markets. 

 

4.4. Tourism  

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction on the progress achieved so far in their 

bilateral cooperation in the field of Tourism, based on the agreement between the 

Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of 

Azerbaijan on cooperation in the field of tourism, which was signed on April 7, 

2005 and entered into force on February 15, 2007. The importance of the 

organization of the two Sessions of the Hellenic-Azerbaijani Joint Commission on 

Tourism, held in Athens in July 2007 and in Baku in September 2009 respectively 

was stressed in particular. 

 

The Azerbaijani Side expressed its appreciation for the successful organization 

of the two parallel seminars entitled �New Trends in the Hospitality Sector� and 

�New Trends in the Management of Travel Agencies�, held in Baku in February 

2009, by the then Hellenic Ministry of Tourism. 

 

Both Sides stressed the importance of the two familiarization trips organized in 

Greece in November 2008 and May 2009, as well as one familiarization trip 

organized in Azerbaijan in June 2009, addressed to travel agents and tourism 

professionals from both countries. In the same context, both Sides also expressed 

their satisfaction for the familiarization trip of Azerbaijani journalists to Greece, in 

June 2010. 

 

Both Sides will continue to strengthen their cooperation in the field of tourism 

education and training. In this respect, the Hellenic Side will continue to provide 

the opportunity to a number of students of the Azerbaijan Tourism Institute to 

improve their skills in the field of hotel management and hospitality, during their 

practical training in Hellenic hotels, as it was agreed during the 2
nd

 Session of the 

Hellenic-Azerbaijani Commission on Tourism (Baku, September 2009). 
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Both Sides agreed to encourage and mutually facilitate, in accordance with their 

national legislation, the investments of Hellenic and Azerbaijani entrepreneurs in 

their respective tourism sectors. 

 

Both Sides underlined the importance of finding new areas of common action 

for the promotion of their bilateral relations in the field of tourism. 

 

Both Sides agreed to intensify their efforts in order to mutually attract tourists. 

 

4.5. Transport 

A bilateral Air Services Agreement was signed in Athens between the 

Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of 

Azerbaijan on February 16, 2009.  

 

Both Sides confirmed their good cooperation in the road transport sector, based 

on the Intergovernmental Agreement signed in Baku, on June 21, 2004 and agreed 

also to hold, in 2011, the 1
st
 Session of the Joint Transport Commission, set up 

according to article 12 of the afore-mentioned Agreement, at a time and place to be 

agreed upon by both Sides, at a later stage. 

 

Furthermore, both Sides expressed their willingness to enhance their 

cooperation in the shipping sector and noted the importance of signing the already 

initialed draft agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the 

Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on Cooperation in the Maritime 

Transportation the soonest possible.  

   
             
4.6 Communication and Information Technologies 

 

Both Sides agreed to implement all necessary measures in order to further 

develop their cooperation in the field of communication and information 

technologies.  

 

An Agreement on cooperation in the field of communication and information 

technologies was signed between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the 

Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan in Athens, on February 16, 2009. The 

Republic of Azerbaijan has already ratified the said Agreement and a working 

group has been created in the Ministry of Communications and Information 

Technologies of the Republic of Azerbaijan in order to promote the 

implementation of the Agreement. On the Hellenic side, the internal legal 

procedures for the ratification of the Agreement have not been completed yet. 

After their completion, a working group will also be created in the Ministry of 

Infrastructure, Transport and Networks of the Hellenic Republic.

4.7 Banking  

Both Sides agreed to cooperate in the field of banking, mainly through 

exchange of experience and information. They also agreed to examine the 

possibility of organizing training programmes, conferences, seminars and meetings 

between specialists.  

4.8 Small and Medium Sized Enterprises and Entrepreneurship 

Taking into consideration the role of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises 

(SME�s) in the development of each national economy, in increasing the 

population�s living standards and in provision of social and political stability, both 

Sides expressed their satisfaction regarding the existing cooperation between the 

Hellenic Organization of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises and Handicraft 

(EOMMEX) S.A. and the Ministry of Economic Development of Azerbaijan, to 

the mutual benefit of the SMEs in both countries. 

