Considering the real opportmntles for further strg__f* gtheriing and development of

cooperation on an equal footing to thc Iong—temiv rnutual benefit of both countries, as

well as the wish to create the optimum of its development,

Expressing their common will to improve European and regional transport

infrastructure,

Considering the fact that the opening of new border-crossing points encourages

the cooperation across border and the economic exchange,

In implementation of the wish of the local authorities, confirmed at different

Have agreed as follows:
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ARTICLE 1

~ The Contracting Parties, within a tenrr;'ezd‘cii'tionally agreed between them, shall
construct and open a new border-crossing point and a road link, connecting the city of
Xanthi, on the territory of the Hellenic Republic and the city of Zlatograd, on the

territory of the Republic of Bulgaria.
This border — crossing point will be used for the crossing of persons and private

use vehicles,

ARTICLE 2

Each of the Contraetmg Parties shall construct, reconstruct and upgrade, within
its territory, the appropnate road nehvork Wrthm _the__ same term each Party shall

crossing point. . : . : > e
The exact locat:lons of the border crossmg and the exact deployment of the new

road border-crossing pomt, as well as 1ts techrucal parameters, shall be specified by the

Joint Expert Commission, referred to in artrcle 3.

ARTICLE 3

A Joint Expert Commission is hereby established , which shall specify the main
technical characteristics of the road links, the location of the road- beds, their crossing
points with the border, the location of the new border-crossing point, the functioning
regime, the infrastructure, the extensions, the legal and factual matters on the
establishment of the future border - crossing point, as well as all matters of common
interest concerning the implementation of this Agreement.

¢  The Joint Expert Commission shall further examine the possibility of

construction of a joint border station and the settlement of any legal and regulatory

issue set by the sharing of these premises.
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The Joint Exbert Commission shall operate and take decisions in compliance
with the instructions of the two countries’ goverfimerits and shall be composed of the

delegations of the Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 4

Any disputes as may arise in connectmn with the mterpretatlon and application
of this Agreement shall be settled by the Joint Expert Conumsswn referred to in Article
3 herein. Should the Jomt Expcrt Commlssxon pro; unable to propose a mutually
acceptable settlcment w1tlun a term” 022'3 /three h ths any such dispute shall be

resolved by means. of negotlatlons ‘between the two govemments

notes whereby the Contracnng Partiesshall uotlfy each othcr of the completion of the

procedures required under their natlonal law fer ex;try .of the Agrecment into force.

This Agreement was signed at Athens, on 11" January 2010, in two originals,
each in the Greek, Bulgarian and English languages, all texts being equally authentic.
In.case of any difference as to the interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
