OF THE MEETING OF THE
JOINT HELLENIC - SERBIAN COMMITTEE
ON ROAD TRANSPORT

Athens, 12 ~13 /11 / 2013

The Meeting of the Joint Hellenic — Serbian Transport Committee on Road
Transport was held in Athens, on 12 - 13 November 2013.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr Triantafyllos Papatriantafyliou,
Director of Freight Transport in the Ministry of Infrastructure, Transport &
Networks of the Hellenic Republic.

The Serbian Delegation was headed by Mr. Milorad Ilic, Assistant Minister for
Road Transport of the Ministry of Transport.

The lists of the Hellenic and Serbian Delegations are attached as Annex I and
IT to this Protocol.

The following agenda was agreed by the delegations:
1. Opening remarks — Introduction of the members of the two delegations
(Greek and Serbian)

2. Exchange of statistical data and information on overall Serbian —
Hellenic trade in road transport

3. Road Transport of Goods
4, Road Transport of Passengers

5. Miscellaneous

With a view of further enhancing the Hellenic— Serbian mutual cooperation in
the transport field, the two Sides held fruitful discussions on all issues of
common interest and reached the following conclusions:

1. Opening remarks
Both Sides shared statistical data on bilateral external commerce and more
specifically on road transport sector. Following a recession in the period 2009-

2012 due to the economic crisis, trade between the two countries has
recovered the peak 2008 levels. As far as the road transport of goods is
concerned, the hauliers of both countries have been severely hit by the crisis.

2. Road fransport of Goods

The Greek Side, taking into account the current conditions in the market of
freight transport, asked for the reduction of the triangular permits issued ‘to
Serbian hauliers. On the basis of reciprocity, the Serbian side was asked to
issue a small number (50) of the said permits.

Serbian delegation in response to the request of the Greek Side has
suggested full liberalization of the transport between two countries i.e.
abolishing all bilateral, transit and transport to/from third countries without
charges starting 2014.

Following extensive discussions, both Sides agreed to maintain for the year
2014 the current quota of goods permits usage rates by hauliers, as
established in the 2008 bilateral Protocol, namely:

For the Greek hauliers:
o 58.000 transit transport permits (24.000 free of charge),
o 8.000 bilateral transport permits with charge.
For the Serbian hauliers :
e 13.000 bilateral transport permits without charge,
e 15.000 port and terminal transport permits (3.000 free of charge),
e 3.000 transit permits with charge,
e 215 permits for transport to/from third countries without charge.

The Greek side stressed the fact that transports of goods/freight that are
unloaded in Thessalonica that are destined to Greek Importers, constitute a
bilateral transport and, consequently, the use of a bilateral permit is
necessary, instead of the use of a terminal transport permits.

The Greek side put on the table of discussions the issue of the Accession
agreement between the Republic of Serbia and the European Union, which,
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according to the Greek approach, prevails on the bilateral Greek-Serbian
agreement (signed in Belgrade in 2004). Although the transit transport in
question is done without a permit, the Serbian side a'ccording to the national
legislation imposes a “road user charges”. The Serbian delegation clarified
that transit through Serbia to another EU member state is free, that is, there
is no need for transit permit, but road user charges are paid. On the contrary,
a transit permit is required when the desfination is a third non-EU country.
Whenever a transit permit without charge is used, no “road user charges” is
paid. The Greek Side informed the Serbian counterparts that it will initiate
procedures for submitting a relevant question to the European Commission
upon consultation with the legal services of both the Ministry of Transport and
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

3. Road Transport of Passengers
The two Sides presented the current situation in the field of the regular
transport of passengers, noting that there are no major problems.

