The Government of the Hellenic Republic
and

The Government of New Zealand

Being Parties to the Convention on International Civil Aviation opened for
31gnature at Chicago, on 7™ day of December 1944;

Desiring to promote an international aviation system based on competition
among airlines in the marketplace with minimal govennnent interference and

regulation;

Recognising that efficient and competitive international air services enhance
trade, the welfare of consumers, and economic growth;

Noting the Agreemcnt between the European Community and New Zeala:nd, .
on certain aspects of air services of 21 June 2006;

Desiring to ensure the highest-degree of safety and security in mtematmna] air
transport and reaffirming their grave concern about acts or threats against the security .
of aircraft, which jeopardise the safety of persons or- property, adversely- affect the
operation of air transport, and undermine public confidence in the safety of -civil .
aviation; and

Being equally desirous to conclude an Agreement for. the purpose of
establishing and operating scheduled air services between and beyond their respectlve

territories;

Have agreed as follows:
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a‘

Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of the present Agreement, unless the context otherwise .
requires:

'The term "Aecronautical Authorities” means, in the -case of the Hellenlc .

Republic, the Governor of the Civil' Aviation Authority and any person or.

‘body . authorized to- perform any functions at present cxercxsed by the said
Authority or similar functions and, in the case of New Zealand, the Minister -
responsible for Civil Aviation, and any person or body -authorized to perform::

any functions at present exercised by the said Orgamzatmn or similar
functions.

The term "the Convention" means the Convention on International Civil
Aviation, opened for signature at Chicago, on the seventh day of Dccember
1944, and includes:

(1) " any amendment thereto which has entered into force under Article 94 (a).

-thereof and has been ratified by both Contracting Parties; and

(ii) any Annex or any amendments thereto adopted under Aticle 90 of that
Convention, insofar as such amendment or Annex is at any given time
effective for those Contracting Parties.

The term "Agreement" means this Agreement, its Annex attached thereto, and
any Protocols or similar documents amendmg the present Agreement or the
Annex.

The term "designated airline" means an airline which has been designated and
authorized in accordance with the provisions of Article 3 of the present
Agreement.

The term "agreed services" means scheduled air services. on .the routes -
specified in the Ahnex to this Agreement for the transport of passengers, cargo -

and mail, separately or in combination.

The term "capacity" inrelation to an aircraft means, the payload of that aircraft
available on a route or section of a route.and the term "capacity" in relation to

"an agreed service" means, thé capacity of the aircraft used: on such service,

multiplied by the frequency operated by such aircraft over a given period and a

route or section of a route,

The term "territory" in relation to a State has the nﬁeaning of Article 2 of the
Convention provided that, in the case of New Zealand, the term "territory”
shall exclude Tokelau.
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The terms "air service", "international air service", "airline" and "stop for non-
traffic purposes" shall have the meanings respccnvely assigned to them in
Article 96 of the Convention.

The term "tariff" means the price to be charged for the carriage of passengers,
baggage and cargo .and the conditions under which those prices apply,
including prices and conditions for agency and other. amhary services
performed by the carrier in connection with the air transportation but
excluding remuneratlon and conditions for the carriage of mail.

The term "user charge" means a charge made to_airlines for-the provision of
airport, air navi gatlon or aviation secunty property or facxhtles :

The term “EU Treaties” means the Treaty on European Union and the Treaty
on the Functioning of the European Union.

The term “Member State” means a State that is now or, in the future a
contracting party to the EU Treaties.

It is understood that the titles given to the Articles.of the breéent Agreement

do in no way restrict or extend the meanings of any of the provisions of the present '
Agreement”

Article 2
Grant of Rights

Each Contracting Party grants to the other Contracting Party the rights
specified in this Agreement for the conduct of scheduled international air

services by the designated airline of the other Contracting Party as follows:

a. To fly, without landing, across the territory of the other Contracting
party;

b.  To make stops in the said territory for non traffic purposes; and

c. To nmake stops in the said temtory at the points on the route(s)specified
in the Route Schedule annexed to this Agreement for the purpose of
taking on board and discharging international traffic in passengers,
cargo and mail, separately or in combination.

