The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Republic of Moldova (hereinafter referred to as “The Parties”), desiring to
further develop their relations and co-operation in the fields of culture,
education, science, youth and sports and in accordance with the Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Republic of Moldova on Co-operation in the fields of Culture, Education and
Science, signed in Athens, on June 12, 2007 , have agreed upon the following
Programme for Cultural, Educational and Scientific Co-operation for the years
2014-2016.

I. EDUCATION

Article 1

The Parties shall work towards developing co-operation between them in all
areas of Education by examining the possibility of exchanging visits of experts as
well as surveys and publications.

Article 2

The Parties shall encourage participation in seminars, congresses and
workshops on educational issues, organized by the two countries. Invitations to
such activities shall be sent through diplomatic channels.

Article 3

The Parties shall exchange research and pedagogic surveys about primary and
secondary school curricula, administration and students, following a request by the

other Party.

Article 4

The Parties shall encourage the exchange of information and documentation
in order to facilitate their competent authorities in the _recognition and the
equivalence of diplomas, certificates and academic qualifications, according to the

legisiation of each country.
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Article 5

The Parties shall develop direct co-operation between their UNESCO National
Committees.

Article 6

_The Parties shall exchange annually one (1) member from the Higher Education
Institutions’ teaching staff for the purpose of exchanging experience, scientific
publications, organizing joint research projects and delivering lectures in the other
country for a period of up to seven (7) days each.

Article 7

The Hellenic Party shall offer annually to the Moldavian Party:

- One (1) scholarship to attend a summer course seminar on Greek
Language and Culture.

- The Moldavian holders of a university degree can apply for a postgraduate,
doctoral or postdoctoral research studies’ scholarship to the State Scholarships
Foundation (.K.Y). Those interested can visit the website: www.iky.gr and follow
the link: http://www.iky.gr/en/scholarships/welcome .

The Moldavian Party shall grant to the Hellenic Party annually:

- One (1) scholarship for postgraduate studies or research. This number
includes both a new scholarship and a renewal with the latter having priority over
the former.

Article 8

The Parties shall exchange surveys, statistics and publications concerning
Higher Education Institutions and Technical & Vocational Training Institutions.

Il. LANGUAGES

Article 9

The Parties shall reciprocally encourage the dissemination of their language
and culture in their educational institutions.
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Article 10

The Hellenic Party informs the Moldavian Party that the Hellenic Ministry of
Education and Religious Affairs has set up a standardized examination system for
the evaluation and certification of proficiency in modern foreign languages, which
leads to the acquisition of a State Certificate of Language Proficiency. The system
aims at a unified certification of foreign language proficiency both in Greece and
other countries.

Article 11

The Hellenic Party informs the Moldavian Party that the Hellenic Ministry of
Education and Religious Affairs, has established an examination system for the
evaluation and certification of the knowledge of Modern Greek.

The examination leads to a State Certificate of competence in Modern Greek.
The Hellenic Ministry has officially assigned to the Centre of Greek Language in
Thessaloniki the conduct of the exams for the State Certificate.

The Hellenic Party wishes that the relevant authorities of the Moldavian Party
recognize, according to its national law, this Certificate as a document that officially
attests to one’s level of competence in Greek language.

lll. ARCHIVES AND LIBRARIES

Article 12

The Parties shall promote the co-operation between their General State
Archives and their Public Libraries as well as the exchange of information and
material, according to the legislation of each country.

Article 13

The Parties shall examine the possibility of exchanging one (1) librarian or
one (1) archivist for seven (7) days, for the purpose of conducting research work
and in order to get acquainted with the organization and functioning of the State
Archives as well as with modern technologies used for the conservation and
restoration of archives.
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" IV. CULTURE AND ARTS

Article 14

The Parties agree on the importance of this Program to promote the cultural,
educational and scientific co-operation between the two countries and to enhance a
better understanding and interaction between their peoples.

To this end, the Parties shall encourage the direct co-operation of the relevant
institutions and cultural organizations in various fields of culture, for the purpose of
implementing joint projects.

Article 15

The Parties shall inform each other of international cultural programs and
festivals to be held in both countries, and shall encourage the mutual patrticipation
of artistic groups in such events.

Article 16

The Parties shall encourage mutual participation in the international
conferences, competitions, exhibitions, festivals, meetings, and symposia to
be held in each other’s country. :

Article 17

The Parties shall encourage the cooperation in the fields of performing
and fine arts. To this end, the Parties shall support the collaboration between
their respective academies, societies or independent groups to promote the
exchange of artists and technical staff, strengthen research on Greek and
Moldovan dance, opera, theatre etc and implement joint projects. The Parties,
upon request, shall exchange one (1) exhibition and one (1) performance, the
subject of which shall be specified through diplomatic channel.

Article 18

The Parties shall encourage the translation, and publication of
representative literary works of the other country in their respective languages
via the cooperation of their relevant institutes. '

The Parties shall encourage the cooperation between their writers’ and
translators’ associations, their book publishers and publishers associations,
and shall encourage them to participate in international book fairs to be held
in each others country. The details will be settled through diplomatic

channels.
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The Parties may exchange visits of up to one (1) or two (2) high level
publishing delegation(s) of up to five (5) persons for a period of up to ten (10)
days each.

Article 19

The Parties shall encourage the cooperation between their competent
authorities in the field of cinema, film archives, audio-visual and multimedia
productions. The Parties shall exchange up to three (2-3) personalities from
those fields, for a period of up to seven (7) days, to share experience in the
fields related to their specialization.

Article 20

The Parties shall cooperate in the field of intellectual property rights and
in accordance with their respective national legislation as well as the
international agreements to which they are both contracting Parties.

Article 21

The Parties express their wish for a closer cooperation between the
competent authorities of the two countries in the field of cultural heritage
(excavations, restoration, conservation of monuments, museology, etc.). To
this end, the two Parties shall exchange the visit of up to five (5) experts in the
field of cultural heritage for a period of up to ten (10) days each, in order to
exchange information and know-how related to their specialties.

Article 22

The Parties shall encourage the establishment of direct contacts
between their respective museums for the purpose of implementing joint
projects.

Article 23

The Parties shall exchange archaeological publications and information
on the protection and restoration of archaeological sites, as well as of
architectural, historical and cultural monuments and works of art. -

Article 24

The Parties shall cooperate in the field of theft, illegal excavation, illegal
export, import, transit and transfer of ownership of cultural property in
compliance with the national legislation and the international instruments

adopted by both countries.
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Article 25

The Parties shall cooperate in the framework of the Council of Europe,
UNESCO and other International Organizations. Furthermore, the Parties
express their interest for closer co-operation within the framework of the
UNESCO Convention of the Protection and the Promotion of the Diversity of
Cultural Expressions. -

V. YOUTH
Article 26

The Parties shall encourage cooperation between their respective youth
authorities by promoting exchange of governmental experts, dealing with
youth affairs to get acquainted with the youth policies, youth development
programmes and youth organizations of the other party.

VI. SPORTS

Article 27

The Parties acknowledge the importance of sports as a mean of
consolidating world peace and promoting brotherhood and friendship among

peoples and individuals.

They also acknowledge the significant educational, social, and
recreational mission of sport, as well as, its particular contribution to public
health.

For these reasons, they will seek to encourage broader cooperation in
the field of sports and physical education, in order that there may be direct
contact between state sports organizations in both countries.

The content and details of this collaboration, which will include the
possibility of cooperation between sports organizations in the two countries,
will be determined by the aforementioned state organizations.
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" GENERAL PROVISIONS

The provisions of the present Programme shall not preclude vthe Parties from
agreeing through diplomatic channels, on other arrangements which they may
deem desirable.

The attached Annexes containing the general and financial provisions of the
present Programme constitute an integral part of this Programme.

All the actions regarding the realization of the Program shall be done within
financial availability of the Parties.

This Programme shall enter into force upon signature and shall remain valid
until the signing of a new Programme.

GENERAL AND FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF EDUCATION

A. Exchange of persons

The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions of this Programme shall
be nominated by the sending Party.

The sending Party shall provide the receiving Party with all the necessary
requested documents as mentioned in the Circular Letter of Scholarships of
each academic year.

The receiving Party shall notify the sending Party of its consent to the proposed
working programme at least forty (40) days before the proposed date of
departure.

The sending Party shall communicate the exact date of departure at least two (2)
weeks in advance.

The persons to be exchanged within the framework of this Programme must
speak French or English or the language of the receiving Party.

The receiving Party shall provide medical treatment in public hospitals, in case of
emergency, according to the legislation in each country.

The details regarding the daily allowance for hotel accommodation, meals and
local transportation expenses shall be announced in the Circular Letter of
scholarships for each academic year which will be published by the Hellenic
Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs.

Both Parties reserve the right to make changes regarding the aforementioned

provisions depending on the socioeconomic conditions. Both Parties must inform the

competent authorities of any such change.

B. Exchange of scholarship holders

Postgraduate studies & Research Work:

1.

Candidates shall be nominated by the competent authorities of the sending Party.

2. The Hellenic Party shall provide:

A monthly allowance for accommodation and living expenses, allocated and

adjusted, as necessary, to the prevalent cost of living. Details shall be
announced in the Circular Letter of scholarships for each academic year.
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In order to be exempted from tuition fees, candidates should apply for a tuition
free postgraduate course. A list with all the free postgraduate courses
(marked “state budget”) as well as the Circular Letter of each academic year,
can be found at the website of the Hellenic Ministry of Education and
Religious Affairs, www.minedu.gov.gr .

Postgraduate students or researchers who wish to attend courses of Greek
language are not exempted from the relevant tuition fees.

Regarding the summer seminars of Greek Language and Culture:

- The Hellenic Party shall cover all the expenses for tuition fees,
accommodation and board, as well as for participation in cultural
events except for round trip tickets from one country to the other.

- The costs of internal travel shall be borne by the summer seminar
scholarships holders

- A medical treatment in public hospitals in case of emergency will be
provided.

- The time and dates of the summer seminars will be communicated by
28" February of each academic year.

Those interested must submit all the documents/certificates mentioned in
the Circular Letter of Scholarships of the relevant academic year. All
documents should be translated in the language of the receiving country or
English. The Circular Letter is sent to the Embassy of the Hellenic Republic in
the Republic of Moldova, the Embassy of the Republic of Moldova in Greece,
while it is also uploaded on the website of the Hellenic Ministry of Education
and Religious Affairs.

The Parties reserve the right to make changes regarding the
aforementioned provisions, depending on the socio-economic conditions. The
Parties must inform the competent authorities of any such change.

GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

A. Exchange of individuals

1. The sending Party shall nominate their candidates to be exchanged within
the provisions of this Program and notify the receiving Party of their
nomination three months before the proposed date of visit. The sending Party
shall also provide the receiving Party with all necessary information such as
the academic and professional qualifications of the persons to be exchanged,
their itinerary of visit, duration of stay and any other useful information. The
receiving Party shall notify the sending Party of their consent at least 30 days
prior to the proposed date of visit. Upon receiving the consent of the receiving
Party, the sending Party shall communicate the exact date of arrival at least
three weeks in advance.

2. The persons to be exchanged within this Program in the field of cuiture are
required to have a good command of English or French.

B. Exchange in the field of Arts and Exhibitions.

The sending Party shall inform the receiving Party at least six months in
advance about the date and the theme of the proposed performance or
exhibition. To make proper arrangements for the performance or exhibition,
the sending Party shall provide essential technical information for the printing
of catalogue as well as material indispensable for the intended
performance/exhibition, such as concept note, list of participants or objects,
photos, posters etc at least three months before the opening. The exhibits
shall reach the exhibition hall at least 5 days before the opening.

FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

A. Exchange of individuals

1. The sending Party shall bear the cost of international travel expenses to

and from the capital of the receiving Party.
2. The receiving Party shall provide hotel accommodation, domestic

transportation and living expenses ( per diem ).
3. The receiving Party shall provide free medical care in case of emergency.

B. Exchange of Performance and Exhibitions

1. The sending Party shall bear the cost of transportation of props and
exhibits to and from the capital of the receiving Party.
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2. The receiving Party shall bear the cost of the organization of the
performances and exhibitions, including the cost for providing halls, security
and technical assistance (storage facilities, installation and dismantling
arrangements, lighting, proper temperature and printing of publications, such
as posters, catalogues and invitations). The receiving Party shall also be
responsible for the publicity of the performance or exhibition.
