of the third session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on
Economic, and Technelogical Cooperation between
the Hellenic Republic and Georgia

(Athens, 29 May 2017)

The 3rd Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on Economic and
Technological Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and Georgia was
held in Athens on May 29" 2017, in accordance with the provisions of the
“Agreement on Economic and Technological Cooperation™, signed on January
12, 1995 in Thilisi.

Alternate Foreign Minister for European Affairs, Georgios Katrougkalos,
headed the Hellenic Delegation.

Deputy Minister of Economy and Sustainable Development, Genadi Arveladze
headed the Georgian Delegation.

The Lists of Participants of both delegations and the Agenda of the Session are
attached to this Protocol, as Annexes [ and 1, respectively.

Both Co-chairs of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on Economic and
Technological Cooperation welcomed the 3 Session. which was conducted in
an atmosphere of mutual understanding and friendship. reflecting the desire and
determination of both countries to find feasible and efficient solutions for
further developing and intensifying bilateral relations in different sectors of
their economies.

Based on existing fruitful bilateral relations, both Sides welcomed the
successful revitalization of the Greek-Georgia economic dialogue in the format
of Joint Intergovernmental Committee on Economic and Technological
Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and Georgia that started in 2000,

Both Sides emphasized the 25" anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic
relations between the Hellenic Republic and Georgia and siressed that
throughout the past 25 years the two countries developed bilateral relations
under the principles of mutual respect and benetit,
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Both Sides expressed their satisfaction with the recent high-level visits between
the Hellenic Republic and Georgia. In this context, Sides highly remarked the
igits of HE. Mr. Nikos Kotzias, Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic
Republic to Thilisi on March 7. 2017 and of Mr. Giorgi Kvirikashvili, Prime
Minister of Georgia to Athens on March 28, 2017. |

Both Sides welcomed tlw-izpcamiflgvi&it-cfHif;@fem-ﬁikoiﬁﬁs Quick Deputy
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic on the Georgian-Greek
business forum to take place on June 7-8. 2017 in Thilisi.

Both Sides emphasized the importance of the first annual Thilisi Silk: Road
Forum held on October 15-16, 2015 in Thilisi and stressed that it was the grate
platform to further expand economic ties between the pariner countties and
achieve the successful revival of the Silk Road route. In this regard, the
Georgian Side expressed its gratitude to the Greek Side for active participation
n the Thilisi Silk Road Forum 2015,

Georgian Side informed the Greek Side about holding the second forum —
“Thilisi Belt and Road Forum™ - on November 28-29, 2017 in Tbilisi,
organized by the Government of China and extended its cordial invitation to the
Greek Side to participate on the highest level.

Both Sides presented an overview of current developments in their economies,
reviewed their bilateral economic relations and expressed their readiness to take
all necessary measures, in order to improve them based on mutual interest,

. OVERVIEW OF BILATERAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION
BETWEEN THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND GEORGIA

The two Sides exchanged information concerning issues of bilateral trade,
economic and commercial developments in both countries, as well as general
information about  cconomic policy measures, which may facilitate and
strengthen the development of their bilateral economic cooperation.

The two sides also exchanged information regarding statistical data on the
volume of bilateral trade, according to their respective statistical authorities.,
that is derived from the _i‘i‘t‘_:ilenic Statistical Authority and National Statistics
Office of Georgia (GEOSTAT).
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Both Sides discussed the prospects mgar{?mg the develupment of trade and
ECOnOMiIc Cﬂﬂﬁpgfﬂi% and they acknowledged that the range of products: tr%xﬁi@ii
between the two countries could be extended

Sides stated that the further development on bilateral economic and commicrsial
relations, as well as the promotion of investent opportunities between the
Hellenic- Republic and Georgia are. common abjeétim shared by both
countries, recognizing the essential role. af the private sectorand #s memga
to the development of | their I:uiaterai epongmic: retaileas

In prder to develop bilateral trade and intensify sconomic ties between the
Hellenic Republic and Georgia, hoth Sides weleomed pmsﬁnizt% af‘
cooperation in the following activities:

Encourage activities for the purpose of pr@mmng products of
thew national prodicers and. promotion of products on the
markets of the Sides and in third country markets;

. Strenthen coopecations in order to increase the supply of
agricultural products ineluding hazelnuts, wine; mineral water,

non-alcoholic bev erages, juices, fruits and provessed fruits and
vegetables, herbs, citrus fruits, tea products a5 well as olive ot
and olives, dairy products, animul origin products, beverages
ete.

Both Sides agreed to intensify cooperation between thelr Chambers of
Commerce and Industry. as well as other relevant ugencies, to present thewr
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products at local and intemational Fairs, to create possibilities for the
enhancement of economic and commercial cooperation in new sectors and
inform the business community about the opportunitics existing in their
respective countries.

Both Sides noted the importance of establishing joint ventures, organising
training courses, exchanging experience and holding business missions.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to organise a business mission irom the
Hellenic Republic to Georgia, as well as a business event/forum dedicated to
Georgia in the Hellenic Republic.

During the session, the following sectors were discussed by the Committee:

[I. COOPERATION IN PRIORITY SECTORS
L. Bilateral Relations within the EU Framework

The wvo Sides expressed appreciation for the successful conclusion of
ncgotiations which led to the signature of the Association Agreement between
the Europcan Union and the European Atomic Energy Community and their
Member States, of the one part, and Georgia, of the other part. which fully
entered into force on the 1™ of July 2016, on the basis of which the Deep and
Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA) between the EU and Georgia was
established.

The Greek Side acknowledged the significant progress achieved by Georgia in
implementing the Association Agreement, including DCFTA. The reforms
implemented by the Government of Georgia have been positively assessed by
the EU at the EU-Georgia Association Council meeting. held in Brussels. on
2nd December, 2016.

In this framework. both Sides expressed their readiness to intensity their
cooperation in order to advance its implementation. The Greek Side expressed
its willingness to support the Georgian authorities' efforts for the swill
implementation of the Agreement.

Both Sides expressed their hope that the EU-Georgia Association Agenda 2017-
2020, will be adopted soon.
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Both Sides welcomed the entry into force of the visa liberalization for the
holders of Georgian biometric passports as of March 28", 2017, which will
tacilitate people-to-people contacts and strengthen business, social and cultural
tics between the European Union and its member states and Georgia.

Both Sides expressed the hope that the EU-EaP-Summit to be held in Brussels
in November 2017 should give a fresh impetus to the long-term political
process.

Both Sides stressed the importance ol cooperation within the framework of the
Mobility Partnership to promote migration through legal channels and sharing
experiences on legal labour migration, including circular migration.

Georgian Side stressed the importance of the cooperation under the European
Neighborhood Instrument (ENI) Black Sea Cross-border Cooperation program.
Both Sides highlighted the importance of strengthening such kind of
cooperation for improving the welfare of the people in the Black Sea Basin
regions through sustainable growth and joint environmental protection: promote
business and entrepreneurship; promote coordination of the environmental
protection and joint reduction of marine fitter within the Black Sea Basin as
well as the Mediterranean Sea.

The Georgian Side provided information on effective implementation of the
Government Communication Strategy of Georgia for 2017-2020. The Greek
Side took into account this information. Both Sides emphasized the importance
of strengthening strategic communications ¢fforts and agreed to examine the
possibility of cooperating in this field, including through exchange of
experience and best practices.

2. Cooperation in the field of Agriculture

Taking into account the time that has passed since the signing of the Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
Georgia on Cooperation in the field of Agriculture, the Sides agreed to prepare
a new updated agreement, which will establish an adequate institutional
framework for the promotion of cooperation in the agricultural sector.

Bearing the above in mind, the two Sides expressed their intention 1o promote
bilateral cooperation. exchange of information and knowledge transler in

relevant areas of mutual interest, such as plant protection. olive tree cultivation,
greenhouse production and technology, animal husbandry, veterinary issues.
food safety and quality, including certified quality products, protection of
geographical indications, processing and marketing issues.

The two Sides agreed to facilitate promotion of bilateral trade in agricultural
and food products. In this framework. both Sides expressed their readiness to
encourage relevant promotion initiatives and participation of Greek and
Georgian companics in exhibitions and fairs in both countries.

Both Sides expressed their interest in enhancing bilateral trade of agricultural
produce, taking into account the importance of ensuring consumers” protection
and public health.

The two Sides agreed to promote cooperation between scientific research
institutes of the two countries, indicatively in the following sectors:

~ Crop production and plant genetic resources:

- livestock production;

- aquaculture;

- veterinary research;

- soil and water resources management;

- food safety, including risk assessment of emerging risks and management;
- processing, preservation and quality control of agricultural products:
- certified quality products;

- rural economy and development;

- nutrition policy;

- Codex Alimentarius issues.

3. Cooperation in the field of Energy

Both Sides as BSEC member states emphasized the importance of cooperation
within the Black Sea region in the field of Energy and expressed their readiness
for deepening bilateral relationship.

Both Sides agreed on the importance of renewable energy and cnergy elliciency
echnologies and of expanding cooperation in this regard. Particularly. the
(yreek Side is willing to strengthen cooperation with the Georgian Side with the
aim of developing common actions in renewable encrgy. energy saving and

energy efficiency.
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Greece supports the efforts of Georgia to enhance the promotion of open and
transparent encrgy market in line with the principles of the Energy Community.
The Greek Side welcomes the accession of Georgia to the Energy Community
(EC) and looks forward to further promoting cooperation in the framework of
the Energy Community and the principles set forth by the EU acquis. Both
Sides agreed to exchange information and expertise in the field of Energy
including  cnergy markct development in  compliance with EU
directives/regulations. Both sides highlighted the importance to explore the
opportunity of electricity trade between two countries.

Both Sides stressed the importance of the Southern Gas Corridor. which will
increase the level of energy security of both countries and of the European
Union, where Greece and Georgia play an important role as transit countries.
Both Sides confirmed their commitment to continue their efficient cooperation
in order to ensure that it will be completed with no delay, Recognizing the
mutual benefit deriving from the further development of the gas sector, both
Sides agreed to exchange good practices and to promote contacts amongst their
respective private and public undertakings with a view to taking advantage
investment opportunities in Greece and Georgia.

4. Cooperation in the field of Standardization and Quality Infrastructure

Both sides expressed their interest to broaden cooperation in the field of quality
infrastructure  (Standardization, Accreditation, Metrology and Conformity
Assessment) aiming at facilitating bilateral trade, establishing closer economic
relations. supporting the elimination of relevant technical barriers and
developing wide range of services to the manufacturing sector.

Both Sides agreed to exchange information and good practices on legislation
including technical regulations, conformity assessment procedures and
standards.

The Greek side, through the respective public institutions and bodies, expressed
its readiness to provide the Georgian side with any required information and
support about the EU aquis and the harmonized European Union legislation for
industrial products.
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Both Sides agreed to explore the possibility of signing Memorandum of
Understanding in the abovementioned ficlds, between the respective National
Bodies of the two countries.

5. Cooperation in the field of Intellectual property

Both Sides agreed to explore possibilities for bilateral cooperation between the
relevant agencies in the field of Intellectual Property, as well as in the direction
of geographical indications and appellations of origin in the framework of the
“Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Agreement™ with the EU, in order to
ensure effective enforcement of the rights protected under this Agreement.

6. Cooperation in the field of Tourism

Both sides expressed their satisfaction over the progress achieved so far in their
bilateral cooperation in the field of tourism. [n this context, the Georgian side
expressed its appreciation to the Greek side for the completion of the second
phase of the project concerning the technical assistance provided to the Thilisi
Vocational Education & Training Center "IKARUS™, funded by the Hellenic
Ministry of Forcign Affairs (Hellenic Aid) and implemented by the Hellenic
Ministry of Tourism.

The two sides also expressed their contentment over the recent bilateral short-
stay visa waiver agreement. exempting the Georgian citizens from Schengen
visa, which is a major step towards boosting the bilateral tourist flows. In this
context, both sides agreed to encourage the tourism private sector
representatives in their countries Lo collaborate in joint projects and initiatives.

Both Sides also underlined the importance of promoting their cooperation
through the exchange of know-how in the field of Special Interest Tourism.
with an emphasis on wine tourism, rural tourism, religious tourism, cultural
tourism and MICE tourism.

Both Sides agreed to enhance their cooperation in the framework of the
Commission for Europe of the World Tourism Organization (UNWTO) and the
Working Group on Cooperation in Tourism of the Organization of the Black
Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC).
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Both Sides stressed the importance of connectivity between the two countries
and reiterated their willingness o cooperate on further improving air
connectivity between Greece and Georgia.

7. Cooperation in the field of Traasport and Logistics

Both sides underlined the importance of cooperation in the field of passenger
and freight road transport and agreed to promote necessary measures to deepen
relations between the countries, including but not limited to promotion of
transport through the Greek ports and the ports of Black Sea.

Both Sides took note of the longstanding bilateral aviation relations and
expressed their desire tor further development of the air transport links between
the two countries. They stressed the importance of direct regular flights
currently performed by various companies in order to promote tourism and to
deepen economic tics, and welcomed the increasing trend in this direction. In
this regard the Georgian Side noted that in January-March 2017. the number of
passengers grew by 114,6% and amounted to 9.147 passengers. Totally. 52.247
passengers were transported in 2016 which was a 146% increase.

Georgian Side expressed its appreciation for the finalization of ratification of
the "Common Aviation Area Agreement between the European Union and its
Member States and Georgia™ by the Greek Side. Both Sides underlined the
importance of this Agreement in terms of integrating the respective markets,
strengthening cooperation and opening new opportunities for consumers and
airfines.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to promote their bilateral maritime
cooperation in the framework of the Agreement in force between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Georgia on
Merchant Shipping signed in Tbilisi on 10" April 1997 and to further enhance
their relations in the shipping sector.

Both Sides agreed to strengthen their cooperation in the field of international
maritime transport, including within the context of relevant regional and
international fora, such as the Organization of the Black Sea Economic
Cooperation (BSEC) and the International Maritime Organization (IMO). In
particular, within the framework of BSEC, both countries expressed their
willingness to cooperate in the sector of multimodal transport as well to
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promote cooperation for the development of Motorways of the Sea in the Black
Se¢a Region.

Both Sides expressed their willingness of bilateral cooperation in the port sector
and to agreed to examine the possibility of maritime connections between ports
of the two countries. They also agreed to examine the possibilities to enhance
their cooperation in additional areas, such as maritime tourism and cruise
shipping, in a mutually beneficial way.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to promote their cooperation in the field
of maritime education and training under the STCW conventions and based on
the existing bilateral Undertaking in force.

Georgian Side also informed the Greek Side about plans to develop modern
logistics centers in Georgia. As part of the East-West Highway Corridor
[mprovement Project financed by the World Bank, the Ministry of Economy
and Sustainable Development of Georgia (MoESD) carries out a feasibility
study for the creation of logistics centers. No later than July 1. 2017, the
MoESD will announce the Expression of Interest for selecting the investor for
the development of Logistics centers based on the Public Private Partnership.
To this end, Georgian Side invites interested Greek companies Lo participate in
the selection process,

8. Cooperation in the field of Industry and Investments

The Greek Side expressed interest in enhancing bilateral cooperation at
butlding-up modern Georgian infrastructures, such as road networks. water
pipelines, sewage, [CT interconnections etc. by providing know-how,
technology transfer and entreprencurial activity.

The Greek Side provided information concerning the new investment law
4399/16, “Institutional framework for the creation of Private Investment Aid
schemes for the regional and economic development of the country -
Establishment of the Development Council and other provisions™, which aims
to facilitate and enhance the implementation of investment projects. to enhance
competitiveness in sectors of high added value, to increase employment etc.

Both Sides stressed the importance of protection and equal treatment of bilateral
investments in respective countries. in accordance with the provisions ol the
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Agreement between the Government of Hellenic Republic and the Government
of Georgia for the promotion and mutual protection of investments.

Both Sides agreed to exchange information on the relevant exhibitions and fairs
organized in both countries, to participate in joint projects. and to submit
regularly information on the commercial offers and requests of the Greek and
(ieorgian enterprises. |

Both Sides agreed to organize two business events/fora in 2018, in Greece and
Georgia that will bring together entrepreneurs from the two countries and will
give the opportunity to exchange business ideas and discuss mutual investment
projects.

Both Sides, recognizing the importance and the mutual benetit deriving from
their cooperation in the industrial field, expressed their readiness to develop and
strengthen such cooperation, through the encouragement of entrepreneurship,
the promotion of business cooperation and the creation of an attractive business
environment for the development of joint ventures between entrepreneurs from
the two countries with the aim of taking advantage of investment opportunities.

Sides agreed to explore the possibility of cooperation and share experience in
such sectors as the food industry. agriculture, energy, tourism, construction,
shared service and outsourcing centres. R&D, transport and logistics,
information technology ete.

9. Cou_peraticn in the field of Small and Medium sized Enterprises, Start
Ups and Entreprencurship

Recognizing the importance and mutual benetit deriving from their cooperation
in the industrial field, both Sides expressed their readiness to develop and
strengthen such cooperation in the manufacturing sector, especially regarding
certain sectors of mutual interest (¢.g. pharmaceuticals, construction materials,
processed food), through the encouragement of business cooperation and the
promotion of joint ventures in the field of manufacturing, with the aim to take
advantage of investment opportunities. as well as the overall promotion of
innovation and industrial development.

Faking into consideration the role of Small and Mediwm Sized linterprises
{SMFs) for development and cconomic growth. both sides agreed lo enhance
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their cooperation in this field. Such cooperation could include the exchange of
information, know-how and best practices in the area of SMEs support policies.
with emphasis on innovation and internationalization in order to improve SMEs
competitiveness and ¢nhance their access to international markets.

Acknowledging the significance of start ups as a driver for economic growth
and innovation, both Sides agreed to exchange information on their
governmental initiatives “Start Up Greece™ and “Start Up Georgia™ and to
explore further partnership opportunities in order to promote entrepreneurship,
competitiveness and business innovation in both countries. Sides agreed to
tacilitate networking and collaboration between the Start Ups, initiate and
participate in joinl programs towards enhancing access to markets.

10. Cooperation in the field of Science, Technologies and Innovation

The two Sides agreed that there is high potential for cooperation in the fields of
Science, Technology and Innovation. They recognized the need to promote
innovation-led technology programs between Greek and Georgian entities
(research organizations and private sector)on scientific arcas of mutual interest.
which could be identified in the framework of a preparatory meeting. Both
Sides agreed to initiate and participate in joint common programs under EU and
Black 5ea Cooperation frame (H2020, EEN. etc). For that purpose a meeting of
representatives of the competent authorities of the two countries (including
GSRT, GITA, SRNSF, etc) can take place, agreed upon through diplomatic
channels.

11. Cooperation in the field of Communications and [I[nformation
Technologies

Both Sides stressed the importance of cooperation in the fields of
Communications, and [nformation Technologies and agreed to continue further
development of cooperation in those ficlds, which will promote the close
cooperation between the Sides aiming at solving the global goals and objectives
of sustainablc development.

In this regard, both Sides agreed to:

e strengthen the cooperation in the frame of Agreement between the
Government of The Hellenic Republic and the Government ol Georgia
on Cooperation in the Fields of Post and Telecommunications signed
on November 8, 1994 in Athens, Hellenic Republic:

15. Other fields of Cooperation

Both Sides stressed the importance of enhancing their cooperation in the field of
culture, and in particular between the relevant Ministries and Agencies ol the
two countries focused on the prospects for the development and the further
strengthening of bilateral relations, with emphasis on their economic aspects.

The Georgian Side expressed high interest in sharing Greek experience in
implementation of projects with a view to successtul accomplishment of the EU
programme “Creative Europe™ and enhancement of cooperation between
programme desks of the sub-programs Culture and Media.

The Georgian Side emphasized its interest in sharing Greek experience to
support the creative industries in Georgia.

Both Sides agreed to examinc the possibilities of promoting cooperation
between culture and creative sector of the two countries, facilitating
participation of professionals from culture and creative sectors in international
festivals, fairs, conferences, seminars and other events organized in both
countries and encouraging exchange of specialists in the tields ot culture and
arts, tangible and intangible cultural heritage, muscums. librarics, archives
activities and related fields.
