Having regard to Decision 2004/97/EC, Ewatom of the Representatives
of the Member States, meeting at Head of Stats or Government level in
Brussels on 13 Deceraber 2003, that the seat of the Agency shall be in a
town in Greece to be determined by the Greek Govemment,

Having regard to Decision 7744/83 of the Greek Minister of Transporn
and Communications of 6 February 2004 (Government Gazztte of the
Hellenic Republic, Series B, Issue No 319, 11 February 2004),
determining the city of Heraklion in Crete as the seat of the Agency;

Having regard to Regulation (EC) No 4602004 of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 10 March 2004 establishing the

Agency;

Having regard to Regulations (EC) No 1007/2008 and 580/2011 of the
European Parlimuent and of the Council, amending Regulation (EC) No
460/2004 as regards its duration;

Whereas the seat of the Agency shall be relocated to Athens and a branch

office shall be maintained in Heraklion, Crete, in order to facilitate the
smooth transfer of its seat from Heraklion 10 Athens and enhance the
operational efficiency of the Agency as a point of reference and L
excellence in cybersecurity in Europe, by recruiting highly skilled i
cybersecunty professionals:

Whereas Article 22 of Regulation (EU) No 526/2013 provides that the
Staff Regulations and the Conditions of Employment of Other Servants

Whereas Article 23 of Regulation (EU) No 526/2013 provides that the
Protocol No 7 on the Privileges and Immunities of the European Union,
annexed to the Treaty on European Union and to the TFEU shali apply to
the Agency and its stahuory staff;

Whereas the privileges and immunities granted by the present Agrecment [
to the staff of the Agency aim solely to guarantee the hindrance-free ;
functioning of the Agency and the independence of the staff’ who beaefit :

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Definitions il

1. All refesrences in the Protocol No 7 oa the Privileges and Immunities g
of the European Union, hereinafter referred 10 as “the Protocol”, shall be
understood as references to the Ageacy.

2. All references in the Protocol to officials and other servants of the :
European Union should be understood as references to officials and other
servants of the Agency.

3. The staff of the Agency coasists of:
(a) Statutory staff subject to the Staff Regulations of Officals of the
European Union or to the Conditions of employment of other servants of
the European Union, which include officials, temporary agents, contract
agents and special advisers.
(b) External staff which include:

i) Secoaded national expedts

11) Expents on contract

iii) Trainees £

4. Seconded national experts shall mean the personnel seconded to the _
Agency by participating States for 8 maximum term of four (4) years, .
exceptionally extended for a period up to two more years
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5. External experts shall mean persons with which the sgency has
concluded a service contract or who are invited to provide advisory
services to the Agency for a term of one (1) year renewable for one
additional year.

6. Dependent family members shall mean the Spauses, registered partners
and the children under the age of 18 of the Agency’s staff.

7. The preauises of the Agency shall include: :
(8) The permanent seat of the Agency in the meTopolitan area of Athens; I
(b) Its branch office in HerakJion, Crete. |

8. It is expressly agreed that sff locally hired by the Agency under the
law of the Hellenic Republic do not fall within the Protocol, or the

present Agreement.

Article 2
Legal Status

1. According to Article 26 of Regulation EC No 52672013 the Agency is
a Body of the Ewopean Union. It enjoys the most extensive legal
capacity accorded to legal persons under the laws of the Hellenic
Republic. It may, in paticuler, acquire or dispose of movable and
immovable property and may be party to legal pmceadings, The Agency
is represented by its Executive Director.

2. The Agency shall have its pesmanent seat in the metropolitan aseg of i
Athens. A branch office shall be maintained in Heraklion, Crete, in order ]
to ensure the operational efficiency of the Agency and facilitate the
smooth tansfer of its seat from Heraklion to Athens. o

Article 3 tl
Premises of the Agency '

1. The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall do its utmost to host I
the Agency at premises appropriate to the effective and efficient
operation of the Agency, owned by the Hellenic Republic, and, wheneves i
this is not possible, the Hellenic Republic shall bear the rental cost for the i
Agency’s premises & its seat in Athens and at its branch office in

Heraklion. A decision of the Minister of Digital  Policy, |
Telecommunications and Media shal! determine the upper threshold of =
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the rental cost per year for the Agency’s seat in Athens and its branch
office in Heraklion.

2. The Agency may fly the flags of the Union, the flag of the Hellenic
Republic and its own flag on its premises.

Article 4
Immumnity and Inviolability

1. The premises of the Agency shall be inviolable. They shall be exempt
from search, requisition, confiscation, expropristion os any formtr of
seizure. !

2. The archives of the Agency as well as all documents and data
belonging to the Agency or held by it shall be inviolable. : !

3. The Agency, its assets and funds, wherever they may be, shall be b
immune ~ in the execunoa of the official activities - from any form of i
legal proceedings and shall not be the subject of any administrative or
legal measures of constraint, except in the event of the immunity being
suspended within the meaning of Article 1 of the Protocol.

4. The Agency shall not enjoy immmity from jusisdiction and execution
in the following specific cases:

(1) in relation to a civil action by a third party on account of damage
deriving from an accident caused by a vehicle, vesse! or aircraft which
belongs to, or is used on behalf of, the Agency or in relation to a ‘
violation of the regulations governing traffic by land, sea or air in which ;
the said vehicle, vesse! or aircrafl is involved,

(it) in relation to contracts, other than those concluded in conformity with
the Staff Regulasions; i
(1) in relatioo to a counterclaim application directly connected with , 1
legal proceedings instituted by the Agency. ‘

S. In the cases coming under subparagraph (i) of the previous paragraph
of this Artcle, the Agency shall, moreover, undertake o take out
insurance 1o cover any civil hebility towards third parties in order 1o
guarantee compensation for any damage caused in the execution of its
own duties
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Article 5
Security of the Agency

1. The Agency adopts its intemnal rules and procedures necessary to
ensure security and maintenance of good order inside the buildings and
other premises used by it The Agency may, in particular, refuse access to
its buildings or other premises or expel amy pasons considered
undesirable.

2. No official of the Hellenic Republic or person exerosing any public
authority, whether administrative, judicial, military, or police shall enter
the premises of the Agency except with the consent of and under
conditions approved by its Executive Director or his representative. Such
consent shall be presurned in the event of a fire or en emergency situation
which requires immediate protective interventios.

3. The Hellenic Republic shall do its outmost to ensure adequate
protection for the Agency's premises and the Executive Director’s
residence, above all to prevent unauthonsed access or other form of
disturbance.

4. The Agency shall prevent its pramises from becoming a refuge from
justice for persons subject to extradition or deportation or who are i
avoiding arrest or service of legal process under the law of the Hellenic
Republic. -

Article 6
Comununications

[
For its official communications and the transmssion of all its documents, i
the Agency shall enjoy the treatment accorded by the Hellenic Republic |
to diplomatic missions. No official communication addressed to the :
Agency or any member of its staff, or any communication emanating -
from the Agency, in whatever form or by whatever means of "j
transmission, may be subject of any restriction of any kind, nor may its |
confidential nature be prejudiced This protection extends in partcular to |
publications, internet content, magnetic and optical tapes and disks, f
pictures, films or any other visual or sound recording. |
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|

Article 7
Liabilxy

1. The Hellenic Republic’s intemational legal lisbility cannot be called
into question as a result of activities of the Agency in it teritory, acts or
omissions by the Agency or by its representatives, who act or refrain
from acting withm the limits of their own dufies. If nevertheless, the |
Hellenic Republic's ligbility is called into question, the latter shall have 5
the right to seek compensation from the Agency.

2. The Agency shall be liable for all damage or datriment caused by its
own or its representatives’ activities in the Hellenic Republic. Without
prejudice to the Agency’s prerogative to choose the law applicable to
contracts pursuant to Article 27 of Regulaticn (EU) No $26/2013, this ;
liability shall, n principle, be governed by the law of the Hellenic i
Republic. '

3. The Agency shall absolve the Hellenic Republic from liability for
claims for compensations in the event of damage caused to/by third
parties.

4. The Agency shall subscribe insurance to cover its own civil liabilities

Article 8
Exemption from taxes

1. The Agency is exempt from any national, regional or municipal direct

taxes and all administrative fees with regard to the premises it owns or

reats, its assets and funds. The exemption from such taxes and fees shall

not, however, apply w0 those which are payable under the Greek ;
legislation by persons contracting with the Agency.

2. The Agency is exempt from the payment of any national, regional or
municipal indirect taxes on the supply of goods and services intended for
official use by the Agency, under the conditions set by the Hellenic
Republic for accredited diplomatic missions.

3. Regarding in particular the supply of goods subject to excise duties P
and intended for official use by the Agency, the latter is exempt from the i
payment of the excise duties and VAT on the supply of goods in
reasonable quantities to be determined by a specific deasion of the :
Governor of the Independent Authosity of Public Revenue {(LAPR). I
4. No exemption shall be granted in respect of taxes and dues which

amount merely to charges for public utility services.
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e

Article 9
Exemyuion from cusioms duties and VAT on imports and exports

1. The Agency shall be exempt from all customs duties and VAT,
prohibitions and restrictions on imports and exports in respect of articles
intended for its official use.

2. Articles so imported shall not be disposed of, whether or not in retum
for payment, in the Hellenic Republic or the intercal market without prior
approval of the competent authorities of the Hellenic Republic and
without payment of the relevant customs duties and taxes. according to
the current customs legisistion.

3. The Agency shall also be exempt from any customs duties and any
prohibitions and restricions on imports and exorts in respect of its
publicasioas.

Article 10
Orher financial facilities

1. The Agency shall be able to receive and keep any type of funds,
curtency or cash and keep accounts in any cumency insofar as is
necessary to meet its institutional needs.

2. The Agency shall be able to carry out capital transactions, free from
any prohibilions or restnchons prescnbed by the law of the Hellenic
Republic.

Article 11 '
Vehicles of the Agency ;

1. The Agency is exempt from customs duties, registration tax, VAT and
any import restrictions on vehicles, owned by the Agency and intended
for its official use, as well as on spare parts for these, either imported or i
purchased.

2. Vehicles intended for the official use of the Agency shall be covered i
by insurance against civil liability and shall be registered under a special

series simular to the regasiration of vehicles used by the diplomatic

missions accredited to the Hellenic Republic. These vebicles, owned by

the Agency, shall be exempted from annual circulation tax
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3. The maxmum number of vehicles intended for the official use of the
Agency shall not exceed five.

4. The Agency may freely dispose of these vehicles without any
prohibition or restriction and without any customs or other duty and taxes
after the expiry of a five-year pedod from the date they were purchased
in the Hellenic Republic or imported.

Article 12
Stanutory Staff of the Agency

1. Without prejudice to Articles 11 to 1S5 of the Promcal, the statutory
staff of the Agency shall:

(1) Enjoy immunity from jurisdiction as regards acts carmed out by them
in their official capacity, including their spokea and written statements.
This immumity shall continue after cessation of their functions.

{ii) Be exempt from nationa) txes and / or VAT on salanes, wages and
emoluments paid by the Agency; :
(iii) Be exempt from any corqpuisory coatribution to the mational social i
security system, without prejudice to the provisans Iaid down in the
conditions of Employment of other servants of the Ewropean Union |
Consequently, they shall not be covered by the national social secunty 1
cegulations, unless they voluntanly jom the national sodal secuity
system. The same provision applies to their dependent famuly members,
unless they are employed in the Hellenic Republic by an employer other
than the Agency or receive socal security benefits from the Hellenic
Republic:

(iv) Enjoy, as regards exchange regulations, the facilities granted to
officials of equal rank of accredited diplomatic missions in the Hellenic
Republic;

(v) Be, together with their depeadent family members, enntled to receive
the same assistance with repatriation as is granted to diplomats in the
event of international crises; this clause does not apply to Greek citizens;
(vi) Be, together with their dependent family members, exempt from
immigration restrictions or formalities for the registration of aliens;

(vi1) Be able 10 carry out capital transactians, free from aay prohibitions
or restrictions prescribed by the law of the Hellenic Republic;

(viit) Have the right to import from their last country of residence or from
the country of which they are nationals, free of customs duties and VAT
and without prohibitions or restrictions, in respect of initial
establishment, within two years of taking up their appointment with the
Agency and in maximum of three shipments, fumiture and personal
effects;
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(ix) Have the right to export furniture and other personal effects, during a
period of two years as from the date of cessation of functions at the
Agency, without payment of the relevant customs duties and VAT,

(x) Be, within a period of three years starting from the date of their
appomniment by the Agency, entitled to a tax installation benefit — direct
VAT exemption - on the purchase of fumiture and other housebold
goods necessary for their installation, for a value higher than the !
minimum limit set by the Greek legislation for diplomatic staff membess :
of accredited diplomatic missions;

{xi) Be entitied to purchase on the local market, exempt from taxes
inciuding VAT and exxise duties, beating oil in reasanable quantities to
be determined by a specific decision of the Govemar of the lndependent
Authority of Public Revenue (IAPR);

(vai) Be entitled to purchase on the locsl market, exempt from taxes
including VAT and excse duties, gas for heatng conswoption, in
accordance with the cwrent customs !egislation;

(xiii) Benefit, in relation to the vehicles intended for their personal use,
from excisa duties and VAT exemption o the purchase oa the local
market of fuel. The maximum quantity of fuel that can be purchased per
month with the examption provided for in this paragrsph is set according !
to the current customs legislafion and it shall not be transferable to the :
following moath;

(xiv) Be, within a period carrespanding to the duration of their first
appointment with the Agency, emtitled to import or purchese from the
intemal market, free of customs duties, excise duties and VAT, alcaholic
beverages and tobacco products, both in ceasonable quantities, intended :
for their personal use. The annual quotas of alcoholic beverages and i
tobacco products that can be purchased with the exemption provided for
in this paragraph shall be determined by a specific decision of the
Governor of the Independent Authority of Public Revenue (IARP);

2. In addition o the privileges and immunities specified in paragraph 1,
the Executive Director of the Agency, together with his/her dependent
family merabers, shall be accorded the privileges and immunities,
exemptions and facilities accorded by the Hellenic Republic to the Heads
of diplomatic missions and the members of their family forming part of
their household.

3. The immunity from jurisdiction provided for in paragraph (1) of the
presant Article shall not apply in the case of a civil action brought by a
third party for damage resulting from an accident caused by a motor
vehicle, boat or aircraft belonging to, or operated on behalf of, the
Agency, nor in the case of infingement of the regulations on road, sea or
air lraffic. The Agency does, however, undertake to take out insurance to
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cover any civil liability towards third parties in order to guarantee
compensaton for any damage caused in the execution of its official
activities.

Article 13
Vebicles of the satutory siaff

1. The statutory stafT of the Agency shall:

(i) Have the nght to import or transfer from their last country of
residence or from the country of which they are naticnals, free of
customs duty, VAT and registration tax and without prohibitions or
restrictions, in respect of initial establishmen, withln two years of taking i
up their appointment with the Agency one (1) motor vehicle for personal '
use or, if they are married or have a registered pgrmer, two (2) motor
vehicle(s), which shalf bo regjstered undes a special series and shall be
exempted from annual circutation tax;

(i) Have the right, at any time, if they have not imported or transferred a
motor vehicle in accordance with subparagraph (i), to purchase from the
intemal market or from another EU Member State or third country one
motor vehicle free of customs doty, registration tax and VAT. A second
motor vehicle can be purchased, under the sams conditions if they are
married or have a registered partner. These motor vehicles shall be
exempted from annual circulation (ax (ifi) Have the right to replace the
vehucles mentioned in subparagraphs (i) and (i) in the case of theft or
complete destsuction thereof, under the above-mentioned conditions,
after the expiry of a six-month period from the date the theft was
declared to the competent authorities of the Hellenic Republic or. in the
case of complete destruction, the vehicle was withdrawn for scrapping,
(iv) Have the right to export, dunng a period of one year as from the date
of cessapon of their functions at the Agency, the motor vehicles tmported
with the exemption mentioned in subparagraphs (i), (i) and (ui).

2. The vehicles mentioned in subparagraphs (i), ii) and (iii) of the
previous paragraph may be freely disposed without payment of customs
duties, VAT and registration taxes after the expiry of five (5) year peried
and in accordance with the current custorus legislation.

3. The vehicles mentioned in subparagraphs (i), (it) and (iii) of paragraph
1 of this Article may be freely replaced eithes upon payment of customs
duties, VAT and registration taxes for the previous ene, or upon transfer
to another person entitled to the same exemption, of upon export or upon
transfer to another EU Member State, or abandorunent to the Hellenic
State before the expiry of five (5) year period, in accordance with the
current customs legisiation.
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4. The vehicles of the statutory staff shall be covered by insurance
against civil liability.

Article 14
Fxternal staff of the Agency

1. Itis specifically agreed that the extemal staff of the Agency:

(i) Are exempt from naBonal taxes on salaries, wages and emoluments
paid by the Agency;

(ii) Are exempt from all compulsory contributioas to the national social
sacurity organisations of the Hellenic Republic for as long as they remam
employed by the Agency. Coassquently, they shall oot be covered by the
national social security regulations of the Heltentc Republic, unless they
voluntanly join the national social scaurity system;

(i) Are, together with their dependent family members, eempt from
imsmigration restrictions or formalities for the registration of alfiens: 5
(iv) Have the right to import or transfer from their last country of
residence or from the country of which they afe nationsls free of
customs duties, regitration tax, VAT and without prohibitions or
restrictions, tn respect of initial establishmeat, within two years of taking
up their gppointment with the Agency and in maxmum of two
shipments, fumniture and personal effects, including one (1) motor
vehicle, which shall be covered by inarence against civil liability and
shall be registered under a special senes. This motor vehicle shall be
exempted from annual circulation tax;

(v) Have the right to export, during a period of ane year as from the date
of cessation of functions at the Agency, without prohibitions or
restactions, fumniture and personal effects, including the motor vehicle
they use and which is in their possession.

2. The vehicles mentioned in subparagragh (iv) of the previous paragraph
may be freely dispased without payment of custoros duties and taxes
after the expiry of five (5) year period and in accordance with the current
customs legislation

3. Subparagraphs (iv) and (v) of paragraph ! of this Arncle shall not
apply to trainees.
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Article 15
Notification of appoinoments, identity cands

1. The Agency shall inforro the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Hellenic Republic when the Executive Director or a staff member as
provided for under Article | of this Agreement takes up or relinquishes
his/her duties. Each year the Agency shall send fo the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Hellenic Republic & list of the names, addresses and
nationalities of all its staff members as well as of their dependent famly
members.

2. Statutory staff of the Agency and seconded mficnal expests, together
with their dependemt family members, shall be isned a special identity
card corresponding to their status.

Article 16
Watver of immurdties

1. The pnvileges and immunities granted by the Protocol are confemred
solely in the interest of the Agency and the Union, and oot for the
personal benefit of the individuals themselves,

2. The Executive Director of the Agency shall waive the immunity
accorded to a member of the statutory etaff of the Agency wherever the
Executive Director considers that the waiver of such immunity is not
contrary to the interests of the Agency or the Union.

3. The Management Board of the Agency shall waive the immunity
accorded to the Executive Director of the Agency wherever it considers
that the waiver of such immunity is not contrasy to the interests of the
Agency or the Union.

4. Notwithstanding the privileges and imxmunities granted on the basis of
the present Agreement, all those who shall enjoy the said privileges and
immunities shall be obliged to comply with the legislation and the
regulations in force in the temtory of the Hellenic Republic and not
interfere in the internal affairs of that State.

5. The Agency undertakes to cooperate in good faith with the competent
authonties of the Hellenic Republic on any occasion where necessary to
prevent abuses relating to the privileges and immuntities, exemptions and
facilities, provided for by the present Agreement.
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Article 17
Contmunication with the competent authorities

The Apgency way communicaie with the Hellenic Republic on
administrative and organisational matters regarding its smooth and
effective operanon in the territory of the Hellenic Republic, through the
Secretanat Genera) of Telecommunications and Post within the Ministry
of Dignal Policy, Telecommunications and Mcdia.

Article 18
Transitional Clause

The present Agreement shall. as from the date of its eatry into force in
accordance with the procedure descnbed in paragraph | of Article 21,
apply 1o all staff members of the Agency, without prejudice to the
provisions relating to their first appointment wath the Agency. The
existing staff who are more than two years in the Agency shall benefit for
a period of one year pursuant to the provisions of subparagraph (x) of
paragraph | of Article 12.

Article 19
Amendment
Amendments to the present Agreement shall be agreed in wrniting and -
shall enter-into force in accordance with the procedure provided for in “ \
Ar!i.dcl;'l(‘) for the entry into force of the Agreement. /j <ﬂ‘

Article 20

Setrtement of dispures

Any disputes between the Hellenic Republic and the Agency conceming
the nterpretation or application of this Agreement which cannot be
settled dircctly between the parties may be submitted by either party to
the Coun of Justice of the European Union.
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Article 21
Entry into _force, duration

1. This Agreecent shall enter into force on the date of receipt by the
Agency of the written potification by which the Hellenic Republic
notifies the Agency through diplomatic charmels of the completion of its
relevant intemnal procedures.

2. Upon the entry into force of the preset Agreement, the Seat
Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the i
European Network and Information Security Agency signed in Hereklion '
on 22 April 2005 as well as any other complementary sgreements
concluded pursuant to the latter Agreement shall cease to be in force.

3. Either party may tevounate the present Agreament by means of a i

written notification to the other party. Terrmnation shall take effect six ;
months following the date of notification.

In witness thereof. the undersigned, duly mahorised thereio. have signed
this Agreement.
