The Ministry of Culture and Tourism of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry
for Culture and Heritage of New Zealand (hereinafter referred to as “the
Participants™,

Desiring to further develop the friendly relations between Greece and New
Zealand,

Convinced that cultural cooperation will contribute to an enhanced

refationship between Greece and New Zealand and a better understanding
of each other's cultures; and

Recognizing the imporiance of shared heritage materials of Greece and New
Zealand from the conflicts of the 20" century,

The Participants have reached the following understandings:

Paragraph One
Objectives

1. The Participants wifl encourage the development of cultural cooperation
in ail areas of contemporary culture, including literature, visual and
performing aris, music. and cinema, facilitating contacts and initiatives
between institutions and other cultural establishments of the two
counines

2 The Participants will seek to increase community understanding and

recognition of the shared political and cultural history such as the history
of conflicts of the twenhieth century.

Paragraph two
Cooperation

1 The Participants will seek to promote the cultural cooperation in
Paragraph 1 of this Arrangerment by encouraging:

a. cooperation between museums and other institutions in the fields
of culturat and historical heritage;

b, mutual exchanges of artists and experts in every field of
contemporary culture as well as of cultural heritage;

c. participation of their representatives in international congresses,
conferences, semunars, festivals, and other cullural events,
organised in their respective countries;
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d cooperation within international organizations in the field of culture;
and

e other forms of cooperation as may be mutually determined by the
Participanis.

2 The Participants will use their best endeavours to:
a conserve, maintain and interpret shared heritage materials from
the conflicts of the twentieth century; and
b commemorate, on significant anniversaries, the special shared
memory forged through the Battle for Crete, 1941.

Paragraph Three
Costs of Cooperation

The financing of the cooperation provided for in this Arrangement will be
made in the context of the available funds of each Participant and will be
mutually determined by the Farticipants.

Paragraph Four
Entry into Effect

Each Participant will notify the other, through diplomalic channels, of the
completion of its internal procedures required for the entry into effect of the

Arrangement. The Arrangement will enter into effect on the date of the latter
notfication

Paragraph Five
Amendment

This Arrangement may be amended by the mutual written consent of the
Paricipanis.

Paragraph Six
Settlement of Differences

Any differences arising out of the interpretation or implementation of this
Arrangement will be settled by mutual consultation between the Participants.

Paragraph Seven
Termination

Either Participant may terminate the Arrangement at any time by giving
six months’ written notice through diplomatic channels to the other Participant.
Cooperation activiies commenced under this Arrangement before the notice of
termination is given will continue unaffected by the termination until their
compiglion unless the Participants mutually determine otherwise.
