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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF TOURISM OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE MINISTRY OF CULTURE AND SPORT OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF TOURISM

The Ministry of Tourism of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Culture and Sport
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, hereinafter referred to as "the Parties”, \
Wishing to strengthen the ties of friendship between the peoples of the Hellenic |
Republic and the Republic of Kazakhstan, ‘

Desirous to develop and strengthen cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the
Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of tourism,

Recognizing the importance of tourism in contributing to the economic, cultural and
social life of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Kazakhstan as well as in promaoting
mutual understanding, goodwill and close relations between peoples,

Based on the full equality of rights and mutual benefit, have agreed as follows:

Article 1

Within the framework of this Memorandum of Understanding and in accordance with
the respective legistation of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Parties
shall endeavour to facilitate cooperation in tourism.

Article 2

The Parties shall promote the development and strengthening of tourism cooperation
between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Kazakhstan in the following fields:

a. Planning and development: !

The Parties shall encourage the exchange of information and documentation concerning
statistics and legislation of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Kazakhstan regulating the
field of tourism as well as research on tourism development.

b. Education and training:

The Parties shall encourage the exchange of information about education and training in
the field of tourism,

c. Marketing and promotion:

With a view to making their tourist attractions better known to the public of the other
state and increasing the bilateral tourist movement between the Hellenic Republic and the
Republic of Kazakhstan, the Parties shall promote the exchange of information, publicity and
other promotional material. For that purpose, they shall examine the possibility of participating
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in tourism fairs, exhibitions, seminars and other tourism promotion events held in the territory |
of the other state.

d. Investments in tourism:

The Parties, in accordance with the respective legistation of the Hellenic Republic and
the Republic of Kazakhstan in force, shall encourage and mutually facilitate the investments of
Greek and Kazakhstani entrepreneurs in the tourism sector. For this purpose, the Parties shall
regularly communicate to each other the incentives for tourism investments provided for in

their national legislation as well as the possibilities for such investments existing in each of the
two states.

Article 3

The Parties shall organize, whenever deemed necessary, bilateral meetings at times and
places to be mutually agreed upon through correspondence between them. In these meetings
the Parties shall review the impiementation of this Memorandum of Understanding and shall
set out, in relevant Agreed Minutes, specific arrangements, programmes and projects, which
will further enhance their cooperation in the field of tourism.

Article 4

The Parties shall make every possible effort in accordance with their respective national
legislation to increase the tourist flows between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of
Kazakhstan, by making use of the means and mechanisms at their disposal and, to this end,
they shall encourage the cooperation between their travel and tourism agencies and any other
organization operating in the field of tourism.

Article 5

In applying this Memorandum of Understanding, the Parties shall respect their
obligations arising from international treaties to which both the Hellenic Republic and the
Republic of Kazakhstan are Parties. The Greek Party shall respect its obligations arising from the
membership of the Hellenic Republic to the European Union.

Article 6

This Memorandum of Understanding may be amended and supplemented upon the
mutual written consent of the Parties. Any amendments and/or supplements shall take the
form of separate Protocols, which shall constitute an integra!l part of this Memorandum of
Understanding. Such amendments and/or supplements shall enter into force in accordance
with the procedure set forth in Article 8, paragraph 1.
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Article 7

Any dispute regarding the interpretation and/or implementation of this Memorandum
of Understanding shall be resoived by consultations and/or negotiations between the Parties,
through diplomatic channels.

Article 8

This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the date of receipt by the
Kazakh side through diplomatic channels of the written notification by the Greek side about the
completion of its internal procedures for the entry into force.

This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in force for a period of five (5) years
from the date of its entry into force and shall thereafter be tacitly renewed for additional five-
yvear periods, unless either Party notifies in writing the other of its intention to terminate this
Memorandum of Understanding at least six {6} months prior to the expiration of the initial or
any subsequent period of duration.

The termination of this Memorandum of Understanding shall not, however, affect the
implementation of projects, programmes and any other initiatives undertaken under this
Memorandum of Understanding and not fully implemented at the time of its termination,

Done in Athens, on the 24" September, 2018, in two originals, each in the Greek,
Kazakh and English languages, all texts being equally authentic.

in case of divergence in the interpretation of this Memorandum, the English text shall

prevail.
