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PROTOCOL OF THE 12™ SESSION
OF THE JOINT INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE
ON ECONOMIC, INDUSTRIAL, SCIENTIFIC AND
TECHNOLOGICAL COOPERATION BETWEEN
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

(Thessaloniki, 18th-19thApril2019)

The twelfth Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee (JIC) on
Economic, Industrial, Scientific and Technological Cooperation between the
Hellenic Republic and the Russian Federation (hereinafter — “the Committee™)
was held in Thessaloniki, on 18" and19"of April, 2019.

TheAlternate Minister of Foreign Affairs, Athanasia Anagnostopoulou,
headed the Hellenic Delegation.

The Minister of Transport Yevgeny Ditrikh, headed the Russian
Delegation.

The Lists of Participants of both delegations are attached (Annex I andII).

During the meeting of the Committee which was conducted in an
atmosphere of mutual understanding and friendship, both Sides presented an
overview of current developments in the economies of their countries and
reviewed their bilateral economic and commercial relations, since the 11"
Session of the Committee, held in Moscow, on 5" and 6" December, 2018.
Both Sides stated their readiness to take all necessary measures, in order to
improve the bilateral relations, on the basis of mutual interest.

The following issues were discussed, according to the approved Agenda
(Annex III):

PROMOTION OF BILATERAL TRADE AND ECONOMIC
COOPERATION

The two Sides, wishing to achieve economic development, recognized
the importance and mutual benefit deriving from the encouragement of business
cooperation and expressed their willingness to strengthen such cooperation by
promoting appropriate business partnerships in various manufacturing sectors
of mutual interest, with a focus on innovation and sustainable industrial
development.

Both Sides underlined the importance of Small and Medium Sized
Enterprises (SMEs) and entrepreneurship for the economy, taking into account
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their contribution to growth, job creation and social cohesion. They also
stressed the vital contribution of start-ups in business innovation, extroversion
and new jobs creation and agreed to take full advantage of their potential by
promoting networking and encouraging joint activities among startups.

The two Sides, in the framework of their successful existing bilateral co-
operation on accreditation and standardization, agreed to consider the
possibility to broaden their cooperation in other fields of “Quality
Infrastructure”, such as metrology, laboratory testing and conformity
assessment, through the exchange of best practices, as well as information on
technical legislation issues and regulations.

The two Sides stressed the importance of developing bilateral
cooperation in the field of aeronautical industry and expressed their mutual
interest in the implementation of joint projects in both countries.

Both Sides expressed their readiness to enhance their cooperation in the
fields of shipbuilding and ship repair.

The Russian Side informed about the further development of the
Eurasian Economic Integration paying particular attention to the opportunities
offered to Greek businesses within the EAEU. The Greek Side thanked the
Russian Side and took note of the new information provided.

BILATERAL LEGAL FRAMEWORK

In order to enhance bilateral economic cooperation in the field of
maritime transport, the two Sides welcomed the conclusion of the negotiations
and, as a further concrete evidence of their institutional maritime cooperation,
they welcomed the signing, in the framework of the 12" Session ofthe
Committee, of:

(1) the Protocol amending the Agreement between the Hellenic Republic and
the Government of the Russian Federation on Merchant Shipping of 6"
December, 2001;

(i1) the Implementation Plan of the Memorandum of Understanding on
cooperation in the field of standardization between the Federal Agency on
Technical Regulation and Metrology and the National Quality Infrastructure
System for the years 2019-2021.

Furthermore the two Sides agreed to continue cooperating with a view to
signing the following documents:
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(i) Memorandum of Understanding on Cooperation in the field of
development and exploitation of petawatt and exawatt laser power facilities,

(11)) Memorandum of Understanding on International Roaming Tariffs
Reduction between the Hellenic Republic and the Russian Federation,

(iii) Memorandum of Understanding on Cooperation in the field of Public
Health.

ENERGY

1. Cooperation in the Natural Gas Sector

The two Sides appraisedthe strategic cooperation between the Hellenic
and the Russian Side in the natural gas sector and noted the reliability and
regular supply Russian natural gasto Greece.

The Hellenic Side underlined the strategic value of the existing Trans-
Balkan gas pipeline for the supply of Russian gas and expects its continuing
operation.

The Sides reiterated the great importance for energy security in the
Balkan region of the construction plan of the transit second line of the “Turkish
Stream” pipeline for the supply of Russian natural gas toEuropean countries.

The Sides noted the importance of further work within theWorking Group
and the Coordination Committee established within the Agreement on
cooperation between PJSC Gazprom, DEPA S.A.and Edison S.p.A. dated 2nd
June 2017 with the objective of further work on the possibility of a gas pipeline
construction from Russia via third countries to the Greek border and its
connection with the projected gas pipeline «Poseidon» which is foreseen to
supply Italy with Russian gas.

2. Cooperation in the Oil Sector

The two Sides expressed content with the realization of the Memorandum
of Understanding on key conditions of oil and oil products delivery between
PJSC Rosneft and the HELLENIC PETROLEUM S.A. dated 27" of May 2016,
which was the result of multiannual cooperation between the two Sides.
HELLENIC PETROLEUM purchases large quantities of Russian crude oil, as
well as oil products produced at Russian refineries. TheSides are willing to
continue trade cooperation and expansion.

The two Sides supported cooperation of Russian and Greek companies in
the development of energy infrastructure, hydrocarbon exploration as well as in
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the provision of services in these sectors. The two Sides took note of the
cooperation in place between a Greek Engineering consulting company and
Russian companies and expect it to continue and expand.

The two Sides are aware that, on the 1% of March 2018, in Sofia
(Bulgaria), in their joint conference, the representatives of the shareholders of
the Trans-Balkan Pipeline B.V approved its liquidation. In the current phase, the
Dutch company “C-Corp BV”, which has assumed the corporate administration
of the “TBP BV”, is conducting necessary work on its liquidation.

3. Cooperation in the Electricity Sector

The Sides emphasized the development of bilateral cooperation in the
electricity sector.

The Sides encouraged the participation of Greek and Russian companies
in the creation and development of energy infrastructure projects on the territory
of Greece and Russia, as well as on the territory of third countries, including the
procurement of key energy equipment.

The Russian Side supports the interest of PJISC Power Machines to
cooperate with Greek partners in the realization of construction and
modernization of thermoelectric power plants and hydroelectric power plants
(turbines, power generator units, boilers, power transformers) produced at the
plants of the Russian company.

The Russian Side informed the Greek Side about the interest of PJSC
“Power machines’:

e in developing further cooperation with Greek public and private
companies during the implementation of projects for the modernization,
repair and construction of new power plants for thermal energy
production as well as hydroelectric power plants. PJSC “Power
Machines” has long experience of cooperation with Greek partners within
the framework of the construction and modernization of energy
infrastructure projects such as “Agios Dimitrios” thermal energy power
plant (2*300MWt), “Kardia” thermal energy power plant (2*300 MWt)
and “Meliti Achladas” thermal energy power plant (1*330 MW), as well
as “Platanovryssi” hydroelectric power plant (2*57 MWt).

e in supplying basic/main energy equipment (turbines, generators, boilers,
converters) as well as to provide its services for the modernisation of
equipment in thermal and hydro power stations, undertake its
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repairing/repair as well as, the technical support and the restoration of the
technical characteristics of equipment to the designed levels.

The Russian Side supports the interest of LLC Technopromexport in the
establishment of cooperation with Greek partners in the area of construction of
new and the modernization/reconstruction of existing energy generation plants
and infrastructure, as well as the construction of special facilities.

4. Cooperation in the area of Renewable Energy

The two Sides highlighted that the implementation of the Memorandum
of Understanding, between the Hellenic Centre for Renewable Energy Sources
and Energy Saving and the Russian Energy Agency of the Ministry of Energy
of the Russian Federation, signed on the 271 of May 2016, willboost the
development of projects inthe area ofrenewableenergy and the establishment of
new business contacts.

The two Sides encouraged the cooperation of universities, business
representatives, public and private entities on the implementation of common
actions and on attracting investment in the renewable energy sector.

The Russian Side informed the Greek Side about the interest of “Hevel
Group” in developing cooperation with Greek partners in the field of solar
energy (procurement of Russian high-efficiency units for commercial projects
onGreek territory, construction of photovoltaic power plants and autonomous
hybrid (diesel — solar energy installations, roof and facade installations with the
use of solar units). For the development of mutually beneficial bilateral
cooperation, “Hevel Group” is available to take part in joint projects with
potential Greek partners, as a supplier of high-efficiency photovoltaic units, as
Engineering Procurement and Construction (EPC) contractor or as Independent
Power Producer (IPP).

5. Other Issues

The Sides confirmed their commitment to continue consideration of the
following issues at a high political level:

a. replacement of the construction project of the hydroelectric power
stations of Sykia and Pefkofytowith economically equal projects;
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b. identifying economically equal alternative solutions that derive from the
Agreement on counter-purchases of Greek products and servicesprovided
by Greek firms and organizations, dated 23rdDecember, 1988.

TRANSPORT

The two Sides underlined the importance of cooperation development in
the field of transport.

Road Freight and Passenger Transport

The two Sides noted the absence of problematic issues within the
framework of cooperation in the field of road freight and passenger transport.

The two Sides confirmed their desire to continue the existing fruitful
cooperation in this field.

The two Sides agreed to hold the next meeting of the Russian-Greek Joint
Committee on Road Transport on 16th-17th May 2019, in Moscow.

Railway transport

The two Sides confirmed their interest in continuing the enhancement and
development of cooperation and joint initiatives in the field of railway transport,
logistics and railway infrastructure projects.

The two Sides noted the importance of achieving concrete results in their
cooperation. They will consider the possibility of concluding a bilateral
agreement regarding the promotion of cooperation in the field of rail transport.

Air transport

The two Sides took note of the longstanding bilateral aviation relations
and continuous constructive cooperation between their competent authorities
and reaffirmed their mutual intention to further develop air transport links
between the two countries, which will integrate the respective markets,
strengthen cooperation and offer new opportunities for consumers and air
carriers.

In this regard, the two Sides confirmed their readiness to positively
consider requests of expanding the geography and frequencies of operations
and erasingpossible designation restrictions.

The two Sides agreed that all issues of mutual interest will be discussed
during the next round of air services consultations.
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Maritime Transport

The two Sides expressed their intention to further deepen the existing
cooperation in the field of maritime transport on the basis of the Agreement
between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Government of the
Hellenic Republic on merchant shipping of December 6, 2001.

The two Sides welcomed the signing of the Protocol Amending the
Agreement between the Government of the Russian Federation and the
Government of the Hellenic Republic on merchant shipping of December 6,
2001.

The two Sides positively noted the holding of the second Russian-Greek
Joint Commission on Maritime Shipping held in January 2019 in St. Petersburg.
They expressed satisfaction about the fruitful deliberations of the Joint
Commission, within the framework of which current issues of bilateral
cooperation in the field of shipping, maritime education, development of port
infrastructure, as well as interaction at international fora were discussed.

The two Sides agreed to continue cooperation in the field of safety of
navigation and protection of the marine environment in the framework of the
International Maritime Organization (IMO).

TOURISM

The two Sides expressed their satisfaction over the high-level reached in
their bilateral relations in the field of tourism. They reiterated their willingness
to further promote their cooperation, capitalising on the results of the Greece-
Russia Year of Tourism 2017-2018.

With a view to further intensifying the bilateral tourist flows, both Sides
decided to continue the regular exchange of statistics, information in the field of
tourism investments and in the development of Special Interest Tourism and
thematic products, with an emphasis on cultural tourism, religious tourism,
maritime tourism and health tourism as well as expertise and practical
experience in the field of tourism training.

The Greek Side confirmed its strong interest in attracting Russian investors
to Greece, in areas where important opportunities are presented, such as: a)
hotel units: complex tourist accommodation, wellness centers and rehabilitation
centers, b) special infrastructure (campuses) for school tourism, ¢) marinas of
medium and large size, d) real estate, etc.

The two Sides agreed to continue their cooperation within the framework
of the UNWTO, the BSEC Working Group on Cooperation in Tourism and the
OECD Tourism Committee. The Greek Side informed the Russian Side on the
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Greek candidacy to chair the UNWTO Commission for Europe for the period
2019-2021.

EDUCATION - RESEARCH AND TECHNOLOGY

The two Sides welcomed the Meeting of the Greek-Russian Working Group on
Research and Technology which took place in Athens, on 14™March, 2019.

In the framework of the above Meeting, the two Sides agreed to have the
next Call for Proposal on Research and Technology launched by the end of
2019.

The two Sides agreed to hold expert consultations to conclude a Draft
Intergovernmental Agreement on Mutual Recognition of Education, degrees
and education certificates.

The two Sides agreed to intensify their efforts for the ratification of the
intergovernmental ~ Agreement on Cooperation in Science,  Technology and
Innovation, signed on 1 lthNovember, 2016,in Athens.

The two Sides expressed their willingness to continue cooperation with a
view ofsigning the MOU in the field of development and exploitation of
petawatt and exawatt power laser facilities.

INFORMATIONAND COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY

The two Sides underlined their mutual interest in strengthening the
cooperation of competent ministries and agencies of the Hellenic Republic and
the Russian Federation in the fields of Information & Communication
Technologies and Mass Media.

The Greek Side stressed its intention for the two countries to cooperate in
the context of developing modern digital technologies for content production
(cinema, television series, cartoons and videogames), considering the existing
financial incentives set by the Hellenic Republic, as well as comparative
advantages of Greece as an ideal place for photo shooting and cinema,
according to Act No. 448/2017.

The company IRCOS JSC expressed an interest to cooperate with the
Hellenic National Regulatory Authority — the Hellenic Telecommunications and
Post Commission / EETT — in the field of exchanging professional experience
and know- how in the coordination of the use of radio frequencies spectrum and
management, including the processing of related documents on radio
frequencies management. Moreover, IRCOS JSC is interested in submitting
proposals to the Greek Side regarding radio frequencies management.
Accordingly, the above company proposes to provide the Greek Side with
updated information on ongoing tenders for the purchase of radio frequencies
management means.
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HEALTH

The two Sides reiterated their will to enhance their joint efforts towards
upgrading their cooperation in the field of health and agreed to intensify
negotiations in order to finalise the Draft Memorandum of Understanding on
Cooperation in the Sector of Public Health between the two competent
Ministries.

AGRICULTURE

The two Sides reiterated theirmutual interest in enhancing their bilateral
relations in the agricultural sector.

In this regard, the Greek-Russian Working Group on Agriculture which
was convened in the framework of the Joint Committee Session, undertook to
promote bilateral agricultural cooperation for their mutual benefit.

Following past cooperation activities, they agreed on the necessity to
review and, if necessary, update their priorities, based on all recent
developments in the agricultural sectors oftheir respective countries.

As a result, the Working Group agreed to focus their efforts on the fields
of:

Cooperation on phytosanitary and veterinary issues.

Encouragement of collaboration between agricultural cooperatives and
private industry of both countries.

Exchange of know-how on organic farming and on protection of certified
agricultural products.

Establishment of cooperation between respective scientific research
institutes of the two countries, in fields of mutual interest, including focusing on
efforts for joint projects.

INTERREGIONAL COOPERATION

Both Sides noted that interregional cooperation between Greece and Russia
is among the priorities of the bilateral cooperation.

The two Sides assessed positively the outcome of the First Working Group
meeting on interregional cooperation and underlined the great potential to
further enhance this cooperation.

The Committee welcomed the proposal of the Greek Side for the
organization of the First Greek-Russian Interregional Business Forum
(hereinafter the Forum) in Greece.

In parallel, the Russian Side is awaiting information to be provided by the
Greek Side on the organizational framework and the program of the Forum as
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well as on the conditions of participation in the Forum for the representatives of
the Russian regions.

Both Sides agreed that the next Working Group meeting on Interregional
Cooperation will be held in the second semester of 2019, in the Russian
Federation.

BUSINESS COOPERATION

The two Sides welcomed the launching of the Greek-Russian Council of
Cooperation and Investment (the Business Council), as well as the signing, on 7
November 2017, of the Agreement on Cooperation between the Hellenic
Association of Business and Industry (SEV) and the Russian Union of Business
and Industry.

Both Sides encouraged regular Meetings between Greek and Russian
entrepreneurs under the auspices of the Business Council (such as in Moscow,
on 29 March 2018 and in Athens, on 310ctober 2018) and business cooperation
schemes (such as the PRODEXPO Fair, Moscow, 11-15.2.2019, the Moscow
International Travel and Tourism/MITT Exhibition, 12-14.3.2019, Business
Forum in Thessaloniki, 8-9.4.2019.)

The two Sides agreed to organize a Business Forum inMoscow, in
thesecondhalfof 2019.

Both Sides agreed to form a Working Group on the encouragement of
investments and business cooperation in the framework of the Committee.

ORGANISATION OF THE WORK OF THE COMMITTEE

Both Sides agreed that the next regular 13™Session of the Committee will
be held in the Russian Federation, on a date that will be agreed upon through
diplomatic channels.

Done in Thessaloniki, in two originals,on 19thApri1 2019, in the Greek,
Russian and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
divergence in the interpretation, the English text will prevail.
