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AGREEMENT

Between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
the Republic of Azerbaijan on cooperation and mutual assistance in the field
of prevention and elimination of the consequences of natural disasters and

manmade accidents: -

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Republic of Azerbaijan, hereinafter referred to as the "contracting parties",

Desiring to enhance the traditional friendly relations between the two
peoples,

Recognizing that cooperation in the field of management of emergency
situations will contribute to the safety and welfare of the two States,

Being aware of the risks that emergencyé situations entail for the two
countries,

Taking into account the mutual interest in exchanging scientific and
technical information in the field of prevention and management of emergency
situations, /

Being aware of the importance of preserving the ecological systems of the
two countries, which requires an appropriate policy both in the field of protection
and prevention of natural disasters and elimination of their consequences,

Convinced that preventing and dealing with the consequences of natural
disasters and man made accidents extending beyond national boundaries require
coordinated action,

Being aware of the possibility of unforeseen disasters, which cannot be
dealt with using the means and resources of one Contracting Party and of the need
for coordinated action between the contracting parties, with then purpose of
prevention and elimination of the consequences of emergency situations,

Taking into account the role of the United Nations and other international
organisations in the field of prevention and elimination of the consequences of
emergency situations, in compliance with the international agreements concluded
within the framework of the said international organizations,

Have agreed as follows:
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ARTICLE 1 — DEFINITIONS

For the purposes of this Agreement, the following terms shall have the
following meanings:

"Requesting Contracting Party" is the Contracting Party that requests from
the other Contracting Party to—send groups-for the provision of assistance,
equipment and humanitarian supplies.

"Requested Contracting Party" is the Contracting Party that responds to the
request of the other contracting party.

"Provision of assistance" is the assistance provided by the Requested
Contracting Party to the Requesting Contracting Party to eliminate the
consequences of the emergency situations by sending the rescuers, required
experts, and by rendering services and providing materials and goods.

"Competent authority" is the body designatéd by each Contracting Party to
examine the request for the provision of assistance and the make decisions
thereon. The said body shall also be entrusted with the coordination of the
activities derived from the application of the present Agreement.

The "assistance providing team" shall include experts or group of experts
of the Requested Contracting Party, including the members of the civil protection
or other organisations, selected by the Requested Contracting Party for the
provision of assistance, who have sufficient background and all the required
means.

"Emergency situation" shall mean a state at a particular area or installation,
caused by a destructive natural phenomenon or human activity, causing damages
or threatening to a significant degree for the life or health of people, the property
or the natural environment.

"Prevention of emergency situations" shall mean the set of measures taken
in advance to eliminate the risk of occurrence of emergency situations.

"Emergency area" shall be the area where an emergency situation has
occurred.

"Emergency assistance" shall be the set of actions taken in case of

emergency situations to rescue people, protect the health of the population and
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eliminate the environmental, cultural and material losses, as well as the
consequences resulting therefrom.

"Equipment" shall be what is required for the provision of assistance,
technical means and means of transport, rescue equipment, as well primary
necessities for the people taking part in the provision of assistance.

"Humanitarian Supplies"—shall -be -what -is—needed -to eliminate the
consequences of emergency situations, intended to be distributed free of charge to
the affected population.

“Transit State” shall be the State of one of the contracting parties through
whose state territory the assistance providing teams go through or transfer
humanitarian supplies or equipment for the provision of assistance to a third

country.

ARTICLE 2 — COMPETENT AUTHORITIES

1) The contracting parties shall designate the following competent
authorities:

- For the Hellenic Republic: the Ministry of Citizen Protection,
General Secretariat for Civil Protection,

- For the Republic of Azerbaijan: the Ministry of Emergency

Situations

2) The competent authorities of the contracting parties shall mutually
transmit the necessary information about the authorities or persons to be appointed
as contacts, within thirty (30) days of the entry hereof into force at the latest.

3) For the implementation of this Agreement, the competent
authorities shall be in direct contact. To this end, they shall mutually transmit the
exact information necessary for their communication and, specifically, their
address.

4) The contracting parties shall see to the smooth operation of the
competent authorities and the contact authorities.

In case of change in the compétent authorities or contact authorities, the
Contracting Party shall forward such change in writing to the other Contracting

Party within thirty (30) days.
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ARTICLE 3 — FORMS OF COOPERATION

1) Cooperation in the context of this Agreement shall include the
following:

- predicting, preventing and assessing of emergency situations,
organizing and operating the-monitoring system and eliminating of the
consequences of the emergency situations,

- studying the occurrence causes and circumstances of emergency
situations and assessing their consequences,

- evaluating risks against the environment and the population, which
were caused by natural disasters and manmade accidents,

- mutual assistance in the provision of technical equipment and other
means, the joint planning and activities aiming at preventing of emergency
situations and eliminating of their consequences ,.as well as the organization of
joint exercises,

- organizing the trainings as well as rescue procedures for the
preparedness of people to emergency situations,

- jointly organizing conferences with educational organizations,
exchange of information, conducting special seminars and carrying out scientific
projects,

- exchange of information, video and photo materials, technologies
and directions regarding the activity and other publications,

- jointly preparing publications and reports,

- training experts in the other contracting party's educational
organisations, exchanging instructors, trainees, scientists and experts,

- organizing conferences for the competent authorities of the
contracting parties.

2) The contracting parties shall apply the provisions of this
Agreement on a case-by-case basis concerning the forms of cooperation of

paragraph (1), specifically concerning joint exercises.

ARTICLE 4 - COOPERATION WITH INTERNATIONAL AND
NATIONAL ORGANISATIONS
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The contracting parties may request and promote, by all possible means,
the cooperation between all involved international and national organisations,
institutions, natural and legal persons, acting in the field of prevention and

elimination of emergency situations.

ARTICLE 5 — JOINT COMMISSION ——

A Joint Commission with equal members from each Contracting Party is
hereby established for the implementation of the present Agreement. The
Commission shall adopt its own rules of procedure and meet alternatively at least
once a year. The Joint Commission shall, inter alia, coordinate the cooperation
and mutual activities of the contracting parties under the present Agreement and

monitor its implementation.

ARTICLE 6 - CONDITIONS FOR THE RECEPTION OF
DELEGATIONS

All accommodation expenses for the officials and other delegates of the
Contracting Parties shall be incurred by the Requesting Contracting Party,
including the local cost of transport on its state territory, unless the Contracting
Parties agree otherwise. The travel expenses to and from the state territory of the

Requesting Contracting Party shall be incurred by the Requested Contracting
Party.

ARTICLE 7 — APPEAL FOR ASSISTANCE AND EXCHANGE OF
INFORMATION

1) In case of emergency situations, the competent authorities of the
contracting parties shall be entitled to address an appeal for assistance.

2) The assistance shall be granted on request, in which the Requesting
Contracting Party shall provide information about the place, time, nature, extent
and parameters of the emergency situations or about the measures to be taken, as
well as the nature of the requested assistance and the priorities as to the said

assistance.
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3) The competent authority of the Requested Contracting Party shall
decide on the provision of assistance as soon as possible and shall inform the
Requesting Contracting Party of the possibilities, the conditions and the extent of

the assistance to be granted immediately.

ARTICLE 8 — METHOD; COORDINATION AND MANAGEMENT OF
THE PROVISION OF ASSISTANCE

1) The assistance may be provided by sending assistance providing
teams and humanitarian supplies and by providing the necessary information and
expertise.

2) On the state territory of the Requesting Contracting Party, the
emergency assistance activities, the elimination of the consequences of emergency
situations and the provision of assistance to affected people shall be facilitated and
coordinated by authorised authorities and persons, pursuant to the legislation of
the said contracting party.

3) Instructions to the assistance providing team of the Requested
Contracting Party shall be given only by the team leader.

4) The competent or authorised authority of the Requesting
Contracting Party shall inform the leaders of assistance providing teams of the
place of the emergency situations and the development of the situation. It shall
determine the procedure for cooperation and, if need be, shall make interpreters
and other necessary means and facilities available to the said teams.

5) The Requesting Contracting Party shall provide the safety of the
assistance providing teams, shall ensure free medical treatment of immediate
priority, supply them with food, accommodation and primary necessities, if their
own supplies have run out. For the teams, the self-sufficiency of supplies shall be
ensured for a period of 72 hours.

6) The Requesting Contracting Party shall see to the smooth reception
of humanitarian supplies and the distribution thereof free of charge to affected

people.
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ARTICLE 9 - PROCEDURES FOR THE CROSSING OF BORDERS BY
ASSISTANCE PROVIDING TEAMS AND THEIR RESIDENCE STATUS ON
THE STATE TERRITORY OF THE REQUESTING CONTRACTING PARTY

1) The members of the Assistance Providing Teams shall cross the
state borders of the Requesting Contracting Party through the border check points
open for international communication, by using valid passports, with application
of the pertinent visa facilitation procedures according to the Schengen Acquis or
the national legislation respectively.

2) The leader of the assistance providing team shall be in possession
of a written authorization, given by the competent or authorised authority of the
Requested Contracting Party, which shall state the names of the members of the
team. A sample of the written authorization is provided in the Annex of this
agreement.

3) During their stay on the state territory of the Requesting
Contracting Party, the members of the assistance providing teams shall comply
with the national legislation of the said contracting party.

4) The members of the assistance providing teams shall be entitled to
wear their uniforms on the state territory of the Requesting Contracting Party.

The Requesting Contracting Party shall not impose restrictions to the use
of distinguishing marks on the vehicles of the assistance providing teams of the
other contracting party.

5) The contracting parties shall also apply the provisions of paragraphs 1-4
in the event that a Contracting Party is a transit state. The competent authorities
shall promptly inform the competent authorities of the other Cbntracting Party on
the need of transit and shall agree on the procedure and the method of the transit,
providing — if necessary — official escort for the passing of the assistance

providing teams.

ARTICLE 10 — ENTRY, EXIT AND CIRCULATION OF EQUIPMENT
AND HUMANITARIAN SUPPLIES THROUGH STATE BORDERS

1) The contracting parties shall facilitate the transport of equipment
and humanitarian supplies through their state borders, pursuant to the following

terms:
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a) On crossing the borders, the leader of the assistance providing team
shall submit to the customs authorities of the Requesting Contracting Party a
separate list of equipment required for the team and a separate list of goods
carried as humanitarian supplies. The lists shall be an integral part of the written
authorization. A sample thereof is attached in the Annex hereto.

b) If humanitarian -supplies - consist -of - pharmaceutical products,
including narcotics and psychotropic substances, a separate detailed list of such
items shall be prepared. This list shall be forwarded to the national authority
recognized by the UN International Narcotics Control Board (UN INCB). The
competent authorities of the two contracting parties shall act in accordance with
the recommendations of the World Health Organisation and shall notify the UN
INCB.

2) For the provision of assistance, the assistance providing teams can
only import or export equipment and humanitarian supplies, as well as transport
vehicles.

3) The equipment and humanitarian supplies carried over state borders
shall not be subject to prohibitions and restrictions prescribed for the circulation
of merchandise. It is understood that only products with unexpired lifespan can be
used as humanitarian supplies.

4) Humanitarian supplies and equipment shall be exempt — on
condition that they are accompanied by a certificate that their use is in line with
their intent — from taxes, duties and other financial charges applicable to the
import and export of goods.

5) The contracting parties shall not require international road transport
permits for the vehicles of the assistance providing teams and other vehicles
carrying humanitarian supplies. Such vehicles shall be exempt from any charges
applicable to vehicles in other cases.

6) Humanitarian supplies and equipment, which have not been used or
have been destroyed, shall be re-exported within thirty (30) days, at the latest, to
the state territory of the Requested Contracting Party.

7) In the event that parts of the equipment remain on the state territory
of the Requesting Contracting Party as humanitarian supplies, a relevant statement

shall be submitted as soon as possible to the customs authorities of the Requesting
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Contracting Party, which shall comprise the quantity, the type and the place of
storage of the non re-exported items. The competent authority of the Requesting
Contracting Party shall be notified accordingly. The provision of the Requesting
Contracting Party shall apply to the parts of the equipment that remain on the state
territory of the Requesting Contracting Party pursuant to the above procedure.

8) In the event that—in the context of provision of assistance,
pharmaceutical products are carried on the state territory of the Requesting
Contracting Party, the following rules shall apply:

a) The provisions of paragraphs 3 and 6 shall apply to pharmaceutical
products comprising narcotics and psychotropic substances.

b) These products shall be imported only in quantities necessary for
urgent medical care and shall be used only by specialized medical staff, pursuant
to the relevant provisions of the State health authority of the Requested
Contracting Party. .

c) Concerning pharmaceutical products comprising narcotics and
psychotropic substances that were used, a document shall be submitted to the
customs authorities of the Requesting Contracting Party, signed by the physician
of the assistance providing team and certified by the representative of the
competent authority of the requesting contracting party, which shall certify their
use.

d) The entry and exit of such products shall not be considered by the
contracting parties as import or export of goods, in the sense of international
conventions on narcotics and psychotropic substances that are binding on the
contracting parties.

9) It shall be prohibited to import weapons, military material and
explosives on the state territory of the Requesting Contracting Party, with the
exception of industrial-use explosives necessary for the provision of assistance.

10)  The competent authorities shall be entitled to inspect the use and
storage of the equipment and materials stated in paragraphs 3-7 pursuant to the
national legislation of the Requesting Contracting Party.

11) The provisions of paragraphs 1-9 shall also apply to cargos in transit.

12)  The Requesting Contracting Party shall provide services for the

purpose of cleaning chemical and radioactive substances and disinfecting or
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deactivating the equipment. Where this is not possible, the said equipment shall

remain on the state territory of the Requesting Contracting Party.

ARTICLE 11 — USE OF AIRCRAFT

1) The contracting parties may consent, for the purposes of provision
of assistance on the basis of paragraph I of-article 8 hereof and pursuant to
paragraph 2, to the use and transit, as well as to the take-off and landing of aircraft
of the other Contracting Party on its state territory using a simplified procedure for
border crossing and customs clearance, in implementation of the relevant
provisions of articles 9 and 10 hereof.

2) The flight plan (including the description of loading) of aircraft to
be used for the provision of assistance shall be submitted to the competent
authority pursuant to the laws and technical regulations published in the
Aeronautical Information Publication (AIP) of the contracting parties, with
reference to this Agreement.

3) Flights shall be affected in accordance with the rules published in

the AIP of the contracting parties, unless otherwise agreed.

ARTICLE 12 — ASSISTANCE-RELATED EXPENSES

1) The Assistance shall be provided free of charge, pursuant to the
provisions of this Agreement, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise.

2) The Requested Contracting Party shall be exempt from expenses
relating to flights, landing, stationing at the airport, take-off and radionautical
services of the assistance providing aircraft.

3) In the event that aircrafts are used for the provision of assistance,
any matters relating to the costs of fuel and aircraft maintenance shall be

examined on a case-by-case basis by the competent authorities of the Parties.

ARTICLE 13 - SETTLEMENT OF DAMAGES

1) The contracting parties shall mutually waive any claim for
compensation relating to material damages, including damages to the natural
environment, caused by members of the assistance providing team during the

performance of their duties according to this Agreement. They shall also waive
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any claim for compensation relating to health problems or the death of members
of the said team, to the extent that they occurred during or because of the
performance of the duties stemming hereof.

2) In the event that a member of the assistance providing team of the
Requested Contracting Party causes a damage to third persons within the state
territory of the Requesting Contraeting Party; at-the discharge of duties related to
the application of the present Agreement, the Requesting Contracting Party shall
bear the responsibility, according to the national legislation concerning the
damages caused by its own assistance providing team.

3) The provisions of paragraph 1 and 2 shall not apply to damages
caused by assistance providing teams deliberately or by gross negligence.

4) The obligation of compensation hereunder shall apply to damages
caused by the assistance providing teams from the moment they entered the state
territory of the Requesting Contracting Party until tﬁeir exit therefrom.

5) The competent authorities shall cooperate closely in order to
facilitate the approval of compensation claims. To this end, they shall mutually
transmit any available information concerning the circumstances under which the
damage was caused.

6) The contracting parties shall also apply the provisions of this article

accordingly, when one of the contracting parties is a transit State.

ARTICLE 14- TRANSIT PASSAGE
The transit and transit formalities are applied after the written confirmation
of acceptance of transit passage by the competent authority of the Contracting

Party that received such a transit request.

ARTICLE 15 — USE OF INFORMATION

Information collected on activities covered by this Agreement shall not be
granted to third parties without the prior written consent of the providing
Contracting Party and always in compliance with the legislation of the contracting
parties. Such information shall not be published without the prior written approval

of the competent authorities of the contracting parties.
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ARTICLE 16 — SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
All disputes relating to the interpretation or application of the present
Agreement shall be settled by negotiations between the competent authorities of

the contracting parties.

ARTICLE 17 — FINAL PROVISIONS —

1) The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the
latest notification through the diplomatic channels by which a party hereto shall
inform the other about the completion of its relevant internal procedures.

2) The present Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period of
time. Each of the contracting parties may terminate the present Agreement by
diplomatic channels. The present Agreement shall expire six months of the date of
receipt of the termination notification by one of the contracting parties.

3) The termination of this Agreement shall not affect the fulfillment of
the obligations assumed during its validity, unless the contracting parties agree
otherwise.

Done at Athens on 23/2/2010 in two originals, in Greek, Azerbaijani, and
English, all three texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence, the English

text shall prevail.
