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AGREEMENT

BETWEEN GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REFURLIC AND
GOVERNMENT OF MONTENEGRO ON COOPERATION IN PROTECTION
FROM NATURAL AND MANMADE DISASTERS

Government of the Hellenic Republic and Government of Montencgro (hercinafter
referred to as: contracting parties) believing in the need for mutual cooperation in
prevention, and mitigation of natural and manmade disasters™ consequences (hereinafier
referred to as: disasters), and complying with already signed international agreements in
this ficld. have agreed as follows:

Article 1. Subject of the Agreement

By wirtug of the Agrecment, contracting partics arc defining framework
conditions for cooperation in area of disasters prevention, and especially in;
- planning and implementing protection measures from floods, earthquakes, fires,
environmental pollution, navigation incidents, radiological. chemical, biological, and
nuclear threats as well as industrial and other disasters;

- sharing information on disasters’ threats, origination and conscguences;

- mutual assistance in protection, and rescue efforts as well as elimination of disasters’
consequences;

- ¢ducation and empowerment of staff employed by protection and rescue/ civil
protection; services, firefighting units, and members of other rescue teams, by means of
briefings, courses, fraining, seminars, organizing and implementing joint protection and

FESCUC CXCoreiscs, ctc;

- sharing scientific and technical data, as well as other documents of significance for
disasters protection;

- cooperation in development and production of protection and rescue equipment.
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Article 2. Agreement Objective

Agreement objective s for contracting parties, within respective capabilitics, to
mutually help each other in case of disasters, when the party requesting assistance is
incapable ol handling disaster consequences by its own means.

Article 3. Terms

Terms used in the Agreement have the following meaning:

«Contracting party requesting assistance» ~ is the party whose authorized
institution is requesting assistance from the other contracting party to send groups for the
provision of assistance, equipment and support matcrials.

«Contracting party providing assistance» — is the party responding-providing
assistance to the other contracting party;

«Competent authority» means an authority designated by each contracting party
to forward the request for the provision of assistance and make decision on the provision
ol assistance, also entrusted with the coordination of the activities derived from the
application of the present Agreement.

«Provision of assistance» means assistance provided to the requesting
eontracting party by the providing coniraeting parly to eliminate the consequences of
disasters and major accidents, as well as for the rescue, by sending the required experts
and by rendering services and providing materials and goods.

wAssistance providing team» means experts or a group of experts sent by the
providing contracting party, including the members of Civil Protection or other
organizalions selected by the providing contracting party for the provision of assistance
and having sufficient background and all the required means.

«Emergency state and major accident» means a state at a particular arca or
installation caused by a destructive natural phenomenon or human activity, causing
damages or threatening to a significant degree the life or even the health of people, the
material goods or the environment.

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«Prevention of natural and technological risks» mecans a set of measures taken
in advance to eliminate the consequences of a probable natural and technological risk.

«Emergency area» mcans an area where an emergency or a major accident has
oceurred,

«Emergency rescue actions» means all the actions taken in the case of an
emergency or a major accident to tescue people, to protect the health of population and
eliminate (he environmental, cultural and material losses, as well as the resulted
consequences.

«Equipment» means the required lor the provision of assistance materials, the
technical and transport means, the equipment of the assistance providing group and the
required for the function materials, the rescuc dogs, as well as the personal primary
necessities of the persons participating in the provision of assistance.

«Protective, rescue, and other equipmenty are all means necessary for individual
or group prolection and rescue, including technical and other means for protection and
rescuc used by rescue teams or individuals during rescuc or assistance cfforts, as well as
lopistic means;

«Support materials» means the support materials needed to eliminate the
consequences of natural and technological risks and major accidents, intended to be
distributed free of charge to the population sufTering in an emergency state.

«Transit state» means the state of onc of the conlracting parties, through whose
lerritory the assistance providing groups pass or transport on behalf ol a third country,
support materials or equipment for the provision of assistance.

«Disastersy — arc natural and manmade disasters (excluding wartime conditions),
and other harmful events of natural or civilization character with devastating impact,
which are, to a significant degree, harmful or directly endanger people’s lives, goods, and
the environment, as well as cases when extraordinary protection measures have to be
underiaken;

«BEvent data and information» - are data on disasters, which are published so that
population would be informed about threats on time, in order that urgent measures for

protection of people, goods, and the environment could be undertaken;

«Protective measures» — are preventive and protective measures:

[3]
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- for prevenling, mitigating, and ¢liminating the threats endangering the population;
- [lor protection of goods and the environment.

«Rescue and provision of assistances — are number of activitics undertaken by
individuals- experts, rescue teams, and specially equipped teams, aiming to eliminate
direct and indireet disasters’ consequences;

«Rescue teams and individuals taking part in the provision of assistancen are
adequately trained and equipped persons designated by the other party for provision of
assislance;

«Humanilarian assistance» — arc goods, objects, means, food items, drinking
water, medicine and medical supplies intended for, free of charge distribution to the

endangered population, or victims in order to mitigate harmful conssquences of
disasters,

Article 4. Competent Authorities
[} In line with proper legislative provisions, contracting p arties have defined

competent authorities for implementing the Agreement:

- for the Tlellenic Republic: Ministry of Tnterior — General Sceretariat for Civil
Protection

- for Montenegro: Ministry of the Interior and Public Administration — Sector for
Emergency Management

2) Contracting parties will inform each other, in writing, on eventual changes of
authorized bodies and instilutions, at latest within 30 days from the date of change.
Article 5. Modalitics of sharing findings and experiences

1) Contracting parties shall inform each other on scientific and technical findings

and experiences, in the interest of anticipating, eliminating disasters, as well as more
efficient protection and rescue. Sharing data and other documents comprises information

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on disasters, drafting joint scientific-research programs in case of threats, plans for cases
ol general threat of disaster and dangers, which are of mutual interest for contracting
partics, as well as cooperation and drafting of protection and rescue plans.

2) Cooperation in this arca shall be implemented in line with legal systems of
contracting parties, Contracting parties will share data related to positive legal regulations
in this arca.

3) Contracting partics will try to efficiently use the results of scientific and
lechnical cooperation, both in terms of cconomic development and in terms of
cooperation with third countries,

Article 6. Methods for encouraging development and production of protection and
rescue equipment

Contracting partics will encourage cooperation between business entities and
government institutions in area of technological development and production of joint
protection and rescue programs.

Article 7. Cooperation among humanitarian organizations
Contracling parties will encourage cooperation among humanitarian organizations
in the field of disasters” protection and rescue, in line with legislative provisions of
contracting partics.
Article §. Education and advanced fraining
Contracting parties will encourage mutual cooperation in areas of education and
advance training for rescue teams, which are participating in protection and rescue

activities, in the following manner:

1. through establishment of direct links and cooperation among cducational institutions
and through encouraging the exchange of instructors, lecturers, and other experts;

2. cooperation in education and training;

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3. exchange of educational materials and means. as well as experiences gained during
protection and rescue activilies;

4. organizing joint cxercises in area of prolection and rescue.

Article 8, Obligation to report on threats

1} Contracting parties will inform on threats, and potential disasters that can
chdanger the other contracting party.

2) In this regard, cach contracling party, on proper territory, will be collecting
necessary data and information and submitting them directly to competent bodies of the
other contracting party.

3) Contracting partics will inform each other on disasters occurring on respective
terrilories.

4} Information contains: description of the threat or event, data on location, time,
scope, and consequences, as well as on undertaken measures. Contracting party providing
assistance in case of disaster, will inform the other contracting party requesting
assistance, on its rescue forces and means that can be made available, as well as on
possibilities and methods of providing assistance.

5) In line with paragraphs I, 2 and 3 of the Article, notification can be given
orally or in writing, on languapcs of contracting parties. Notifications given orally must
be confirmed even in wriling.

6) For sending and receiving the notification on threats, i.e. disasters, unless
stipulated otherwise by some other international agrecments that are signed by

contracting parties, competent bodies are:

- Government of the Hellenie Republic: Ministry of Interior — General Secretariat
for Civil Protection

- Government of Montenegro: Ministry of the [nterior and Public Administration —
Sector for Emergency Management

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7y Bodies from paragraph 6 of the Arlicle are authorized to establish direct links,
for the sake of implementing the Agreement. [n that repard the contracting partics will
draft and sign “Standard Operative Procedures on Provision of Cross-border Ilelp in
Cases of Natural and Others Disasters”.

Article 10. Profective measures

[n order to prevent and mitigate joint threats, contracting parties will plan and
undertake appropriate joint protective measures.

Article 11. Methods of rescue and provision of assistance

1) Contracting party that has suffered a disaster can request assistance from the
other contracting party. Assistance may relate to rescue teams and individuals, as well as
to protective equipment, rescue equipment, and humanitarian assistance.

2) Request from paragraph 1 of the Article contains: data on type and volume of
needed assistance, data on institutions and persons with whom the link should be set up,
as well as proposal of method to deliver needed assistance.

3) Provision of assistance is done in line with regulations of the contracting
parties.

Arficle 12. Procedures regarding crossing of staie border in order o provide
protection and rescue assisiance

1) The members of the Assistance Providing Groups shall cross the state borders
of the Requesting Contracting Party through the border check points open for
international communication, by using valid passports, with application of the pertinent
visa facilitation procedures according to the Schenpen Acquis.

2) The leader of the assistance providing group shall have a written authorization
issued by the competent authority ar the authorized body of the requesting contracting
party, which shall include the names of all the members of the group. A pattern of the
wrilten authorization is attached to the Annex of the present Agreement.

171
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3) During their stay in the territory of the requesting contracting party, the
members of the assistance providing groups shall be oblized to respect the laws of that
State.

4) The members of the assistance providing groups are entitled to wear their
uniform in the territory of the requesting contracting party, since such uniform belongs to
their usual equipment in the territory of the requesting contracting party. The contracting
parties do not restrain the use of the distinctive signs on the vehicles of the assistance
providing groups of the other contracting party.

5) Contracting parties guarantee the implementation of paragraphs 1, 2, 3 and 4 of
the Article, even in the case when one of them is a transit State. In the shortest possible
time, competent authorities will inform each others on transil requirements, define
implementation procedure and if needed, during the transit provide official escort to the
transit team.

Article 13. Procedures regarding importing, exporting, and transporting of
materials across the borders during protection and rescue activifies

1} The contracting parties shall facilitate the transport of equipment and support
materials through their state borders according to the following terms and conditions:

a) When crossing the borders, the leader of the assistance providing group shall be
obliged to submit o the customs authorily of the requesting contracting party a separale
list of the cquipment required for the activity of the group and a separate list of the goods
transported as support materials. These lists shall constitute a part aof the written
authorization and relevant patterns of them are attached to the Annex of the present
Agreement,

b) If a part of the support materials consists of pharmaceutical specialties
containing narcotic and psychotropic substances, a separate detailed list shall be prepared
for these articles. This list shall be sent to the national authority accredited by the
International Narcotics Control Board of the United Nations' {UN INCB). The
competent authoritics of both contracting parties shall act in accordance with the relevant
recommendation” of the World Health Organization of the United Nations * and shall
inform the International Narcotics Control Board of the United Nations (UN International

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Narcotics Control Board).

2} While providing the assistance, the assistance providing groups are allowed Lo
import and export apart from the trip supplies, only the equipment and the support
materials.

3) The equipment and the support materials, which are transported through the
state borders, are not subject to the prohibitions and restrictions concerning the transport
of commaodities. It is self evident that only products, whose maintenance period has not
cxpired, can be used as support materials.

4) The support matcrials and cquipment shall be exempted - on the condition of
the confirmation that their use is in compliance with their destination - from duties, laxes
and other linancial charges applied to the import or export of goods.

5) As far as the cars of the assistance providing groups and the other vehicles
transporting the support materials are concerned, the contracting parties shall not ask for
international road transpert licenses and such vehicles shall be exempted from the
charges of any nature imposed o the vehicles in general.

6) The support materials and cquipment, which was not finally used or destroyed,
must be transported to the territory of the providing contracting party the latest within
thirty (30) days.

7) In the event that some pieces of the equipment shall remain in the territory of
the requesting contracting party as support materials, a relevant statement should be
submilted immediately to the competent customs authority of the requesting contracting
parly, which should contain the quantity, the kind and the place of stay of the not re-
cxported articles, and at the same time the competent authority of the requesting
contracting party should be informed accordingly. The pieces of the equipment, which
shall remain in the territory of the requesting contracting party according to the above-
mentioned procedure, they shall be governed by the law provisions in force of the

requesting contracting party.

8) In case that pharmaceutical specialties shall be transported into the forritory of
the requesting contracting party during the assistance provision, the following regulations
shall apply:

a) The regulations of paragraphs (3) and (6) shall apply accordingly ta the
pharmaceutical specialties too containing narcotic and psychotropic substances.

b) Such specialties are allowed to be imported only in quantities required for
urgent medical help and are allowed to be used only by specialized medical staff, in
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accordance with the relevant health provisions of the state of the requested contracting
party.

¢} With reference to used pharmaceutical specialties conlaining narcotic or
psychotropic substances, the cerfificate of their use should be produced to the Customs
Authority of the requesting contracting parly, signed by the doctor of the assistance
providing group and certified by the representative of the Competent Authority of the
requesting contracting party.

d) The import and export ot the above specialties shall not be considered by the
contracting parties as import and export of goods in the meaning of the international
conventions about narcotic and psychotropic substances binding the contracting parties.

9} The import of arms, munitions and explosive materials into the territory of the
requesting contracting party is prohibited, except for the explosive materials of industrial
use, required for the provision of assistance.

103y The Competent, according to the legislative regulations of the requesting
contracting party, Authorities are entitled to control the use and storage of the equipment
and the materials mentioned 1n paragraphs (3} - (7).

I 1} That mentioned in paragraphs (1) - (9) shall apply also 1o cargos under transil,

12) The requesting contracting party shall give the possibility ol cleaning from
chemical and radivactive substances and disinfect ion of equipment. In the event that
such cleaning is not attainable, the equipment shall remain in the territory of the
requesting contracting party.

Article 14. Use of aircrafi for transport of rescue teams and assistance

1} Aircraft can be used for emergency transport of rescue teams or individuals
participating in provision of assistance, as well as for all others forms of assistance, in
line with the Apreement.

2)The body that requested assistance, should be informed immediately on use of
the aircraft during rescue, as well as for provision of assistance with exact data on type
and signs of the aireraft, erew, and other necessary parameters. The time, defined route
and landing location is determined by the country receiving assistance.

[10]
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3) For aircraft crews as well as for rescue teams and individuals providing
assistance, provisions of article 12 of the Agreement, which refer to crossing of the siate
border, applics, and regarding aircrafi, transp orted protective, rescue equipment, and
humanitarian equipment, provisions of article 13 of the Agreement are applied.

4) The flights shall be carried out according to the rules published in the national
Aercnautical Information Publication (AIP) of the Contracting Parties, unless otherwise
provided for in the present Agreement.

5) International Civil Aviation Organization’s (ICAQ) standards and directives
arc mandatory for contracting partics.

Article 15. Jurisdiction for conducting protection and rescue actions

1) Competent bodies of the country receiving assistance have jurisdiction, in all
cases, regarding the protection and rescue activilies.

2) Bodies, from paragraph 1 of the Article, are entrusting the tasks exclusively to
the rescue team leaders from the country providing assistance, who will inform their
subordinates with the implementation details.

Article 16. Protection and provision of assistance to rescue teams

Competent bodies of the country receiving assistance must provide adequate
protection and assistance to rescuc tcams and individuals from the country providing the
assistance,

Article 17. Financing of assistance costs

1} Country providing assistance has neither the right to demand cost recovery for
offered assistance from the country receiving the assistance, nor the compensation for
use, damage, or loss of the rescuc cquipment.

2) Costs ol assistance. which is being provided by juristic or natural entities, by

intermediation of the country providing the assistance, are covered by the country
receiving the assistance.

[11]
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3) Motor vehicles used in activities related to assistance will be exempt from
paying road and parking costs.

4) If the protection and rescue leams, as well as individuals providing the
assistance, have exhausied their supplics. costs of additional supplies, accommodation,
and other needed material, will be covered by the country receiving the assistance, as
long as the assistance is being provided. 1f needed, adequate logistic and medical support
will be provided to them,

Article 18, Damage compensation

1} Contracting parties waive all damage compensation demands regarding
damaged protection and rescue equipment and other material damages, including the
damages to the natural environment, if the damage was caused by any member of the
rescue team or other assistance providing group or individual taking part in rescue
missions or provision ol assistance, based on the Agreement, and if the damage was not
caused intentionally or due to a scrious negligence.

2) Contracting parties waive all compensation rights in case of corporal damage
and permanent health consequences, in case of death of the rescue mission participant, if
that oceurs during the rescue activity based on the Agreement, unless caused intentionally
or due to a scrious negligence.

3) If, during the implementation of tasks originating from the Agreement, damage
is caused to a third party, responsibility lies on the country receiving the assistance as if
the damage was caused by their rescuc teams or individuals participating in the rescue
activitics according to the relevant domestic legislative regulations, unless the damage
was caused intentionally or due to a serious negligence by individuals, or rescue teams of
the country providing the assistance.

4) Liability for damage compensations defined by paragraph 1, 2 and 3 of the
Article, commence from the exact time the damage shall ocecur and during the time of
staying on the territory of the country recciving the assistance and lasts until the leaving
of its territory.

5) Contracting parties are implementing the provisions of the Arlicle even in the
case when they are transit States.

[12]
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Article 19. Providing for evacuated persons

1) Tn case of disaster, persons who came as evacuees [rom the territory of one of
the contracting partics to the territory of another coniracting party arc cligible to receive
all necessary assistance and supplies until their return. Costs of assistance supplies and
return of those persons are covered by their country of origin, unless contracting parties
apgree otherwise.

2) Contracting parties must cnable return to all the persons who were evacuated
from the territory of one of the contracting parties to another.

Article 20. Use of communication means

Contracting parties’ competent bodies will provide for phone, radio, and other
communications among bodies, rescue teams, and individuals participating in the rescue
cfforts, in line with the Agreement.

Artiele 21. Accessibility of information

Information gathered as a result of the completed activities, can be made available to the
third party only upon written consent of the contracting parties.

Article 22. Commission in charge of implementing the tasks defined by the
Agreement

1) Contracting partics will set up a permanent mixed Commission for the
implementation of tasks of the Agreement, comprising of competent authorities from
article 4 of the Agreement. Each contracting party will have equal number of members
within the Permanent Mixed Commission, and at least three.

2} Contracting parties will inform cach other through diplomatic channels on
respective members of the Permanent Mixed Commission.

3) The tasks of Permanent Mixed Commission, in line with the Agreement, arc:

solving concrete organizational and technical issues, defining communication methods as
well as mutual briefing and preparing of Commission’s Book of Procedures.

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4) Permanent Mixed Commission meets al least once a year, allernately in
Montencgro and the Hellenic Republic. Each contracting party can launch the initiative
for scheduling extraordinary meeting.

Article 23. Entry into force

1) The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the latest
notification by which a contracting party informs the other about the completion of its
relevant internal procedures,

2} The present Agreement is concluded for an indefinite time period. Each
contracting party may denounce the Agreement in writing. In that case, the Agreement
shall expire six months afier the dale when either of the contracting parties shall receive a
relevant note about the decision for its termination.

3) The termination of the present Agreement shall not affect the fulfillment of the
obligations undertaken during its validity, unless otherwise stipulated by the contracting
parties.

4) The present Agreement, as agreed by contracting parties, can be amended or
changed, through signing of separate Protocol. The Protocol will be integral part of the
Agreement.
