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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA
REGULATING RAILWAY TRANS-BORDER TRAFFIC

Preamble

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria, hereinafter
referred to as the Contracting Parties.

Having the intention to establish an Agreement setting out the principles of open access for border
crossing between the Contracting Parties by adapting their existing Border Crossing Agreement to the
. market requirements with the aim of increasing the competitiveness of the railway services in the

Region, have adopted the following Agreement, which shall be the basis of subsequent railway border-
crossing agreements between the Infrastructure Managers and\or Railway Undertakings.

Regarding the Agreement on the establishment of a High Performance Railway Network in South East
Europe, signed in Thessaloniki on 4th May 20086, in particular Article 7 thereof:

Taking into consideration the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria and
the Government of the Hellenic Republic and on Joint Control in regard to Border Crossing, signed in
Sofia on 28th April 2008 by the Ministers of Interior, and the membership of Bulgaria in the Schengen
Agreement,

Having regard to Article 14 of the Directive 2012/34/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council
of 21 November 2012 establishing a single European railway area.

Regarding European acquis,

Have agreed as follows:

. Article 1

Scope

The aim of this Agreement is to establish a framework, which will facilitate and accelerate the railway
border crossing cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Bulgaria and will
regulate trans-border railway traffic and related procedures for all railway undertakings having access to
the current railway infrastructure, according to the European acquis and the national legislation of the
Contracting Parties.
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Article 2
Definitions
For the purpose of the present Agreement, the following definitions are applied:

1. “Border Dispatching” means the implementation of all rules and regulations of the European acquis
and the national legislation of the Contracting Parties, which apply for the railway border crossing of
passengers, as well as for the import, export and transit of goods.

2. “Border Network Statement” means the statement that sets out in detail the general rules,
deadlines, procedures and criteria concerning the charging and capacity allocation schemes of the
infrastructure in the ZONE. It shall also contain such other information as is required to enable
applications for infrastructure capacity.

3. “Border Railway Line” means the border line between the infrastructure networks of the Contracting
Parties.

4. “Border Section” means the part of the network between the border station and the border railway
line of the Contracting Parties.

5. “Border Station” means a railway station in the ZONE.

6. “Domestic State” means the territory of the Contracting Party, where the border dispatching shall be

. performed by the official personnel of the other Contracting Party.

7. “Infrastructure Manager” means any body or firm responsible in particular for establishing,
managing and maintaining railway infrastructure, including traffic management and control-command
and signaling: the functions of the infrastructure manager on a network or part of a network may be
allocated to different bodies or firms (Art.3 of Directive 2012/34/EU).

8. “Joint Border Station” means the border station in the ZONE where joint border dispatching is.
carried out.

9. “Neighboring State” means the territory of the other Contracting Party.

10. “Network” means the entire railway infrastructure managed by an infrastructure manager (Art.3 of
Directive 2012/34/EU).

11. “Railway Personnel” means all personnel participating on behalf of a railway undertaking and a
railway infrastructure manager in the rail border dispatching. ‘

12. “Railway Undertaking” means any public or private undertaking licensed according to the applicable
European Union Legislation, the principal business of which is to provide services for the transport of
goods and\or passengers by rail with a requirement that the undertaking ensure traction; this also
includes undertakings which provide traction only (Art.3 of Directive 2012/34/EU).

13. “Regulatory Body” means any independent national body, according to Article 55, performing the
functions provided in Article 56 of Directive 2012/34/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council
establishing the single European railway area.

14. “National Investigating Body” means a permanent national body, which shall comprise at least one

. investigator performing the function of investigator-in-charge in case of serious accidents, accidents or

incidents. The investigation of accidents and\or incidents is at its discretion (Directive 2016/798/EU).

15. “Zone” means the part of the territory of the domestic State, on which the border dispatching is
performed by the official personnel of the neighboring State.

16. “One stop shop” means a single point of contact. The OSS aims to provide competent and efficient
assistance across the borders, based on transparent, confidential and non-discriminatory procedures.

17. “Accident” means an unwanted or unintended sudden event or a specific chain of such events which
have harmful consequences; accidents are divided into the following categories: collisions;
derailments; level crossing accidents; accidents to persons involving rolling stock in motion; fires and
others; (Directive 2016/798/EU).

18. “Incident” means any occurrence, other than an accident or serious accident, affecting the safety of
railway operations (Directive 2016/798/EU).

19. “Serious accident” means any train collision or derailment of trains resulting in the death of at least
one person or serious injuries to five or more persons or extensive damage to rolling stock, the
infrastructure or the environment, and any other accident with the same consequences which has an
obvious impact on railway safety regulation or the management of safety; ‘extensive damage' means
damage that can be immediately assessed by the investigating body to cost at least EUR 2 million in
total; (Directive 2016/798/EU).
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20. “Official personnel” is the staff responsible for border dispatching on behalf of the Contracting
Parties on the territory of both the hosting and the neighboring country, as well as the personnel
on trains crossing the border.

Article 3
General Provisions, Objectives and Principles

It is the objective of the Agreement to simplify the border dispatching and reduce the waiting
times at the Border Crossing Points by:

a) establishing the rules which will regulate the trans-border railway traffic control;

b) authorizing the possible carrying out of the border dispatching activities of the Contracting Party
on the territory of the other Contracting Party;

c) permitting the infrastructure managers to establish the rules for the border dispatching of one
Contracting Party on trains that are moving on the territory of the other Contracting Party.

. In the context:

1. The Contracting Parties guarantee the:

a) open access of railway undertakings which wish to enter into the Zone with the aim of crossing
the border, provided that they possess the valid documents required by EU legislation, as well as
any other document deriving from International Convention (e.g. COTIF-CIM-CIV/ISMGS),

b) nondiscrimination and fair competition in respect to the open access;

c) freedom of railway undertakings to organize their own rail border dispatching procedures by
making subsequent agreements.

2. The Contracting Parties agree that their railway infrastructure managers shall make an
agreement providing for:

a) the Border Stations and the Joint Border Stations, which comprise the Zone;

b) the border dispatching procedures for Passenger and Freight trains in the Zone;

¢) promotion of railway interoperability in a cost of effective manner;

d) procedures for restoring the railway infrastructure and train movement after accidents and
incidents;

e) exchange of information regarding the border dispatching facilities.

. 3. The Contracting Parties agree that their railway infrastructure managers shall establish a border

network statement containing
a) non- discriminatory network admission procedures for the railway undertakings entering the Zone;
b) one stop shop procedures to render easy purchasing of Infrastructure services;
c) path allocation procedures;
d) procedures on charging infrastructure fee and invoicing that are non-discriminatory and ensure
fair competition and render possibility for easy payments by the railway undertakings.

4. The Contracting Parties agree to publish on the websites of the Infrastructure Managers all
border crossing requirements, the border network statement, opening hours, other documents,
information and procedures required for a smooth barder crossing.

5. All agreements, protocols or other documents on the basis of this bilateral agreement shall be
completed in accordance with the relevant provisions of EU legisiation.
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Article 4
The Zone

1. The Zone is defined for each border crossing point by the Infrastructure Managers of the respective
Contracting Party, without prejudice to the relevant provision of the Agreement on joint control in
regard to border crossing signed in Sofia on 29 April 2008.

2. The Zone comprises the premises, where the official personnel of the neighboring state can carry out
their functions, the tracks and the lines, the railway networks, freight and passenger railway stations,
warehouses, waiting facilities for passengers and other buildings and facilities.

3. The general provisions, objectives and principles enumerated in Article 3, are valid in the Zone.

4. The Border Stations and the Joint Border Stations, which comprise the Zone, will be determined by the .
agreement between the Infrastructure Managers of the Contracting Parties, subject to the provisions of
article 3.2 of the present Agreement.

Article 5
Border Crossing Committee

1. The Contracting Parties agree to establish an independent committee —Border Crossing Committee.
. This Committee is composed of representatives of the following bodies:

a) Railway Regulatory Bodies of the Contracting Parties;

b) Infrastructure Managers in the Zone;

2. Railway Undertakings operating in the Zone shall participate as observers in the Border Crossing
Committee without right to vote.

3. This Committee promotes the coordination among the authorities and its main tasks are to ensure:
non-discriminatory access and fair competition for the railway undertakings into the Zone,

mediation between infrastructure managers and railway undertakings concerning the border network
statement;

¢) mediation between railway undertakings using rail border facilities;

d) improvement of border services.

4. The work of the Border Crossing Committee is without prejudice to the powers of the national
regulatory bodies in accordance with Article 56 of Directive 2012/34/EU.

5. The activities of the Border Crossing Committee do not exclude any diplomatic intervention or solution
between the Contracting Parties. The Border Crossing Committee shall meet at least once a year and:
. its members are assigned to deal with matters related to their field of competence. The members of
this Committee shall be appointed by the bodies listed in paragraph 1 thirty (30) days after the entering
into force of this Agreement. The English language shall be the language used for all purposes. After:
the entry into force of this Agreement, the Border Crossing Committee shall hold its first meeting on a
date mutually agreed upon by the Contracting Parties. The rules and regulations of the work of the
Border Crossing Committee shall be decided at its first meeting.

Article 6
Regulatory Body issues

In addition to their participation in the Border Crossing Committee (Art.5), the Regulatory Bodies of the
Contracting Parties shall exchange information and shall cooperate, in order to ensure effective and
consistent application of the rules of the European acquis and the national legislation regarding the:
operation of railway market and fair competition in railway services. ‘
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Article 7
Investigation of accidents and liability for damages

The Contracting Parties agree that their National Investigating Bodies (NIBs) shall establish a set
of separate protocols to regulate the framework of procedures and cooperation between the
relevant Bodies, regarding investigation at their discretion of serious accidents or\and any
accident and incident, which occurred in the Zone, in accordance with Directive 2016\789\EU.

Article 8
Validity

1. This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period. Any Contracting Party has the right to
terminate it.
2. This Agreement shall be terminated 6 (six) mont.is after the receipt of the diplomatic note, by
which the other Contracting Party notifies its intentions to terminate the Agreement.
3. With the entry into force of the present Agreement, the bilateral Agreement pertaining to the
. improvement of railway transport between the Kingdom of Greece and the People’s Republic of
Bulgaria as of 1964 shall cease to be in force.

Article 9
Modification of the Agreement

1. The Agreement may be subject to modification upon receipt of a formal request by one of the
Contracting Parties.

2. Within 90 (ninety) days upon receipt of such a request, the Contracting Parties shall convene for
the first time to deal with it.

3. The result of the negotiations shall be reported to the Governments, which shall decide upon the
modification proposal.

4. Once agreed between the Contracting Parties, the modification proposal shall enter into force in
accordance with the provisions of Article 10.

. Article 10

Entry into force

The Agreement shall be subject to ratification and shall enter into force 30 (thirty) days after the
Contracting Parties have informed each other by diplomatic notes that the ratification has been
performed in compliance with the provisions of their national legislation.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, duly authorized by their Governments, have signed
this Agreement.

Signed in Alexandroupolis, Hellenic Republic, on 26 February 2020, in two (2) original copies in
Bulgarian, Greek and English languages, all texts being equally authentic.

In cases of differences in interpretation the English text shall prevail.
