I have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Government of the
Republic of Korea and the Government of the Hellenic Republic for Air Services
between and beyond their Respective Territories done at Athens on the 25" day of
January 1995 (hereinafter referred to as "the Agreement").

In accordance with Article 16 of the Agreement, I have the honour to propose, on
behalf of the Government of the Republic of Korea, that the existing Article 1,
Article 3, Article 4, and Article 10 of the Agreement be replaced by the texts
attached in the Annex 1 to this Note and the new Article 15bis, ANNEX I, and
ANNEX I, attached in the Annex 2 to this Note, be inserted into the Agreement, as
agreed at the meeting held in Athens on 7-8 March 2012.

If the foregoing proposal is acceptable to the Government of the Hellenic
Republic, I have the further honour to propose that this Note, together with its
Annexes, and Your Excellency’s Note in reply indicating acceptance shall constitute an
agreement amending the Agreement, which shall enter into force thirty (30) days after
the date of the last notification that both Governments have completed their internal
procedures required for its entry into force.

I avail myself of this opportunity to renew to Your Excellency the assurances of
my highest consideration.

Article 1

Definitions

For the purpose of this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:

the term "Convention" means the Convention on International Civil Aviation

the term "aeronautical authorities" means in the case of the Republic of Korea,
the Minister of Land, Infrastructure and Transport, and in the case of the
Hellenic Republic, the Governor of the Civil Aviation Authority, or in both cases,
any other person or body authorized to perform the functions exercised at present
by the said authorities;

the term "designated airline" means any airline which one Contracting Party has
designated, by written notification to the other Contracting Party, for the operation
of air services on the routes specified in the Annex of this Agreement, and to
which the appropriate operating permission has been given by that other
Contracting Party, in accordance with Article 3 of this Agreement;

the term "territory" in relation to a State has the meaning assigned to it in Article
2 of the Convention;

the terms "air service", "international air service", "airline" and "stop for
non-traffic purposes" have the meanings respectively assigned to them in Article
96 of the Convention;

the term "capacity" in relation to an aircraft means the pay-load of that aircraft
available on a route or section of a route;

the term "capacity" in relation to "an agreed service" means the capacity of the
aircraft used on such service, multiplied by the frequency operated by such aircraft
over a given period and a route or section of a route;

the term "carriage of traffic" means carriage of passengers, cargo and mail;
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(1) the term "Annex" means the Annex to this Agreement or as amended in
accordance with the provisions of Article 16 of this Agreement. The Annex forms
an integral part of this Agreement, and all references to the Agreement shall
include references to the Annex except where otherwise explicitly provided;

() the term "Agreement" means this Agreement, the Annex attached thereto, and any
Protocols or similar documents amending the present Agreement or the Annex;

(k) the term "agreed services" means scheduled air services on the routes specified in
the Annex to this Agreement for the transport of passengers, cargo and mail,
separately or in combination;

(1) the term "tariff' means the price to be paid for the carriage of passengers,
baggage and cargo and the conditions under which those prices apply, including
prices and conditions for agency and other auxiliary services performed by the
carrier in connection with the air transportation but excluding remuneration and
conditions for the carriage of mail;

(m) the term "user charge" means a charge made to airlines for the provision of
airport, air navigation or aviation security property, or facilities;

(n) The term "EU Treaties" means the Treaty on European Union and the Treaty on

the Functioning of the European Union.

Article 3

Designation and Authorizations

1. Each Contracting Party shall have the right to designate one or more airlines for
the purpose of operating the agreed services on each of the routes specified in the
Route Schedule in ANNEX 1 of this Agreement and to withdraw or alter such

designations. Such designations shall be made in writing.

2. On receipt of such a designation, the aeronautical authorities of the other
Contracting Party shall grant the appropriate authorizations and permissions with
minimum procedural delay, provided:
(a) in the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:
(i) it is established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic under the EU
Treaties and has a valid Operating License in accordance with European

Union law;

(i1) effective regulatory control of the airline is exercised and maintained by
the European Union Member State responsible for issuing its Air
Operator’s Certificate and the relevant aeronautical authority is clearly
identified in the designation;

(iii) the airline has its principal place of business in the territory of the
European Union Member State from which it has received the valid
Operating License; and

(iv) the airline is owned, directly or through majority ownership, and is
effectively controlled by European Union Member States and/or nationals
of European Union Member States, and/or by other States listed in
ANNEX II and/or nationals of such other States;

in the case of an airline designated by the Republic of Korea:

(i) the Republic of Korea has and maintains effective regulatory control of the
airline; and

(i1) substantial ownership and effective control of that airline are vested in the
Republic of Korea, nationals of the Republic of Korea, or both, and the

airline has a valid Operating License issued by the Republic of Korea;

the designated airline is qualified to meet the conditions prescribed under the
laws and regulations normally applied to the operation of international air

services by the Contracting Party considering the application or applications;

the Contracting Party designating the airline maintains and implements the
standards relating to safety and security set out in Article 15 (Security) and

15 bis (Aviation Safety Provisions) of this Agreement; and

when an airline has been so designated and authorized, it may begin to
operate the agreed services, provided that the airline complies with the

applicable provisions of this Agreement.

Article 4
Refusal, Revocation, Suspension or Limitation of Rights
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1. Either Contracting Party may refuse, revoke, suspend or limit the operating
authorization or technical permissions of an airline designated by the other Contracting
Party where:
(a) in the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Republic:
(i) it is not established in the territory of the Hellenic Republic under the EU
Treaties or does not have a valid Operating License from a European
Union Member State in accordance with European Union law; or
(i1) effective regulatory control of the airline is not exercised or not
maintained by the European Union Member State responsible for issuing
its Air Operator’s Certificate, or the relevant aeronautical authority is not
clearly identified in the designation; or
(iii) the airline does not have its principal place of business in the territory of
the European Union Member State from which it has received its
Operating License; or
(iv) the airline is not owned directly or through majority ownership and is not
effectively controlled by European Union Member States and/or nationals
of European Union Member States, and/or by other States listed in
ANNEX 1II and/or nationals of such other States; or
(v) the airline is already authorized to operate under a bilateral agreement
between the Republic of Korea and another European Union Member State
and the Republic of Korea can demonstrate that, by exercising traffic
rights under this Agreement on a route that includes a point in that other
European Union Member State, it would be circumventing restrictions on
traffic rights imposed by that other agreement; or
(vi) the airline holds an Air Operator's Certificate issued by a European Union
Member State and there is no bilateral air services agreement between the
Republic of Korea and that European Union Member State and that
European Union State has denied traffic rights to the airline designated by
the Republic of Korea;

(b) in case of an airline designated by the Republic of Korea:
(i) the Republic of Korea is not maintaining effective regulatory control of
the airline; or
(i1) substantial ownership and effective control of that airline are not vested in

the Republic of Korea, nationals of the Republic of Korea, or both, or the
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airline does not have a valid Operating License issued by the Republic of
Korea.
In exercising its right under this Article, and without prejudice to its rights under
paragraph (a)(v) and (vi) of this Article, the Republic of Korea shall not
discriminate between airlines of European Union Member States on the grounds of

nationality.

(c) the airline has failed to comply with the laws and regulations normally and

reasonably applied by the Contracting Party granting the rights; or

(d) that airline does not comply with the conditions prescribed under this

Agreement.

2. Nothing in paragraph 1 shall prevent a Contracting Party from revoking,
suspending or imposing the conditions mentioned in paragraph 1 without prior
consultation if immediate action is required to prevent further infringement of laws

and regulations.

Article 10
Air Transport Tariffs

1. Each Contracting Party shall allow tariffs for air transportation to be established
by each designated airline based upon commercial considerations in the market place.
Intervention by the Contracting Parties shall be limited to:
(a) prevention of unreasonably discriminatory prices or practices;
(b) protection of consumers from tariffs that are unreasonably high or restrictive
due to the abuse of a dominant position; and
(c) protection of airlines from tariffs that are artificially low due to direct or

indirect governmental subsidy or support.

2. Each Contracting Party may require, on a non-discriminatory basis, notification to
or filing with its aeronautical authorities of tariffs to be charged to or from its
territory by airlines of the other Contracting Party. Notification or filing by the
airlines of both Contracting Parties may be required no more than thirty (30) days
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before the proposed date of effectiveness. In individual cases, notification or filing

may be permitted on shorter notice than normally required.

3. Neither Contracting Party shall take unilateral action to prevent the inauguration or
continuation of tariffs proposed to be charged by an airline of either Contracting
Party. If either Contracting Party believes that any such tariff is inconsistent with the
considerations set forth in paragraph 1 of this Article, it shall request consultations
and notify the other Contracting Party of the reasons for its dissatisfaction as soon as
possible. These consultations shall be held not later than thirty (30) days after receipt
of the request. Without such mutual agreement, the tariff in question shall go into

effect or continue in effect.

Annex 2

Atrticle 15 bis
Aviation Safety Provisions

1. Each Contracting Party may request consultations at any time concerning safety
standards maintained in respect of an airline designated by the other Contracting Party
in any area relating to aircrew, aircraft or their operation. Such consultations shall

take place within thirty (30) days of that request.

2. 1If, following such consultations, one Contracting Party finds that the safety
standards in the areas referred to in paragraph 1 that are at least equal to the
minimum standards established at that time pursuant to the Convention, are not being
effectively maintained and administered in respect of airlines designated by the other
Contracting Party, the first Contracting Party shall notify the other Contracting Party
of those findings and the steps considered necessary to conform with the ICAO
Standards and that other Contracting Party shall take appropriate corrective action.
Failure by the other Contracting Party to take appropriate action within fifteen (15)
days, or such longer period as may be agreed, shall be grounds for the application of
Article 4 of this Agreement.

3. Notwithstanding the obligations mentioned in Article 33 of the Convention, it is
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agreed that any aircraft operated by or on behalf of the designated airline or airlines
of one Contracting Party on services to or from the territory of the other Contracting
Party may, while within the territory of the other Contracting Party, be made the
subject of an examination by the authorized representatives of the other Contracting
Party, on board and around the aircraft to check both the validity of the aircraft
documents and those of its crew and the apparent condition of the aircraft and its
equipment (in this Article called "ramp inspection"), provided this does not lead to

unreasonable delay.

4. 1If any ramp inspection or series of ramp inspections gives rise to:

(a) serious concerns that an aircraft or the operation of an aircraft does not
comply with the minimum standards established at that time pursuant to the
Convention, or

(b) serious concerns that there is a lack of effective maintenance and
administration of safety standards established at that time pursuant to the

Convention,

the Contracting Party carrying out the inspection shall, for the purposes of Article 33
of the Convention, be free to conclude that the requirements under which the
certificates or licenses in respect of that aircraft or in respect of the crew of that
aircraft had been issued or rendered valid, or that the requirements under which that
aircraft is operated, are not equal to or above the minimum standards established

pursuant to the Convention.

5. In the event that access for the purpose of undertaking a ramp inspection of an
aircraft operated by the airline or airlines of one Contracting Party in accordance with
paragraph 3 above is denied by the representative of that airline or airlines, the other
Contracting Party shall be free to infer that serious concerns of the type referred to in

paragraph 4 above arise and draw the conclusions referred in that paragraph.

6. Each Contracting Party reserves the right to suspend or vary the operating
authorization of an airline or airlines of the other Contracting Party immediately in the
event the first Contracting Party concludes, whether as a result of a ramp inspection,
a series of ramp inspections, a denial of access for ramp inspection, consultation or

otherwise, that immediate action is essential to the safety of an airline operation.
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7. Any action by one Contracting Party in accordance with paragraphs 2 or 6 above

shall be discontinued once the basis for the taking of that action ceases to exist.

8. Where the Hellenic Republic has designated an airline whose regulatory control is
exercised and maintained by another European Union Member State, the rights of the
Republic of Korea under the safety provisions of this Agreement shall apply equally
in respect of the adoption, exercise or maintenance of safety standards by that other
European Union Member State and in respect of the operating authorization of that

airline.

1 have the honor to refer to Your Excellency's Note dated 22-08-2017, which reads as follows:
"Excellency,

1 have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Government of the Republic
of Korea and the Government of the Hellenic Republic for Air Services between and beyond
their Respective Territories done at Athens on the 25"day of January 1995 (hereinafter
1eferred to as "the Agreement”).

In accordance with Article 16 of the Agreement, I have the honour fo propose, on
hehaif of the Government of the Republic of Korea, that the existing Article 1, Article 3,
Article 4, and Article 10 of the Agreement be replaced by the texts attached in the Annex 1 to
this Note and the new Article 15bis, ANNEX I, and ANNEX II, attached in the Annex 2 to
this Note, be inserted into the Agreement, as agreed at the meeting held in Athens on 7-8
March 2012.

If the foregoing proposal is acceptable to the Government of the Hellenic Republic, I
have the further honour to propose that this Note, together with its Annexes, and Your
Excellency’s Note in reply indicating acceptance shall constitute an agreement amending the
Agreement, which shall enter into force thirty (30) days after the date of the last notification
that both Governments have completed their internal procedures required for its entry into

force.

I avail myself of this opportunity to renew to Your Excellency the assurances of my
