Agreed Minutes of the 5™ Session
of the Joint Committee for
Economic, Cultural and Technical Cooperation
between the Hellenic Republic and the Hashemite Kingdom of

Jordan
Athens, July 5-6, 2022

The fifth (5") session of the Hellenic-Jordanian Joint Committee for Economic, Cultural and
Technical Cooperation was held in Athens, on July 5-6, 2022, in accordance with the provisions of
article 10 of the Agreement on Economic, Cultural and Technical Cooperation signed between the
Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and the Government of the Hellenic Republic in
Athens, on May 17, 1976.

The Delegation of the Hellenic Republic was headed by Mr. Konstantinos Fragkogiannis,
Deputy Minister for Foreign Affairs, responsible for Economic Diplomacy and Openness.

The Delegation of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan was headed by H.E Mrs. Dana Al-
Zoubi, Secretary General Ministry of Industry, Trade and Supply.

The members of the two delegations are listed in Annexes I and II to these Minutes,
respectively.

The Heads of the Delegations approved the Agenda cited in Annex III to these Minutes.

The results of the fifth (5™) session of the Jordan — Greece Joint Committee are summarized
as follows:

Review and Perspectives of Bilateral Relations

Both Sides acknowledged the special value they traditionally attach to the preservation and
enhancement of their strong economic and trade bilateral relations. In this respect, it is noted that the
legal and institutional framework governing the relations of Jordan and Greece is particularly
extensive, covering numerous Agreements and MoUs of economic and trade interest.

Reference was also made to the well-established tripartite partnership of Jordan, Greece and
Cyprus, promoting the further strengthening of the relations between the countries involved. The
aforementioned Scheme of cooperation has already held 3 Summits (Nicosia, 16.1.2018 - Amman,
14.4.2019 - Athens, 28.7.2021) and various meetings at a Foreign Minister and General Secretary
level, aiming at strengthening solidarity, exchange of views and practices, undertaking initiatives and
exploiting opportunities in all economic sectors. In this direction, the tripartite partnership preserved
its dynamic, even during the pandemic crisis, through the establishment of sectoral working groups in
various fields.
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In light of the above, both Sides noted that they should take advantage of the enhancement of
their cooperation at a bilateral and trilateral level to the fullest, and explore new collaboration
prospects and synergies in a wide range of fields.

Jordan — EU Relations

Both countries reaffirmed readiness to work closely with a view to further deepening Jordan —
EU cooperation, especially in the context of the recently agreed new Partnership Priorities, which
embody shared objectives in areas of common interest. In this vein, both Sides are committed to
actively promote efforts towards socio-economic resilience and prosperity, in particular with regard
to sectors such as water, energy, transport, and tourism. At the same time, both Sides recognize the
importance of strengthening the productive fabric of their countries, especially women and youth.

In the same framework, they agreed to further explore possibilities for cooperation with
regard to the implementation of the Economic and Investment Plan, with a special but not exclusive
focus to the Green and Digital Transition and their components.

They also expressed their commitment to continue and enhance their cooperation in the
framework of the Union for the Mediterranean with a view to the implementation of the priorities
agreed as well as to the strengthening of cooperation in the thematic groups of the UfM.

Trade and Investment Cooperation

The Heads of both Delegations presented the Committee with a comprehensive overview of the
economic developments and policies launched in their respective countries. Both Sides exchanged
views on the global economic crisis caused by the COVID-19 pandemic and on the ongoing energy
challenges that they face.

The Greek Side conveyed that the Greek Government is committed to boosting investment and
exports. In that respect, FDI attraction is a major policy target, whilst the new state strategy
implemented provides for the acceleration of business licensing in all economic sectors, the
establishment of a stable and predictable legal and institutional framework and the creation of a
modern land-registry system, which will clarify property issues without harming the country’s natural
and cultural environment, along with initiatives to secure smooth financing of the investments.

In this context, the Greek Side informed the Jordanian Side on the new “Investment Incentives
Law” recently approved by the Parliament of the Hellenic Republic. The new law specifies the
conditions of eligibility and the framework on the establishment of schemes for granting state aid. It
introduces thirteen new aid schemes that will allow the business community to plan, develop and
implement their initiatives with significant and modern forms of investment in all sectors of Greek
economy.

Moreover, the Greek Side informed of the introduction of a procedure of granting residence
permits, which can be renewed every five (5) years, for owners of real estate by third-country
citizens, the value of which exceeds €250.000, adopting a friendlier stance towards those who wish to
own real estate property or invest in Greece.

The Jordanian Side informed the Greek Side that Jordan is currently working on issuing a new
law that regulates the investment climate in Jordan, whereby a clearer set of rights are granted to
investors, and sets a new framework that governs fiscal and none-fiscal incentives, linking it with
high added value projects.
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Moreover, the Jordanian Side also informed the Greek Side that the Ministry of Investment is
finalizing the promotion strategy for the next 5 years whereby targeted countries as well as targeted
industries are identified.

Moreover, the Jordanian Government have launched the Economic Modernization Vision, as an
outcome of the National Economic Workshop session. This vision will be a roadmap for the
upcoming years, guaranteeing unleashing Jordan’s economic potential to achieve comprehensive
sustainable growth that enhances job opportunities, expands the middle class, and improves living
conditions.

Both Sides stated that the development of stronger economic and trade ties between Jordan and
Greece is the main objective pursued by both Governments, as there is still ample room for the two
countries to explore new cooperation opportunities.

The bilateral trade volume of Jordan and Greece shows significant potential, which could be
tapped through the extension of the list of products and services currently traded. The two Sides
stated that they are willing to facilitate the access of Greek products to the Jordanian market, in
reciprocity with facilitated access of Jordanian products to the Greek market. Both Sides agreed to
explore the possibilities of enhancing cooperation in trade and to promote activities to be carried out
both in Jordan and Greece.

Furthermore, taking into account the wide-ranging opportunities in both countries, both Sides
noted that there is considerable potential for the enhancement of bilateral FDI flows. In this light,
aiming at enhancing and expanding the business ties among Greek and Jordanian entities in the field
of investment, promoting investment opportunities and forging new synergies, the two Sides pointed
out the importance of setting up joint ventures in both countries.

In this direction, the two Sides discussed possible ways and means for the further development
and diversification of their bilateral economic and commercial relations.

Both Sides agreed to:

Encourage cooperation between institutions and organizations promoting trade development, through
the exchange of information and visits.

Exchange information on investment opportunities in both countries.

Encourage cross investment and private sector business cooperation, with an emphasis on the
aforementioned fields.

Enhance cooperation in order to capitalize on and further exploit the opportunities set by the
Jordan — EU Association Agreement and make every effort to avoid or lift any unnecessary trade
barriers.

In this context, the Jordanian Side, representing the private sector of Jordan, expressed the
latter’s desire to connect with the Greek private sector, in order to enhance economic relations, in full
coordination with the Greek Authorities and Institutions, the Union of Industrialists, Exporters’
Unions and Financial Institutions. Moreover, the Jordanian Side expressed the desire of the private
sector of Jordan to cooperate for:

- Developing economic and investment relations between the two countries by organizing
trade missions and holding economic fora.

- Facilitating the participation of Jordanian delegations in economic activities in the Arab-
Hellenic Chamber of Commerce and Development.

- Strengthening cooperation with Greek companies in IT, food, and agricultural sectors.
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Furthermore, the two Sides agreed to proceed, as soon as possible, with the signing of the
Memorandum on Partnership in the Field of Competition Law Enforcement, between the Hellenic
Competition Commission and the Competition Directorate of the Jordanian Ministry of Industry,
Trade and Supply.

The Greek Side represented by Export Credit Greece (ECG) agency and the Jordanian
counterpart represented by Jordan Loan Guarantee Corporation (JLGC) agreed to sign a
Memorandum of Understanding in the field of supporting and encouraging trade and investment.

In light of the above, both Sides acknowledged the establishment of the Jordanian-Greek
Business Association, in December 2020, as an important step towards the strengthening of their
bilateral economic relations, as it is expected to bring the business communities of Jordan and Greece
closer, giving ground to new synergies.

Industrial Cooperation & SMEs

In terms of achieving economic development, the two Sides acknowledged the importance of
their cooperation in the field of industry and expressed their readiness to deepen and strengthen the
said cooperation, in supporting and encouraging entrepreneurship and business schemes in various
manufacturing sectors, in enhancing internationalization, with a focus on innovation and sustainable
industrial development, as well as in taking full advantage of investment opportunities.

Furthermore, the Greek Side underlined the importance of an enabling entrepreneurial
environment and proposed to the Jordanian Side to explore the possibilities of broadening bilateral
cooperation through the exchange of best practices and know — how related to ongoing reforms.

Both Sides agreed to exchange information on trade opportunities between the two countries in
particular through “JEDCO”, its Greek counterpart “ENTERPRISE GREECE”, and the Chambers of
Commerce and Industry in both countries. The exchange should aim at establishing contacts between
Greek and Jordanian enterprises; specifically, those specialized in the fields of water and waste
management, power generation, RES exploitation, R & D, ICT, Biotechnologies, agribusiness
(irrigation systems, water storage etc.), construction & infrastructure, tourism and pharmaceuticals.

The Jordanian Side, represented by JEDCO and in the framework of its partnership with
Thessaloniki Chamber of Commerce and Industry within the ENI-CBC MED project "IPMED",
expressed its interest in expanding the exchange of good practices between the two organizations in
the field of Intellectual Property Rights (IPR), specifically targeting entrepreneurs and innovative
SMEs.

Furthermore, both Sides underlined the significance of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises
(SMEs) for the economy, taking into account their contribution to growth, the creation of new jobs
and social cohesion, and agreed to intensify their cooperation in this field. Such cooperation could
include the exchange of information, know-how and best practices in the area of SMEs support
policies, the promotion of networking among entrepreneurs, with emphasis on innovation and
internationalization, in order to improve SMEs competitiveness and enhance their access to
international markets.

The Jordanian Side represented by the private sector encourages the joint cooperation between
the two countries in the area of economic development, strengthening bilateral trade relations, and
opening the door for cooperation with its counterparts in Greece to adopt projects and initiatives to
support SMEs due to their importance in the structure of the Jordanian economy and industry.
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Cooperation can be directed towards upgrading the export capabilities of SMEs and their
compliance with technical standards and legislation at the product level to enable them to enter the
Greek market and the European market, enhancing the benefit from the existing trade agreements
between Jordan and the European Union and maximizing the benefit from the decision of the
simplification of the rules of origin.

This can be done through:

- Joint cooperation initiatives to provide market analysis and introduce the requirements
and standards and how to comply with them.

- In addition to providing channels for entering the market, networking with potential
buyers, displaying products in the Greek market, and promoting the Jordanian industry
by trade support agencies in the two countries.

- Exchange of experiences, visits, organization of trade missions, coordination of bilateral
business meetings, participation in trade fairs and related events.

In the framework of the existing bilateral cooperation on Standardization, both Sides agreed on
activating the agreement signed in 2006 between the Jordan Standards and Metrology Organization
and the Hellenic Organization for Standardization in the fields of Standardization and Conformity
Assessment, exploring the possibilities of broadening the cooperation between the two countries. The
cooperation may include the exchange of experience, good practices and information on technical
legislation issues and standards and Metrology, as well as any required information and support about
the “EU Acquis” and the harmonized European Union legislation for industrial products.

Taxation

Both Parties expressed interest in signing a Double Taxation Avoidance Agreement. An
exchange of initial draft texts took place in 2019, though negotiations did not officially start.
Subsequently, in April 2022, Jordan sent a draft proposal for the above mentioned
agreement, which will be considered by the Greek relevant authorities.

Cooperation in the field of Agriculture

Both Parties agreed that strengthening the cooperation in the field of agriculture shall be to their
mutual benefit, and expressed their wish to further develop the bilateral trade of agricultural products,
expanding trade to more product categories. In this framework, the two Sides agreed to make efforts
to facilitate and enhance their bilateral trade of certified products, such as the PDO Feta cheese.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to encourage cooperation between Research Institutes of
the two countries in the fields of agricultural research and development, in sectors of mutual interest.

The Greek Side made reference to the Hellenic Agricultural Organization-DIMITRA (ELGO-
DIMITRA), the national body responsible for agricultural research and technology, certification and
controls on quality agricultural products and foodstuffs, controls on supply balances in milk and
meat, protection of products origin and identity, as well as organization and implementation of
vocational educational training & schools under the supervision of the Ministry of Rural
Development and Food.Specifically, the Greek Side informed that the Directorate General of
Agricultural Research of ELGO-DIMITRA, with 11 Research Institutes, is ready to cooperate with
its Jordanian counterparts in the following areas: conservation and utilization of genetic material/crop
production, livestock production / veterinary research, forestry and environmental protection, soil
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water resources management, fisheries and aquaculture, food safety, processing, preservation and
quality control of agricultural products, rural economy and development.

In addition to the above, the Greek Side informed the Jordanian Side of the readiness of the
Benaki Phytopathological Institute (BPI), national competent authority for evaluation and risk
assessment of plant protection products and biocides and for plant health, to cooperate with its
Jordanian counterparts in its areas of expertise, namely in the field of entomology, weed science and
plant pathology, as well as in the field of pesticides’ chemistry/toxicology/environmental fate. The
Greek Side also informed the Jordanian Side that the BPI has well-established, long-term
collaborations with grower groups, cooperatives and SMEs of the private sector and conducts
fundamental/applied research in the said fields and participates in or coordinates several EU-funded,
Bilateral and National research projects.

The Jordanian Side represented by the National Agricultural Research Center (NARC) proposed
to cooperate in the following fields:

- Research topics and training related to horticulture, olive research and biotechnology.

- Scholarships offered by Mediterranean Agronomic Institute of Chania (MAICH) for
master students in the horticulture and biotechnology.

- Improved water allocation, enhanced food security while preserving ecosystems and
leading to climate change adaptation.

- Environmental, socio-economic and socio-technical issues.

- Policy analysis in the field of agriculture.

- Implementation, management and monitoring of projects.

- Climate risk assessment and modeling of the climate change.

- Livestock production and veterinary issues.

- Fisheries and aquaculture.

- Processing, preservation and quality control of agricultural products.

- Agri-tourism.

- Innovative technologiesrelated to desalination and smart or precision agriculture (water
saving and on-farm water management).

- The promotion of clean energy solutions in the field of agriculture.

- Silk production.

- Emerging new economic concepts like green, blue and circular economy.

The two Sides agreed to explore the possibilities of promoting cooperation through the exchange
of innovative scientific - technical information and visits of experts and consultants, as well as
through the organization of training programs, seminars, conferences, and meetings, and the
encouragement of joint ventures between the private sectors of both countries.

Tourism

Both Sides pointed out the importance of bilateral cooperation in the field of tourism, noting the
potential of the sector. They expressed their satisfaction regarding the progress made in their bilateral
tourism cooperation so far, in particular regarding the success of the 1st Greek Tourism Workshop
held in Amman on November 21, 2018.
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Both Sides reiterated their willingness to examine the possibilities for deepening their
cooperation in the field of tourism. To this end, they agreed to exchange information and practical
experience (such as training programmes) in the field of Special Interest Tourism especially related to
empowerment of local communities (women, youth and disabled), with an emphasis on product
development such as religious tourism, adventure tourism, Medical and Wellness tourism, MICE,
and Film - Induced Tourism.

Both Sides agreed to exchange information and practical experience related to tourism regarding
data management systems and new technology for a smart tourism sector.

Consideringthe importance of the green and digital transition of the tourism sector, both Sides
agreed to make every effort to exchange know-how in these fields, with a focus on green investments
and digital innovations, as well as in the field of quality labels, classification and sustainability
concepts.

Further to the above, the two Sides agreed to examine the possibilities of collaboration in the
field of maritime tourism, including cruise tourism and yachting, capitalizing, inter alia, on
developments in this fields currently undertaken by Agaba Special Economic Zone, with specific
regard to data exchange (e.g. statistics) on maritime tourism and know-how exchange from Greek
cruise home ports.

The Jordanian Side, represented by the Ministry of Tourism, and the Greek Side, represented by
the Ministry of Culture and Sports, agreed to examine possible collaboration in the field of heritage
and culture, through the use of new technologies for the heritage sector, and to cooperate in the field
of combating illegal trafficking in antiquities.

Research, Technology and Innovation

The two Sides stressed the importance of research and innovation for tackling global challenges,
triggering smart and sustainable growth and job creation. They also highlighted the potential for
cooperation in the fields of Science and Technology to their mutual benefit.

To promote cooperation in the said fields, the two Sides agreed to encourage:

the realization of joint research and technological development projects, including the exchange of their
results;

the exchange of scientists, researchers and technical experts;

the exchange of scientific and technological information and documentation;

the organization of and participation in meetings, conferences, symposia, workshops, courses and
exhibitions on fields of interest to both Sides;

joint use of research and development facilities and scientific equipment;

other forms of cooperation mutually agreed upon.

The two Sides also agreed to promote cooperation between Science and Technology Institutions
through conducting executive programmes, which will each time specify: a) The fields of
cooperation; b) The specific joint scientific and technological research projects; c) The financial
resources and conditions of financing joint scientific and technological research projects; d) The rules
and procedures guiding the implementation of joint projects; and e) The Institutions responsible for
the realization and implementation of joint projects.

Digital Economy and Entrepreneurship
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Against the backdrop of the global infrastructure deficit and the disruption caused by
COVID-19, the two Sides agreed that digital cooperation is a key component for enhancing
cooperation and interoperability on emerging technologies, Artificial Intelligence and blockchain,
which have vitalized countless industries, promoting the digitalization of traditional sectors,
including agriculture, energy, construction, and services, and creating high-end and smart businesses.
The application of digital governments, smart cities, and digital villages has pushed forward the
reform of public services and governance. Thanks to the ongoing construction of one-stop online
services and unified management on a single network, public services are becoming more
convenient, the business environment is improving, and a more unified and open market environment
featuring orderly competition is being created.

To this end, both Sides agreed to promote their bilateral digital cooperation with:
Knowledge sharing in fields of entrepreneurship, incubation and startup ecosystem, as
well as innovative products and solutions.

Cooperation in the field of promoting investment, in both business and social enterprise.
Sharing of best practices and cooperation in the areas of E-Government services.

Identify cooperation opportunities with regards to BPO (Business process outsourcing) in
the ICT sector.

Sharing knowledge in the field of digital economy.

Cooperation in the field of digital skills development.

Exchange of experiences in the communications and information technology sector and
modern technology.

Housing and Public works
The Jordanian Side proposed to cooperate in:
Interchange of experiences:
Information and experiences exchange in the field of design preparation, construction,
and maintenance of roads, bridges, buildings, and housing in relation to the following

activities:

Consultations and experiences in the field of road, bridge and building project
studies policies, implementation, maintenance, and supervision.

Experience in the field of environmental studies for road, bridge, and building
projects.

Information and expertise in the field of technical specifications related to the
design and development of roads, bridges, buildings, housing, building
materials, and earthquake protection.

Transaction experiences in the field of preparing and applying housing
strategies, housing policies and legislation, sustainable urban development,
and implementing housing projects for people with limited income.

Buildings sector:

Reviewing the experience of the two countries in the management of
government buildings and methods of preserving historical and archaeological
buildings.
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- Exchange of information and experiences in the field of green buildings and
sustainable buildings.

- Exchanging information and experiences in the field of energy efficiency,
rationalization, and renewable energy.

Roads and bridges sector:

- Forming committees of experts specialized in the field of design, construction,
maintenance, and management of roads to study legislation, regulations, and
technical specifications in both countries, to develop and benefit from them.

- Examining and benefiting from Greece’s experience in the construction of toll
roads.

Housing and urbanization sector:

- Experiences overview for both countries in the field of housing and
construction.

- Encouraging partnerships between the Jordanian and Greek private sectors to
implement joint projects in both countries.

- Interchange information, studies, and research related to housing and
exchanging experiences in the areas of planning standards for land uses in
urban areas (residential areas, industrial areas, tourist areas, green areas etc.).

Training and joint conferences:

- Exchanging visits and participation in training courses, conferences,
workshops, and conducting research between both countries.

- Benefiting from the experiences of the two countries in the field of training
and qualifying engineering cadres.

Transport

The two Sides expressed readiness to further strengthen their longstanding bilateral cooperation
in the transport sector. Acknowledging the added value of deepening bilateral cooperation in the said
field, both Sides stated the following:

i) Road Transport
The two Sides reiterated their interest in promoting cooperation in the field of road transport. To
this end, the Greek Side proposed to arrange a meeting of the Joint Committee on International Road
Transport, established in the Agreement on International Transport of Passengers and Goods by
Road.
The Jordanian Side will respond accordingly via diplomatic channels.

ii) Maritime Transport
Both Sides expressed willingness to further promote their bilateral maritime cooperation on the
basis of the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan on Maritime Transport signed in Amman, on November 4, 1996,
through the establishment of a Joint Committee, as provided for in article 21 of the Agreement.
Both Sides expressed satisfaction for the signature of the Undertaking between the Government
of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and the Government of the Hellenic Republic concerning the
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recognition of training and certification of seafarers for service on board vessels registered in Jordan
and Greece, pursuant to Regulation 1/10 of the International Convention on “Standards of Training,
Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers” (S.T.C.W.) 1978.

The two Sides agreed to promote cooperation in the field of international maritime transport and
support common objectives at international maritime fora, especially within the context of the IMO,
aiming at the adoption of global rules and standards for international shipping, with particular
emphasis to decarbonization and the human element.

Finally, the two Sides agreed to cooperate in the field of port state control and vessels inspection
calling ports in both countries and on the exchange of information on vessels in accordance with the
MOU on Port State Control for Mediterranean countries and the Paris MOU on Port State Control.

iii) Port Cooperation
The two Sides agreed to promote their cooperation in the port sector.
Specifically, they agreed to:

Promote cooperation in the port sector (exchange of information and technical expertise, creation of free
trade zones, promotion of training and logistics, ISPS Code, digitalization).

Further develop the sea connections for passengers and freight, among the two countries, exploiting the
position of the Jordanian / Greek ports as strategic intermodal hubs for the intermodal transport of
freight between the Far East to Europe and vice versa.

Implement common projects of mutual interest in the port and maritime sector, exploring
funding/financing possibilities, by using the resources of the European Structural and Investment
Funds and other financial tools.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to promote cooperation between ports in a mutually beneficial
way, e.g. via twinning port arrangements.

iv) Air Transport

Both Sides took note of the longstanding bilateral aviation relations and expressed their desire to
further enhance their cooperation.

They welcomed the entry into force of the “Euro-Mediterranean Aviation Agreement between
the European Union and its member states, on one part, and the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, on
the other part”, which integrates the respective markets, strengthens cooperation and offers new
opportunities for consumers and airlines on an ongoing basis.

V) Railway Transport
The Jordanian Side requested cooperation in the following:
- Capacity building (training those involved in railways in Jordan in the Greek railway
institutions, as well as conducting field visits in this regard).
- Exploring the possibility of providing scholarships in the field of railway at Greek universities,
through the representative authorities in each country.

Health - Pharmaceuticals
Both Sides noted that the field of pharmaceuticals holds great potential for cooperation and
agreed to promote such cooperation through the exchange of information, know-how and pharma
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delegations, as well as through organizing bilateral events, such as B2B networking workshops, to
raise awareness of each of their pharmaceutical industries prospects and opportunities.

Both Sides acknowledged the importance of local pharmaceutical manufacturing for the
advancement of their respective technologies, as well as for the development of their national
economies especially in the field of research related to medicines and drugs, especially Tuberculosis
drugs.

JFDA (Jordan Food and Drug Administration) expressed their willingness to encourage
cooperation between the two parties in the field of registering pharmaceutical companies, medicines
and different kinds of medical preparations and promoting the investment between the two countries
in the field of pharmaceutical industry, Technology transfer and development of all their activities in
this field .

In this context, the Panhellenic Union of Pharmaceutical Industry pointed out the importance of
mitigating delays in applications for market authorizations and encouraging a fast track registration
process, taking into consideration Greek GMPs with regards to inspections.

The Panhellenic Union of Pharmaceutical Industry also expressed its willingness to enhance
cooperation with the competent Jordanian entities, with regard to exporting pharmaceutical products
in Jordan. In this light, they proposed the signing of a relevant Memorandum of Cooperation,
encompassing the respective issues, as well as the encouragement of the exchange of highly skilled
scientific workforce, also endorsed by the JFDA.

Cooperation with the Greek Side can also be promoted in the field of water management,
through the Athens Water Supply and Sewerage Company (EYDAP S.A.), specializing in the field of
water networks and sewage networks, and the exchange of experiences, information and modern
strategies in this field, in addition to chemical and microbiological examinations on water, devices
and modern technologies used.

Furthermore, the two Sides agreed that cooperation should be promoted through:

The exchange of information and experiences in the field of the management of restricted, banned and
permitted chemical materials, in methods for their control and use.

The exchange of information and experiences in the prevention of transfer diseases through water.

The exchange of experiences with oral and maxillofacial surgeons and periodontists in the field of dental
implants.

Training of Jordanian dental technicians in the construction of fixed prosthesis over dental implants.

Culture

Both Sides renewed their interest in implementing the Executive Programme of Cultural,
Educational and Scientific Cooperation, signed between the two Parties on 11 June 2014. The Greek
Side noted that Jordan and Greece are countries with cultures of multiple influences, making cultural
diversity an important tool for the success of any joint actions to be launched.

Both Sides stated their intention to launch joint actions promoting cultural exchanges and
substantive dialogue between the two countries, within the framework of the Executive Programme
for the Cultural, Educational and Scientific Cooperation between the two Governments signed in
2014. In that respect, and until a new specialized Executive Programme is signed, they will examine
the possibility of the following actions, subject to their relevant internal legislation and budgetary
availability:
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Exchange of information and visits by experts in the field of documentation, protection, conservation and
restoration, management and promotion of archive and historical documents, as well as promotion of
events for the exchange of know-how in the above-mentioned fields, e.g. workshops, conferences,
etc.

Exchange of expertise in audience development and visits by experts in the fields mentioned above, with
the aim of acquiring new skills, knowledge and experience.

Exchange of delegations of selected innovative cultural and creative industries and cultural
organizations.

Exchange of publications related to various sectors of cultural research.

The Greek Side, represented by the Ministry of Culture and Sports, and the Jordanian Side,
represented by the Ministry of Tourism and Antiquities, agreed to cooperate on the provision of
expertise and experience in the preparation and drafting of nomination dossiers of properties for
inscription on the UNESCO World Heritage List.Both Sides also agreed to work together on the
development of a fruitful cooperation for the planning of joint actions in the framework of the
UNESCO Conventions ratified by the countries concerned, such as the 1972 UNESCO Convention
Concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage.In this context, both Sides
agreed to examine possible collaboration options in the field of cultural heritage, applying new
technologies in the said field; they also agreed to consider cooperation in combating illegal
trafficking of antiquities.

Furthermore, the Greek Side, represented by the Ministry of Culture and Sports, and the
Jordanian Side, represented by the Ministry of Tourism and Antiquities, agreed to foster cooperation
of museum professionals aiming at the establishment of direct communication channels between
museum organizations and services of both countries.

The two Sides agreed to cooperate on the fields of:

Organization of capacity building seminars and workshops for the personnel working in the cultural
field.

Exchange of photo and fine arts exhibitions.

Cooperation and mutual support on educational programs and activities raising awareness on cultural
heritage and Cultural and Creative Industries through different museum / galleries etc. educational
tools.

The Jordanian Side proposed to renew the Executive Programme of Cultural, Educational and
Scientific Cooperation for the years 2023-2025.

In that respect, the Greek Side suggested proceeding with the preparation of memoranda of
cooperation between museums, galleries, collections and organizations promoting contemporary
artistic creation and cultural & creative industries, as well as with the organization of networking
actions. In this context, the two Sides should also explore possible fund-raising opportunities and
encourage partnerships, synergies and artistic residencies, as a way to support cultural and creative
professionals.

Education

The two Sides share a common objective set on promoting educational cooperation.

In this context, both Sides shared the need for a new Executive Programme of Cultural,
Educational and Scientific Cooperation, that will replace the one signed on 11 June 2014 and will
promote the cooperation of the two countries in the field of education. The Greek Side also
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emphasized the need to promote direct cooperation between Universities in Greece and Jordan so that
they can explore the possibility of creating and promoting joint undergraduate and postgraduate
programmes of mutual interest as well as the possibility of reinforcing the exchange of University
students and staff, in accordance with the national legislation of the two countries. Both Parties
should promote students' enrollment in the English language undergraduate and postgraduate
programmes offered by Higher Education Institutions.

Both Sides shall continuously work together in the area of vocational education, training and
lifelong learning. They will promote the exchange of information, materials and experts, they will
encourage the development of peer learning activities as well as the design of joint projects through
the facilitation of communication and, finally, they will promote the exchange of best practices in the
abovementioned fields.

Environment and Energy

Both Sides reaffirmed their commitment to establish an energy strategy leading to energy
transition and focusing on new technologies for clean energy.

Both Sides expressed their commitment for a sustainable energy future and their desire to
deepen cooperation by exchanging know-how and facilitating the transfer of expertise related to the
promotion of clean energy solutions such as, but not limited to, RES, renewable gases and hydrogen,
including for the transport sector (road and maritime).

Both Sides expressed their motivation to deepen bilateral cooperation between their relevant
institutions regarding energy-related issues and especially the development of renewable energy
sources, the rational use of energy and energy saving. Furthermore, both Sides can exchange
information regarding regulatory framework for the broad implementation of the above issues.

Both Sides also stressed the importance of their multilateral cooperation especially in the frame
of East Mediterranean Gas Forum and the Union for the Mediterranean, as it promotes peace and
prosperity for all the countries of the region.

Both Sides welcomed the cooperation of the Hellenic Center for Renewable Energy Sources and
Saving (CRES) with Jordanian institutions in the framework of the implementation of European
research projects in the field of Renewable Energy Sources. They also examined the establishment of
pilot demonstration projects concerning the rational use of energy and energy efficiency.

The two Sides welcomed the expansion of their bilateral cooperation in the field of Technical
Engineering Services between relevant companies that can be implemented in refineries, power
pipelines, power plants and energy and environmental projects in general.

Both Sides reaffirmed their support to the enhancement of their bilateral cooperation regarding
the broader field of water resources management and protection, by promoting cooperation in the
specific following areas, namely water demand management, water treatment and quality control,
efficiency of water infrastructure including leakage water management, and wastewater treatment and
reuse.

Both Sides agreed to cooperate in:

- Exchanging experiences on the legislation governing the renewable energy sector and energy
efficiency.

- Examining Greek experience in the field of generating electricity from dams.

- Examining Greek experience in the field of green hydrogen and green ammonia, as well as
national legislation and plans in the field of energy transition.
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- Exchanging experiences in the field of national energy efficiency plans.
- Establishing a framework for cooperation and exchange of experiences with similar institutions
and umbrellas in both countries in the fields mentioned above.

Emergency Management and Climate change

The Greek Side expressed its aspiration to conclude an MoU on Cooperation in the field of Civil
Protection, Emergency Management, and Mutual Assistance in the near future.

The Jordanian Side took note of this request and will follow it through the diplomatic channel.

Development Cooperation

The Hellenic Republic considers Jordan as a priority country for its Development Cooperation
Program. The Greek Side states the readiness of the Hellenic Republic to continue contributing to the
development efforts of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

Closing Remarks

The deliberations were held in a cordial atmosphere, given the excellent political relations that
exist between the two countries.

The two Sides agreed that the next session of the Joint Committee shall be held in Amman on a
mutually convenient date. They agreed to undertake follow up actions on the subjects discussed
during the current meeting.
