Protocol of the 6th session of the Joint Intergovernmental Working Group on Economic,
Industrial, Scientific and Technical Cooperation between the
Hellenic Republic and Ukraine

February 15, 2024, Athens

The Joint Intergovernmental Working Group on Economic, Industrial, Scientific and Technical
Cooperation (hereinafter referred to as JIWG) held its 6th session on February 15, 2024, in Athens.
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The Joint Intergovernmental Working Group was created in accordance with Article 10 of the
Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Ukraine on
economic, industrial, scientific and technical cooperation, signed in Athens, on January 15, 1992, and
Article 1 of the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
Ukraine on the establishment of the Joint Intergovernmental Working Group on Economic, Industrial,
Scientific and Technical Cooperation, signed in Kyiv, on September 1, 1994

The Greek Delegation was headed by Mr. Kostas Fragkogiannis, Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of
the Hellenic Republic.

The Ukrainian Delegation was headed by Mr. Oleh Nemchinov, Minister of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine.

The lists of Participants of both Delegations and the Agenda of the Session are attached to this
Protocol, as Annex | and Annex Il respectively.

The Co-chairs of the Working Group welcomed its Sixth Session, convened in an atmosphere of
friendship and cordiality, reflecting the desire of both countries to maintain the positive dynamic of their
bilateral trade and economic cooperation, as well as to further deepen interaction in other areas of
mutual interest, highlighting the important role of the JIWG in this endeavor.

Both Sides approved the Agenda and discussions were held on the following:
1. Bilateral economic, trade and investment cooperation

The Sides affirmed the importance attached to their longstanding and fruitful bilateral economic
partnership, underscoring its proven consistency, as well as its potential for further enhancement. -

The Sides provided updated information on the economic development of each country and
emphasized the importance of creating a favorable environment for boosting trade and investment.
The Sides welcomed the signing of an MoU between Enterprise Greece S.A. and Ukraine Invest,
covering the exchange of information on investment opportunities, laws, and regulations; sharing data
on bilateral investment flows; facilitating business delegations and providing support to relevant
stakeholders; organizing joint events related to investment and SME collaboration; exchanging
informational materials; cooperating in business facilitation; and exchanging experiences and technical
expertise.

The Ukrainian side expressed its interest in receiving international expert, technical and financial
support from the Greek side.

The state institution "Office for Attracting and Supporting Investments" (Ukraine Invest) will provide
Greek investors with comprehensive support, providing up-to-date information on optimal investment
opportunities, consultations on doing business in Ukraine, will facilitate the communication of investors
with Government Agencies of all levels, and will also help in resolving systemic issues of investors.
The institution is constantly working on updating the Ukraine Invest Guide, which lists investment
opportunities and is always open to establishing cooperation and implementing investment projects.

The Greek side recognizes the challenges related to Russian military aggression against Ukraine and
highlights the crucial need for both government and private sector support, especially in vital sectors
such as health, energy, and transport. Acknowledging efforts to establish a transparent institutional
framework, the Greek side emphasizes the interconnectedness of war risk insurance, guarantees for
reforms, and building investor confidence. The significance of the proposed Ukraine Facility by the EU
in attracting Greek investments is underscored, with an emphasis on the importance of de-risking
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mechanisms and the involvement of international financial institutions. Furthermore, Enterprise
Greece pledges to keep the Greek business community informed about specific Ukrainian investment
projects and plans to organize events and webinars to promote investment cooperation between the
Hellenic Republic and Ukraine.

The Ukrainian side informed about the trend regarding the development of industrial parks, and the
growing demand for the construction of such infrastructure in Ukraine, inviting Greek investors to
explore potential opportunities. It also informed about incentives for carrying out business activities
within industrial parks, which are provided for by the tax and customs legislation of Ukraine. The Greek
side took note of this proposal.

The two Sides agreed to discuss the possibility of Greek investors participating in the privatization of
Ukrainian state-owned assets. The State Property Fund of Ukraine is bound to provide informative and
advisory support and facilitate the implementation of investment projects to Greek companies
expressing interest. This initiative aligns with the broader objectives of enhancing economic ties and
fostering bilateral investment between the two countries. The collaborative efforts encompass
addressing challenges and emphasizing the importance of transparent institutional frameworks that
further promote investor confidence, thus solidifying the foundation for successful and mutually
beneficial endeavors.

The Ukrainian Chamber of Commerce and Industry emphasized the importance of promoting bilateral
trade and economic cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and Ukraine, particularly in the
following areas:

- intensified exchange of information and business proposals, especially in food and beverage,
machine-building, industrial and agricultural sectors;

- exchange of information on investment opportunities in both countries;

- exchange of information on exhibitions and fairs, seminars, conferences,

round tables and business fora.

The Athens Chamber of Commerce and Industry (ACCI), affirming its excellent relations both with the
Ukrainian Embassy in Athens and its Ukrainian counterpart, the Ukrainian Chamber of Commerce and
Industry (UCC), expressed its willingness and commitment to continue working in close cooperation
with competent local organizations for the mutual benefit of both countries. The two Chambers have
successfully organized business fora in 2019, 2020 and most recently in 2023 in the context of the
Thessaloniki International Fair. ICCI and UCCI are exploring ways to enhance the collaboration
between the members of each Chamber, through the signing of an MoU, thus formalizing the
partnership of the two organizations.

2. Cooperation in the field of energy

The Ukrainian side informed about the violation of nuclear safety principles and criminal actions of the
Russian Federation at the temporarily occupied Zaporizhzhya NPP, as well as the destruction of the
Kakhovka HPP. In this regard, the Ukrainian side called for strengthening of sanctions against the
Russian Federation and the replacement of Russian products (including fossil fuels and nuclear
technology) from the energy markets. Both Sides discussed the possibility of the Hellenic Republic's
participation in the reconstruction of Ukraine’s energy infrastructure.

The two Sides decided to explore cooperation in the field of hydropower energy and agreed to
exchange experience in the construction and use of small, medium and large hydropower plants.

The Sides agreed to continue work on the transport of liquefied natural gas from Greek LNG terminals
to Ukraine, the participation of Greek companies in the storage of natural gas in Ukrainian gas storage
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facilities, the implementation of projects and initiatives in the field of hydrogen energy, and the
development of energy storage technology in the power industry.

2.1 Cooperation in the field of energy efficiency and renewable energy

The Ukrainian side expressed hope for the support of the Greek side in the restoration of the
destroyed energy infrastructure of Ukraine and invited the Greek Government and business to join in
the restoration of Ukraine.

The Ukrainian side informed that energy efficiency is the main way to restore Ukraine after the war
and strengthen the national economy. The National Action Plan for Energy Efficiency until 2030 sets a
national energy efficiency goal of reducing primary energy consumption by 22.3% and final energy
consumption by 17.1%. The recently approved Energy Strategy of Ukraine until 2050 sets even more
ambitious goals -to increase energy efficiency by 1.5 times by 2050.

The Ukrainian side also noted that it is important for Ukraine to follow the principle "Energy efficiency
first" as the basis of the energy transition, namely prioritizing investments in energy efficiency and
demand-side resources.

The Greek side informed that the Hellenic Republic is deeply committed to promoting the
decarbonization agenda in the Region of Southeast Europe and is working, along with its partners in
this Region and the EU, to contribute to the common European Climate Neutrality goals up to the year
2050.

The Hellenic Republic recorded a historically high percentage of 57% electricity generation from
RES in 2023, which is due to investments in new plants powered by renewable sources as well
as to the development of new networks. Moreover, in 2022, the Hellenic Republic ranked 7t
worldwidely in the utilization of RES in its energy mix and is well on track to meet the national target
of 80% electricity from RES by 2027. The rapid progress in renewables penetration and the gradual
integration of storage into the electrical system create many opportunities for synergies and exchange.

The Greek side noted that the Hellenic Republic pursues connectivity goals and regional
cooperation in South East Europe, by developing energy networks and relevant infrastructure as a
means of enhancing stability and welfare in the wider region. The Hellenic Republic supports the
development of a South-North natural gas pipeline corridor, (Vertical Corridor) through Bulgaria
and Romania, which will allow the supply of South-Eastern and Central Europe, including also
Moldova and Ukraine.

The Ukrainian Side expressed interest in receiving international expert and technical assistance from
the Greek side in the implementation of reforms in energy efficiency and renewable energy.

The Sides agreed to establish cooperation in the field of energy efficiency and renewable energy, in
particular to intensify cooperation on the following issues:

-community restoration based on modern technologies and standards in the field of
energy efficiency and decarbonization;

-increasing the use of renewable energy sources and alternative types of fuel in all
sectors of the economy;

-optimization of water pumping stations by installing solar panels and heat pumps;
-modernization of centralized heat supply;

-bioenergy projects;
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-use of renewable energy sources and alternative types of fuel in centralized heat supply;
-introduction of hydrogen technologies;

-production of biomethane;

-financial mechanisms.

3. Cooperation in the field of transport, grain corridors
The Sides discussed the ongoing cooperation in the transport sector between the two countries.

The Sides noted that a full-scale armed invasion of the territory of Ukraine led to a
Temporary suspension of air traffic, imposing a heavy burden on road transport.

The Ukrainian side reported that until 2017 there was an exchange of permits for
occasional passenger transport. After the start of a full-scale armed invasion, this issue acquired a
new relevance.

In March 2023, the Ukrainian side turned to the Greek side regarding the possibility of exchanging 500
permit forms for occasional passenger transport in 2023.

The Greek side reiterated the provisions of the Protocol of the Joint Ukrainian - Hellenic Transport
Committee, signed in Kiev on 26 July 2017 that both Parties are contracting Parties of the INTERBUS
Agreement so there is no need to exchange permits for occasional international bus lines. The
occasional international bus lines (liberalized and non-liberalized) are carried out in accordance with
the provisions of INTERBUS Agreement.

However, due to the exceptional circumstances, the Greek side agreed to exchange 100 permits for
the year 2024 for occasional international bus services as soon as possible. These permits are
granted in addition to the liberalized services operating according to the provisions of the Interbus
Agreement.

Both Sides agreed that upon the request of one of the Parties for additional number of permits, the
other Side will consider positively the issue of their exchange, as far as the circumstances remain
unchanged.

The Sides confirmed the importance of ensuring the operation of the Temporary Way, which is an
alternative to the Grain Corridor, and taking measures to ensure free and safe navigation. The Greek
side expressed its willingness to facilitate Grain Corridor solidarity lanes through the infrastructure of
the ports of Alexandroupolis and Thessaloniki.

In this respect, the Hellenic Republic is promoting the development of a rail connection of EU-Ukraine
“Solidarity Lanes”. The connection, in its pivotal phase, shall connect the Ports of Alexandroupolis and
Thessaloniki, with the Ports of Ruse in Bulgaria and Constanza in Romania, with Moldova and Ukraine
as well. At the same time, considering the significant need to diversify freight routes and connections
due to the non-renewal of the Black Sea Grain Initiative by Russia, this project could constitute an
alternative channel in trade relations of the greater region, strengthening, at the same time, both
transport connections and international cargo transportation.

The Greek side acknowledges that Russia’s war of aggression against Ukraine has changed the
geopolitical context and expresses its support in the forthcoming extension of the European Transport
Corridors into Ukraine, ensuring better connectivity and more resilient network for the exports and
imports.
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The Sides acknowledged the need to identify, establish and ensure safe navigation in the Black Sea in
support of global food security, building on existing experience and mandates related to global food,
trade facilitation and maritime security.

4. Cooperation in the field of agriculture

Both Sides agreed to continue their cooperation in the field of agriculture, and expressed their mutual
interest in enhancing this cooperation through:

- efforts to increase the bilateral export potential of agricultural products;

- collaboration between research institutes of the Hellenic Republic and Ukraine in the area of fisheries
and within the framework of EU projects related to fisheries;

- collaboration between research institutes of both countries in the areas of agricultural research and
development, in sectors of mutual interest.

The Ukrainian Side confirmed its interest in the further development of bilateral
cooperation in the field of agriculture with the Greek side.

Both Sides agreed to explore further opportunities aimed at restoring the agricultural and food sectors
of Ukraine, as well as ensuring global food security, under of the restrictions due to the military actions
of the Russian Federation on the territory of Ukraine.

5. Cooperation in the field of standardization, conformity assessment and metrology

The Sides agreed to exchange information on the systems of standardization, conformity assessment,
and metrology of both countries with the aim of exploring the possibility of starting bilateral cooperation
on interagency level as well as at national standardization Agencies’, national metrological institutes’
and conformity assessment bodies’ levels.

6. Cooperation in the Field of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises

The two Sides expressed their willingness to explore the possibility of bilateral cooperation in the field
of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises (SMEs), taking into consideration their contribution to
economy, growth, job creation and social cohesion. Such cooperation could include the exchange of
information and best practices in the area of SMEs and entrepreneurship support policies, as well as
the promotion of networking among entrepreneurs.

7. Cooperation in the field of science, technology and innovation

The Sides discussed the prospects of cooperation in the field of science, technology and innovation.
Both Sides agreed to facilitate cooperative activities in fields of common interest.

7.1 Cooperation in outer space activities

The Sides agreed to consider the possibility of initiating bilateral cooperation in the field of space,
including discussing areas of cooperation and identifying potentially promising areas for joint space
projects between the Hellenic Republic and Ukraine in the space sector.

8. Cooperation in the field of environment

The Sides agreed that the Ministry of Environment and Energy of the Hellenic Republic and the

Ministry of Environmental Protection and Natural Resources of Ukraine will explore opportunities for
bilateral cooperation in the areas of circular economy and waste management; forest protection, forest
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management and reforestation. The Ministry of Environment and Energy of the Hellenic Republic and
the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Natural Resources of Ukraine will also explore potential
opportunities for bilateral cooperation between their supervised entities.

9. Cooperation in the field of health care

The Sides expressed their willingness to explore cooperation in the field of healthcare, in order to
improve the healthcare system and the well-being of the peoples of the two countries.

The Sides discussed the possibility for developing exchange programmes on academic and research
levels between medical institutions of higher education of both countries for the purpose of training
and consultations, as well as assistance in the exchange of experience and best practices of
healthcare professionals.

The Sides exchanged views on cooperation and exchange of information on healthcare research.

The Sides discussed possible ideas for the development of joint projects in the pharmaceutical and
medical device sectors.

10. Cooperation in the field of tourism

The Sides recognized the need to initiate bilateral cooperation in the field of tourism. To this end, the
Sides welcomed the first meeting of the Greek-Ukrainian Commission on Tourism, which will convene
on the 16" of February 2024, on agenda items briefly outlined during the JIWG. The Sides also agreed
to exchange experience and information within the UN Tourism framework in the field of tourism. The
Sides will cooperate in the field of tourism marketing and promotion, to restore tourist flows between
the countries after the end of the war.

11. Other sectors of shared interest
Cooperation on the restoration of Ukraine

The Ukrainian side expressed hope for the support of the Greek side in the restoration of the
destroyed infrastructure of Ukraine and invited the Greek Government and business community to
participate in the restoration of Ukraine.

The Ukrainian side will submit for consideration a list of priority projects, in the implementation of
which the Greek side can participate, as well as a list of requirements related to the unimpeded
functioning of the port infrastructure.

Cooperation in the fields of youth and sports

The Sides noted the development of cooperation under the spheres of physical culture and sports, as
well as in the youth sphere, under the conditions of the full-scale aggression of the Russian Federation
against Ukraine.

The Sides agreed to work towards the signing of a Memorandum of Understanding between the
Ministry of Education, Religious Affairs and Sport of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Youth
and Sports of Ukraine and in the field of physical culture and sports.

The Ukrainian side expressed interest in receiving international expert and technical assistance from
the Greek side in the implementation of reforms in the youth and sports spheres.

Both Sides discussed the possibilities for the Hellenic Republic to participate in the recovery of
Ukraine’s sport and youth infrastructure.

The Parties will promote joint initiatives between international sport federations, in order to further
enhance transparency and good governance of sport.
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12. Concluding remarks

Both Sides agreed to hold the seventh session of the JIWG in Kyiv, Ukraine, at a date to be agreed
upon through diplomatic channels.

This Protocol was signed on February 15, 2024, in two copies each in Greek, Ukrainian and English
languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of divergent interpretation, the English text shall
prevail.
