This agreement, hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”, is made
BETWEEN  the Government of the Hellenic Republic as represented by the Ministry of
Culture of the Hellenic Republic, hereinafter referred to as the “Donor”
AND the Council of Europe, hereinafter referred to as the “Council of Europe”

Jointly referred to as the “Parties”;

WHEREAS  the Donor wishes to contribute financially to the Council of Europe Project
entitled “Support scheme for TV series”, hereinafter referred to as the “Project”

WHEREAS  the Council of Europe is prepared to accept and administer the contribution,
offered by the Donor, in accordance with the Council of Europe Financial
Regulations, and the terms set out hereinafter in this Agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the representations, warranties and mutual
agreement of the Parties set forth in this Agreement, the Parties have agreed as follows:

Article 1 — Scope and objective

1.1.  The present Agreement regulates the award by the Donor of a contribution with a view
to the implementation of the Project entitled “Support scheme for TV series” (VC 2934),
described in Appendix | to this Agreement and forming an integral part thereof.

1.2.  The contribution is awarded to the Council of Europe under the conditions stipulated in
the present Agreement, made up of the clauses of the present Agreement and its
Appendices.

1.3.  The Council of Europe accepts the contribution and undertakes to carry out the project
under its responsibility and to resort to the contribution only for the financing of the
expenses related to the project and exposed in the budget of the project herein
enclosed in Appendix II.

1.4.  The Donor shall make every effort to respect the payment dates specified in Article 3
of this Agreement. Where it is not possible to meet the relevant dates, the Donor shall
inform the Council of Europe in advance.

The Parties agree to provide all information necessary for the good functioning of this
Agreement and to apply the highest degree of transparency and accountability as well
as the principles of good governance, sustainable development and gender equality.

The Parties shall promptly inform each other of any circumstances that interfere or
threaten to interfere with the successful implementation of this Agreement. In
particular, the Council of Europe shall immediately inform the Donor of any cases of
suspected or actual fraud, corruption or other illegal activity that come to its attention,
at any level or any stage of implementation of the Project.

Article 2 - Implementation of the Project

The Project described in Appendix | shall be implemented by the Council of Europe from
1 January 2023 to 31 December 2025.

Article 3 — Financing of the Project and disbursement of the contribution

The total cost of the project eligible for financing by the Donor is estimated at
21 000 000 Euros, according to the budget in Appendix II.

The Donor undertakes to finance the Project in an amount not to exceed
450 000 Euros. The contribution of the Donor shall be paid in three instalments, in the
following manner:

- 150 000 Euros within 30 days following the date of the entry into force of the
present Agreement and upon presentation to the Donor of the request for
payment (Appendix Ill);

- 150 000 Euros before 30 April 2024, and upon presentation to the Donor of a
request for payment;

- 150 000 Euros before 30 April 2025, and upon presentation to the Donor of a
request for payment.

Requests for payment shall be made by using the model in Appendix IIl.

The Council of Europe shall endeavour to obtain exemption from custom duties,
import/export fees, and value added tax, social taxes or similar charges, which may be
due for the implementation of the Project. However, should taxes be payable, these
shall be paid from the contribution.

In compliance with the objectives of the project, and notwithstanding the indications
contained in the budget of the project, transfers of funds from one budget line to
another within a single budget heading, or between main budget headings, up to a
maximum variation of 15%, are acceptable without requiring a written decision by the
Parties. Any other transfers shall be subject to a written decision by the Parties,
providing the reasons necessitating the transfer and the consequences of such
transfer for the implementation of the Project.

The Council of Europe shall notify the Donor should any amount of the contribution
remain unutilized after the completion of the Project. Such unutilized amount of the
contribution shall be repaid by the Council of Europe to the Donor within 30 days of
the acceptance by the Donor of the final financial report submitted by the Council of
Europe, unless the Donor provides specific guidance for the use of the balance in
writing.
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Article 4 — Progress and Financial Reports

4.1.  The Council of Europe shall keep the Donor informed of the implementation of the
Project. To this end, the Council of Europe shall submit to the Donor progress
(narrative) and financial reports illustrating the implementation of the Project in
accordance with the provisions of paragraph 4.2 below. These reports shall be
certified by the Project Manager and shall, in particular, present the results achieved,
the means deployed, and a financial report certified by the Treasurer of the Council of
Europe, detailing the funds received for the financing of the project and the
expenditure incurred in the execution of the project.

4.2, Progress and financial reports shall be presented annually, covering implementation
of the Project during the previous calendar year. The reports shall be submitted to the
Donor within three months following the end of the relevant period of implementation
of the Project.

4.3. The final report shall be submitted to the Donor within three months of the end of the
Project to cover the entire period of the Project.

4.4. The report schedule is the following:
- progress and financial reports shall be submitted before 31 March 2024;
- progress and financial reports shall be submitted before 31 March 2025;
- the final report shall be submitted no later than 31 March 2026.

Article 5 — Audit and checks

The Contribution shall be subject to the auditing procedures laid down in the Council of Europe
rules and procedures. The Organisation will certify, through its progress report and certified
financial report, that the funds have been used in accordance with the intended purpose and
that the financial data contained in the report is in accordance with the Council of Europe’s
financial records. It will further certify that all expenditures have been made in accordance with
the Organisation's Financial Regulations, which provide for a detailed procedure of internal
control and an annual external verification of the accounts by the external auditor whose report
is transmitted to the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe.

Article 6 — Liability

6.1.  The financial responsibility of the Donor under this Agreement is limited to funding the
amount indicated at Article 3 above. The Agreement does not provide or imply, directly
or indirectly any responsibility or liability of the Donor for any other claims for damages,
loss or injury from a third party, which the Council of Europe may sustain in
consequence of or arising out of the implementation of the Project and the contractual
relationship and/or partnerships entered into by the Council of Europe for the purpose
of the Project,

6.2.  The contribution shall be accepted by the Council of Europe on the understanding that:

a) The contribution shall be used and administered in accordance with the financial
regulations and other applicable internal rules and procedures of the Council of
Europe;

b) The Council of Europe commits itself only within the limits of its mandate and
competence;

c) Extraneous factors beyond the Council of Europe’s control may impede the
successful implementation of the Project in question;

d) The Donor releases the Council of Europe from any liability for not returning the
contribution partially or entirely, in the event of unsuccessful implementation of
the Project, in the event that such funds have been transferred by the Council of
Europe to implementing partners, engaged for the purpose of implementation of
the Project, and cannot be recovered by the Council of Europe from
implementing partners.

The Council of Europe shall not be held responsible for the unsuccessful
implementation of the Project, resulting from the fact that the Council of Europe
personnel and/or the Council of Europe contractors and partners, as the case may be,
have not been granted, by the countries involved in the Project financed by this
contribution:

a) access to the sites, equipment and facilities where activities are undertaken to

ensure effective implementation and oversight;
b) the necessary site security and personnel safety;
c) any necessary visas and travel documents.

Article 7 — Code of conduct and conflict of interest

Ethical standards

The Parties shall observe the highest ethical standards during the implementation of
the Agreement, and shall ensure the application of adequate and effective means to
prevent unethical practices and/or behaviour. The Council of Europe confirms that its
own relevant internal rules and regulations provide for the standards as established in
this Article.

Gifts

If one of the Parties or staff members offer to give, or agree to offer or agree to give,
or give to any person, any bribe, gift, gratuity or commission as an inducement or
reward for doing or forbearing to do any act in relation to this Agreement, or for showing
favour or disfavour to any person in relation to this Agreement, the other Party may
terminate this Agreement forthwith, without prejudice to any accrued rights of the
Council of Europe under the Agreement.

Conflict of interest

The Parties shall take all necessary measures to prevent or end any situation that
could compromise the impartial and objective execution of this Agreement. Such
conflict of interests could arise in particular as a result of economic interest, political or
national affinity, family or emotional ties, or any other relevant connection or shared
interest. Any potential conflict of interest must be notified in writing to the other Party
without delay.

The Parties should refrain from entering into any contractual relationship, which could
compromise their independence or that of their personnel employed. If one of the
Parties fails to maintain such independence, the other Party may, without prejudice to
compensation for any damage, which it may have suffered on this account, terminate
this Agreement forthwith, without giving formal notice thereof.
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7.4.  Professional secrecy and confidentiality

Both Parties and their personnel employed, be that contractually or nominally
engaged, shall maintain professional secrecy for the duration of this Agreement and
three years after completion thereof. In this connection, except with the prior written
consent of the other Party, neither Party nor the personnel employed shall at any time
communicate to any person or entity any information that may adversely affect the
successful implementation of the Project. This is without prejudice to any existing
obligations to disclose information to the organs of the Council of Europe, the Donor
or for auditing purposes.

Both Parties undertake to preserve the confidentiality of reports, documents and any
information exchanged in pursuance of the present Agreement.

Article 8 — Publicity

The Council of Europe will acknowledge the contribution provided by the Donor in publicity
about the project.

Article 9 — Assignment

The present Agreement, and all rights and obligations attached thereto, may not be assigned
to a third party without the prior agreement of the Parties to the Agreement.

Article 10 — Entry into force — duration, amendments and termination

10.1. This Agreement shall enter into force upon notification to the Council of Europe by the
Donor about the completion of its relevant internal procedures for its entry into force
and shall remain in force until the complete execution of the obligations deriving from
it.

10.2. The Agreement can be modified by mutual consent at the initiative of either Party. Any
modification of the Agreement shall be subject to the written approval of both Parties.

10.3. Should a Party fail, without any justification, to fulfil any one of its essential obligations
under the present Agreement, the other Party may terminate the present Agreement
by serving a one month written notice and without being required to pay compensation.

10.4. If, for reasons beyond the reasonable control of the Council of Europe, it becomes
impossible or extremely difficult to pursue implementation of the project, the Council of
Europe may terminate the present Agreement, without giving notice and without paying
compensation of any kind.

10.5. In case of termination of the present Agreement pursuant to the terms of paragraphs
10.3 and 10.4 above, the Council of Europe shall reimburse the balance of the
contribution, in the amount not used for the execution of the project nor committed for
expenses from which the Council of Europe cannot reasonably disengage itself.

Article 11 — General provisions
11.1. The Appendices shall form an integral part of the Agreement. Where there are
discrepancies or conflicts between or among this Agreement and its Appendices, the

document to prevail shall be the Agreement.

11.2. Nothing in or relating to this Agreement shall be deemed a waiver of any of the
privileges and immunities enjoyed by the Council of Europe and its staff.
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Article 12 — Dispute settlement

The Parties shall seek to settle amicably any differences or disputes arising from or relating to
the implementation of this Agreement and shall not have recourse to any judicial proceedings.

Article 13 — Contacts and Bank Details

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C. Project description

The Eurimages pilot programme for series co-productions aims to increase the
geographical and thematic diversity of audio-visual storytelling by strengthening
international co-production practices through financial support for independently
produced high-quality series.

It aims to nourish international co-production practices by incentivising close cooperation
between Eurimages and Council of Europe member states, so as to preserve creative
control and copyright within the region and to foster the circulation of the supported
works. It will promote fair collaboration between independent producers, broadcasters,
financiers, and new audio-visual media service providers.

By supporting and protecting independent production, this initiative aims to preserve
diversity of voices, pluralism, and freedom of expression in works produced in the form
of series, an audio-visual format with an important impact on the younger generations.

II. Rationale and justification

A. Policy & programme context

Series have become a cultural and social phenomenon in the last few years. Popular hits
such as “Game of Thrones” or more recently “La Casa de Papel” and “Squid Game” have
become worldwide references, the subject of books, multidisciplinary academic research
(from saciology to philosaphy or even geopolitics) and even soft power enablers.

However, these developments have led global media service companies to a position of
dominance. Such an imbalance, combined with the use of predictive algorithms, poses a
significant challenge to the freedom of artistic creation, pluralism and to cultural
diversity. This reality was also confirmed by a study commissioned by Eurimages in
response to the 2019 Declaration by the Committee of Ministers on the manipulative
capabilities of algarithmic processes.

The rapid developments within the sector have a strong impact on the independence of
producers and their capacity to negotiate with streaming and broadcasting companies,
therefore the urgency for a public intervention.

Under the auspices of the Hungarian Presidency of the Council of Europe, an exploratory
conference on "Preserving Independent Production, Diversity and Pluralism in Drama
Series in Europe: Can International Cooperation be Part of the Solution?" was held in
Budapest, on September 30th — October 1st, 2021.

The conference built on a study commissioned by Eurimages in 2019 from an
independent consultant in order to better understand the changing environment created
by the emergence of VOD platforms and the use of Al in the distribution of audio-visual
content.

On April 1, 2022, in Strasbourg, Ministers of Culture through their joint declaration,
expressed their concern about the challenges posed to cultural diversity and pluralism by
the broad use of business models based on algorithmic recommendations, with specific
reference to the audio-visual sector, and took note of the dominant position of global
audio-visual media services and their impact on content production ecosystems and on
European intellectual property ownership.
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Aware of the urgent need to further develop policy and mobilise the cultural and creative
sectors in order to promote and foster cultural diversity, cultural participation and
creative production notably in the digital environment, Ministers of Culture have invited
the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe to continue supporting the Budapest
Drama Series Process and to develop — through future work by the Steering Committee
for Culture, Cultural Heritage and Landscape (CDCPP) and Eurimages — a new legal
instrument to codify the rules of international drama series co-productions and a public
financial instrument for these co-productions.

There is a strong and elaborate normative framework of the Council of Europe existing to
protect cultural diversity and promote the development of European multilateral audio-
visual co-production, to safeguard creation and freedom of expression and defend the
cultural diversity of the various European countries:

* Recommendation CM/Rec(2022)15 of the Committee of Ministers to member
States on the role of culture, cultural heritage and landscape in helping to
address global challenges. The Recommendation affirms culture’s
transformative role in sustainable development and calls for a new
understanding of culture — and hence policies — as a strategic element and
proposes various policy objectives and measures aimed at fostering a local
approach (to engage with people and communities) as well as a global approach
(to encourage international collaboration) in order to generate a collective
ambition and international cooperation based on empathy and solidarity.

= Declaration by the Committee of Ministers on the manipulative capabilities of
algorithmic processes Decl(13/02/2019)1

= Council Of Europe Convention on Cinematographic Co-Production (Revised),
which brings up to date the provisions of the 1992 European Convention on
Cinematographic Co-production (ETS No. 147), in order to reflect the profound
changes undergone by the film industry in the intervening period.

= Recommendation 1674 (2004)1 Challenges facing the European audio-visual
sector underlining the challenges to combine the artistic creativity and cultural
diversity of European works with a truly European dimension, in terms of the
cultural values that these represent and in terms of their market reach.

*  European Convention on Cinematographic Co-Production (1992), with the aims
to promote the development of European multilateral cinematographic co-
production, to safeguard creation and freedom of expression and defend the
cultural diversity of the various European countries.

=  Resolution (88) 15 setting up a European support fund for the co-production
and distribution of creative cinematographic and audio-visual works
“Eurimages", Wishing to intensify co-operation and exchanges for the purpose
of stimulating film and audio-visual production as an important means of
promoting Europe’s cultural identity.

=  Recommendation No. R (86) 3 Of The Committee Of Ministers To Member
States On The Promotion Of Audio-visual Production In Europe

=  Resolution (86) 3 on European Cultural Co-Operation, cultural co-operation is
one of the fundamental areas of the Council of Europe's action and must thus
be given appropriate priority among the Council's activities.

* Recommendation No. R (85) 6 of The Committee of Ministers to Member
States on Aid for Artistic Creation
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* European Cultural Convention with the purpose to develop mutual
understanding among the peoples of Europe and reciprocal appreciation of their
cultural diversity, to safeguard European culture, to promote national
contributions to Europe's common cultural heritage respecting the same
fundamental values and to encourage in particular the study of the languages,
history and civilisation of the Parties to the Convention. The Convention
contributes to concerted action by encouraging cultural activities of European
interest.

B. Problem analysis and needs assessment

In 2018 the Eurimages Fund commissioned an external evaluation of its activities, and the
resulting recommendations were examined by the Fund's Board of Management during
the period 2019 — 2022, with implementation starting on 1 January 2022. The external
evaluators encouraged Eurimages to launch a review of the Fund's strategy and how the
scope of its work might be broadened. They specifically pointed out that the financing of
serial works was already permissible under the Fund's rules, and that this was something
Eurimages might consider.

Following these recommendations, and the 2019 Declaration by the Committee of
Ministers on the manipulative capabilities of algorithmic processes, the Council of
Europe's Directorate General of Democracy, of which Eurimages is a part, commissioned
in 2019 a study from an independent consultant. This study explored the feasibility of the
Council of Europe’s intervention in the sector responsible for producing and distributing
television series and its findings were presented in December 2019 to the Board of
Management.

Under the auspices of the Hungarian Presidency of the Council of Europe, a conference
entitled "Preserving Independent Production, Diversity and Pluralism in Drama Series in
Europe: Can International Cooperation be Part of the Solution?" was held in Budapest,
on September 30th — October 1st, 2021. The event, organised by Hungarian National
Film Institute and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade of Hungary and Eurimages,
was framed as a brainstorming session among industry professionals, including
producers, distributors, broadcasters, and national film fund representatives. The
participants exchanged views on how the most urgent needs of high-end series
production in a highly competitive market currently dominated by non-European players
were to be facilitated. The aim was to explore further the possibility of creating a new
legal and/or financial instrument to enable the international co-production of drama
series.

Acknowledging the groundwork carried out during this conference and the future steps
to be taken during successive presidencies of the Committee of Ministers, the Hungarian
authorities named this initiative "The Budapest Drama Series Process'.

In their conclusions, the conference participants confirmed the importance of the role of
the Council of Europe in preserving cultural diversity and pluralism in the audio-visual
sector. They also highlighted the necessity for international co-productions to offset the
fragmentation of the European audio-visual market, especially for smaller countries with
limited financial means. Creative and technical co-operation amongst professionals from
different countries also positively affects the quality and originality of drama series.
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In October 2021, the Budapest conference outcome was presented to the GR-C and
shaped as a conclusion paper recommending a call for two distinct actions:

1. A legal instrument to codify the rules of drama series co-production, possibly to be
structured as a convention.

2. A financial support programme that aims to cover the needs of independent
producers by strengthening their position when negotiating with the big audio-visual
media service players.

The ministers of culture declaration responded to the call made by the professionals with
actions to be taken by the Council of Europe.

THE [Budapest] GROUP ACKNOWLEDGES THAT:
l.
=  The audio-visual sector has undergone significant changes in the past years.

= New technologies and new global players, mainly non-European, modified the
rules of the game.

= |n less than 10 years, the number of subscribers to Video-On-Demand services
in Europe has grown from under 1 million subscribers in 2011 to 140 million by
the end of 2020.

*  The pandemic has played a crucial role in accelerating the process.

= In 2021, Netflix is on the largest single commissioner of new European scripted
content.

=  Drama series have become a cultural and social phenomenon, especially among
young people.

*  The overwhelming position of global platforms on the international marketplace
and their use of predictive algorithms represents a serious challenge for cultural
diversity, European creativity, and pluralism.

=  The European market is fragmented with countries of different sizes and diverse
audio-visual capacities. This makes it difficult to compete with non-European
digital platforms.

* New global players possess the financial and technical ability to produce and
distribute drama series directly to homes across our continent.

=  The shift within the financial power balance poses a threat to the independence
of European content producers, leading towards their transformation to merely
service providers.

=  The changes impact the legal and financial instruments currently in place at
national and European levels.
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The Council of Europe has an important role to play in preserving cultural
diversity and pluralism in the audio-visual sector.

Culture has always been central to the Council of Europe’s purpose of achieving
greater unity between its member states. Cooperation in the cultural field
contributes to more democratic societies.

Storytelling facilitates understanding and acknowledgement of our differences,
strengthens human rights, rule of law and democracy.

Europe has a rich, deep, and diverse history. The responsibility of telling our
stories rests on the shoulders of our authors, directors, or producers. This is
essential to offer them the possibility to keep on telling them with their own
language, their own sensitivity.

Eurimages has the added value and expertise to facilitate intercultural
cooperation.

In the space of just over 30 years, Eurimages has contributed to the making of
more than 2 000 international film co-productions, fostering a pluralism of ideas
that the market alone could not achieve.

In doing so the Fund has acquired an expertise in supporting independent
international co-productions, especially completing the financing (“top
financing”), positioning the producer at the centre of its action, both financially
and creatively.

Eurimages can help structure and facilitate international co-productions.

THE GROUP UNDERLINES THAT

Developing and producing high-end series is becoming more and more
expensive.

The public's expectations have changed, and it is no longer possible to be
competitive on a small scale.

The qualitative upgrade (both at technical and artistic levels) resulted in higher
production costs, making it more challenging to finance.

It becomes progressively more difficult for producers to cover part of the higher
budgets required at critical moments of the production chain: either at the
beginning of the project for the development of the story, or at the end of the
search for financing for production (the last 15-20 percent).

Retaining the rights on the work (intellectual property and exploitation of
revenues) is becoming difficult.

The possibility of working with global platforms is tempting. In exchange for a
secured cash flow, the platforms retain all rights. The producer becomes a
simple service provider.

This raises questions about origins, independence, and the way to generate
revenues (windows of exploitation).
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=  Some rights are under-exploited, and revenues are not maximized or not shared
with producers and authors.

= International co-production is necessary to offset the fragmentation of the
European audio-visual market, especially for smaller countries.

*  An international mindset at the level of production and creation is extremely
relevant. There is a significant advantage of co-production in the circulation of
the audio-visual works, but as well in sharing risks, financial burden, and creative
contributions.

* International co-production allows smaller countries to pursue more ambitious
audio-visual works (both creatively and financially) with an international
circulation potential.

= Creative and technical cooperation amongst professionals coming from
different countries also has a positive effect on the quality and originality of
drama series.

=  Currently, there is a low level of international co-production (compared to
feature films) between both traditional broadcasters and independent
producers.

= There is a necessity of joint responsibility between the public broadcasters and
public funders in making European content available in Europe.

=  Alliances and networks to facilitate co-operation and co-production should be
encouraged.

THE GROUP CALLS FOR

I. Creating the conditions to empower independent producers in having a choice
between international coproduction and working on commission for non-
European global platforms.

Il. Reinforcing the position of independent producers at critical moments of the
production chain, notably in their relations with broadcasters and/or digital
platforms.

Ill. Developing a legal instrument guaranteeing legal certainty in co-production
practices and ensuring an adequate protection of independent producers'
rights.

IV. Introducing a flexible financial instrument facilitating co-production between
independent producers from territories of all sizes to participate in higher
budget drama series.

V. Ensuring complementarity between national and pan-European public
policies and support programmes.

C. Coherence and complementarity with other ongoing actions

The Eurimages Pilot co-production support programme for series links in with the work
undertaken by the Council of Europe - Eurimages Enlarged Partial Agreement at policy
level. It is also strongly linked with the current considerations of CAHAI/CAI in the field of
artificial intelligence and predictive algorithms.
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Eurimages is currently supporting only cinematographic co-productions and their
theatrical distribution. The pilot programme, entrusted to the Eurimages Secretariat,
would allow to benefit from the more than 30 years of experience of the fund in
supporting cinematographic works and apply them to the field of series co-production.

The pilot programme has also the possibility to enlarge the support actions in the cultural
audio-visual field in countries which are not EU member states, enabling Western Balkans
and Eastern Partnership states to build their capacity through continuous exchanges with
their peers from other countries and build competencies and networks that would create
the preconditions for successful later full entry into the Creative Europe MEDIA
programme and into Eurimages, in the case of some of the member states.

The pilot programme offers a top-up support option for producers and creators who have
already accessed the co-development programmes currently existing and funded by the
European Union and some member states.

D. Comparative advantage / added value

The Council of Europe, through this pilot programme, would provide a grant-based
support mechanism to audio-visual producers from the participating countries to
culturally and creatively cooperate between them as well as with talents and technical
teams from other Eurimages member states through the co-production of series.

The principles governing the programme adapt the cooperation standard established for
cinematographic co-productions to the field of international series in a flexible and
tailored manner. By introducing a set of requirements to access the funding mechanism,
the programme incentivises a model of cooperation addressing, in particular, the aspect
of shared Intellectual Property (IP) ownership linked to the creative contribution of each
party to the development of that IP. The programme aims to reinforce the producers'
negotiating position in relation to other parties, particularly the global audio-visual media
service providers.

The Steering Committee for Culture, Heritage and Landscape (CDCPP) has created an
expert working group (CPPWG-Series), under its authority with the task of assessing the
possible creation of a legal instrument to support European drama series and if
appropriate, drawing up such an instrument in the form of the Convention. The pilot
programme will already introduce and test in business practices some elements later
reflected in the standard setting instrument.

The pilot programme should become a permanent support measure once the standard
setting is in place, with the possibility of being fully integrated into the Eurimages
Enlarged Partial Agreement framework.

The Pilot programme will transfer Eurimages expertise and practice on gender policy in
the audio-visual sector into its activities.

Eurimages has embraced the aim of achieving equal distribution of co-production funding
between women and men, which goal is to be pursued for the pilot programme as well.

IV. Methodology

The programme will run for a three-year period. Two main types of activities shall run
during this period with direct impact for beneficiaries. These are a grant award process
for series co-production and a grant award process for series co-production
development.

1. Co-production support programme

A yearly call for projects will be made public for independent producers from the
countries participating in the programme.

The projects submitted should be:

= International series co-productions with creative contributions from the
participating countries;

=  Series projects with a maximum of either 10 episodes or 600 minutes of total
duration;

=  First season of a series only. However, returning seasons will be eligible if no
previous season of the series has been supported;
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=  Fiction and creative documentaries, or animation works;

= Single episodes of a series cannot be split into separate applications;
= QOriginal stories or adaptations;

= Open to all genres and target audiences;

=  Projects must conform to the values and cultural objectives of the Council of
Europe.

The applicant has to come from a contributing country, own a copyright share and have
already on board an audio-visual media service provider. The applicant needs to be in co-
production with at least one independent company established in an Eurimages member
state owning a share of copyright and bringing any type of confirmed financing. A third
condition, to ensure the circulation of the works, is a license agreement in a
country/region outside of the co-production countries but within Eurimages member
states.

The applicant and the co-production parties have the obligation to retain the copyright
for a minimum period from the 1st broadcast.

Two types of non-reimbursable grants shall be awarded in the amount of 250 000 Euros
or 500 000 Euros and payable to the beneficiaries in two instalments.

2. Co-production Development awards

= Awards are granted in the framework of partnerships with relevant international
series co-production markets based in countries participating in the pilot
programme;

= Eligible projects must be selected by the co-production markets partnering with
Eurimages and must be already or intending to become international co-
productions;

=  Projects must be developed (creative control/majority owned) by independent
companies from an Eurimages member state;

= The awards are non-reimbursable amounts of 50 000 Euros granted to an
independent company to promote international cooperation through co-
production from the early development stage of a project;

= If the majority of rights of the project are subsequently transferred to a non-
qualifying company*, the award shall be reimbursed to Eurimages. However, the
project will still need to credit Eurimages by displaying the Funds’ logo;

= A partnership with co-production markets to grant Development Awards will be
established.

Up to 3 grants per year shall be awarded, each with the value of 50 000 Euros.

By accessing the pilot programme, independent producers originating in the member
states have found additional financial means to co-produce high quality series. Co-
production implies at least two independent producers from two different countries,
and involving broadcasters and audio-visual media service providers from the co-
production countries and beyond leads to an equitable business practice in co-
producing series. Professionals from member states disseminate common values and
cultural diversity through their original works and as such provide more culturally,
geographically and thematically diverse serial works, for European audiences and
beyond.

Significant supporting duties are expected to be carried out with the assistance of
Eurimages EPA existing staff.
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VI. Stakeholder engagement and dissemination

Analysing the beneficiaries and target groups of the project, the following main
stakeholders are targeted by the project’s activities and impacted by the project.

Independent content creators

independent content creators include writers, directors, independent producers, and
professional organisations.

This stakeholder group is the main beneficiary of the project, as the project aims to
strengthen their creative position to secure the freedom of artistic expression and
eventually to ensure the creation of more culturally diverse serial works.

The awards granted through this programme are dedicated to this group of stakeholders
as end beneficiaries, and the conditions accompanying the grants would introduce a fair
and balanced business practice model within the sector.

Besides the grants awarded, the communication and visibility activities targeted to this
group, they will be constantly engaged in the functioning of the programme, through the
constant consultation process envisaged through the on-site visits in the frameworks of
co-production markets and other B2B dedicated events that could take the form of public
panels and round tables. It would not be advisable to create a structured consultation
platform, such as an Advisory Committee, as professional representative bodies at the
pan-European level have a representation going beyond the contributing countries, and
national level representative bodies are too numerous to allow for practical interaction.

Audio-visual Media Service Providers

AVMS providers include public and private broadcasters and public and private on-
demand video platforms. These stakeholders are highly influential on business practices,
which are thus currently often market-driven to the detriment of cultural diversity and
which replace artistic expression of original works with commissioned works that
maximize the mitigation of financial risks. This group of stakeholders is nonetheless vital
to the good functioning of the programme, as they will be the leading partners for the
independent producers to bring their projects to the audience. Through the content
supported by the grants awarded, AVMS providers can get engaged in a more
thematically and geographically diverse series. However, the Problem Analysis and Needs
Assessment describes clearly the assumptions and the basis the programme aims to
improve.

National authorities

National authorities include public funds, national regulators and legislators. The public
funds play a significant role, as they have either a first investor position, where projects
would have the development phase financially secured by them, or in other cases they
would also secure part of the production budget. Subsequently, they could be directly
involved in the governance of the programme, by appointing representatives to the
Donor Board (DB). Being part of the DB allows them to share best practices on series co-
production, have a deeper understating of the business practices in international series
co-production and through the Pilot Programme align national policies for
complementarity and strengthening of the intended impact.
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National legislators would be incentivised by the best practice examples provided by the
projects awarded through the pilot programme, information channelled by the above-
mentioned public funds, to adopt and implement national programmes supporting series
co-production which share same principles promoted by the Pilot Programme and
eventually align with an international standard on series co-production to be set by the
Council of Europe.

Aggregators and financiers

This group consists primarily of distributors and sales agents, but also private equity
funds. The pilot programme incentivises the involvement of such players in the
exploitation of series works, with a direct impact on the financing of such co-productions.
By diversifying the financial means a reduction of the strong position of some investors
who normally would also retain the intellectual property generated by the creators is
leveraged. Thus, the pilot programme would widen the scope of the actors involved,
reduce the risks and diversify also the means of exploitation of such works. A more varied
way of exploitation ensures a higher chance for such diverse content to reach the
audiences.

VII. Cross-cutting issues

Gender analysis

According to Council of Europe policy, achieving gender equality is central to the
fulfilment of the Organisation’s mission: safeguarding human rights, upholding
democracy and preserving the rule of law. Gender equality means equal rights, visibility,
empowerment, responsibility and participation for both women and men in all spheres
of public and private life. It also means equal access to and equal distribution of resources
between women and men. Gender equality is one of the priorities of the Council of
Europe and the Organisation has a dual approach, including:

= specific policies and actions, including positive action when appropriate, in
critical areas for the advancement of women and for the realisation of de facto
gender equality, and

= the promotion, monitoring, co-ordination and evaluation of the process of
gender mainstreaming in all policies and programmes.

Recent statistics collected by the European Audio-visual Observatory reveal that between
2015 and 2020, female directors represented 22% of active directors of audio-visual
fiction episodes and TV films in Europe. During this time period, women took part,
whether alone or in teams, in the direction of 19% of all episodes and TV films. On
average, women (co)directed fewer episodes than men and they were less likely to be
the sole director of a work. For these reasons, the weighted average share of female
directors in audio-visual fiction was lower, at 17%.

The share of audio-visual fiction episodes directed by female-driven teams was again
slightly lower, at 15%, as women were proportionally more likely to work in male-driven
teams.
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Between 2015 and 2020, women accounted for 36% of active writers of audio-visual
fiction in Europe. Female writers took part, whether alone or in teams, in the writing of
58% of audio-visual fiction episodes and TV films, vs. 84% for male writers. On the one
hand, each female (co)wrote more episodes than males, but, on the other hand, they
were less often the sole writer of an episode. Therefore, the weighted share of female
writers of audio-visual fiction was similar to the share of women among active writers, at
36%. Female writers were proportionally more likely than male colleagues to co-write
audio-visual fiction and when they did, it was often within teams with a male majority.
For this reason, the share of episodes written by female-driven teams was significantly
lower, at 27%.

Women accounted for 43% of all active producers of European TV films and high-end TV
series between 2015 and 2020. On average, female producers were invalved, whether
alone or in partnership with other colleagues, in the production of 52% of European TV
films and TV series.

Women produced on average a similar number of episodes to men and were the sole
producers of TV titles almost as often as their male counterparts. Therefore, the weighted
share of women among producers was close to their share of active producers, at 44%.
The share of titles by female-driven production teams was 38%, as women solely
produced fewer titles but, when co-producing, were part of a gender-balanced team of
producers.

Over the past years, there has been substantially greater awareness throughout the
audio-visual industry and in the wider press about the prevalence of gender inequality.
Unfortunately, sensitisation to this issue is not enough to bring about substantial change
alone and systemic inequality remains widespread. It is therefore essential that even
more proactive solutions be proposed to address this gender imbalance, to ensure the
situation improves across the board and in a long-lasting manner.

As indicated in the Council of Europe Recommendation on gender equality in the audio-
visual sector, one crucial issue is the added value that greater gender equality in audio-
visual can bring to cultural diversity; the audio-visual sector is one which is well placed to
shape and influence perceptions, ideas, attitudes and behaviour prevalent in society and
so has an important role to play.

Eurimages, in particular, as a top financier which has already adopted three Gender
Equality Strategies, 2016-2017, 2018-2020 and recently 2021-2023, remains in a strong
position to help bring about change. Greater gender equality can also allow new and
more diverse audiences to enjoy a wider range of stories and contribute to creative
renewal in the film industry. In addition to gender equality, Eurimages acknowledges the
necessity of promoting wider diversity in the industry. This is in line with the values of
equality and cultural diversity, and the need to broaden the content on offer to better
represent society and as a means to have an impact on it.

This strategy takes as its focus the presence of women in both creative and technical
roles, focusing on female-driven projects. In order to define what constitutes a female-
driven series project a two-tier system will be adopted, considering having two out of
three key roles as essential in defining a female-driven project: directors, scriptwriters
and producers and then including other heads of department and the first two roles for
fiction projects.
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To try to achieve this goal, the pilot programme will:
1. Contribute to increasing the presence of women in the industry:
a. by attracting more female-driven projects;
b. by showcasing their achievements.

2. Raise awareness about the prevalence of gender inequality and increase the
visibility of the best-practice work being carried out within member countries
and as set forth in the Recommendation on gender equality in the audio-visual
sector.

3. Carry out and promote data monitoring and the systematic sharing of findings.
4. Sponsor and offer patronage to gender-based initiatives and support research.
5. Ensure gender-mainstreaming across the project and across decision making.

The methods for achieving these aims, and the partners and information pertaining to them will be
outlined in an accompanying action plan.

Correlation with Council of Europe gender equality strategy
Combat gender stereotypes and sexism

1. The Council of Europe’s gender equality strategy refers to preventing and
combating gender stereotypes and sexism (objective 1). This is a delicate area
for the film industry in the sense that filmmakers have always fought to defend
freedom of artistic expression and Eurimages supports freedom of expression,
another Council of Europe value.

2. What we may note, however, is that stereotypes are preconceived ideas that
arbitrarily assign women and men specific roles determined and limited by their
gender. Stereotypes can impede the development of the natural talents and
abilities of girls and boys. Some studies, especially those carried out by the
Geena Davis Institute and Vivendi into more commercial films predominantly, as
well as information to be gleaned from the British Film Industry Filmography,
reveal the existence of numerous stereotypes in the way women are portrayed
in films: “in artistic content, women are too often presented as objects of male
desire above everything else. Therefore, the image of women is degraded and
even sometimes degrading [...]. (A)s artists, women seem stuck in specific roles;
muses or performers. They are not the ones who create but always exist thanks
to a male creator ...".

Prevent and combat violence against women

3. Thisstrategic objective refers to the Council of Europe Convention on preventing
and combating violence against women and domestic violence (the “Istanbul
Convention”).

4. This Convention provides, in its Article 17, for the “Participation of the private
sector and the media”, in these terms: “Parties shall encourage the private
sector, the information and communication technology sector and the media,
with due respect for freedom of expression and their independence, to
participate in the elaboration and implementation of policies and to set
guidelines and self-regulatory standards to prevent violence against women and
to enhance respect for their dignity”.

Unfortunately, violence against women is still widespread in the Fund’s member
states. Showing a degrading image of women in films, all too often submissive
women or women turned into sexual objects, without critical context, may be
seen by some to encourage this violence, whereas showing positive images of
men and women may be seen to help counter it. Eurimages will bear this point
in mind as appropriate.

Study on female characters in popular international works across 11 countries,
reveals deep-seated discrimination, omnipresent clichés and stereotypes with
regard to women and girls in the works studied. The female characters seldom
have a job and even more rarely hold positions of responsibility. By contrast,
hyper-sexualisation concerns women more than men, with girls and women
twice as likely as boys and men to be shown in sexually revealing clothing or
partially or fully naked.

Achieve balanced participation of women and men* (*4 in the CoE objectives)

All of the above-mentioned strategies can help to contribute towards a more
balanced participation in the film industries in diverse professional capacities in
Eurimages’ member states. Whilst the Council of Europe’s Gender Equality
Strategy 2018-2023 refers specifically to balanced participation in political and
public decision-making (objective 4), the Eurimages strategy transposes this to
aim to work towards balanced participation throughout the industry and
throughout all cast and crew positions in the audio-visual sector.

As stated in the Recommendation on gender equality in the audio-visual sector:
“audio-visual content can either hinder or hasten structural change towards
gender equality. Gender inequalities are reproduced in audio-visual content but
also within the audio-visual sector, notably women’s under-representation in
the different professions and in decision making. Furthermore, women are more
likely to encounter pay inequalities, the ‘glass ceiling’ and precarious
employment positions.”

Through the measures outlined in this document, Eurimages wishes to
contribute to the balanced participation of women and men throughout the
industry.

Mainstream a gender-equal approach in all policies and measures* (objective 6
of the Council of Europe strategy)

This mainstreaming approach involves taking account of the “gender”
dimension in all processes, including financial processes. Eurimages will
continue to carry out ongoing assessments of its processes with the aim of
incorporating the gender equality perspective in all areas and at all levels,

Eurimages will endeavour to improve gender equality in the allocation of
support where it can and will continue to monitor and assess the amounts
granted to co-production projects as well as to all other forms of support given.

Eurimages will also help to promote this gender mainstreaming approach among
the project’s member states by ensuring the visibility of its actions and strategy,
gathering and distributing information on developments in the situation in
Europe and communicating and disseminating good practices where possible.

The Pilot programme will adopt the measures successfully applied through Eurimages'
strategy on gender equality in the film sector, in order to promote and incentivise a higher
participation of female creators in leading positions in series co-productions.
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= Forexample, in order to attract more female-driven applications, the project will
offer a range of incentives to reflect its commitment.

* ex aequo rule: always choosing a female-driven project if there is a situation of
equal points.

= inviting producers explicitly to supply information on their previous work,
highlighting their work with female directors, scriptwriters and other heads of
department, prizes and festival participation of films with female creators, as
well as cast and crew members, and asking producers to complete the Bechdel-
Wallace test for their application;

A crossover collaboration could be envisaged with the Eurimages Board of Management
in enlarging the scope for the Audentia award by including as possible recipients, besides
female film directors, also female creators of series and as such reaching out for series
events to host the award.

In order to showcase female talent, a communication strategy will be adopted which
would draw heavily on social media to promote the success of women supported by the
Pilot programme in different sectors. Social media channels would be used to ensure that
information was shared widely.

Webinars could be used as well as a system of mentoring to ensure that female creators
can interact with staff and representatives more easily. Networking opportunities should
continue and the outreach meetings could be transformed to include regular one-to-one
meetings at festivals between the Secretariat and representatives and female creatives
and cast,

Gender mainstreaming

The Donor Board, Evaluation Committee and the Management Team should be designed
in a way to encourage good gender-balanced representation, therefore gender
mainstreaming should be included in the set-up of these structures (e.g. Terms of
Reference, procurement procedures, etc.)

The gender mainstreaming of human resources in the Management and Project Team
should take into account two issues: (1) Recruiting a gender-balanced Management and
Project Team, (2) Awareness and knowledge of the teams on gender.

In addition to widespread gender mainstreaming across all of the project’s activities, this
would also mean:
a. ensuring gender-sensitive language is used in all project’s documents and tools;

b. training for staff on institutional sexism and unconscious bias to be mandatory, and
eventual training on unconscious bias for DB members and experts (pertaining to both
equality and diversity).

Participation and inclusion (including engagement with civil society)

As the leading human rights organisation in Europe, the Council of Europe can draw on
elements of its “acquis” in project implementation. This means incorporating cross-
cutting dimensions into its projects, such as gender mainstreaming and civil society
participation, provides the foundation for equality and diversity.
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Under the auspices of the Hungarian Presidency of the Council of Europe, a conference
entitled "Preserving Independent Production, Diversity and Pluralism in Drama Series in
Europe: Can International Cooperation be Part of the Solution?" was held in Budapest,
on September 30th — October 1st, 2021. The event, organised by Hungarian National Film
Institute and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade of Hungary and Eurimages, was
framed as a brainstorming session among industry professionals, including producers,
distributors, broadcasters, national film fund representatives and civil society.

Considering the series sector's specificity and the different actors taking part in the
development, production, and distribution of such works, Eurimages considered it
necessary to consult with a group comprised of external experts, professionals and civil
society representatives to develop this financial instrument further. The group's
composition was not limited to a predefined list and was based on those experts who
actively contributed during the Budapest conference. The group held three meetings. The
Secretariat facilitated the first meeting on 17 December 2021 to recall the findings of the
Budapest conference and possibly formulate the objective behind the programme.
During the first meeting, it quickly became apparent to the group that Eurimages’
pasition within the process poses a conflict of interest, and it affects its involvement as a
facilitator. Accordingly, the Secretariat decided to call on an external facilitator to
intervene in the process and lead future meetings.

The second meeting which took place on 4 February 2022, was facilitated by an external
expert. The objective of this meeting was to clarify, coordinate and harness a shared
understanding of a concept using a fast and proven mapping technique. Following the
second meeting, the Secretariat was invited to draft a concept paper, to feed into the
discussion at the group's third and final meeting.

The third meeting took place, in person, on 23 March 2022, within the framework of the
International Festival Series Mania. The facilitator continued his waork, involving the
different professionals and stakeholders in a session to test the draft concept provided
by the Secretariat.

Once the concept paper was drafted, a series of meetings took place with different
professionals, national and European representatives of civil society representative to the
sector.

The involvement of civil society organisations, mainly those representing professionals,
is important as they play a mediator role between public authorities and beneficiaries,
serving the general interest, and thus constituting an important element of the
democratic process. Civil society engagement is also essential not only in the change of
business practices, but also in the Pilot Programme for Series Co-Production.

Equality and non-discrimination

With the strong Eurimages experience behind it, the Secretariat assured that throughout
the process of developing the concept for the pilot programme gender and geographical
balance will be ensured. The same policy shall be applied throughout the implementation
phase.

Concerning the grant awarding process, the gender equality strategy and the
geographical representativeness will govern the process both in the selection of experts
for the Evaluation Committee and the projects recommended for funding.
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Accountability

As previously mentioned, the project design involved throughout the period of
September 2021 - October 2022 approximately 100 professionals and representatives
covering primarily but not exclusively the Eurimages member states and with a wide
expertise.

Eurimages is currently undergoing the final steps to start implementing the Fund's
sustainability strategy. Even though the strategy was adopted for the EPA, and the
current pilot programme does not fully fall under its framework, nevertheless the
measures are meant to mitigate the environmental impact of both Secretariat's work and
the grant awarded projects.

Reduction of environmental impact will be clearly a transversal component throughout
the project implementation.

= Continue to prefer hosting of Governance Meetings asonline or hybrid
meetings. Consider making policy commitment to host in-person meetings only
periodically.

= Encourage train rather than flights for short distance travel. Train travel reduces
emissions by 60-90% in Europe. Taking the TGV emits 98% less than a flight.

* Choose hotels with a green certifications or  sustainability
commitments/programs in place. Such hotels can offer energy and water-saving
systems, local sourcing, biodiversity-friendly landscaping and non-toxic cleaning.

* Participate in and organize online events and networking opportunities in the
audio-visual sector and improve social media outreach.

= Encourage travel policy with eco-friendly travel options.

= Encourage travel agency to include emissions estimate when sending proposed
itineraries (e.g. "This itinerary will result in 1 tCO2e, equivalent to the emissions
sequestered by 16.5 trees growing for 10 years.”)

The use of a selection criteria for applying green production measures will be proposed
for inclusion in the final programme design, subject to the Donor Board approval.

Transparency and access to information

With respect to Article 13 of the European Convention on Human Rights, the grant award
process should follow the Rule 1374 governing this process at the Council of Europe level,
a procedure which includes a complaints procedure handled by the Secretariat and in
addition by the Council of Europe's Review Board.

Full information on the rules and regulations, selection criteria and decision process will
be made available publicly on a dedicated web page, further communicated through
different channels and specialised events (such as webinars for professionals, panels and
presentations on site in each participating country).

Decisions will be made publicly available both on website and through press releases.

The DB will receive full annual reports and specific reports, where requested. The reports
will fulfil all the transparency requirements adopted and requested by the DB. These
reports will have the role to both inform and keep the DB fully up to date with the project
development but also to disseminate information at national level.

Information provided by applicants to the programme will be handled in line with Council
of Europe data processing standards.
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VIII. Risk management

Pre-condition assumptions

With reference to the high level conference on drama series that took place
in Budapest on 30 September and 1 October 2021 under the auspices of the
Hungarian Presidency, Industry professionals — producers, distributors,
broadcasters, national film fund representatives — had exchanged on the
most urgent needs to facilitate the production of high-end series in a very
competitive market dominated by non-European players. In their
conclusions, the participants had confirmed the importance of the role of
the Council of Europe in preserving cultural diversity and pluralism in the
audio-visual sector.

They had also highlighted the following main points:

= |nternational co-production is necessary to offset the fragmentation
of the European audio-visual market, especially for smaller countries
with limited financial means. Creative and technical co-operation
amongst professionals coming from different countries also has a
positive effect on the quality and originality of drama series.

= A legal instrument is necessary to codify the rules of drama series
co-production. This would make the market more transparent and
allow independent producers to protect their rights — including the
intellectual Property — in negotiations with broadcasters or global
platforms.

= A financial instrument is necessary to cover part of the higher
budgets required at critical moments of the production chain: either
at the beginning of the project for the development of the story, or
at the end of the search for financing for production (the last 15-20
percent).

See risk register appendix C.

IX. Governance and project board

The main body under the pilot project will be the Donor Board (DB). The DB will be
composed by representatives nominated by each donor and will be responsible for
steering the project and taking decisions relevant for its implementation, with no role to
be played by the DB in the selection procedure of projects to be supported under the
pilot programme.

During the first DB meeting, a chair will be elected from among the representatives. The
Programme guidelines will be adopted by the DB and may be amended anytime the DB
will consider appropriate throughout the duration of the programme. The DB will also
approve any major budgetary changes at the request of the Secretariat.

The pilot programme will be implemented under the CoE Financial Regulation and any
financial commitment undertaken under the pilot programme will comply with them.
The contractual instrument, under the CoE Financial Regulation, that would seem to be
most suited for the purposes of the pilot project is the award of grants (Article 43bis of
the CoE Fin Reg).
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The grants will be awarded following grant award procedures carried out under Rule no.
1374. The CCM takes a decision on the award of grants, under Rule no. 1374, based on
recommendations made by an Evaluation Committee established in the framework of
the grant award procedure.

The Evaluation Committee shall be made up of at least three persons including at least
one member of the Secretariat.

Members of the Evaluation Committee who are not members of the Secretariat of the
Council of Europe will be appointed only with a view to contribute with specific technical
expertise.

The review procedure will follow and respect the guidelines set out under Rule no. 1374.

The DB shall meet twice per year and, with the Secretariat's support, will draft an
information report for the Eurimages Board of Management interest.

X. Monitoring and evaluation

The project will be evaluated against the outputs and forecast impact indicators. An
evaluation of the project's management and its impact will be conducted.

The yearly reports will be integrated as part of the full programme report and create the
exploratory basis for the pilot programme’s sustainability.

In accordance with the governance structure, the Donor Board will inform the Eurimages
Board of Management of the evolution of the programme.

The Secretariat shall follow the indicators set out for the outcomes, both immediate and
intermediate ones, report to the Donor Board and if needed propose interim actions after
each reporting cycle. At the end of the pilot programme exercise, the Secretariat shall
draft a full report together with an external independent conducted analysis on the
programme's impact. The report shall be approved by the DB and sent for information to
the Eurimages Board of Management as well any other CoE concerned party which may
take decisions on the possible future measures to support series co-productions.

XI. Sustainability of results

The pilot programme is designed to offer a flexible environment where all stakeholders
involved will have the possibility to contribute to adapting and improving the support
programme in response to evolutions in the industry across member states.

The aim is to explore this through continuous exchange over the three-year programme
and based on the programme's evaluation through a research study in the third year, to
create a wider and sustainable support programme based on and inspired by the
successful model of the Eurimages EPA.

Having in mind that most of the donaors participating in the programme are also parties
to the Eurimages EPA, the exchange of experience and an organic flow of information and
knowledge base between the two is an added value.

It resulted quite clearly from the Budapest conference, and further during consultations
with the independent producers that their expectations are for this programme to
continue after the three-year pilot.
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Audio-visual Media Service Providers (broadcasters and on-demand platforms) strongly
challenged by the fast-moving market and stock market reality have also an interest in
the continuation of the programme as it would assure that the cultural risk-taking series
works will be produced with the support of the Council of Europe, and they would be as
such incentivised to bring this content to the audience while transferring part of their
risk.

National authorities are currently in the process of creating national support frameworks
for series and ensuring complementarity with the Council of Europe's Pilot programme is
desirable, especially with expectation of a standard setting to be introduced from 2025.

Overall, all stakeholders are looking at the continuation of the programme as a way to
ensure pluralism among the financial possibilities for co-production of series, thus
reducing the risk that some member states already experience of an imbalanced
production environment ruled by few strongly positioned stakeholders which
commission the majority of works and bring them to the audience. And if these players
decide to change their policy, reduce their investment, or even stop it, it basically
paralyses an entire value chain.

In conclusion, the ongoing experience of the programme, its evaluation, the Eurimages
knowledge base accompanied by a wider research paper and the stakeholders’
contribution will provide a set of recommendations followed by actions for the Council
of Europe to take ensuring the continuation of the programme.
