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INTRODUCTION

The Minister of Defence of the French Republic, the Federal Ministry of Defence of the Federal Republic of
Germany, the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic, the Ministry of Defenca of the ltalian
Republic, the Ministry of Defence of the Kingdom of the Netherlands and the Secretary of State for Defence
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (hereinafter referred to as the “Participants”)

Desiring to contribute to and strengthening the North Atlantic Treaty Organization's ([NATO) deterrence and
defence posture, noting that activities under this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) will respect
national policies of the Participants, including their security policies and membership in intemational
alliances;

Having regard to the North Atlantic Treaty signed in Washington on 4 April 1848;

Having regard ta the Agreement between the Parties to the North Allantic Treaty regarding the Status of
their Forces done at London on 19 June 1951 (hersinafter referred to as “NATO-SOFA") and any
supplementing agreements thereto;

Having regard 1o the Agreement between the Parties to the North Allantic Treaty and the other states
pariicipating in the Partnership for Peace regarding the Status of their Forces dane at Brussels on 19 June
1995 (hersinafter referred to as "“PFP-SOFA") and any supplementing agreements thereto;

Having regard to the Letter of Intent Concerning Cooperation on Development and Fielding of a Next
Generation Rotorcraft Capability signed by The Minister of Defence of the French Republic, the Federal
Ministry of Defence of the Federal Republic of Germany, the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic
Republic, the Ministry of Defence of the Italian Republic, the Ministry of Defence of the Kingdom of the
Netheriands and the Secrelary of State for Defence of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland in the context of the fall 2020 NATO Defence Ministerial Meeting signed on 18 November 2020;

3.2.  Nothing in this MOU is intended to conflict with international law or national law of the
Participants. In case such a conflict occurs, international and national law will prevail. The
Participants will notify each other in the event of such a conflict.
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4. ORGANISATION AND MANAGEMENT — GENERAL

4.1. The Participants will use, for the management of the NGRC Concept Stage, an
organization consisting of:

4.1.1. a NGRC Steering Board (SB); and
4.1.2. aNGRC Concept Stage Programme Office

42 A NGRC Steering Board (SB) will supervise the execution of this MOU and will
perform functions including, but not limited to:

Participants;

Each representative will have one vote; all decisions will be taken unanimously. in the
event that the SB is unable to reach a timely decision on an issue, each SB representative
will refer the issue to its higher national authority for resolution.

Each representative on the SB may be assisted by non-voting national experts, who may
participate in discussions at SB meetings.

The SB will establish its own internal rules, e.g. Terms of Reference (TOR), and organize
itself accordingly.

The SB is led by a Chair, who will be elected from among its members. The Participant
providing the Chair can opt for sending an alternative representative to the SB. In this
case, the Chair will no longer have voting rights within the SB.

The Chair will derive his/her authority from the SB. The Chair must give account to the SB
for all actions taken in accordance with all decisions taken by the SB.

The term of duty of the Chair will be for entire term of validity of this MOU unless decided
otherwise by the SB.

The SB will meet as required at the call of the Chair at such regular intervals as necessary
to carry out its responsibilities effectively, but not less than twice per year, or as soon as
possible in response to a specific request by any Participant.

The SB will arrange for administrative services and a record of the decisions taken.

The NGRC Concept Stage Programme Office manager will attend SB meetings as a non-
voting observer.
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5. ORGANISATION AND MANAGEMENT OF NGRC CONCEPT STAGE PROGRAMME
OFFICE

5.1. To ensure delivery of the NGRC concept as envisaged in this MOU, the Participants will
request the Contracting Authority, in the name and on behalf of the Participants, to
establish and manage an NGRC Concept Stage Programme Office as from the date of
entry into effect of this MOU. The NGRC Concept Stage Programme Office will operate in
accordance with the Contracting Authority's regulations and functional directives including
any NGRC Programme-specific agreements and directives that will be developed between
the Participants. The intention of the NGRC Concept Stage Programme Office is to reflect
the compaosition of the Participants.

52. The Participants will continuously fill any designated VNC positions in line with the NGRC
Concept Stage Programme Office baseline configuration and paragraph 4.2.c. of this
MOU with qualified and ready-for-duty personnel. As a general rule personnel should be
allocated until the completion of the NGRC Concept Stage.

5.3. If a Participant does not wish or cannot fill a designated VNC position permanently or
temporarily, the Participant which takes over the individual position on behalf of the non-
filling Participant will be compensated based on the actual cost the Participant encounters
for filling the position on the basis of a bilateral arrangement.

5.4. The provision of national personnel will be subject to the North Atlantic Council (NAC)
approved NATO - Wide Policy on Voluntary National Contributions From NATO Members
States (PO(2015)0202 of 17 April 2015) which has been developed to ciarify the legal and
administrative responsibilities related to VNCs, the status of civilian and military VNCs in
the host country, and the applicability of the current NATO regulations to VNCs.

6. COST SHARING AND FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT

6.1  Any direct financial commitment deriving from this MOU will be subject to the standard
national budgetary procedures of each Participant.

6.2  The Parlicipants will share the NGRC Concept Stage Cost by means of Financial
Cantributions to be pravided annually in advance to the NGRC Concept Stage Programme
Budgets or, with the approval of the Participants, by In Kind Contributions. The NGRC
Concept Stage Programme Budgets will be administered and coordinated by the
Contracting Authority in accordance with its financial rules and procedures and endorsed
by the Participants.
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6.3  NGRC Concept Stage Cost ceiling

inventions filed by Contractors in order to secure for the Participant a non-exclusive
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irrevocable world-wide royalty free licence to practice or have practiced the invention
for Government Purposes.

12.4. Subject to the Participant's undertaking to share any liability incurred, and insofar as
possible, each Participant will extend to other Participants any relief from patent
infringement claims arising in the course of work performed under this MOU that it may be
able to claim on its own behalf. The Participants will, in accordance with their national laws
and practices, give their authorisation and consent for all use and manufacture in the
course of work performed under the MOU of any invention covered by a patent issued by
their respective countries. Each Participant is responsible for handling all patent
infringement claims made in its territory and to consult with the other Participants during
the handiing and prior to any settlement of such claims.

12.5. Participants will request the Contracting Authority to ensure that the Contractors will
promptly notify the Participants of:

(a) any invention or design subject to patent or registered design rights (or application
thereof) owned by a Third Party to be used by the Participants;

(b) any actual or alleged infringement of intellectual property rights made against a
Contractor and which pertains to the performance of the activities of this MOU, or

subsequent use by the Participants of anything required to be done or delivered under
this MOU.

12.6. The Participants will request the Contracting Authority 1o ensure that the Contractors will
assume all liability and indemnify and hold harmless the Participants against Third Party
claims resulting from an actual or alleged infringement by a Participant of any intellectual
property right in any part of the world in the performance of the activities of this MOU,
when such infringement arises from or is incurred by the use of a Contractor's Bl and/or
Fl or an item delivered by a Contractor under this MOU. This section will not apply insofar

as the Participants specifically instructed the use of the item subject of the infringement
claim.

12.7. The Participants will request the Contracting Authority to ensure that the Contractors will
also assume all liability and will indemnify and hold harmless the Participants against Third
Party claims resulting from an actual or alleged misuse of any confidential Information or
trade secret by Contractors in performing their activities under this MOU.

13. DISCLOSURE, SALES AND TRANSFERS TO THIRD PARTIES

13.1. The Participants will not sell, transfer title to, disclose or transfer possession of Fl or any
equipment embaodying such Information or jointly acquired equipment to any Third Party,
nor authorise one of its Contractor(s) to do the same, without the prior written consent of
the other Participants. Participants may disclose Information to Contractors whose
government is a Participant for use on the Participants behalf subject to section 11.

13.2. No Participant will permit any such sale, disclosure, or transfer, including by the owner of
the item, without the prior written consent of the other Participants. Such consent will not
be given unless the government(s) of the intended recipient(s) agree in writing that it will:
- No retransfer, or permit retransfer of, such items or Information provided;

- Use, or permit to use of, such items or Information provided only for the purposes
specified by the Participants.

13.3. Each Participant will retain the right to sell, transfer title to, disclose, or transfer possession
of Fl, which has been generated solely by that Parlicipant or its contractors and which
does not include any Bl of the other Participant.

A Participant will not sell, transfer title to, disclose, or transfer possession of equipment or
Bl provided by another Participant to any Third Party without the prior written consent of
the Participant which has provided such equipment or Information. The providing
Participant will be solely responsible for authorizing or obtaining authorization for such
transfers and, as applicable, specifying the method and conditions for implementing such
fransfers.

Any consent required under this section regarding the sale, disclosure or transfer of any
Information or equipment will not be withheld except for reasons of foreign policy, national
security or national laws. No Participant will refuse such approval of a sale or transfer o
any other country when that Participant would be prepared to approve a national sale,
disclosure or transfer of the same Information or equipment to that country.

In the event of any question arising as to whether the Fl that a Parlicipant intends to sell,
transfer title to, disclose, or transfer to a Third Party is within the scope of section 11 above,
the matter will be brought to the immediate attention of the SB. The SB will resolve the
matter prior to any sale or other transfer of such Fl to a Third Party.

Levies

Sales or transfers of equipment developed or FI generated under this MOU may attract a
levy to be shared among the Participants. Prior to any such sale or other transfer, the
amounts of any levy and the procedure for assessing such levy will be determined by the
Participants. However, each Participants, may reduce or waive recovery of its share of
levy in accordance with its national laws, regulation and practices. Cost recovered by the
Participants will be shared among them according to their sharing key as described in
paragraph 6.3 of this MOU, taking into account any Participants reduction or waiver of
such recavery.

The Participants will request the Contracting Authority to ensure that the Contractor, which
concludes sales, rental or manufacturing licence conltracts with Third Parties, is subject to
the payment of levies, as approved by the SB and to be provided for in the Contract. In
the event of an underestimated price or no charge, the Participants can recalculate with
the aid of an independent valuer where necessary.

The Participants and the Contracting Authority will be responsible for ensuring compliance
with any applicable export control legislation andlor regulation in relation to their
participation in this MOU.

And if applicable:

Each Participant will provide support to the other Participants when the application of that
Participant's export control legislation and/or regulations is impeding performance of work
necessary for the purpose of this MOU.

VISITS AND ACCESS

For the purpose of the delivery of the NGRC concept, each Participant and the NGRC
Concept Stage Programme Office will permit visits to its government establishments,
agencies and facllities, by personnel of the other Participants or the NGRC Concept Stage
Programme Office or by personnel of Contractors provided that the visit is authorised by
the Participants involved in the visit and that the personnel have appropriate security
clearances and a need-to-know.

All visiting personnel will comply with security regulations of the host Participant. Any
information disclosed or made available to visitors will be treated as if supplied to the
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Participant sponsaring the visiting personnel, and will be subject to the provisions of this
MOU.

14.3. Requests for visits by personnel of one Participant or the NGRC Concept Stage
Programme Office to a facility of another Participant or the NGRC Concept Stage
Programme Office will be co-ordinated through official channels, and will conform with the
established visit procedures of the host. Requests for visits will bear the name of the
NGRC Concept Stage and will be submitted in accordance with recurring NATO
international visit procedures and corresponding arrangements with PFP nations.

14.4. Lists of personnel of each Participant or the NGRC Concept Stage Programme Office
required to visit, on a2 continuing basis, facilities of the other Participants or the NGRC
Concept Stage Programme Office, will be submitted to them through official channels in
accordance with recurring NATO international visit procedures and corresponding
arrangements with PFP nations.

15.  CLAIMS AND LIABILITY

15.1. Claims between the Participants arising out of or in connection with the present MOU will
be handled in accordance with the Article VIl of the NATO-SOFA or with the PFP-SOFA.

Claims not covered by the NATO-SOFA and PFP-SOFA will be dealt with as specified
below.

15.2, For liability arising out of, or in connection with, activities undertaken in the performance
of official duty in the execution and for the benefit of the NGRC Programme, the following
provisions will apply

15.3. Each Participant waives all claims against the other Participants in respect to damage
caused to its military or civilian personnel or damage caused to its property by personnel
or agents (which do not include Contractors) of another Participant. If, however, such
damage results from reckless acts or reckless omissions, wilful misconduct or gross

negligence of a Participant, or its agents, the costs of any liability will be borne by that
Participant alone.

15.4. Claims from third parties for damage of any kind caused by one of the Participants’
personnel or agents will be processed by the most appropriate Participant, as determined
by the Participants. The cost incurred in satisfying such claims will be bome by the
Participants in line with the cost sharing principle outiined in paragraph 6.3. If, however,
such liability results from the reckless acts or reckless omissions, wilful misconduct or
gross negligence of a Participant's personnel or agents, the costs of any liability will be
borne by that Participant alone.

15.5. In the case of damage caused by or to common property of the Participants, where the
cost of making good such damage is not recoverable from a third party, such cost will be
borne by the Participants in line with the cost sharing principle outlined in paragraph 6.3.

15.6. The Participants will not indemnify Contractors against third party liability claims. However,
in exceptional circumstances (e.g. certain nuclear or unduly hazardous activity where the
cost of insurance is excessively high), the Participants may consider whether to Indemnify
Contractors against third party liability claims.

15.7. Claims arising under any Contract awarded under this MOU will be resolved in accordance
with the provisions of the Contract. third party claims arising out of or in connection with
the present MOU will be handled in accordance with applicable international law and
national law and regulations, in particular in accordance with the NATO-SOFA and PFP-
SOFA, as applicable, including any supplementary agreements thereto.

SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute among the Participants regarding the interpretation or application of this MOU
will be resolved only by consultation among them and will not be referred to any national
or international tribunal or other Third Party for settlement. The Participants and the
Contracting Authority will approach any disagreements in relation to this MOU as a mutual
problem requiring efforts from all invalved to resaolve the disagreements. All issues will be
considered and addressed in a prioritized format to ensure that sufficient time is allocated
to the most significant issues.

AMENDMENT, WITHDRAWAL AND TERMINATION

This MOU may be amended at any time by unanimous written consent of the Participants.
Each Annex to this MOU may be amended by the written approval of the SB, provided
that any such amendment is consistent with this MOU.

A Participant who finds it necessary can unilaterally withdraw from this MOU according to
the following procedure:

a. Before giving formal notice of withdrawal, detailed consuitations will take place
between the Participants on the consequences of withdrawal and possibility of
avoiding it. A minimum period of time no shorter than 90 days should be provided for
consultation;

b. If a Participant still wishes to withdraw, that Participant will give notice in writing to the
other Participants. The period of notice following a Participant's written notice of intent
to withdraw will not be less than 180 calendar days;

c. Up to the effective date of withdrawal the Participant withdrawing will meet in full all
its commitments;

d. At the requesl of the other Participants, the withdrawing Participant will take all
necessary actions within his/her control to ensure that this MOU can be continued by
the remaining Participants;

e. All direct costs arising as a result of a withdrawal will be borne by the withdrawing
Participant, unless otherwise determined by the SB. The remaining Participants will
determine, in consultation with the withdrawing Participant, the most economic
arrangement in this respecl. However, the cost to the withdrawing Participant will not
exceed its share of the NGRC Concept Cost ceiling, taking into account the amounts
already contributed by the withdrawing Participant.

If the Participants unanimously decide to terminate this MOU, they will share the cost of
termination or benefits from liquidation in accordance with the Contracting Authority's
regulations and functional directives including any NGRC Programme-specific
agreements and directives that will be developed between the Participants within the SB.

The respective benefits and responsibilities of the Participants regarding sections 10, 11,
13, 15, 16 and 17 will continue to apply notwithstanding any withdrawal, termination, or
expiration of this MOU.

ADMISSION OF NEW PARTICIPANTS

Should a non-Participant apply to join this MOU, the SB will consider such an application,
having full regard to the provisions of the MOU, the delivery of the NGRC concept and the
commitments already made by the Participants, and after consultation with applicable
organisations and agencies make recommendations to the Participants. The Participants
