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Memorandum of Understanding on Cooperation
in the Field of Health
between
the Ministry of Health of the Hellenic Republic
and

the Ministry of Health of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

The Ministry of Health of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Health of the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”,

Wishing to strengthen the relations of friendship between the two countries and to
develop cooperation between them in the field of health,

Have reached the following understanding:

Article One

The Parties shall encourage cooperation in the field of health, especially in the
following areas:

1. Capacity Building/Human Resources Development, including Exchange of
Health Experts and Professionals;

2. Health education and training;
Investing in the health sector;

4. Any other areas of common interest.

Article Two
The cooperation between the Parties may take the following forms:

1. Encouragement of mutual visits, seminars, workshops and business events as
appropriate;

2. Exchange of organizational, statistical and analytical expertise and information
in the area of health care;

3. Mutual participation of specialists in scientific conferences and other events
held in the territory of the States of the Parties;

4. Any other forms agreed upon in writing by both Parties.
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Article Three

Each Party shall incur the costs of the visit of its representatives to the country of the
other Party.

Article Four

All activities undertaken pursuant to this Memorandum of Understanding shall be
subject to the availability of personnel, resources and appropriated funds. All activities
and proposals for cooperation pursuant to this Memorandum shall be subject to
review of the individual proposal based on merit, relevance and suitability and shall be
in compliance with the respective national legislations of the States of the Parties as
well as with their international obligations, including as far as the Hellenic Republic is
concerned, those arising from its membership to the European Union,

Article Five

Representatives of the Parties shall hold meetings between them alternately in the
Hellenic Republic and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia whenever both Parties deem it
needed, in order to work on the implementation of this Memorandum.

Article Six

The Parties shall take the necessary measures to protect the intellectual property
rights resulting from any activity or project based on this Memorandum of
Understanding, in accordance with the respective national legislations of the States of
the Parties as well as with the relevant international conventions to which they are
both Contracting Parties.

Article Seven

The Parties shall use information and documentation exchanged in the framework of
this Memorandum of Understanding only for the purposes for which it was exchanged
as agreed in advance and shall not transfer such information or documentation to a
third party without the prior written consent of the Party from which the information
or documentation originated.

Article Eight

This Memorandum of Understanding does not affect the rights and obligations arising
from any bilateral or multilateral agreements or any Memorandum of understanding
by which either party is bound including as far as the Hellenic Republic is concerned,
those arising from its membership to the European Union.
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Article Nine

Any dispute arising from the interpretation or implementation of this Memorandum
shall be settled amicably, by consultations between the Parties that serves their
common interests through diplomatic channels.

Article Ten

1. This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the date of the last
notification by which the Parties inform each other, in writing, through diplomatic
channels, about the completion of their relevant national procedures necessary for
its entry into force.

2. It shall remain in force for a period of five (5) years and, thereafter, it may be
automatically renewed for a similar period (s) unless one of the Parties informs the
other Party in writing, through diplomatic channels, at least (six) months before its
expiry date of the intention to terminate it.

3. This Memorandum of Understanding may be amended by mutual written consent
of both Parties, at the request of either of them. Such amendments shall enter into
force according to par.1 of this article

4. The termination of this Memorandum of Understanding shall not affect common
programs and associated obligations which were initiated while the Memorandum
was in force, unless the Parties agree otherwise.