Taking into consideration the development of the light and food industries, and 

the tourism field in Greece, the Azerbaijani Side suggested to study the Greek 

experience and also to establish small and medium sized enterprises with the 

participation of Greek and Azerbaijani Companies.    

 

5. NEW AREAS FOR BILATERAL COOPERATION 

Both Sides expressed their intention to cooperate in other sectors, apart from the 

ones covered by the Agreement on Economic, Industrial and Technological 

Cooperation. Such sectors are: 

5.1. Education 
 

Both Sides expressed their support for the implementation of the Agreement 

signed between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of 

the Republic of Azerbaijan on Cooperation in the fields of Education, Culture and 

Science, on April 11, 1997 in Baku. Both Sides also agreed to recommend to their 

Authorities to hold the first session of the Joint Commission, foreseen to Article 12 

of the Agreement. At the same time, both Sides expressed their satisfaction that the 

new (second) bilateral Programme on Cooperation in the fields of Science, 

Education and Culture for the years 2011-13, implementing the above mentioned 

agreement, is at an advanced stage of elaboration and will be signed the soonest 

possible.  
 

Both Sides also shared the importance on cooperating in the education field. 

In this respect, both Sides agreed to recommend to their Authorities to exchange 

information and experience on the implementation of education programmes 

financed by the European Union and the Council of Europe. 
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5.2 Cooperation in the fields of youth and sports      

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction, since, in the new draft (second) bilateral 

Programme on Cooperation in the fields of Science, Education and Culture for the 

years 2011-13, special clauses for cooperation in the fields of Youth and Sports are 

foreseen. Upon its signature, cooperation in these fields can immediately start.  
 
5.3 Cooperation in the field of emergency cases  

Both Sides reiterated their wish for cooperation and mutual assistance in the 

field of prevention and elimination of the consequences of natural disasters and 

made-made accident. Furthermore, they also supported the procurement of 

equipment and utilization of respective technologies. 

Both Sides welcomed the signature of the Agreement between the 

Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of 

Azerbaijan on cooperation and mutual assistance in the field of prevention and 

elimination of the consequences of natural disasters and man-caused accidents in 

Athens, on February 23, 2010. 

6. MULTILATERAL COOPERATION 

6.1 European Neighborhood Policy (ENP) 

The Hellenic Side stated its full support to the implementation of the two EU 

ENP policies for the region, namely the Black Sea Synergy and the Eastern 

Partnership. 

 

The Hellenic Side expressed its interest to cooperate with the Azerbaijani Side 

within the framework of the EU twinning projects and informed the participants on 

its experience in scheduling and implementing twinning projects 

6.2 Cooperation within the Organization of Black Sea Economic 

Cooperation (BSEC) 

Both Sides commended their positive contribution to the strengthening of the 

BSEC Organization and agreed to further continue their cooperation within this 

Organization. They also noted the significance of the promotion of regional 

projects, financed by the Black Sea Trade and Development Bank. 

 

Both Sides expressed their intention to organize training courses in the field of 

�Struggle against illegal turnover of drugs�, addressed to customs service officials 

of BSEC member states. The training courses will be held in Baku, at the Regional  
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Education Centre of World Customs Organization with the participation of experts 

from the Hellenic Customs Service. 

7. ANY OTHER BUSINESS 

The Hellenic Side stated its wish that Azerbaijan joins the World Trade 

Organization (WTO). 

Both Sides highly evaluated the concert of Azerbaijani classical music, held in 

Athens on  October 1, 2010, as the first musical project within the framework of 

cooperation between the Symphonic Orchestra of Azerbaijan Radio and 

Television, named after Niyazi Hajibeyov and the Athens State Orchestra. 

The Hellenic Side stated that Hellenic development cooperation with 

Azerbaijan over the period 2006-2009 amounted to 717,302 Euros and was 

directed mainly to the sectors of Education, Health and Social Services, as well as 

modernization of Public Administration. 

Both Sides agreed that the 4
th

 Session of the Joint Intergovernmental 

Committee will take place in Athens. The precise date will be agreed upon through 

diplomatic channels.  

Done in Baku, on February 2, 2011, in two original copies in Hellenic, 

Azerbaijani and English languages. Both copies are equally authentic. In case of