In view of the aforementioned situation, the Greek Side referred in detail to
the provisions of the current legislative framework in Greece, regulating
international regular bus services between Greece arid non-EU countries. The

main elements are as follows:

o The regular services connect Athens and/or Thessalonica with

capital cities abroad.

e A contract for equal participation in transport operations of each
Greek carrier with a cooperating foreign partner of the respective
third country should be concluded prior to the submission of
applications; furthermore, the number of executed roundtrips
should be equal (1:1 ratio) for both carriers.

e The interested carriers should prove that they have at their
disposal certain minimum facilities. As far as parking
space/arrival-departure point for buses are concerned, in the near
future there will be a new framework (ministerial decree) ensuring
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more proper spaces in terms of traffic security and quality of
service.

e Authorisations are revoked in case carriers face penal prosecution
for specific crimes such as smuggling or facilitating illegal
immigration. Due to the inflexibility of current administrative
sanctions, a forthcoming ministerial decree will make penalties
more proportional to minor versus major infringements.

e The Serbian Side will be duly informed as soon as the new
regulations will be put into place by correspondence.

The Greek Delegation raised several issues:

Following a Greek request, both sides agreed on re-establishing the line
Athens-Novi Sad. Both sides agreed that for the operation of the said line a
partnership between a Greek and a Serbian carrier should be established.
Each partner should fulfil the respective national legislation requirements. The
specific route, including the exact interim stops, will be defined through
correspondence between the competent Ministries.

The Greek Side requested the abolition of transit fees at the Serbian Customs
Offices, both because it represents an extra cost and because of the
delays/waiting it entails. The Serbian Side agreed to pass on the request to
the competent Finance Ministry in order to corisidér the matter. The Greek
Side agreed to proceed accordingly to the information of the Greek Ministry of
Finance, on the basis of reciprocity. -

The Greek Side requested that the issuing of authorisations —both regular and
transit- to Greek carriers be “tax-free” on a reciprocal basis. The Serbian Side
replied that aCcording to its national legislation all carriers (Serbs and foreign
ones) have to pay for the issuing of the respective authorisation.

Both Sides agreed that the carriers should operate an international bus line
according to the data stated in the authorisation and to allow for the
readjustment of the operating conditions without prejudice to the compliance
to the 1:1 ratio.
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4. Miscellaneous

The Greek side raised the issue of important delays at the entrance and exit
customs of Presevo and Horgos, According to the Serbian delegation, the
delays are due to the fact that the current computing and management
systems at the customs’ offices are overburdened and it takes time to run
operations smoothly. On the other hand, the Serbian authorities are in
process of the harmonization of the legislation and system improvement as a
part of join effort with the competent EU bodies in order to ensure the
simplification and seamless operation of customs procedures. The Serbian
delegation also informed the Greek counterparts that on January 3, 2015, the
new simplified procedures will be fully operational.

Furthermore, the request of the Greek Side to abolish the general obligation
to pay extra fees to the Serbian authorities for veterinary and phytosanitary
inspection in the case of transit transport of perishable and seasonal
products, will be examined by the Serbian Ministry of Transport in
consultation with the competent Serbian regulatory authority.

On the other hand, the Serbian Side pointed out to the violation of the
bilateral Agreement article 14, par. 2 that doesn't foresee the limitation to the
quantity of the fuel but in the factory build reservoirs of the vehicles. The
violation relates to imposed limitation of 200 liters of petrol when entering the
Greek frontiers. The Greek Side replied that the issue relates to a specific
measure of fiscal adjustment applied to all operators and according to the
Greek Ministry of Finance no exceptions can be made. As such, it prevails
over all other national legislation and, consequently, there is no violation
according to the Greek Side. The Serbian Side declared that it reserves its
right to imposé an equivalent measure on Greek operators, always on the

basis of reciprocity.

The Serbian Side raised the issue of the high costs linked to the customs
clearance in Greece. Given that customs brokers are private operators, the
Greek Side replied that it has no competence on the matter, but the Greek
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Hauliers Federation offered its services to the Serbian Hauliers in facilitating
the search of proper customs brokers.

The Serbian Side asked for alternative ways of payment to the tolls (e.g. via
credit cards). The Greek Side will take a closer look on the matter, although in
principle that tolls are managed by private companies/concessionaires.

The Meeting of the Joint Hellenic — Serbian Transport Committee was held in
a friendly atmosphere depending upon mutual understanding and fruitful

cooperation.

The Serbian Side invited the Greek Side in Belgrade for the next Meeting of
the Joint Serbian — Hellenic Transport Committee. The exact date will be
defined via diplomatic channels.