.\Iotb_mg in the p*ovzsmns of paragrap"l (1) shall be deemed to confer on the

airline of one Contracting Party the right to take on board, in the terntory of.
the other Contracting Party, passengers, cargo or mail carried for remuneration -
or hire and destined for another point in the territory of the otner Contracting

Party.
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Article 3
Designation and Authorizations

Each Contracting Party shall have the right to designate, and inform, through
diplomatic channels the other Contrachng Party, one or more airlines for the
purpose of operatmg the agreed services on the specified routes, and to
‘withdraw or alter such designations.

On receipt of such a designation the other Contracting Party shall grant the-
‘appropriate authonzatmns and.‘permissions with the minimum' procedural.

delay; provided :
a). in the'case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:

i. the airline is established in the territory of the Helleni¢ Republic under
. the EU Treaties and has a valid Operating Licence from a Member
State in accordance with European Union law;

ii. effective regulatory control of the airline is exerc1sed and maintained
by the Member State responsible for issuing its Air Operator’s
Certificate and the relevant aeronauncal authority is clearly 1dent1ﬁed
in the designation;

iii. the airline has its principal place of business in the territory of the
Member State from which it has received the Operating Licence; and

iv. the airline is owned, directly or through majority ownership, and is
effectively controlled by Member States and/or nationals of Member
States, and/or by the Republic of Iceland, the Principality of
Liechtenstein, thé Kingdom of Norway or the Swiss Confederation
and/or nationals of those other states;

Any modification to this Agreement shall enter into force when the two
Contracting Parties have notified each other through diplomatic channels of
the fulfillment of their intérnal legal procedures Telating to thé conclusion and
the entenng into force of international agreements.

Article 18
- Settlement of Disputes

If any dispute arises between the Contracting Parties relating to the
interpretation or application of this Agreement and its Annex, the Contracting
Parties shall in the first place endeavour to settle it by negotiations.

If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement by- negotiation, they may
agree to refer the dispute for an advisory opinion to some pc;s_bn or body.

If the’ Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement pursuant to paragraphs (1)
and (2) above, the dispute may be referred by mutual agreement' of the Parties
to a Tribunal of three arbitrators. Each of the Contracting Parties shall

nominate an arbitrator within a period of sixty (60).days from the date of

receipt by either, Contracnng Party from the other of a‘ notice, through
_d1plomat1c channels, requesting arbitration of the dispute. by~ such a Tribunal
and the two arbitrators so appointed shall des1gnate ‘by common agreement the.
third arbitrator, who shall be the President of the Tribunal within a further
period of sixty (60) days. If either of the Contracting Parties fails to nominate
its arbitrator within the period specified or.if the third arbltrator has not been
nominated within the period specified, the President of the Council of the
International Civil Aviation Organization may be requested by either
Contracting Party to appoint an arbitrator or arbitrators as the case may
require; provided that if the President of the Council of the International Civil
Aviation Organization is a national of either Contracting Party, the senior
Vice-President of the Council or if he is such a national,"the Senior Member of
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the Councii who is not such a national may be requested to make the
appointments as the case may be. The third arbitrator, however, shall be a
national of a third state and shall act as the President of the Tribunal .and shall
determine the place where arbitration will be held.

4. - The Tribunal shall determine its own procedures.

5. The expenses of the Tribuné shall be shared cquaﬂy between the Contracting.
Parties..

6.. The: Contracnng Parties unidertake to comply with any decxsmn delivered in
' application of the present Article.

7. If and so long as either Contracting Party or its designated airline fail to
comply with a decision given under paragraph (3) of this Article, the other
Contracting Party may limit, withhold or revoke any rights or pnvﬂeges which
it has granted by virtue of this Agreement.

Article 19
Termination

“Eithiér Contracting Party may at any time give written notice to the other Contracting

Party of its intention to terminate this Agreement, through diplomatic channels; such

notice shall simultaneously be communicated to the International Civil Aviation

Organization.

In such case the Agreement shall terminate twelve months after the date of receipt of
the notice by the other Contracting Party, unless the notice to terminate is withdrawn
by agreement ‘before the expiry of this period. In the absence of acknowledgement of
receipt by the other Contracting Party, notice shall be deemed to have been received
fourteen (14) days after the receipt of the notice by the International Civil Aviation
Organization.

Conformity with ' Multilateral Conventmn

If a general multilateral .air transport convention or agreement, comes nto force.in
respect of both Contracting Parties, the present Agreement and its Annex shall be -
deemed to be amended accordingly.:
